At 22 she joined a radical offshoot of the Society of Friends,  which preached the second coming of Christ and underwent fits of agitation  when they felt the Holy Spirit descend upon them.  FTP, name this woman,  who in 1774 brought the Shaker movement to America.

However, he is most famous for works after emigrating to the United States where he became director of the School of Architecture at Chicago's Armour Institute. There he designed Chicago's Lake Point and Harbor Point towers and the Seagram Building in New York City.
