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1. In 1704, a real life Scottish sailor had an altercation with the captain of his ship.  The ship was currently sailing near the Juan Fernandez Islands, and the sailor asked ** to be put ashore.  He then spent the next four years and four months on Más a Tierra Island until the sailor was finally rescued by an English privateer.  This tale was the basis for the first true novel written in English, told by Daniel Defoe.  FTP, upon the life of what sailor was Robinson Crusoe based?

Answer:  Alexander Selkirk 

2. This German author turned to writing after graduating from the Duke of Württemberg's (VUR-tem-burgz) military academy, writing Die Räuber [dee RAUW ber] as a striking attack on political tyranny. He spent much of his life in ** Weimar [VIE mar].  In 1789, his history of the revolt of the Netherlands against Spain won him a professorship of history at the Univ. of Jena, where he married the gifted writer Charlotte von Lengefeld.  FTP, name this dramatist, poet, and historian, who is buried alongside Goethe and is famous for plays such as Don Carlos.

Answer: Friedrich von _Schiller_

3. In an effort to find some friends, the daughter joins a cult composed of overly-cheerful girls and eunuchs.  Unfortunately, this was on the day the cult was planning a ritual suicide, but the ** father arrives in the knick of time and whisks her away to her brother's first birthday party.  The cult leader pursues, but is vaporized by her baby brother.  This was the plot of an episode of, FTP, what year-old cartoon show featuring a talking dog and a diabolical baby?

Answer: _Family Guy_

4. This European conflict began when Louis XIV invaded the Palatinate, taking advantage of the absence of Holy Roman Emperor Leopold I being on a campaign against the Turks.  Having been promised aid by England's James II, France's war efforts were seriously hampered when the Glorious Revolution brought ** William of Orange, who sided with the Empire, to the throne of England.  Despite being victorious in most major land battles, France was finally overcome when Austria, England, the Netherlands, Spain, and Sweden all united against it. FTP, name this war, which was named for the alliance against France and was settled by the Treaty of Ryswick.

Answer: War of the _Grand Alliance_ (acc: War of the _League of Augsburg_)

5. In 524 B.C., this military ruler succeeded his uncle as ruler of an Athenian dependency in the Gallipoli Peninsula. He accompanied Darius in the Persian expedition into Scythia, but later took part in the ** Ionian revolt against the Persians.  Forced to flee to Athens, his military experience and ability allowed him to climb high in the Athenian military, and he was elected to the board of generals to oppose Darius' invasion of Greece.  FTP, name this Athenian general who, in 490 B.C., won an important battle at Marathon. 

Answer: _Miltiades_

6. One of the season's most disappointing teams, this major league baseball team finished the 1999 season with a 78-84 record. Despite having the third-highest payroll in baseball at over $78 million, ** this team's record was never above .500 after winning the first game of the season.  After reaching the playoffs in 1996 and 1997, this team has gone a combined 157-167, a performance many blame on the advancing age of the players.  FTP, name this American League team, featuring such old-timers as Jesse Orosco, Brady Anderson, and Cal Ripken, Jr.

Answer: the Baltimore _Orioles_ (acc: Baltimore)

7. When the first of these was discovered in 1967, many scientists took it to be solid proof of the existence of an alien civilization.  However, by 1968, astronomers realized that what they were detecting was ** high-energy electrons spiraling around a magnetic field, and not radio transmissions from an intelligent life form.  FTP, name the kind of object that was discovered, a rapidly spinning neutron star that seems to send out radio signals at precise intervals.

Answer: _Pulsar_

8. In 546 B.C. this kingdom was absorbed into the Persian Empire.  This small kingdom grew to an empire in the chaos that had been left after the fall of the Neo-Hittite kingdom. Proverbially golden with (*) wealth, this kingdom had close ties with the Greek cities of Asia, which were for a time within its boundaries.  Its end came when Cyrus the Great of Persia defeated Croesus, the kingdom's last ruler.  FTP, name this ancient empire with capital at Sardis, whose rulers were the first in history to use coined money.

Answer: _Lydia_  

9. This scientist was successful largely due to his superior ability to organize and interpret his own work along with the works of others. He was one of the first to introduce effective quantitative methods in the study of chemical reactions, and his ** classification of substances is the basis of the modern distinction between chemical elements and compounds.  FTP, name this scientist who also established the composition of water, discredited the phlogiston theory, and was guillotined during France's Reign of Terror.

Answer: Antoine Laurent _Lavoisier_

10. This French poet first gained recognition with his poetry collections Poèmes saturniens [po EM sa tour nee EN] in 1866 and Fêtes Galantes [FEH tuh gal AUNT] in 1869, which made him a figure in the bohemian literary world of Paris.  Later in life, while ** imprisoned in Belgium, he wrote his Romances Sans Paroles, which shows him to be one of the first symbolists.  FTP, name this poet who spent two years in prison for shooting his protégé and lover, Arthur Rimbaud [raym BO]

Answer: Paul Verlaine
11. Schoenberg composed this musical work in two parts: the first from 1901-1903, and the second in 1911.  Scored for full orchestra, 4 choirs, and 5 soloists, it recounts the tale of the ** illicit love affair of medieval Danish King Waldemar and the beautiful maiden Tove.  FTP, name this musical piece, which takes its name from the castle in which the story's action takes place.

Answer:  _Gurrelieder_, or _Songs of Gurre_

12. This theory in special relativity was put forward in an attempt to explain the negative result of the Michelson-Morley experiment of 1887.  It is an extension of the hypothesis of Irish physicist **  G.F. Fitzgerald and is sometimes given his name, but it is more commonly given the name of its primary developer. FTP, name this relativistic hypothesis which states that the length of a body contracts as its speed increases.

Answer: _Lorenz Contraction (acc: _Lorenz-Fitzgerald Contraction,  prompt on Fitzgerald Contraction)

13. It was initially demonstrated by injecting a trace of ink into water flowing in a glass pipe and adjusting the diameter of the pipe and the velocity of the water. This refers to any dimensionless group described as a ratio of inertia and viscous forces and usually seen as ** diameter times density times bulk velocity divided by viscosity.  Established by the first professor of engineering in Manchester, England, this parameter describes the transition of fluid flow in a pipe.  FTP, name the parameter which is less than 2,100 for laminar flow, between 2,100 and 4,000 for transitional flow, and greater than 4,000 for turbulent flow. 

Answer: _Reynolds number_

14. Before opening for Stevie Wonder and Frank Sinatra in Manila, she sang her first role in The King and I in the Phillippines at age 7.  In 1993, she became the first ** Asian performer to play the role of Eponine in a major production of Les Miserables.  She was the singing voice of Princess Jasmine in the movie Aladdin, and more recently sang as the title character in Mulan before briefly reprising her famous Broadway role.  FTP, name the singer-actress who garnered a 1991 Tony award for her original role as Kim in Miss Saigon.

15. The theory is generally attributed to James Ford or Sir Flinders Petrie, after examining hundreds of graves and, more specifically, pottery styles. Since then, he has gone on to tie or break 31 NFL records, including touchdown passes, attempts, completions, and yardage. FTP, name this member of the legendary "Class of '83," now in his seventeenth season as the quarterback of the Miami Dolphins.
