For ten points, name this supernova remnant located in the constellation Taurus and also known as Messier 1.

Answer:  The Crab Nebula (accept Messier 1 on early buzz)

3.  When the train carrying his casket entered the station in Baltimore, over 100,000 people gathered to sing the Battle Hymn of the Republic.  When his body lay in state in New York, both radical student leader (*) Tom Hayden and Chicago Mayor Richard Daley were reduced to tears.  For ten points, identify this late Senator, attorney general, and presidential candidate, who was assassinated on  June 5, 1968.  

Answer:  Robert Francis Kennedy or RFK

4.  The Dialogues of St. Gregory the Great, the only primary source on his life, report that he was disgusted by Rome and left for a life of (*) solitude in the wilderness. He later settled at Cassino, which subsequently became the center of one of the most influential religious organizations in the world.  For ten points, name this man born in the fifth century AD, the father of Western monasticism.

Answer:  Saint Benedict 

5. This novel opens with the assertion that someone must have been telling lies about the main character.  Chapter titles include, "The Arrest,"(*) "First Interrogation," and "Lawyer," and most editions of it include drawings by the author. 7. 8.Originally called "Pall-Mall" (pronounced "pell mell") by the English, it takes its name from the French word for (*)"disorder". Before the Society for the Prevention of 

Cruelty to Animals became a powerful force, the Queen played it with storks and hedgehogs. For ten points, what is this sport of Wonderland, now played with mallets and balls?

Answer:  croquet
9. After he graduated the imperial school he tried but failed to follow in his father's footsteps as a schoolmaster.  At age 20 he left his father's school to seek an official position as a composer.  Often unrecognized during his life, his "Great" Symphony number (*) 9 was premiered years after his death.  For ten points, name this composer best known for lieder (pronounced "leader") including The Elf King and Gretchen at the Spinning Wheel, who also wrote the Trout Quintet and the song cycle Winterreise ("vinter-ri-sah"), who died when he was only 31. 

Answer:  Franz Schubert
10.  Born in Prussia, he came to America in 1831, and demonstrated a practical way to manufacture steel cable.  Shortly thereafter he began to make it in Trenton, New Jersey. A pioneer in building suspension (*) bridges, he built several in the years 1844 until his death in 1869. For ten points, name this famous engineer who died during the construction of the Brooklyn Bridge.

11. Suppose you had a mixture of equal amounts of (+)-2-butanol [plus two butanol] and (-)-2-butanol [minus two butanol].  The (+) isomer would rotate polarized light clockwise and the (-) isomer would rotate the polarized light (*) counterclockwise by the same amount. You would observe a total rotation of zero, just as if the 2-butanol were achiral.  For ten points, give the term for such a solution of equal amounts of two enantiomers, resulting in an optically inactive mixture.

Answer:  Racemic Mixture

12. In a new public service announcement, high school boys in a locker room shout offensive slurs. The words "Murdered" and "Hate" are followed by a shot of a woman with her head bowed.  "Please don't let there be a next time," (*) she says quietly. 15.  Why are diamonds worth more than water if people need water to live? Because people use large quantities of water regularly, its marginal utility rapidly decreases in spite of its high total utility. (*) Diamonds, which people have a smaller quantity of than water, have a large marginal utility and a small total utility. For ten points, identify this economic quandary, whose answer lies in the difference between total and marginal utility.

For ten points, give the modern name for this compound, synthesized by Mitscherlich in 1834 by heating benzoic acid in the presence of lime, with a molecular weight of 78 and the formula C6H6.
