ANSWER: Richard Nixon 

2. "Idiot. Above her head was the only stable place in the cosmos, the only refuge from the damnation of the panta rei ... A moment later the couple went off...both oblivious of the awesomeness of their encounter -- their first and last encounter -- with the One, the Ein-Sof, the Ineffable."  The preceding fragment concerns a couple in a museum looking up at a device whose behavior proves that the earth rotates.  FTP, name the Umberto Eco novel.
ANSWER: Foucault's Pendulum 

3. A group of eight annual and perennial weeding flowering plant species of the spurge family, a series of manned space flights conducted by the U.S. from 1961-1963, a theater formed in 1937 by Orson Welles and John Houseman, and a Roman god of merchandise and merchants all share, FTP, what name?
ANSWER:  Mercury
4. Adults in this genus are commonly attracted to and feed upon fermenting juices in rotting fruit, (*) while their larvae live in the latter. Since the salivary glands of the larvae have especially large chromosomes, they are often used in genetics experiments. FTP, name this genus of insects, which includes the species melanogaster [muh-LAA-noh-gah-stir], better known as "fruit flies."
ANSWER: Drosophila [droh-SAH-fih-luh] or fruit fly or vinegar fly 
5. Born in 1713, he established himself as a publisher in St. Paul's Churchyard in 1744. He published books by Oliver Goldsmith, and was said to be the inspiration for the "philanthropic bookseller" in Goldsmith's "The Vicar of Wakefield." (*) FTP, name this publisher of children's books, after whom a famous award for writing children's literature is named. 
ANSWER: John Newbery [do not accept or prompt on "Caldecott"]

6. Born in 1947 in Chicago, he was considered to be gifted, yet he eventually dropped out of Gatorade High School before his junior year. A failure in school, he turned to music, when in 1970, he released his first album "Wanted Dead or Alive." and wrote a song for the film Midnight Cowboy entitled "She Quit Me Man." But his best music came later in the seventies with such hits as Poor Poor Pitiful Me and I'll Sleep When I'm Dead. FTP, name this musician, sometime bandleader for David Letterman and most famous for Werewolves in London.
ANSWER: Warren Zevon
7. Born in Paris in 1859, at age 20, he painted seascapes while on compulsory military service in Brest. Upon returning to Paris, during the next ten years he produced seven enormous paintings, including "House in the Trees," and numerous smaller works. (*) Shunned by mainstream salons, probably because of his unorthodox ideas about color, shape, and light, FTP, name this founder of Neo-Impressionism, who at 25 painted "Sunday Afternoon on the Isle of Le Grande Jatte."
ANSWER: Georges Seurat
8. Born into poverty in Georgia, he attended Davidson College and went onto become a Rhodes Scholar. Before entering government, he was a professor at Mills College from 1934-1940. His first government position was as a special assistant to the Secretary of War in 1946, but he is most famous for his role as America's top diplomat in the 1960s. FTP,  name this self-described "dodo" who served as Secretary of State from 1961-1969 and was a key proponent for the escalation of the Vietnam conflict.
ANSWER:  Dean Rusk
9. Due to its isolation and unique formation, this lake contains many aquatic life that can not be found anywhere else. Located in the southern part of eastern Siberia, it is the oldest existing freshwater lake on Earth (20-25 million years old), as well as the deepest continental body of water, having a maximum depth of 5,315 feet (1,620 meters). FTP, identify this Russian lake which is the deepest in the world.
ANSWER: Lake Baikal
10. Four bands--including one at Princeton, one in Baltimore, and one in Regina [ruh-JEYE-nuh], Saksatchewan--have used this name, (*) which derives from the 1993 Simpsons episode "Treehouse of Horror IV." FTP, name this object, whose consumption nearly sent Homer Simpson to Hell.
ANSWER: Daddy's Soul Donut
11. He claims that God chose him to lead Africa's most populous country and so as a way to show "thanks,"  he launched a two week drive against polio, the first of its kind on the continent. Like many leaders of his homeland, he spent a number of years incarcerated at the behest of his former friend Sani Abacha, but was released eventually by Abacha's successor. FTP, name the winner of the 1999 Nigerian presidential elections, whose victory ended 15 years of military rule.
ANSWER: Olesegun Obasanjo
12. He predicted that there would be a war between blacks and whites in America, and that blacks would win.  All white people would be killed except for himself and his followers, who would be hiding in a cave in Death Valley.  After the war, the blacks would be unable to govern themselves, and would turn to him for leadership.  The grisly murders conducted under his direction were intended to spark the great race war.  For ten points, name this prophet, who referred to the coming apocalypse by the code name "Helter Skelter."
ANSWER: Charles Manson
13. He ruled Si-Fan with an iron hand for 45 years, although as time wore on, he was gradually transformed from a self-serving criminal mastermind to a dedicated anti-communist, as the sentiments of his biographer, Sax Rohmer changed.  Thanks to dozens of radio shows and movie serials, he is remembered today for his long fingernails and drooping black mustache.  FTP name this Mandarin master of crime.
ANSWER: Fu Manchu
14. His book, "The Mind of Primitive Man," was often used in the 1920s by those who opposed U.S. immigration restrictions based on race.  In the 1930s the Nazis burned the book and rescinded his Ph.D. from Kiel University.  For ten points, identify this man who founded the "cultural relativist" school which ultimately came to dominate 20thcentury anthropology, and whose students included Ruth Benedict and Margaret Mead.
ANSWER: Franz Boas
15. His inspiration was said to have served in the Russian army against the Turks, and was notorious for exaggerating his experiences. His creator, Rudolph Erich Raspe, was a Hanoverian who fled to England to escape charges of theft. (*) Raspe wrote of this character's "marvelous travels" in English in order to support himself while in exile. FTP, name this character, the subject of a film by Terry Gilliam.
ANSWER: Baron (von) Munchausen or Karl Friedrich Hieronymus, Freiherr von Munchhaüsen
16. It began as an amateur rugby championship, but in 1935 it became a strictly professional affair and was won by the Winnipeg Blue Bombers. In years since, it's been won by teams like the Edmonton Eskimos, the Ottawa Rough Riders and last season's first-ever American winners, the Baltimore Stallions.  FTP name the trophy awarded to the champions of the Canadian Football League.
ANSWER  The Grey Cup
17. It was published in 1896, at its author's own expense. It consists of 63 poems, primarily based on ballad forms. Set in a "land of lost content," (*) its poems are either addressed to, or spoken by, a farm-boy and a soldier. FTP, name this volume of poetry, the most famous work of A.E. Housman.
ANSWER: A Shropshire Lad
18. Located in the German state of Thuringia, it was the center of a movement in classicism including the likes of Goethe and Schiller.  Located near the Buchenwald concentration camp, it was the first home of the Bauhaus movement.  FTP, name this German city in which a reconstituted National Assembly first met in 1919.
ANSWER:  Weimar
19. Nicknamed "the lawgiver", he undertook three campaigns against Persia, captured Belgrade, broke the Hungarians at Mohacs, and unsuccessfully laid siege to Vienna.  Later, he concluded with Francis I of France an alliance against the Hapsburgs.  FTP, name this man who died in the siege of Szigeth in 1566 after a 46 year reign in which the  Ottoman Empire reached its greatest strength.
ANSWER: Suleyman I or Magnificent

20. Once misclassified as a type of tuberculosis, it is called Still's disease when it occurs in children. Affecting 1% of the US population, mostly women, in this disease, the pannus [PAH-nis] of synovial tissue (*) invades and erodes bone tissue at joints, especially in the hands and feet. FTP, name this crippling disease which causes joint pain and eventual disfigurement, abbreviated RA.
ANSWER: rheumatoid arthritis  [accept RA on early buzz; prompt on
"arthritis"]

21. Proteus' father in "The Two Gentlemen of Verona." Leonato's brother in "Much Ado About Nothing." Prospero's brother in "The Tempest." (*) Sebastian's friend in "Twelfth Night." The title character in "The Merchant of Venice." FTP, what most common non-royal name in Shakespeare's plays do all these characters share?
ANSWER: Antonio
22. The discovery of its phases by Galileo in 1610 was the first direct evidence of the Copernican theory. (*) Its clouds, composed mostly of sulfuric acid, travel at 360 km per hour through an atmosphere composed mostly of carbon dioxide. FTP, name this planet with retrograde rotation, the second from the Sun. 
ANSWER: Venus
23. The final movement, scored for soprano, chorus, and orchestra, was written in 1869, as part of a work to honor the death of Rossini that was never performed. In 1873, using that setting of the "Libera me"[LEE-buh-rah may], (*)  the composer proposed this work "to honor the memory" of poet Alessandro Manzoni. FTP, name this 1874 Italian masterpiece, most famous for its setting of the "Dies irae," written by Giuseppe Verdi. 
ANSWER: Missa da Requiem or Manzoni Requiem by Giuseppe Verdi [prompt on early "Requiem"]

24. This law, first proposed in 1811 by its discoverer, was not accepted until 1858, when Stanislao Cannizarro used it to develop a system of chemistry. Derivable from the ideal gas law when pressure and temperature (*) are held constant, this law relates the volume of a gas to the number of molecules therein. FTP, name this law, named for the Italian discoverer of the mole.
ANSWER: Avogadro's law [accept Amadeo Avogadro]

25. When he became king, he erected temples to Baal in Samaria. It was he who set up the famously disastrous test of Elijah and the prophets of Baal, (*) and he gained further notoriety for stealing the vineyard of Naboth.  When he died in battle, his blood was collected in the bottom of his chariot, and later lapped up by dogs and bathed in by whores. FTP, name this evil king of Israel, husband of Jezebel, after whom Melville named an egomaniacal captain.
