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1. A precursor to hormones such as thyroxine, epinephrine, and norepinephrine, it is also derived into the skin pigment melanin.  Though first isolated in 1846 as a product of degraded cheese protein, this (*) amino acid is not a necessary part of the human diet, as it is synthesized from phenylalanine.  The absence of the enzyme phenylalanine hydroxylase prevents this synthesis and results in the hereditary disease phenylketonuria (phee-nil-ket-on-UR-ia).  FTP, name this amino acid, whose symbol is “Y.”

3. It took 14 years to write and was titled The Strike until renamed by the author’s husband. FTP, name this Ayn Rand novel, whose famous question is, “Who is John Galt?”

Though he is pursued by Arsinoe (ar-sin-o-AY), and Eliante sincerely cares for him, he instead chooses to love the sharp-tongued Celimene (SEH-leh-MEE-neh), who epitomizes all he hates about society. He asks her to go away with him, but she refuses. For ten points, name the 1666 comedy centering around Alceste, written by Moliere.

8. It was blown down in August 1856, when it was computed to be nearly 1000 years old. From 1687 to 1689, when Sir Edmund Andros was governor-general of New England, it contained a secret held in its hollow – a document hidden there after it was removed from the colonial council chamber. For ten points, give the name of the large white tree that stood in Hartford, Connecticut, which now appears on the back of the newest quarter.

9. It is considered both the last general Nazi offensive on the central Eastern front, and also the greatest tank battle in history, involving over 2 million troops and 3000 tanks. In the summer of 1943, Field Marshal von Kluge plan to attack at a site 200 miles southeast of Smolensk. However, Soviet generals Rokosovsky and Vatutin destroyed about 40 percent of the German armor, and General Popov completed the rout. For ten points, name this important World War II battle, fought six months after Stalingrad ended.

FTP, name this painter assisted by

Caravaggio who is also one of the Teenage Mutant Ninja Turtles.
