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1) This decision ruled that certain Louisiana state laws were not violating the thirteenth or fourteenth amendments. These laws were not considered an appropriation of (*) slavery, and thus, in the specific case of train cars, it was ruled that the so called “Jim Crow” laws, providing blacks and whites with separate but equal facilities, were constitutional. For ten points, name this landmark decision handed down by Justice Brown of the Supreme Court in 1896. 
Answer:  Plessy v. Ferguson

2) Found in unusually high concentration on lunar rocks as compared to terrestrial ones, the finely divided type of this transition metal can ignite spontaneously in air, especially at elevated temperatures.  Hafnium is invariably found in its ores, (*) but is removed entirely from grades used in the nuclear power industry.  For ten points, name this metal, atomic number 40, which combines with silicon to form quality gemstones, alphabetically last of the elements.

Answer: zirconium

3) In his final race, the Grand Prix of San Marino, he was passed for the lead on the final lap by his teammate Didier [Dih-dee-AY] Pironi.  While qualifying for the 1982 Belgian Grand Prix (*), he crashed his Ferrari and died later that day.  For ten points, give the first and last names of this Canadian Formula 1 race car driver, whose son Jaques would win the 1995 Indianapolis 500 and the 1997 Formula 1 championship.

 Answer :  Gilles Villeneuve  (prompt on “Villeneuve” ) [Zheel  VEEL-nuhv]

4) First and last name’s the same.  One was a New Hampshire statesman better known for political novels like 1906’s Coniston and historical romances like 1901’s The Crisis. The other was awarded the (*) Nobel Prize for Literature for The Second World War, but is much better known as a political statesman.  FTP, give the shared first and last names, the latter of whom served twice as Britain’s prime minister before his death in 1965.

Answer:  Winston Churchill  (prompt on Churchill)

5) This surname has for generations been associated with scientific adventurers.  Jacques, with his father built a bathyscape, the Trieste, in 1953.  The father, Auguste, had used similar technology to build (*) balloons to study cosmic rays in the stratosphere, ascending to 55,000 feet in 1932.  Auguste's grandson Bertrand became, with Brian Jones, the first to circle the globe by balloon in March 1999.  For ten points, give this surname, whose most famous adventurer is the fictional 23rd century captain Jean-Luc.

Answer:  Piccard   (note, Jean-Luc Picard of Star Trek is spelled differently)

6) “My legs are 44 inches long from hip to toe, so you have three thousand dollars of therapy wrapped around you right now.”  One could hardly expect to find this line in a George Bernard Shaw work, but for ten points, name the modern remake of  Pygmalion in which it does appear, a 1990 hit movie starring Richard Gere and Julia Roberts.

Answer:  Pretty Woman
7) Coming in varieties such as B flat, A, E flat, alto, bass and contra bass, this (*) woodwind instrument is played by placing fingers over different holes and blowing through a mouthpiece and single reed.  For ten points, name this instrument, well known for representing the cat in Prokoviev’s, “Peter and the Wolf.”

Answer:  Clarinet
8) “The highroad into the village of Weydon-Priors was again carpeted with dust [...] and where the Henchard family of three had once walked along, two persons not unconnected with the family walked now.” (*) These lines appear in a work in which the title character sells his wife and daughter to an admiral and rises to a high position in the community.  For ten points name this novel by Thomas Hardy. 

Answer:  The Mayor of Casterbridge

9) The second woman ever was recently appointed to a five year term in this post.  Adrienne Clarkson, the daughter of Chinese immigrants, is a former CBC journalist, and will be hard pressed to remain neutral in political debates, as the largely ceremonial post demands.  For ten points, name this position, formerly held by Raymond Michener, Vincent Massey and Jeanne Sauvé [jahn soVAY] , the Queen's representative in Canada.

Answer:  Governor-General of Canada

10) As recently as the 1950s, a hospital in Carville, Louisiana, still called patients “inmates”, and had a 30-day jail sentence for patients who tried to escape.  Now, drugs like dapsone and rifampin (*) are used to treat this myobacterial infection on an outpatient basis.  For ten points, name this disfiguring disease characterized by numbness in extremities, lesions and nodules on the skin, whose modern day victims still suffer the stigma of “outcast.”

Answer:  Leprosy, or Hansen’s  disease

11) The exponents of this movement were profoundly influenced by the thought of Rousseau and Johann Georg Hamann.  Taking its name from a play by Maximillian Klinger, the movement was a reaction against neoclassicism and the enlightenment.  For ten points, name this literary movement of 18th century Germany which had followers including Reinhold Lenz, Friedrich von Schiller and Johann Goethe [GUH – tuh].

Answer:  Sturm und Drang 
12) It was maintained in Greek in a private notebook over a period of 19 years, and it was possibly a guide book to the author’s undisciplined son.  It reveals not only a clear grasp of stoic philosophy, (*) but also an intellectual desire to rule the Roman empire with justice and enlightenment.  For ten points, identify this collection of quiet moments of contemplation written by the last of the Good Emperors, Marcus Aurelius.

Answer:  Meditations 

13) In x-ray tubes, the continuous spectrum is due to this process.  Electrons are accelerated and strike a metal anode and are violently decelerated.  This deceleration, and associated radiation, also occurs when cosmic rays strike the Earth or electrons hit the chromosphere of the sun.  For ten points, what is this type of radiation, whose name means "braking radiation" in German.

Answer: Bremsstrahlung

14) Born in Thagaste in 354 AD, he studied rhetoric and oratory at (*) Carthage until moving on to accept a position as professor of Rhetoric in Milan.  It was there in 387 that he converted to Catholicism, and abandoned his former belief in Manicheeism.  For ten points, name this influential church father and author of The City of God and The Confessions.

Answer:  St. Augustine of Hippo

15) One-third of Phase I of South Village was sold on the first available day, and construction of the homes started in the summer of 1999.  Founded in 1994, it is home to more than 2,500 residents, an (*) Osceola County public school, and an 18-hole golf course among other attractions, but you won’t find garish cartoon characters wandering the streets, even though it’s owned by Disney.  For ten points, name this Florida planned community, whose name sounds like one big party. 

Answer: Celebration, Florida

16) He received his undergraduate degree from MIT, and in 1942, enrolled in the Harvard Graduate School of Design, where he studied under Walter Gropius. His designs include the (*) National Center of Atmospheric Research in Boulder, the East Building of the National Gallery of Art in Washington, and the John F. Kennedy Library in Boston.  For ten points, name this architect who, though naturalized as a U.S. citizen in 1956, still endows a scholarship for Chinese students of architecture.

Answer : I. M. Pei
17)   In Latin America “caudillismo” [caw dee YEEZ mo] among local leaders has a similar effect that strong local parties do in North America version of this system - decentralization.  In this system fathered by (*) Althusius, forces such as the need for defense lead toward centralization while regional interests lead to dissociation.  For ten points, name this system of government present in Switzerland, Australia, Canada and the United States where separate states unite under one overarching system while retaining some autonomy.

Answer:  Federalism

18) This northeastern state has already felt the effects of the Y2K bug, as certain administrative systems mistook model 2000 vehicles for model 1900 ones (*), causing the phrase “Horseless Carriage” to be printed on the vehicle’s title.  One hopes that governor Angus S. King Jr.’s other systems fare slightly better. For ten points, name this state, whose cities include Ellsworth, Rockland, Bangor, and Augusta. 

Answer:  Maine  
19)  A graduate of Cambridge, he became a freeman and assistant pastor in Charlestown, Massachusetts in 1637.  Called the "ever-memorable benefactor of learning and religion in America" by Edward Everett, he was (*) wealthier than most of the other colonists.  When he died less than a year later, half of his estate went to the college in New Towne.  For ten points, name this benefactor, who had that college renamed for him in 1639.

Answer:  John Harvard

20) In 1986, Larry Layton was convicted for conspiring in the attempted murder of U.S. diplomat Richard Dwyer and the murder of California congressman Leo Ryan (*).  On November 18, 1978, Ryan was gunned down on a Guyana airstrip after investigating alleged human rights abuses at, for ten points, what settlement, relocated from California by its religious leader, where 914 members were killed in an apparent mass suicide later that same day? 

A) Jonestown  (accept Jonestown Massacre early)   

21) Edna St. Vincent Millay described him and John Peale Bishop as “the choir-boys of hell.”  His second wife, the former Margaret Canby, died afer falling down a set of stairs in California in 1932. (*)  This author, who lived form 1895 to 1972, proposed a “socio-economic revolution” in a manifesto he drafted with John Dos Passos and others.  For ten points, name this author of To the Finland Station and Memoirs of Hecate County who was once married to Mary McCarthy. 

Answer: Edmund Wilson

22) This man, born in New York City, was known as a child as the “boy who fixes radios by thinking”. (*)  After graduating from MIT, he worked in Los Alamos National Laboratory doing computations of the atomic explosion.  Here he was known for his lock picking skills.  FTP, name this man, sharer of the 1965 Nobel Prize in physics for his work on the theory of quantum electrodynamics.

Answer: Richard Feynman
23) While economic analysts most often predict results for a total project based on isolated changes in particular variables, this type of analysis predicts results based on simultaneous (*) random changes in numerous variables. For ten points, name this form of statistical analysis that outlines a range of possibilities or outcomes of possible actions, named for a Monaco city famous for gambling.
