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1. The embodiment of vegetation, he has much in common with the Greek goddess Persephone, as he is condemned to spend half of the year in the underworld, alternately switching places with his sister Geshtinanna. (*) This sentence arose because Ereshkigal ordered his wife to provide a substitute for herself in order to ascend from the world of the dead.  FTP, name this Babylonian “dying god, ” whose resurrection was symbolized by sexual union with his wife, Innana.

A) Tammuz or Dumuzi
2. A proposal by Alex Stepanov and Meng Lee of Hewlett-Packard led to its ANSII/ISO acceptance in 1994. The algorithms include most common kinds of data manipulations, (*) such as searching, sorting, merging, copying, and transforming.  The container classes include vectors, lists, sets, maps, stacks, queues and priority queues. FTP, name this entity which aids re-use in C++, abbreviated STL.  

A) The C++ Standard Template Library  (prompt on STL on early buzz)

3. Named head of Kenya’s civil service and secretary to the Cabinet in July of 1999 by President Daniel arap Moi, (*) this man was beaten by pro-government thugs when he quit his job as the head of the Kenyan Wildlife Service in 1994. FTP, give the first and last names of this man, who lost both legs in a Cessna crash in 1993, the son of famed paleo-anthropologists Louis and Mary.

A) Richard Leakey
4. Historian John Julius Norwich describes it as "until its final stages, hardly a battle at all".  Yet, it was a battle that changed the course of Western Asia and served as the beginning of the end for the Eastern Roman Empire in the eleventh century (*).  The Seljuk Turks would take much of Anatolia after this battle.  FTP, name this 1071 encounter, in which the Seljuks under Alp Arslan defeated the Byzantines under Romanus IV Diogenes, who was captured.

A) Battle of Manzikert  (accept Malazgirt after much grudging and frowning)

5. Her mother took her to America to live with cousins on a farm in Minnesota where she was raised with realatives.  After years of abuse she moved to St. Louis where she took to prostitution and then went to New York to live with her father, skipper of the coal barge,(*) Simon Winthrop.  Her father later rescues her romantic interest Mat Burke, who joins the crew.  Both men only see her as innocent until near the play’s end.  FTP, name this titular character, which won the 1922 Pulitzer for Eugene O’Neill.

Answer:  _Anna Christie_

6. In 1980, Ronald Reagan, who starred in the 1951 film Bedtime for Bonzo, was elected president of the U.S.  However, in an ironic twist of fate, it was bedtime for another "Bonzo" (*) in 1980 after an all-night drinking binge. FTP, name this man, who died by choking on his own vomit in the early morning hours of September 25, 1980, ending his stellar career as drummer for Led Zeppelin.

A) John "Bonzo" Bonham

7. Named from the Arabic word for ashes, some of these elements are fairly common, however none of them exist naturally in their pure forms.  (*) The artificially isolated solid forms will react with nearly anything, so they are usually stored under inert liquids.  For ten points, name this group of elements that usually form ions with +1 charge.

Answer:  alkali metals or group 1A
8. It was founded in the 1820’s, primarily as a result of the disappearance of William Morgan, who planned to write a book about his organization’s secrets.  Thurlow Weed, who published the Rochester Telegraph, endorsed this party’s candidates (*) in New York state elections in 1827.  FTP, name this American political party, whose presidential candidate in 1832 was William Wirt, who was ironically a Freemason.

Answer:  Anti-Masonic Party

9. This composer, born in 1881 in an area that now forms part of Romania, settled in Bratislava where he achieved a great reputation as a pianist. (*) But he would be better known for such compositions as the Wooden Prince, the Concerto for Orchestra and Music for strings, percussion and celesta.  FTP, name this Hungarian composer of three piano concertos and the opera Bluebeard's Castle.

A) Bela Bartok 

10. A 1999 film adaptation by Alan Rudolph stars, among others, Glenne Headley, Buck Henry, Nick Nolte, (*) and Barbara Hershey as Francine Pefko, Fred T. Barry, Harry Le Sabre and Celia Hoover, respectively.  But the lead roles go to Bruce Willis and Albert Finney.  FTP, name the novel, a chronicle of the lives of Dwayne Hoover and Kilgore Trout, with drawings by the author, Kurt Vonnegut.

A) Breakfast of Champions
11. Commissioned in 1559 by Cosimo I, it is located between Piazza della Signoria and the river Arno, and is laid out in the shape of a “U”. (*)First used to house art collections in 1581, a dynamite attack in May of 1993 thrust it into the headlines, with irreparable damage done to three paintings. FTP, name this Florentine museum, whose name is Italian for “offices.”

12. “Under the Arctic Ice,” “Around the World by Rail,” and “MiGs over Moscow,” are a few of the experiences available. (*) “Covert Ops” teaches you the basics of espionage, from target practice to driving a getaway car.  “Top Gun” rockets you to near space for the small price of 27,000 dollars.  FTP, all of these escapades are offered by what aptly-named, Sarasota-based company, named "Best of the Best" by the Robb Report?

 A) Incredible Adventures  
13. Written in 405 BC, this play concerns the travels of the slave Xanthius and his master, who has just seen the play Andromeda and longs to meet the playwright Euripides.(*)  But since Euripides has just died, Xanthius and Dionysus must venture to the underworld where a great competition between Euripides and Aeschylus is waged to see who is the better poet.  FTP, name this Aristophanes masterpiece which takes its name from an unusual chorus of amphibians.

Answer:  Frogs
14. In mathematics, it is an additively closed subset S of a ring R with the property that any element in R multiplied by an element in S gives an element in S.  (*)  Alternately, it describes a conformal mapping of the complex plane that has zero divergence and zero curl.   In physics, it describes a gas whose particles are independent of one another and behave according to the equation “PV=nRT”.  FTP, give this five-letter synonym of “perfect.”

A) Ideal
15. As a young and already powerful commander in the army, he met up with Sulla at Brundisium upon his return from Bythinia in 82 BC (*) and joined the dictator's faction.  After holding the co-consulship in 70 BC he went on to defeat Mithridates in the East and cleaned up the Mediterranean of pirates.  FTP, name this arrogant Roman general who was defeated by Julius Caesar in 48 BC at the battle of Pharsalus.

A) Pompey the Great

16. In the dramatic opening to this film, James Mason's character enters the home of Claire Quilty and kills him in cold blood for having stolen away the girl of his dreams, (*) Dolores Hayes.  FTP, name this classic 1962 Stanley Kubrick film about Humbert Humbert's undying love for a young teenaged girl, based on the novel by Vladimir Nabokov.

A) Lolita
17. Pastoral nomadism, fishing, and phosphate mining are the principal sources of income for the population, whose standard of living is well below that of its protector. When ceded by Spain in 1975, (*) it was divided into two sections, though Mauritania abandoned all claims to its portion in 1979. FTP, name this region which, despite the resistive efforts of the Polisario Front, is still currently controlled by Morocco.

A) Western Sahara
18. In 17th century Japan, it was called “kanten,” but its modern name is Malaysian for “seaweed.” The best extractions (*) come from the Pterocladia and Gelidium genera of red algae. FTP, name the substance, used in biology as a support medium for cell cultures, and used widely in the food industry as a stabilizing agent for canned foods and bakery products.

A) agar or agarose
19. Born in 1619, this author's works include and account of an imaginary visit to the moon and the sun, and his descriptions of their people are broadly satirical of the society and politics in his native(*) France.  For ten points, name this playwright famed for his skill in duels, and the subject of an Edmond Rostand play about his love for Roxanne.

20. He started his career in a school in Tours, France in 1935.  He was first elected to Senegal’s general council (*) in 1946, beginning a long stint in politics.  However, his literary output did not stop with his political involvement.  FTP, name this man, the author of Shadow Songs, On African Socialism, and Ethiopiques, who was influential in the “negritude” movement and served as president of Senegal from 1960 to 1980.

A) Leopold Sedar Senghor
21. The Dallas Mavericks have tried unsuccessfully to draft this prospective player who stands at 7’-1”. (*) The main problem for them is getting past the People’s Liberation Army, which keeps their basketball players under tight rein.  FTP, name this Chinese basketball superstar, who led the Bayi Rockets to five national championships and played against the American Dream Team in the 1996 Olympics
Answer:  Wang Zhizhi

22. It does not, as a rule, split along the bedding plane, but along planes of cleavage which are induced due to low-grade metamorphic conditions.  Formed primarily of fine clay, usually in the form of sedimentary rock, its great tensile strength and durability have led to its use since prehistoric times.  For ten points, name this type of rock which is found under the felt of pool tables and as old blackboards.

Answer:  slate
23. The site was operated by a company called JCO, a subsidiary of a metal mining company.  The recent crisis that occurred here was definitely caused by human error—35 pounds of a certain(*) hexafluoride were added to nitric acid, instead of the prescribed 5.5 pounds.   The result was disastrous.  A “blue flash” occurred, and radiation spread the plant, raising levels to 20,00 times normal values.  FTP, name this nuclear power plant that experienced a leak just 75 miles from downtown Tokyo.

Answer:  Tokaimura power plant (prompt on an answer of “Japanese power plant”)

24. Born in County Derry, his poems include the long poem “Station Island” and the well-admired sonnet sequences the “Clearances” and the “Glanmore Sonnets.”  Now a resident of Dublin, he spends part of each year teaching at (*)Harvard University.  He is a member of the Irish Academy of Arts and Letters and was elected a professor of poetry at Oxford in 1989.  FTP, identify this author of “Blackberry-Picking”, the winner of the 1995 Nobel Prize in Literature.
