1. His desire to unify his country and his manipulative skills made him the equal of Bismarck, but his liberalism made him different from the German leader.  A member of the generation supporting Italian unification, this man encouraged industrial development and the modernization of the army, and administration.  He maneuvered Austria into the position of aggressor in the Franco--Austrian War of 1859, in hopes of claiming all of Northern Italy for Sardinia.  For ten points, name this man who served regularly as prime minister of Sardinia-Piedmont from 1852 to 1861.

Answer: Camilio Benso di _Cavour_

2. Maurya, who already lost  five of her sons to the sea, entreats her last son, Bartley, not to go to the boat with his horses for the Connemara fair. He disregards her pleading and persists in going. He too dies in the sea, and Maurya expresses her resignation saying “There isn’t anything more the sea can do for me.” FTP, identify this one-act tragedy of peasant life on the Aran islands—a masterpiece of John Millington Synge.

Answer: _Riders to the Sea_

3. According to their beliefs, the soul has been imprisoned in the body by Satan, and anything materialistic is inherently evil. By leading a good life, one would be freed from the material restraints of the world, but by leading an evil life one would be reborn into the world again as a human or even an animal. Considered a heresy, the Christian church tried to convert them peacefully, but when that failed, Pope Innocent III launched a crusade against them. FTP, identify this sect, which derived its name from the town in southern France that was a major center of the movement.

4. After graduating from Princeton University in 1925,he entered the foreign service and was posted to Geneva, Vienna, Hamburg, Riga, Berlin, Moscow, and Prague, among other cities.  Appointed ambassador to Moscow in 1952, he was recalled at the demand of the Soviet government for criticizing the treatment

of foreigners in the USSR.  He won the Pulitzer Prize for history in 1956 for Russia Leaves the War, and for biography in 1968 for his Memoirs.  For ten points, name the author of the Long Telegram, the architect of America's Containment policy.

5. The exact number is unknown because of the difficulties in identifying dim, especially dwarf galaxies. This is because they lie close to the galactic plane with its heavy intersteallar absorption from such objects. It is known that there are roughly 28 members of this celestial group. FTP, name this cluster of galaxies which includes our own.

6. Working during the 13th and 14th centuries, they were famous for their carved pulpits, cathedral facades, municipal fountains and church sculpture. The father was trained in the Roman style in the workshops of Holy Roman Emperor Frederick II. The son carried on his father’s tradition, but added more gothic elements to his work. FTP, give the common name of these Northern Italian artists, two of the most influential sculptors of the early Renaissance.

In Colorado, he and his party made an unsuccessful attempt to scale the mountain that now bears his name.  For ten points, name this explorer and soldier who died in the War of 1812.

10. The ship of the Norwegian Daland is driven into a cove by a heavy storm. As the crew rest, a mysterious ship approaches them.  The two captains meet, and the stranger gives Daland a crate of jewels for a night's stay in his home nearby.  Upon learning that Daland has a young daughter, the stranger insists upon marrying her.  They meet and fall in love, but the stranger comes to believe she may be unloyal to him.  To prove her loyalty and to release him from the curse he is under, she kills herself as he leaves. 11. The anomalous version of this effect can be explained by electron spin. It is a complicated splitting of spectral lines into several closely spaced lines. The normal version can be explained in terms of the speeding up and slowing down of orbital electrons. FTP, name this effect that describes the splitting of lines in a spectrum when the source of the spectrum is exposed to a magnetic field.

One section details the author's  attempt at perfection by practicing virtues. 14. His favorite subject seemed to be his chimpanzee Sultan, on whom he experimented along with other primates in order to produce a work which radically revised learning  theory entitled The Mentality of Apes. In 1921, he became the head of the psychological  institute and professor of psychology at the University of Berlin where he conducted a series  of investigations that led to the publication of the seminal work Gestalt Psychology. Oddly  enough, it was because of an experiment conducted by Max Wertheimer in which he was subject  along with Kurt Koffka that he first began to take up the ideas of Gestalt psychology. FTP,  identify this psychologist who also produced the works Dynamics in Psychology and Physical  Gestalt in Rest and Stationary States.

15. He won his first award for tragedy in 441 BCE, and he continued to write for the Athenian stage until around 409. Of his 92 known plays, only 18 survive, but he is a notable character in several Aristophanic comedies including the _Thesmophoriazusae_ and _Frogs_. FTP, name this Greek playwright whose works include _Alcestis_, _The Trojan Women_, _Hippolytus_, and _Medea_.

16. In this system some models of space are finite such as the Poincare disc, but others such as the Minkowksi model are infinite structures embedded in Euclidean space. According to this system two parallel lines can be either asymptotically parallel or ultraparallel depending on whether or not they share a point on the models boundary. FTP, name this mathematical system that developed from the idea that given a line L and a point p not on L there are an infinite number of lines that intersect p and are parallel to L.

17. This deity is the subject of the poem Enuma Elish, in which he creates the world out of the corpse of the the dragons of chaos ,Kingu and Tiamat, to establish lordship over all the gods of Heaven and Earth." FTP, name the patron god of the city of Babylon and of thunder storms.

18. Its founder was appointed financial agent for the British during the French Revolution. His second son went to Vienna and handled much of the banking for the Habsburgs. One of the founder’s grandsons financed Britain’s controlling interest in purchasing the Suez Canal, while another founded a bank in Paris in 1817 which was nationalized in 1932 and exists still today. FTP, identify this powerful financial family, founded in Germany, whose members have been leaders of the Jewish and philanthropic communities throughout Europe.

19. When her family moved to Concord, Mass., she worked as a seamstress, servant, and schoolteacher, selling her first story in 1852. By 1860 she had published a book of fairy tales, Flower Fables, and contributed to the Atlantic Monthly. The letters she wrote as a nurse during the Civil War were published in Hospital Sketches, and her first serious novel, Moods, appeared the next year. Her adult novels Work and A Modern Mephistopheles were less popular than her works for children. Her most famous novel was autobiographical, as the experiences of her sisters resemble the March girls. For ten points, name this author of Jo's Boys and Little Women.

20. The sample is subjected to electrophoresis on SDS-polyacrylamide gel. The resulting bands are then transferred to a polymer sheet. A radiolabelled antibody specific for the target is added to allow for detection through autoradiography. FTP, name this technique for determining very small amounts of protein in tissue samples or cells.

A: Western blotting (accept protein blotting)

21. Its fat is stored in its tail and it grows to a length of about 20 inches. It is covered with beadlike tubercles that are usually black and yellow in color.
