1.When it was discovered, it was assigned a genus, Eoanthropus , meaning “dawn man”, and a species, dawsoni, named after the discoverer, Charles Dawson, an amateur naturalist. For many years the fossils were a subject of anthropological controversy until scientific analyses proved the fossil a forgery. FTP, give the name of this discovery, a famous hoax from England.

ANSWER: Piltdown Man

2.After entering the Franciscan order and studying at the universities of Oxford and Paris,  he  lectured at both universities on the Sentences, the basic theological textbook by the Italian theologian Peter Lombard. In 1303 he was exiled from Paris for refusing to support Philip IV  in his quarrel with Pope Boniface VIII over the taxation of church property. After a brief exile he returned to Paris, and he lectured there until 1307. Toward the end of that year he was sent to Cologne, where he lectured until his death on Nov. 8, 1308, in Cologne. FTP, name this Scottish philosopher, whose most important writings are two sets of Commentaries on the Sentences and the treatises Quodlibetic Questions, Questions on Metaphysics, and On the First Principle.


ANSWER: John Duns Scotus

3.Born in Whitby, Yorkshire, and educated at Saint John's College,he became an evolutionist, believing that all living organisms developed from a handful of ancestors, and he sought to understand how the process of evolution could take place. This scientist concluded that evolution takes place largely by a series of sudden, discontinuous jumps, rather than by a gradual progression. In 1894, he published his ideas and supporting evidence in Materials for the Study of Variation. He discovered the works of Mendel and was the first to support the monk’s theories. FTP, name this British biologist, perhaps better known for having a form of animal camoflauge named after him.


ANSWER: Willian Bateson

4.After hearing the passionate preaching of Savonarola, who denounced the worldliness of Florence, many Florentines reacted with orgies of self-recrimination and processions of weeping penitents. In response, this artist burned many of his earlier paintings of mythologies and began to produce highly emotional pictures of religious events.  A product of this conversion is his Mystical Natvity, the only one of his paintings signed and dated. FTP, name this artist, who luckily did not burn either his Primavera nor his Birth of Venus.


ANSWER: Sandro Bottocelli

5. One committed suicide, four were hanged, the sentence of two was commuted to life imprisonment, and one received a 15-year term. A strike was in progress at the McCormick reaper works and on the previous day several men had been shot by the police during a riot at the plant. A meeting was called here on May 4 as a protest against police violence by a group of mainly German-born anarchist workers living in Chicago. The police attempted to disperse the meeting, and in the ensuing riot a bomb was thrown, which triggered another gun battle. FTP, identify this confrontation, during which a bomb exploded, but the one responsible was never found.


ANSWER: Haymarket Square

6.It is celebrated in the late spring during the Hebrew month of Sivan, seven weeks after Passover. In biblical times the festival was a thanksgiving for the grain harvest. Later tradition associates the holiday with the giving of the Law on Mount Sinai. Observances include the reading of the Book of Ruth and the decoration of the home and synagogue with greens. FTP, identify this Jewish holiday, also known as Shabuoth or the feast of weeks.


ANSWER: Pentecost

7.This man became a professor of medicine in the Collegio della Sapienza in 1562 and physician to Felice Cardinal Peretti, later Pope Sixtus. Most of his vast research conducted concerned the development and evolution of the teeth and on the structure of the ear, the kidneys, the adrenals, the uterus, the cranial nerves, and the muscles of the head and neck. His master work , Anatomical Drawings, was completed in 1552 but remained unpublished until 1714. FTP, name this Italian anatomist, best known for his descriptions of the rudimentary valve in the heart, and a tube in the ear, both of which are named for him. 


ANSWER: Bartolomeo Eustachio

8.His career began at age 7, when he played with the San Francisco Symphony and never stopped. Although trained as a classical violinist, he has played with sitarist Ravi Shakar, jazz violinist Stephane Grappelli, and even Albert Einstein. Both Bela Bartok and Edward Elgar composed music for him. In fact, he was one of the first to play Elgar’s Violin Concerto. FTP, identify this musician, whose first names means “ the Jew” in Hebrew, who recently died of heart failure in Berlin.


ANSWER: Yehudi Menuhin
9.Born in Poland, this man immigrated with his parents to the United States in 1921 and received an M.D. degree from New York University in 1931. After working at the Rockefeller Institute, he joined the staff of the Children's Hospital Research Foundation. While there he spent many years in search of protective vaccines against the strains of polio viruses that had been severely crippling or taking the lives of many children. In the mid-1950s he developed a polio virus strain that did not cause paralysis of the central nervous system in animals, but was alive, unlike the Salk vaccine. FTP, name this scientist, the creator of the oral Polio Vaccine.


ANSWER: Albert Sabin

10.His first full-length work, The Theory of the Four Movements and of General Destinies, published in 1808, expounded his social system based on his belief in a universal principle of harmony, displayed in four departments: organic life, animal life, the material universe and human society. This harmony can flourish only when the restraints that conventional social behavior places upon the full gratification of desire have been abolished, allowing people to live free and complete lives. He later went to Paris, where he tried unsuccessfully to find a wealthy person willing to finance his scheme, but then continued working as a broker. FTP, name this French socialist, who wanted to divide society into phalanxes.

ANSWER: Charles Fourier
11.A descendant of both gods and monsters, she is the helpless victim of Aphrodite’s hate. The goddes has implanted in her a guilty passion for her stepson Hippolytus. When the false news of her husband Theseus’ death is spread, Oenone argues that the passion her friend feels would no longer be adulterous, and so the title Heroine confesses her love to her stepson. Hippolytus is disgusted because he is in love with Aricia, but he is accused of instigating the affair by his step mother when Theseus returns.  Theseus then invokes Poseidon to punish his son, who is then killed by the sea God. The title character then collapses at the feet of her husband, connfessing everything, which is where the Jansenistic concept of grace is displayed. FTP, who is this woman of a Racine play.

ANSWER: Phaedra

12.Why it is darker than all the other moon of Jupiter has plagued astronomers for decades. about one-third as wide as Earth’s moon, it completes its orbit in a little more than four days. In pictures taken by Voyager 2, its most noticable feature is a bright, ring-shaped feature named, wunda and is probably a large crater more than 84 miles across. Individual features on this moon are named after evil spirits from folktales and myths from around the world. FTP, name this moon of Uranus, named after a character in Pope’s “ The Rape of the Lock.”


ANSWER: Umbriel
13.Its cast of characters include Kletsch, a blacksmith, who beats his wife Anna, even though she is near death; an actor, who is washed-up and continually tells everyone of his imaginary acting triumphs; Pepel, a thief; andLuka, a pilgrim, who comes to them and helps Anna die in peace. Soon, Luka disappears just as quickly as he appeared and the outcasts argue about her distortion of the truth. FTP, these characters and events appear in the one-room cellar of the landlord Kostilyoff of which play, written by Maxim Gorki?

14.Derived from Pascal but having major semantic and syntactical extensions, including overloading of operators, concurrent execution of tasks and modules,  this computer language was designed under the direction of the U.S. Department of Defense in the late 1970s and was intended to be the primary language for the department’s software development. FTP, identify this programming language, named after the pioneer of computer science, Augusta Byron, the countess of Lovelace.


ANSWER: Ada

15.Discovered in 1801 by the British chemist Charles Hatchett, this elements’ principal use is as an alloying element in stainless steel, to which it lends additional corrosion resistance, particularly at high temperatures and ranks about 32nd in natural abundance among the elements in crustal rock. It occurs associated with the similar element tantalum, in various minerals, the most important of which is called columbite. FTP, name this this element, number 41, named after the mythological queen famed for her tears.

16.She had many affairs throughout her career: she had a daughter by the British stage director Edward Craig and a son by the American heir to a sewing-machine fortune. Tragically, both children were killed in automobile accidents, but she married again in 1922. An advocate of free love, her vision of dance emulated the style of the Ancient Greeks and once she even preformed pregnant in a flowing tunic. FTP, name this influential American dancer, who was strangled by in Nice, France after one of her flowing scarves was caught in the wheels of her convertible.

17.Although art historians of today constantly question the subject matter of the painting, it never seemed to intrigue its 16th century observers. X-Ray examination showed that in this painting had been altered. A woman was originally positioned on the left of painting to balance the one on the right, but is instead balanced by a German soldier. The spring in front of them is fed by a lake surrounded by many houses. Perhaps the artist wanted to focus more on the landscape and impending storm rather than the soldier and nursing mother. FTP, identify this Giorgione work, a mystery to this day.

18.Hundreds of family members were traced, representing several generations, and the majority proved to be mentally, socially, and economically inferior. The cost of the family to the state of New York over a 75-year period was estimated at more than $1.25 million. A later study made in 1915, showed that the condition of the family had greatly improved since Richard  Dugdale's study. Investigated in 1874 by the Prison Association of New York, the report of the association was subtitled A Study in Crime, Pauperism, Disease, and Heredity. FTP, name this investigation,  which, much like the Kalikak family, helped theories of crime and degeneracy.

19.Caused by parasitic mites of the Sarcoptidae and Demodicidae families, the females burrow into the skin and lay 20 to 40 eggs, which spread the infestation. The microscopic mites suck blood and lymph from the host, which causes severe itching. Repeated scratching can cause hair to fall out . Secondary infections from bacteria may even result in death. FTP, give the name of this inflammation of the skin, known as mange in animals.

20.After Europa was abducted by Zeus, her father sent his sons to find her. One asked the oracle of Delphi of her whereabout, but instead of being told where to find Europa, the oracle said that he should follow a cow out of the city until it collapses. On that very spot he was to build a city. After he slew the dragon which was guarding a nearby water source, he was told to sow its teeth by Athena. Armed warriors sprung from its teeth and, in order to defeat them, he had to throw stones over his shoulder. He did so until 5 men were left, who then offered to help him found his city.
