1. He was chained in his cradle with four great iron chains, and he kicked out the bottom of his bassinet, which was made of weavers' beams. When he grew to manhood he knew all languages, all sciences, and all knowledge of every sort. FTP, name this man who went with Panurge in quest of the oracle of Holy Bottle—the son Gargantua in work by Rabelais.

2. As manager of the AA minor league Lake Elsinore Snow, he disguised himself in the Joose the Moose mascot uniform so that he could remain on the field even after being ejected from the game. As a shortstop for the major league Pittsburgh, Seattle, and Texas franchises, he gained a reputation as an excellent defensive player but a futile batter. FTP identify this player whose name will forever be associated with a .200 batting average even though his lifetime average was .215.


	Answer: Mario Mendoza





3. This group of subatomic particles does not experience the strong force; however, they are affected by the weak force, gravitational force, and electromagnetic force. Its name comes from the Greek word for slender.  FTP, name this class of particles which have half integral spin since they are Fermions and include muons, the tau particle, neutrinos, and electrons.


	Answer: Leptons 





4. They were ended when Alaric of the Visigoths destroyed the city at which most of the activities took place. Archaeologists have uncovered the Telesterion in which the most important part of the process was completed. They would begin in the spring with the mystoe being told the story of Persephone and Demeter. Eventually, the ephebi would carry objects to Athens, undergo a cleansing in the sea, and a sacrificial rite. FTP, name these rituals of ancient Greece named after a city in Attica that also gave its name to a biennial religious festival.

5. Inspired in part by Noah's Ark, the frame was constructed of steel and metal mesh which then had concrete sprayed over it. Created without the use of right angles, of it the architect said, "Inside alone with yourself; outside 10,000 pilgrims in front of the altar". FTP, identify this Le Corbusier cathedral located in Ronchamp, France.


	Answer: Notre Dame du Haute





6. The organ consists of white pulp, red pulp, and marginal zones. All of the blood in the human body passes through it approximately every 90 minutes. Most vertebrates, including humans have one, and in humans it is located in the abdominal cavity below the diaphragm, behind and to the left of the stomach. but it is not essential to life. It destroys old red blood cells, recycling iron for hemoglobin and sending bilirubin to the liver. In fetuses it is a center of red blood cell production. For ten points, identify this largest organ of the lymphatic system.


	Answer: Spleen





7. The youngest child of a Methodist minister, he was living hand-to-mouth in the Bowery, when he rewrote a novel he had drafted in college. When no publisher would print it, he borrowed money to pay for a private printing, which appeared under the pseudonym Johnston Smith. He followed his most famous novel with The Little Regiment and Other Episodes of the American Civil War, and George's Mother, another New York novel with a Bowery background. FTP, identify this author of Maggie: A Girl of the Streets and The Red Badge of Courage.


	Answer: Stephen Crane





8. The name by which it is known to foreigners accurately describes only the last 300 to 400 miles of this river's course, which travels through a region identified with a kingdom flourishing in the 10th century BC. It is from this kingdom that the river takes its name. From its upper reaches it is known as the Jinsha or "Golden Sand". FTP, name this river, whose official name in Chinese translates appropriately as "Long River", the longest river in Asia.


	Answer: Yangtze River (official name is Chan Jiang)





9. It was founded by members of the American Anti-Slavery Society in Warsaw New York. Its first presidential candidate James G. Birney received 7,069 votes in 1840, but he received over 60,000 votes in 1844. In 1847 it nominated John Parker Hale; however, he withdrew from the race early in 1848. FTP, name this political party whose merger with anti-slavery democrats and Whigs led Hale to withdraw.


	Answer: Liberty Party





10. Surviving until the Moorish conquests of the seventh century, this movement had been founded in the 4th and 5th centuries after one of the three bishops of Carthage was believed to be a 'traditor' that is, one


of the ecclesiastics who had been guilty of handing over their copies of the Bible to the oppressive forces of the Roman emperor Diocletian. FTP, name this heresy, which held that the church must exclude from its


membership persons guilty of serious sin, and that therefore no sacrament could rightly be performed by a traditor.


	Answer: Donatism





11. Because there is too little warm weather for trees to regrow their leaves in the spring, this ecosystem is covered with evergreen trees possessing small, waxy needles. Conditions are harsh, and large mammals such as the grizzly bear, moose, and wood bison, which have been exterminated from more temperate southern regions, still roam there. FTP, give the term for this biome, the northern coniferous forest which stretches across North America.


	Answer: Taiga





12. He first studied music with his father, a double-bass player for the Hamburg opera, and Robert Schumann hailed the young composer as the coming genius of German music and arranged for the publication of his first songs and piano sonatas. In 1860 he signed a manifesto attacking the so-called Music of the Future, which Liszt championed. An honorary doctorate from the University of Breslau inspired him to write his Academic Festival Overture. His work as a choral conductor in Vienna prepared him to write A German Requiem.  For ten points, identify this composer of four symphonies, and Hungarian Dances.

13. They were called to settle the differences between Henry III and his barons. It was this group which drew up the Provisions of Oxford by which an advisory council of fifteen was to meet three times a year with baronial representatives. FTP, name this parliament which was held in 1258 and must have been pretty pissed off.


	Answer: Mad Parliament





14. Trained initially to be a painter, she opened a house decorating business in London writing her first novel, A Man Lay Dead, in her spare moments. Returning to New Zealand in 1932, she wrote many novels including Last Ditch, Artists in Crime and Photo Finish. FTP, name this author, creator of Inspector Roderick Alleyn and Dame of the Order of the British Empire.


	Answer: Dame Ngaio Marsh





15. Their expressed aim was to do battle against the frivolous art of the day by producing "pure transcripts from nature" and by having "genuine ideas to express." They published a periodical called "The Germ," and they were greatly influenced by the Nazarenes—a group of German artist who sought to return art to the glory of Christian medieval painting. FTP, name this group of artists that included James Collinson, William Morris, William Holman Hunt, and Dante Gabriel Rossetti.


	Answer:  Pre-Raphaelite Brotherhood





16. Headquartered in Appleton, Wisconsin, it is named after a man who was a Baptist Missionary to China who was killed August 25, 1945, thus in a way becoming the first casualty of the Cold War. The _Blue Book,_ written by its founder Robert H.W. Welsh Jr., outlines the nature and purpose of the group. The group's Tax Reform Immediately wing writes report cards for Congressmen which it releases three times each year, and an affiliated corporation prints the bi-weekly The New American. FTP, identify this ultra-conservative political group that is 


dedicated to opposing Communism, facism and Nazism that believes in a very limited federal 


government.

17. It has an Euler characteristic of 0, and it may be obtained by joining opposite ends of a cylinder with a twist. It can also be created by attaching two Mobius bands along their boundary circles. FTP, name this one-sided closed surface that is named for the German mathematician who described it.

18. A daughter of Oceanus and Tethys, she and her children were the first to support Zeus in his struggle against the Titans. Some of these children include Nike, Cratos, and Bia; the personifications of victory, strength, and force, respectively. FTP, name this river goddess, by whose waters the gods swear oaths that put their immortality on the line.

19. The name is the same: the first was concluded between England, France, and the Dutch Republic of the United Provinces, pledging the signatories to mutual aid against Spain. The third involved the same countries and was designed to strengthen those clauses of the Peace of Utrecht that guaranteed the succession of the reigning monarchs in their respective countries. The fourth and most famous was concluded by Germany, Austria- Hungary, and Italy in 1882 and gave Austria- Hungary a powerful ally against Russia. FTP, identify the coalition.

20. It was begun by Connachtach and the abbot of Iona around 800 AD, and it was completed at the monastery founded by Saint Columba. It contains the canon-tables, the breves causae, the argumenta, and a list of Hebrew names with interpretations to supplement its primary purpose. It consists of 680 pages only two of which lack color, and it is currently housed in the library of Trinity College, Dublin.. FTP, name this illuminated manuscript that took its name from the Irish Abbey at which it was completed.

21. He developed a lamp which was more efficient than the carbon-arc lamps, and now bears his name. His most famous work has come in the field of thermodynamics where he used the first two laws of thermodynamics to deduce the third law. FTP, name this winner of the 1920 physics Nobel Prize.
