1. Scientists were surprised when they found a magnetosphere around this satellite because they thought it too small and cold to have a fluid core. Parts of the terrain are striped by parallel grooves called sulci which are believed to have been created when its neighbor, Callisto, pulled this satellite into a slightly elliptical orbit. FTP, name this seventh known moon of Jupiter, its largest.


Answer: Ganymede

2. Among his poems are August, Encounter, Evil Days, and Magdalene. His mother died early in his life and his father was a deadbeat who squandered millions only to kill himself by jumping off of a train. FTP identify this poet, who married Tonia Gromenko but whose true love was for Lara Guishar. 


Answer: Doctor Yurii Zhivago

3. John Madden called him "one of the most dedicated athletes I have ever seen." Although he was an All-American at Florida State, many professional scouts doubted that he would succeed in the the NFL due to his lack of speed.  He led the NFL in receptions in 1968 and 1971 and was named MVP of Super Bowl XI. 

FTP name this Hall of Fame receiver, for whom is named the award given annually to college football's top wide receiver.

4. It rises at Yellowhead Pass, Alberta, on the western slopes of the Rocky Mountains, and flows northwest in the Rocky Mountain Trench to Prince George, British Columbia, then south to the Strait of Georgia near Vancouver. The river drains a huge, scenic area of 84,100 sq mi, receiving the Nechako, Quesnel, Thompson, and Chilcotin rivers as well as numerous smaller streams along its 850-mile course.  For ten points, identify this river, named for the nineteenth century explorer and fur trader.

Answer: Simon FRASER River

5.  "The Fourteenth Amendment does not enact Mr. Herbert Spencer's social statistics" Oliver 

Wendall Holmes wrote in a biting dissent of this case. In it, the due process clause of the 

Fourteenth Amendment was extended to the realm of economic affairs as the majority opinion of 

justice Rufus W. Peckham used it to support the overturning of a law that, according to the

court, violated the freedom of contract contained explicitly within the amendment. FTP, identify

this 1905 Supreme Court case in which the Court struck down a state law that limited the working

hours of New York bakers to a ten-hour work day in order to protect their health. 


Answer: _Lochner v. New York_

6. Jesse Douglas and Lars Ahlfors shared the first in 1936. It was not awarded again until 1950, but since then it has been given every four years. Other winners of this award have included Edward Witten of the Institute for Advanced Research in 1990 and Stephen Smale of Berkeley in 1966. FTP, identify this award established by the will of a Canadian mathematician.


Answer: Fields medal

7. He was an influential historian whose historical works stressed the importance of the interests of the educated British citizens. He was also a noted economist who endorsed the ideas of Classical Economics while encouraging the growth of industry. FTP identify this man who is most famous for attempting to

 explain the knowledge, passions, and feelings of man in his work A Treatise of Human Nature.

Night," and "Songs of Parting" are some groupings of poems in this cumulative

work on an American poet.  Poems in this work include "Sands at Seventy,"

"Good-Bye My Fancy," and "Song of Myself."  FTP name this collection of poems

by Walt Whitman.

9. During the Great Righteousness, foreign affairs were friendly to the West, suffrage was expanded, and parliamentary procedures were increasingly used. The expanded parliamentary powers were perhaps a result of his mental problems. This describes, FTP, the rule of what Japanese Emperor, whose son was appointed

prince regent in 1921.

10. They are formed during cell division when traces of the endoplasmic reticulum become caught in the new cell wall that divides the parent cell. These cytoplasmic canals between plant cell walls allow direct communication between plant cells.  FTP name these gaps that allow intercellular coordination and

unite plant cells in functioning tissues.

Answer: plasmodesmata

11. A man in the extreme right brandishes a sword next to a man who is holding the title figure in chains. The title figure has been pulled to the ground and is being strangled by a man beneath him. An exotically dressed man is on guard on the left, and a woman in the middle clutches scissors and a lock of hair. FTP, name this 1636 Rembrandt painting in which the title figure is being stabbed in the eye by a soldier.


Answer:  Blinding of Samson

12. One class of these have empty p or d orbitals that can produce complexes in which the metal has a low oxidation state. A double bond is formed with the metal in this situation. Carbon monoxide is a notable example of the monodentate variety. FTP, name these ions or molecules that form a coordination complex with metals by donating free electrons.


Answer: Ligand

13. One of the first political theorists to attempt a revision of Marx, he advocated  a gradual, conservative method of introducing socialism, so it is no surprise that  he associated with the Fabian Society while in exile in England from 1888 to 1902. Unlike Marx, he believed there was a natural progression from capitalism to socialism that was already taking  place. Upon his return to Germany he was elected to the Reichstag and served until 1928, holding the post of Secretary of State for Finance and Economy in 1919. FTP, identify this man,  the most prominent figure of the Social Democratic movement in Germany whose ideas are expounded in the influential Evolutionary Socialism and who shares his surname with the composer of Chichester Psalms.

14.  One was a general who plotted against the Spartan government around 470 BC. He died when he was trapped in a temple of Athena and he starved; however, he was dragged from the temple so that he would not die in a sacred place. The other is a traveler, geographer, and historian who is best known for his account of monuments and art and the stories associated with them. FTP, give the common name of this Greek commander at the battle of Plataea and the author of Description of Greece.

Answer: _Pausanias_ 

15. Although it is based on a work of literature it is not programmatic in a narrative sense. It begins with a solo flute followed by harp glissandos and "dabs of color" from the French horn. It was turned into a ballet in 1912 with Vaslav Nijinsky dancing the title role. FTP, name this 1894 composition based on a poem by Stephane Mallarme and composed by Claude Debussy.


Answer: Prelude to the Afternoon of a Faun or L'Apres-midi d'un faune

16. The main entrance consists of a Roman Arch with the word "Pax" inside the arch. It was built in 529 on the site of a temple to Apollo, but it has been destroyed twice--by the Lombards in 590 and the Saracens in 884. It was also heavily damaged during the Allied siege of its town. FTP, name this first cenobitic monastery founded by Saint Benedict of Nursia.

17. According to one myth, he was the sea-giant son of Hler, but in another , possibly the son of Bolthorn. However, the better known bearer of this name was sent as a hostage to the Vanir, who beheaded him, but Odin breathed life back into the head and consulted it on various occasions.  FTP, name the wise and ancient Jotun who guarded the well of wisdom that lay under the roots of Yggdrassil and who let Odin drink of it at the cost of an eye.

18.  His first book was written when he bet his wife that he could write a better book than the one he was reading to her. He earned the backhanded compliment of being named "the American Scott" for writing three historical novels set in medieval Europe. When he died in 1851, his name was a byword for social pretension and litigiousness, as he had sued a number of his critics. For ten points, name this author of The Spy, The Pilot, and the collection The Leatherstocking Tales.

A: James Fenimore COOPER

19. Like his father Genrich Fisher, he worked abroad to further the cause of international communism, working as a member of the GPU in Europe from 1927 until 1948 when he entered the United States. Fronting as an artist and a photographer in Brooklyn, he secretly transmitted information to Russian

 Officials using short wave radio equipment only to be arrested and convicted of espionage in 1957. FTP identify this Soviet spy whose sentence was commuted by president Kennedy in 1962 in exchange for the release of the American U-2 spy plane pilot Francis Gary Powers.                                    

Answer: Rudolf Abel 

20. It is the last major tributary of the Rhine before the Rhine crosses into the Netherlands from Germany. Although only 145 miles long, its valley's high concentration of anthracite supports a dense settlement of industry, which grew under such firms as Krupp and Thyssen. The area was occupied by French and Belgian Forces on the grounds that they had not paid reparations until 1925 when the Dawes plan was accepted. FTP, name this river of the German State Nord Rhein-Westfallen

21. Under President Mirabeau Bonaparte Lamar, it began to talk of expansion to the Pacific, and it provided an independent supply of cotton to the British and French.  The British hoped it would consider abolishing slavery in exchange for guarantees of support in case of Mexican attack.  The British were rebuffed, but such talk made Americans nervous, and Secretary of State John Calhoun began secret treaty negotiations to annex it.  For ten points, name this independent republic that was annexed by a joint resolution of Congress in 1845.
