1. James Durrie loses a coin flip with his brother Henry, and as a result he must fight for the Stuarts. Alison Graeme is in love with James, but when she hears that James is dead she marries Henry. James returns and terrorizes the couple until they eventually flee with their son to New York. James pursues them, and both brothers die while looking for a treasure that James claims to have buried. Such is the plot of, FTP, what Robert Louis Stevenson novel.

2. Their chief was known as the “Old Man of the Mountains” because they migrated to Syria and settled in the mountains of Lebanon. Their religion was a mixture of Islam, Judaism, and Christianity. They believed the Holy Spirit dwelt in their leader, and so they obeyed his orders as coming direct from God. They were overcome by the Bibars in 1272, but they had already wrecked havoc in the Middle East f\since 1090. FTP, name this fanatical military order founded by Hassan ben Sabah.

Answer: Assasins or Hashisheens
3. In botany it refers to a modified submerged leaf of certain aquatic insectivorous plants or an air-filled cavity in the thallus of certain seaweeds. In humans it consists of three layers, the epithelium, an involuntary muscle, and an outer layer of connective tissue. FTP name this structure that is connected to the kidneys by two ureters and that discharges urine through the urethra.

Answer: Bladder
4. The Gagauz people, Christians who speak a Turkic language, populate the southeastern part of this country.  It had the highest population density of any republic of the former USSR and was also one of the least urbanized republics.  The currency of this country was the Russian ruble until 1993, when they created their own currency, the leu.  Mount Balanesti is the highest peak of this country and the principle rivers include the Prut and the Dnestr.  FTP, name this country, whose capital and largest city is Chisinau.

Answer: Moldova

5. Calcium carbonate is first heated to give calcium oxide and carbon dioxide, which is bubl\bled into a solution of sodium chloride in ammonia. Sodium hydrogencarbonate is precipitated and heated to give sodium carbonate and carbon dioxide. The ammonium chloride is then heated with calcium oxide to regenerate the ammonia. This describes, FTP, what process for the making of sodium carbonate developed by a Belgain chemist in 1861.

Answer: Solvay Process
6. He killed a man during a labor dispute by hurling a rock that broke the man’s skull. He killed a homeless man who attacked him under a bridge and lost part of his thumb in the process. Even though he is haunted by visions of these men it his responsibility for the death of his son that causes him the most trouble. FTP, name this former baseball great who returns to his hometown of Albany in William Kennedy’s Ironweed.

Answer: Francis Phelan
7. He resigned as British foreign secretary in 1938 to protest the appeasmemnt policy of the Chamberlain government. He served again as foreign secretary  under Churchill from 1940-45 and from 1951-55. FTP identify this British statesman who became Prime Minister after Churchill in 1955 but lost the  position in 1957 due to both ill health and problems stemming from the Suez Canal crisis.

Answer: Anthony Eden

8. After reading Sir James Frazer's The Golden Bough, he became an enthusiast for anthropology and he enrolled in the London School of Economics and Political Science. He became interested in African culture during the 1930s and wrote the introduction to Kenyatta's 19938 book Facing Mount Kenya. FTP identify this anthropologist, generally associated with field studies of the people of Oceana and the author of Argonauts of the Western Pacific.

Answer: Bronislaw Malinowski

9.  His first independent production was Tolstoy's The Fruits of Enlightenment, a job that deeply impressed the director Vladamir Nemirovich-Danchenko. After his production of Aleksey Tolstoy's Tsar Fyodor Ioannovich, he became disappointed in what was lifeless acting. FTP identify this actor and producer whose criticism "I do not believe you" was repeated constantly during his later rehearsals, helping to instill his method onto his actors.

Answer: Konstantin Stanislavky

10. It was commissioned by the Madame de Pompadour and completed in 1751. A vase has been knocked over on the floor, and a bird sits on the foot of the title figure. She also has a bird in her hands not to mention the three cherubs that appear in the painting. FTP, identify this painting—the masterpiece of Francois Boucher.

Answer: The Toilet of Venus
11. This animal of the genus Phascolomys has teeth that grow throughout its lifetime, and it usually grows to about 2 to 3 feet in length. It has long claws that are adapted for digging because it lives in burrows, and aside from the common animal there are 2 species that are referred to as hairy nosed. They have nearly been exterminated in certain areas of their homeland because they are notorious for ruining crops. FTP, identify this marsupial native to Tasmania and Australia.

Answer: Wombat
12. General Sherman wanted to retreat to Memphis because of the difficulties the Union army had experienced since taking Fort Donelson because of Confederate raids on Holly Springs. However, the Union army did not retreat and instead they ended up killing 9,000 Confederate soldiers and capturing 31,000 more after General Grant decided to launch an assault from the east. FTP, name this campaign in which Grant attacked forces under Joseph Johnston that saw the fall of a major outpost on the Mississippi River in July, 1863.

Answer: Vicksburg
13. The name is the same: the river is the chief tributary of the Volga. It rises in the Urals and enters the Volga near Kazan. It is also the name of a Hindu god, the husband of Rati. He is represented riding on a sparrow, and he holds in his hand a bow of flowers with five arrows, each tipped with the bloom of a flower supposed to conquer ones senses. FTP, give the common name of this river and this Hindu god of love who lends his name to one of the Sutras.

Answer: Kama
14. This mountain was scaled for the first time in 1889 by German geographer Hans Meyer and Austrian mountain climber Ludwig Purtscheller.  The two peaks of this mountain are about 7 miles apart and are connected by a broad ridge.  An ice cap covers Kibo, the higher peak, year-round, although it is located only 3 degrees south of the Equator.  FTP, name this mountain, which at 19, 340 feet is the highest in Africa.

Answer: Mount Kilimanjaro
15. Grandson of Sisyphus, he went to King Proitos to be purified after the accidental murder of his brother. When Stheneboia, the wife of Proitos, accused him of rape after he refused her advances, Proitos sent him to Iobates to be killed. Iobates then sent him on the mission for which he’s most famous. FTP, name this man, slayer of the Chimera.

Answer: Bellerophon
16. Eight of this play’s nine scenes take place in the brothel of Madame Irma. The brothel is a repository of illusion in a contemporary European city aflame with revolution. After the city’s royal palace and ruers are destroyed, the bordello’s costumed patrons impersonate the leaders of the city. As the masqueraders warm to their roles, they convince the revolutionaries that the illusion created in the bordello is preferable to reality. FTP, name this 1957 play by Jean Genet.

17. Germany would be treated as a unified economic entity, the Soviet Union would receive a third of Germany’s ships and other industrial equipment as payment for war damages and the agreement was made to hold the Nuremburg trials at this conference. It was also here that Truman first learned of the existence of the atomic bomb and a proclaimation was issued that warned Japan of mass destruction if they did not unconditionally surrender. FTP, identify this conference, attended by Joseph Stalin, Winston Churchill and Harry Truman, held from July 17 to August 2, 1945 in a town about 16 miles southwest of Berlin.


Answer: Potsdam Conference

18. This scientist proposed that the periodic table of elements be listed by atomic numbers and not by atomic weight. He also derived the quantitative relationship for spectroscopic data. His spectrum consists of a series of lines that come closer together towards shorter wavelengths with the absorption lines corresponding to electronic transitions to succesively higher energy levels. FTP, name this Swedish scientist who is best known for describing the constant that is related to the binding energy between an electron and a nucleon.


Answer: Johannes Rydberg
19. He was almost killed by Caligula in 31 AD and was banished by Claudius in 41 AD, but was influential during the reign of Nero, for whom he wrote many speeches. It was as a writer, in fact, that he was most famous. He is best known for his work in philosophy, in which he discussed Stoicism, and his tragedies, which handle familiar Greek themes. His tragedies containing ghosts, witches, cruel tyrants, and themes of vengeance inspired many Shakespearean plays, including Titus Andronicus. FTP, name this Roman writer of 4 BC to 65 AD.


Answer: Seneca

20. The author was struck with the principle concept of this book as he peered out of his window at Harvard thinking about Aristotle. It defines normal science as a mopping up process that resolves problems in science, and he describes scientists as mere puzzle-solvers. According to this book, normal science is predicated upon the prevailing paradigms of the time. FTP, name this 1962 work in the philosophy of science by Thomas Kuhn.


Answer: The Structure of Scientific Revolutions

21. A college friend of Calvin Coolidge, he was appointed Attorney General in 1924, where he reorganized the FBI to contain it to nonpolitical activity. The next year he was appointed to the Supreme Court where he was generally conservative but did dissent in such cases as Minersville School District v. Gobitis where the Court ruled that children could be forced to salute the United States flag. In the case of U.S. v. Butler, where the Agricultural Adjustment Act was found to be unconstitutional, he dissented bitterly, objecting to the Court’s undermining of Congressional power. FTP, identify this Supreme Court justice who dissented on more upheld opinions than any other, who was named Chief Justice in 1940.
