New Packet by UPENN

Tossup 1: Born in 1930, this prolific songwriter and author began writing for Playboy in 1956 after his army discharge.  Known first for songs such as "I'm so Good I don't have to brag" and "A Boy named Sue" as well as his drawings and poems, he later toned down the sex and drugs in his children's literature.  Name this author of "Freakin' at the Freakers Ball" and perhaps most famously 1963's "The Giving Tree".

Shel Silverstein
Tossup 2: At the age of 77, she crossed the Pyrenees to fetch her granddaughter Blanche from the court of Castile and marry her to the king of France, in an effort to preserve peace between the Capetians and the Plantagenets.  Over the next three years she was instrumental in defending her youngest son's lands against her grandson, Arthur of Brittany.  She had been just as active in foiling that son's plots against her middle son while he was on the throne, administering his realm during the crusades and ransoming him from the Duke of Austria. She may also have instigated the revolt of both sons and their brother Geoffrey against their father, a man 11 years her junior, whom she married two months after the annulment of her first marriage.  FTP, name this wife of Louis VII of France and Henry II of England and mother of Richard the Lionhearted and King John.

Eleanor of Aquitaine

Tossup 3:Its composer borrowed heavily from his own works; the overture had been used twice before, in Aureliano in Pamira and Elizabeth, Queen of England.  The borrowing is unsurprising, given that only 24 days elapsed between its inception and its premier, during which time the composer's patron, the Duke of Sforza-Cesarini, died of a stroke, and the composer was busy rehearsing a revival of his The Italian in Algiers.  Originally titled Almaviva, or The Futile Precaution, its arias include "Una Voce Poco Fa" and the famous "Largo al Factotum."  FTP name this 1816 Rossini opera, based on a play by Beaumarchais.

Barber of Seville 

Tossup 4:After working briefly with August Kekule at Bonn, he took a post as a professor of chemistry, mineralogy, and geology at the University of Amsterdam, and in 1884 published Studies in Chemical Dynamics  describing key concepts in kinetics. In 1886, he worked on what would eventually bring him most acclaim, showing similarities between the behavior of gases and dilute solutions. FTP name this chemist, co-founder of the Journal of Physical Chemistry with Wilhelm Ostwald and winner of the first Nobel prize in Chemistry.

Jacobius Henricus Van't Hoff 

Tossup 5:There have been many glorious days in sports history in Syracuse NY, but April 26, 2000 was not one of them.  That day, Syracuse saw Diamond Dallas Page lose the WCW Heavyweight title in a 4-way match, to this non-wrestler.    He became champion to help promote his new movie "Ready to Rumble", costarring Scott Caan, Oliver Platt, and Rose McGowan.  FTP, name this brother to Rosanna and Patricia, husband to Courtney Cox, and pitchman for 1800-CALL-ATT.

David Arquette

Tossup 6:Rumour had it that the AIDS epidemic started in the 1950's in a Philadelphia research center when they prepared an experimental oral polio vaccine using primate tissue and administered the resulting vaccine in the Congo.  Recently, London scientists have disproved this controversial and far-fetched theory, interest in which was reactivated by, FTP, what book by Edward Hooper?

The River

Tossup 8:The title character, who is referred to only by his professional name throughout the work, is in love with Betty, yet constantly mistreats her. He is friendly with the feature editor Shrike, with whom he shares drinks and philosophical discussions. At the end of the book, he finally works out his feelings towards religion, only to be shot and killed a minute later. FTP, name this gossip columnist, the subject of a novel by Nathanael West. 

Miss Lonelyhearts

Tossup 9:They may have set off an atomic bomb near Banjawarn station, Australia, in May of 1993.  No one thought to connect the seismic disturbance to them until two years later, when investigations revealed that they had owned the probable site of the event, and had both a sophisticated laboratory there and a uranium mine, and had recruited into their ranks two former Soviet nuclear engineers.  FTP, name this group that in 1995 decided to begin the destruction of the world not with bombs, but by releasing sarin into the Tokyo subway system.  

Aum Shinrikyo or Supreme Truth
Tossup 10:Leonid Kulik was the first to investigate its site, nineteen years after the fact.  He found a fifteen- to thirty-kilometer band of felled, splintered trees radiating out from the epicenter, which contained no crater, merely a stretch of marshland.  The blast had been visible from 800 km away, and the energy of the explosion was equal to that of 10 to 15 megatons of TNT.  FTP, name this explosion that, on June 30, 1908, felled 2000 square kilometers of pine forest in central Siberia.

Tunguska event or fireball
Tossup 11:He was voted the Worst Dressed Sentient Being in the Known Universe seven years running.  Eccentrica Gallumbits described him as "the Best Bang since the Big One," but his personal brain care specialist Gag Halfrunt says he's "just zis guy, you know?"   His accomplishments include inventing the Pan Galactic Gargle Blaster and stealing the starship Heart of Gold.  FTP, name this two-headed ex-President of the Galaxy from Douglas Adams's Hitchhiker's trilogy.

Zaphod Beeblebrox (accept either name)

Tossup 12:The establishment of an independent Poland and a sovereign Turkey, the removal of military presence from Russia, Romania, Serbia, Montenegro and Belgium, the redrawing of Italy's borders, autonomy for the peoples of Austria-Hungary, restoration of French territory invaded by Prussia, adjustment of imperial claims, reducing the size of armies, equal trade conditions for all nations, freedom of navigation on the seas, establishment of the League of Nations, and open treaties of peace and alliance.  FTP, this summarizes what appeal for peace made by Woodrow Wilson?

Fourteen Points

Tossup 13:In the spring of 2000, it negotiated a 50-million-dollar-a-year, 12-year contract with Idealab!, a Pasadena startup incubator. Not a shabby sum, considering that its annual budget was only $14 million last year and the average per capita income of its 10,600 inhabitants was only $400.  FTP, name this 26-square kilometer nation which just sold the rights to its top level domain name, a group of nine Pacific atolls with capital at Funafuti, and domain name ".tv". 

Tuvalu

Tossup 14: Reputed to drink upwards of fifty cups of coffee a day, this prolific writer’s first work was a tragedy in verse entitled Cromwell. It, and a subsequent series of novels published anonymously before 1822, received little recognition. It was only in 1833, when he developed the concept of linking together his novels, stories, and novellas of Parisian life, that this Frenchman began to gain critical attention. FTP, name this author of Cousin Bette.

Honore de Balzac
Tossup 15: The secret of its manufacture was discovered in 1709 by the alchemist Johann Frederick Böttger, a prisoner of Augustus II of Saxony, who had refused to release him until he produced the philosopher's stone; he was granted his freedom 5 years later on the grounds that the "white gold" he had produced was just as valuable. Böttger's method used alabaster as a flux, giving his product a yellower color than the imported ware made with petuntse, a feldspathic rock, but in both methods the stone was vitrified under high heat, forming fine crystals called mullite needles and filling the pores of the kaolin base.  Augustus, impressed with the results, founded a factory in Böttger's old prison in Meissen for the production of, FTP, what brittle, non-porous ceramic, first manufactured in China?

Porcelain

Tossup 16:The subject was a French ship, full of passengers, that foundered due to mismanagement off the coast of Algeria.  The passengers, forced to abandon ship, were decimated by starvation before finally being rescued by a passing ship.  FTP this scandalous incident was the basis of what 1819 work by Theodore Gericualt? 

The Raft of the Medusa  

Tossup 17: His father's soldiers gave him his nickname, which translates as "Little Boot."  He was severely ill shortly after his accession as emperor, and he restored treason trials afterward.  Although he did not name his horse consul during his reign, it was thought that his illness resulted in insanity.  He exhausted the state treasury and then plundered Gaul in 40.  Shortly thereafter, he was murdered at the Palatine Gates and succeeded by his uncle Claudius.  FTP, name this tyrant who ruled Rome between 37 and 41 AD.

Caligula

Tossup 18:The book begins with the title character impulsively forcing his way into a basketball game between groups of teenagers on his local playground, an act which eventually serves only to remind him of his age and responsibilities. He has an alcoholic wife, Janice, a six year old son, a nagging mother in law, and boring dead-end job. Finally, he can't take it anymore and leaves his family behind - for a while at least. FTP, name this first in the series of novels about former high school basketball star Harry Angstrom, written by John Updike.

Rabbit Run

Tossup 19: Two answers required.  These two geologic periods were the earliest in their respective eras.  The first marked the appearance of the first complex life, including fish.  The other included the first mammals.  Name the first periods of the Paleozoic and Mesozoic eras, one named for the Latin for Wales, the other for the threefold nature of the rocks.

Cambrian and Triassic periods

Tossup 20:She once said, "Only a fool would try to compress a hundred centuries into a hundred pages of hazardous conclusions.  We proceed."  She began receiving coauthor credit for her husband's work after 1961, with the addition of volume 7: The Age of Reason begins.  The tenth volume in the series, Rousseau and Revolution, won her a shared Pulitzer Prize.  Name this historian, star pupil, and wife of the author of The Story of Philosophy.

Ariel Durant or Ida/Ada Kaufman
Tossup 21: To create an animal suitable for studying simple reflex, one must sever the spinal cord somewhere in the neck region.  Simple reflex is then studied by the application of mild electric shocks to the spinal animals' skin.  In one series of experiments, it was found that two or more sub-threshold stimuli delivered up to a half a second apart elicited a reflex action.  In another series of experiments, it was found that two or more sub-threshold stimuli delivered in close proximity elicited the same response.  These phenomena were called temporal summation and spatial summation, respectively, by, for ten points, what English physiologist?  

Sir Charles Sherrington
Tossup 22:This theory challenged the Keynesian approach to economic fluctuations.  It is based on the hypothesis that people and businesses make rational decisions based on rational expectations and markets reconcile individual decisions by balancing supply and demand.  FTP, name this theory for which Robert Lucas won the Nobel Prize in economics in 1995. 

Theory of Rational Expectations
Tossup 23:This 80's teenage pop queen has been seen on Broadway singing in "Beauty and the Beast".  She is also currently playing the title role in a three month traveling production of "Cinderella," with Eartha Kitt as the Fairy Godmother.  She is scheduled to release another album in November of this year, called "M.Y.O.B."  For ten points, name this singer, who recently released a single, "What You Want," and in the past has released such songs as "Only In My Dreams" and "Lost In Your Eyes."

Debbie Gibson

Ezeulu begins as one of the most respected men in his village, but suffers because of his personal stubbornness and pride and his ambiguous relationship with the colonial leadership.

(15) A scathing criticism of political corruption in post-independence Nigeria, this short novel is the story of the corrupt and insincere member of parliament M. A. Nanga, as told by one of his 
former proteges.
