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1. Among their actions were burning the record of the vice-admiralty court in Boston and looting the Library of Chief Justice Thomas Hutchinson on August 26. Taking their name from the words of a (*)speech by Colonel Isaac Barré in Parliament, for ten points, name these secret organizations, first formed in the summer of 1765 in opposition to the Stamp Act.

ANSWER: Sons of Liberty
2. As a medicinal herb, it is supposedly useful in warding off colds, and Louis Pasteur identified its antiseptic properties in 1858. According to scientists at the (*)Weizman Institute in Israel, enzymes associated with bacterial, fungal, and viral infections are blocked by its main biologically active component, allicin. For ten points, name this herb which, according to folk wisdom, wards off not just colds but vampires.

ANSWER: garlic
3. As he had sacked Cirta and Carthage while putting down African revolts, the people of Carthage were probably glad to receive his pickled head. The son of the co-emperor of (*)Diocletian, he sought to inherit the power of Diocletian and Maximian. For ten points, name this Roman who was defeated by Constantine at the Battle of Milvian Bridge.

ANSWER: Marcus Maxentius
4. Its author is believed to have died sometime after 1013 after entering a nunnery. It was not intended as an autobiography but as a record of court experiences in the (*)990's as well as reflections. It was named because of where the author left writing material so that she could write notes at anytime. For ten points, name this work by Empress Sadako’s lady-in-waiting,  Sei Shonagon.

ANSWER: Makura no Soshi or Pillow Book
5. Named for a Turkish town, sour varieties include the Early Richmond, Montmoreney, and (*)English Morello. The sour ones are used for pies and preserves, while sweet varieties such as the Tartarian and the Lambert are suitable to eat raw. For ten points, name this food, of which the Royal Ann is usually used to make Maraschinos.

ANSWER: cherry
6. Noted as a scholar of Emily Dickinson and the editor of the poems of Frederick Goddard Tuckerman, he collected folktales in The Way to Rainy Mountain, the follow-up to his Pulitzer Prize-winning novel about (*)Abel, a man who is drafted and is forced to confront the world outside his reservation. For ten points, name this American author of House Made of Dawn, who was born on a Kiowa reservation in Oklahoma.

ANSWER: N(atachee or Navarre] Scott _Momaday_

7. Discovery of hydrothermal vents at the bottom of it in 1990 support the hypothesis that it will become an ocean, (*)as the continental plate spits at this site. Olkhon Island is one of the islands in this body of water, which is drained by the Angara River. For ten points, name this body of water, the largest freshwater lake in the world.

ANSWER: Lake Baikal
8. When it turned out that the building in which he was alleged to have committed crimes was under construction in 1992, the date of the alleged charges was switched to 1993. The charges, concerning chauffeur (*)Azizan Abu Bakar, are alleged by this man to be part of a conspiracy orchestrated by Mahathir Mohamad. For ten points, name this reform leader of Malaysia, at the center of a recent sodomy trial.

ANSWER: Anwar Ibrahim

9. The current CEO is Hiroyuki Yoshino, who has rebuffed overtures from both Ford and (*)DaimlerChrysler. This company’s MO in developing markets is to build a brand name before it introduces its first car through its motorcycle division. For ten points, name this company, second in its country’s car sales behind Toyota.

ANSWER: Honda
10. This argot has contributions from Gypsy, Malay, Dutch, French, and Cockney English for slang terms and jargon, although Russian is the main source, including a Russian word for (*)“friend.” For ten points, name this polyglot form of English used by Alex and his droogs in the pages of Anthony Burgess’ A Clockwork Orange.

ANSWER: Nadsat
11. In this battle, Marshal Nicolas Soult led 20,000 infantry against the weak enemy center, and captured Pratzen Plateau, cutting the enemy forces in half. At the same time, Marshal Louis (*)Davout had been resisting the main attack, an attempt to cut the French off from Vienna. The allies had 15,000 men injured or killed and 11,000 captured, while Napoleon lost on 9,000 men in, for ten points, what first battle of the War of the Third Coalition, on December 2, 1805.

ANSWER: Battle of Austerlitz or Battle of the Three Emperors
12. Its oxide is used to recover sugar from beet-sugar molasses. One isotope is used to detect bone cancer, while another radioactive isotope is a danger of nuclear fallout, because it accumulates in (*)bones. Discovered in a sample of witherite by Adair Crawford, it was named after a village in Scotland. For ten points, name this element whose radioactive isotope 90 is produced by nuclear fallout.

ANSWER: strontium
13. Among the coverings of these parenchymatous organs are the cremasteric layer, the dartos tunic, and the tunic vaginalis. Before birth, they descend to the inguinal canal. For ten points, name these (*)organs, suspended by cords in the scrotum, which produce semen.

ANSWER: testis [Plural testes] or testicles
14. Edward Seymour was Amiel, Titus Oates was Corah, the Duke of Buckingham was Zimri, Charles II was (*)David, Elkanah Settle was Doeg, and Thomas Shadwell was Og. For ten points, the title characers represented the Duke of Monmouth and Shaftesbury in what satire written in heroic couplets by John Dryden?












ANSWER: Absalom and Achitophel
15. This comic book is currently plotted by Kelley Puckett and Scott Peterson, and drawn by Damion Scott. The title character is (*)Cassandra, who recently had the partial ability to speak restored by Jeffers, although she can kick ass. She is the second person to hold the title, the first now active as Oracle. For ten points, name this comic book, whose title character is no longer Barbara Gordon.

ANSWER: Batgirl
16. One form of it is to use a definition that rulings out any other possibility, ensuring that a conclusion will be true. The more common form is a (*)circular argument in which evidence is not independent from the conclusion. For ten points, petitio principii is the Latin name for what logical fallacy that assumes the truth of a claim that it is supposed to prove.

ANSWER: begging the question (accept early petitio principii)

17. An illiterate shepherd who became a scholar after the age of 40, by tradition, he was flayed alive in Caesarea with “the Lord is one” as his last words, after he had a violated a law by (*)Hadrian, banning the teaching of his religion. He believed that that Simon Bar Kokhba was the Messiah, For ten points, name this man, who laid the basis of the Mishnah.

ANSWER: Rabbi Akiba ben Joseph

18. Pliny considered it the finest sculpture in the world and it was depicted on some Roman coins. It was placed in an open shrine so that people could view it from every side in an Asia Minor city. The subject is  (*)show bathing, with discarded clothing draped on a water jug. The first statue of a fully nude woman by a well-known Greek artist, for ten points, name this statue, now known only through copies, by Praxiteles /Prak s it’ ell ees/.

ANSWER: Aphrodite of Knidos
19. In 1985, this organization was accused of stuffing the ballot box, as it received 12 Grammy nominations because its members were given cheap “pro-rated” NARAS memberships which allowed them to vote. Among its wins were Jack Renner for engineering and John Aler for vocals. Non-winners included  (*)conductor Louis Lane for works by Respighi. For ten points, name this group whose 4 Grammys were for its work on Berliosz’s Requiem as conducted by Robert Shaw.

ANSWER: Atlanta Symphony Orchestra and Chorus

20. His full name means “Righteousness of the Faith, David Son of Job.” He ordered the assassination of (*)Shawar and succeeded Shawar as vizier of Egypt, also taking the title of king, but generally going by the title of sultan. He ended the Fatimid caliphate there, but later moved his base to Syria. For ten points, name this founder of the Ayyubid dynasty, who, in 1187, reconquered the city of Jerusalem from Frankish hands.

ANSWER: Saladin or Salah-ad-Din Yusef ibn Ayyud

21. He came up with the impossibility theorem, which holds that it is impossible to guarantee that rankings of societal and individual preferences can not be guaranteed to correspond when more than two (*)individuals and alternative choices are involved, assuming certain conditions of equality and rationality. For ten points, what contributor to general economic equilibrium theory and welfare theory shared a Nobel Prize with Sir John R. Hicks?

ANSWER: Kenneth Joseph Arrow
22. This Princeton PhD taught at Stanford from 1950 to 1985, where, using a linear accelerator, and a scattering device of his own design, he discovered that a neutron has two oppositely charged clouds of (*)pi-mesons surrounding a positive core for a net charge of zero, unlike a proton in which all three elements are positive. For ten points, name this American physicist who shared the 1961 Nobel Prize for physics with German Rudolf Ludwig Mössbauer.

ANSWER:Robert Hofstadter
23. Jerrie Cobb and Jane Hart were among 13 women who had qualified for this job, but had been banned from it despite weighing less; requiring less food and (*)oxygen; more able to withstand extreme heat, cold, pain, noise, and loneliness; and, more resistant to radiation. For ten points, name this occupation, whose gender ban was the subject of 1962 congressional hearings which included testimony by Alan Shepherd and John Glenn.

ANSWER: astronaut
24. The Continental group is extinct, while the Insular group can be divided into the Brythonic and the (*)Goidelic. Languages of this subfamily have a characteristic lack of the sound p. For ten points, name this subfamily of the Indo-European family, which include Manx, Cornish, Welsh, Irish, and Scottish Gaelic.

ANSWER: Celtic languages
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1. Answer these questions about a piece of technology, for ten points each.

A ray of light is focused on the prime focus, through use of a mirror, in what type of telescope?

ANSWER: reflecting telescope (or reflector) 

Difficult to eliminate from a refracting telescope is this problem, caused by the different ways in which red and blue light are focused by the lens.

ANSWER: chromatic aberration
In this type of telescope arrangement, light is reflected towards the prime focus by one mirror, but a second mirror reflects it downward again, towards a hole in the center of the main mirror.

ANSWER: Cassegrain focus

2. The Bush family is a political dynasty for the modern age.

For five points, all or nothing, Jeb and George W. Bush are governors from what two states?

ANSWER: Florida and Texas
For five points, George Herbert Walker Bush was a Congressman from what state?

ANSWER: Texas
For ten points, Prescott Bush, George H. W. Bush’s father, was elected a Senator from what state, in 1960?

ANSWER: Connecticut
For ten points, Barbara Bush is an indirect descendant of this other president.

ANSWER: Franklin Pierce (Barbara Bush is his great-great-great niece and her maiden name is Pierce)

3. Identify these Punic gods, for ten points each.

a. This all-father, symbolized by the sun, headed up the Punic pantheon of gods.

ANSWER: El
b. This god fertilized the earth and died each year. Sites sacred to him were located on mountaintops. He is associated with his sister and lover Tanit as well as the city of Carthage.

ANSWER: Baal
c. He wore an ostrich feather cap and had bowed legs, a huge gut, and enlarged genitalia. This dwarf was often the figurehead on Punic ships.

ANSWER: Ptah Pteuk
4. Identify the following related to the Calvin cycle, for ten points each.

The Calvin cycle is sometimes called the three-carbon pathway because it results in the formation of two molecules of this three-carbon compound.

ANSWER: 3-phosphoglycerate or PGA
The Calvin cycle begins and ends with this five-carbon sugar, which has two phosphates.

ANSWER: ribulose 1,3-diphosphate or RuDP
The Hatch-Slack, or four-carbon pathway, is an alternative to the Calvin cycle and involves this compound, which  is ultimately split into molecules of malic acid and aspartic acid.

ANSWER: oxaloacetic acid
5. Identify these pieces of anti-trust legislation, for the stated number of points.

For five, this 1887 act established federal control over railroad rates and services.

ANSWER: Interstate Commerce Act {Prompt on I.C.C. Act]

For ten, this 1914 act made illegal discriminatory price cutting, tying contracts, and interlocking directorates.

ANSWER: Clayton Act

For five, his 1914 act created a watchdog government agency to guard against unfair competitive practices.

ANSWER: Federal Trade Commission Act

For ten, this 1950 act forbid acquisition through merger in order to lessen competition.

ANSWER: Cellar Antimerger Act of 1950

6. Identify the Henry James characters, for ten points each.

She’s the lady in The Portrait of a Lady.
ANSWER: Isabel Archer
He’s the American in The American.

ANSWER: Christopher _Newman_

It’s the last name of the European brother and sister who visit America in The Europeans.
ANSWER: Young [Felix and Eugenia]

7. Identify these orators, for ten points each.

This orator is known for his speeches against Philip II of Macedonia and his supposed use of pebbles in his mouth to practice oratory.

ANSWER: Demosthenes
This orator urged Greece to unite against Persia under Athenian leadership in the Pangyricus in 380 B.C.

ANSWER: Isocrates
Around 95 AD, this Roman of Spanish origin wrote a twelve book text on oratory, the Institutio Oratorio.

ANSWER: Marcus Fabius Quintilianus

8. Identify the musicals from songs, for ten points each.

"Sobbin' Women", "A Woman Ought to Know Her Place", "We Gotta Make It Through the Winter"

ANSWER: Seven Brides for Seven Brothers
"You're Never Fully Dressed Without a Smile", "A New Deal for Christmas"

ANSWER: Annie
"Fugue for Tinhorns", "Adelaide's Lament", "The Crapshooters' Dance", "Runyonland"

ANSWER: Guys and Dolls
9. Identify the following companies, for fifteen points each.

According to Mother Jones, this energy giant is George W. Bush’s largest corporate campaign contributor, with $555,275 through January.

ANSWER: Enron
Enron controls over two-thirds of this company, which wants to buy water rights in the Everglades, which just happen to be in the state of Duba’s brother, Governor Jeb Bush.

ANSWER: Azurix
10. Identify these jet-makers, for ten points each.

Name the European group, whose most recent model is the 555-passenger A-3XX.

ANSWER: Airbus Industrie

The largest small-jet maker, this Montreal-based company has the Learjet subsidiary.

ANSWER: Bombardier Inc.

Bombardier recently won a WTO ruling concerning government subsidiaries against this Brazilian rival.

ANSWER: Embraer
11. Bowling is the coolest hobby. Identify these bowling terms, for ten points each.

Three strikes in a row.

ANSWER: turkey
This is a strike made when a right-handed bowler hits the left side of the head pin.

ANSWER: Brooklyn
This term for a bowler comes from a Herman village game of rolling stones at nine wooden clubs.

ANSWER: kegler [From kegles, the name of the clubs]

12. Identify the following “Americans” in movies, for ten points each.

He plays the central character, a male prostitute, in American Gigolo.

ANSWER: Richard Gere
He plays a struggling American artist in 1951's An American in Paris
ANSWER: Gene Kelly
He played the title character of the 1981 version of An American Werewolf in London.

ANSWER: David Naughton
13. Identify these players for one actor, for fifteen points each.

a. In this Samuel Beckett play, an old man plays his tape recorder, listening to himself talk of his youthful hopes and glories.

ANSWER: Krapp’s Last Tape
b. In this monologue by Eugene O’Neill, a woman complains about her husband’s slide from desirable to a good-for-nothing bum. After she has vented, her husband slits his own throat in the next room.

ANSWER: Before Breakfast
14. Identify these things having to do with star formation, for fifteen points each.

This is the gas cloud after it has become opaque to its own radiation, but before it is a star.

ANSWER: protostar
As a protostar evolves, it follows this track, named after a Japanese researcher, in which it approaches the main sequence on a Hertzsprung-Russell diagram.

ANSWER: Hayashi track

15. Identify these Zulu chiefs, for ten points each.

Taking the throne after Dingiswayo was murdered, this Zulu king was killed by his half-brothers Dingaan and Mhlangana at his military capital of Dukuza. He is known for his wars of conquest.

ANSWER: Shaka
Becoming president-general of the African National Congress in 1952, his leadership of a non-violent campaign against apartheid led to his winning the 1960 Nobel Peace Prize.

ANSWER: Albert John Luthhuli /luh-THOO-lee/

Prime minister of the Zulu nation from 1958 to 1968, in 1975, this Zulu chief created the Inkatha KwaZulu party. 

ANSWER: Mangosuthu Gatsha Buthelezi
16. Given a transitional metal cation, give the color in aqueous solution, five for one, ten for two, twenty for three, and thirty for all four.

ANSWER: Battle of Mohácz
b. At the Battle of Mohácz, this last of the Jagiellon kings of Bohemia and Russia died in battle.

ANSWER: Lewis II
This brother-in-law of the childless Lewis, a Hapsburg, claimed Bohemia, where he was accepted, and Hungary, which preferred John Zopolyia, vosvode (duke) of Transylvania, for the throne.

ANSWER: Ferdinand
18. Answer the following about a school of philosophy, for ten points each.

Crates of Thebes was among the followers of this school, which held that civilization was an unnatural state that should be held in contempt, and that a simple, natural life is best.

ANSWER: Cynics or Cynicism
Considered the founder of Cynicism, this philosopher once had an encounter with Alexander the Great, and is reputed to have walked through Athens, in search of an honest man.

ANSWER: Diogenes of Sinope

The name of the Cynics may be derived from the Greek word for “dog,” or from the Cynosarges, where this teacher of Diogenes, himself a pupil of Socrates, taught.

ANSWER: Antisthenes

19. Identify these 20th century composers, for ten points each.

a. Influenced by the east, this composer used a novel by M. Anantanarayan for the title of his Symphony No. 15, “Silver Pilgrimage.”

ANSWER: Alan Hovhaness
b. His operas The Mother of Us All, about Susan B. Anthony, and Four Saints in Three Acts had librettos written by Gertrude Stein.

ANSWER: Virgil Thomson
c. His Organ Symphony was retroactively numbered the first with the removal of the organ part, while his three movement Short Symphony became No. 2.

ANSWER: Aaron Copland
20. Identify these columns, none of which are Doric, Ionic, or Corinthian, for ten points each.

Columns of this style have a notable Double-bull capital. They can be found in such places as the Hall of 100 Columns, which was began by Xerxes I.

ANSWER: Persian column

Created by the Romans, this order uses both the volute motif of the Ionic order, and elements from the Corinthian order.

ANSWER: Composite order

The Romans also developed this variation of the Doric order, which has a smooth-surfaced shaft, a plain architrave, and an undecorated frieze.

ANSWER: Tuscan order

21. For ten points each, give the capitals of the following political units.

ANSWER: Alice Springs
The French department of Martinique.

ANSWER: Fort-de-France
The Danish territory the Faeroe Islands.

ANSWER: Torshavn
22. Identify these concepts from operant conditioning, for ten points each.

a. This is any consequence that strengthens behavior.

ANSWER: reinforcer or reinforcement
b. This type of reinforcement schedule is typical of real life, and produces a greater resistance to extinction. Examples include fixed-ratio and variable-interval.

ANSWER: partial reinforcement

c. The effect of this is to decrease a behavior.

ANSWER: punishment or punisher
