2. As the controller general of finances in 1750s France, his rigid fiscal policies were ridiculed by the nobility, who applied his (*) name to anything plain or cheap. His name became attached to a style of portrait which uses an extreme form of economy. FTP, name this man whose namesake portrait portrays a profiled outline in plain black.


ANSWER: Etienne de Silhouette





3. Two point five kiloparsecs from earth, there exists a binary system consisting of the supergiant star HDE 226868 [H D E two two six eight six eight] and this object, which is approximately six solar (*) masses. HDE226828’s milisecond period of optical and x-ray emission variation indicates anamolous behavior in the companion object. FTP, identify this object, which scientists now believe with ninety-five percent certainty to be a black hole, the first one to be found. 


ANSWER: Cygnus X-1 [accept HDE 226868 before it is mentioned]





4. Two answers required. Celestino Medeiros, already in jail for murder, confessed to conspiring with the (*) Joe Morelli gang to commit the crime for which they were convicted. Governor Fuller appointed President Lowell of Harvard to lead a review committee, which upheld their conviction for stealing fifteen thousand dollars and killing a paymaster. FTP, name these two anarchists, whose execution ended a case colored by anti-immigrant sentiment.


ANSWER: Trial of Nicola Sacco and Bartolomeo Vanzetti [or equivalents; prompt on partial answer]





5. It is sixteen kilometers in diameter and three-hundred-ninety-two stories high. Notable industries here include tourism, gambling in the form of sabaac games, and (*) tibanna gas mining. Founded by Lord Ecclessias Figg, it eventually passed to Baron Dominic Raynor, who lost it to Lando Calrissian. For 10 points, name this locale on the planet Bespin where Luke Skywalker lost a hand to Darth Vader.


ANSWER: Cloud City





6. His last campaign was against Sicily and North Africa and had to be abandoned due to a storm. His tribe had been used as mercenary warriors by (*) Theodosius I, but after the emperor’s death, he renounced his ties to Rome and his tribe declared him king. He then sacked much of Greece, sparing Athens only for a large ransom. FTP, name this man who besieged Rome in 410 CE as king of the Visigoths.


ANSWER: Alaric


7. He edited the Obadan English Department’s student magazine, The Horizon, in which he made his writing debut with the story “High Life.” His novels (*) Songs in a Time of War and Sozaboy garnered moderate acclaim, but it was the short story collection A Forest of Flowers which established his lasting fame. FTP, name this Nigerian author whose involvement in the Biafran war and anti-government activities led to his 1995 execution by the Abacha government.


ANSWER: Ken Saro-Wiwa





8. N equals 3 is the only integer for which it is unproven. Its general form states that every n-manifold is (*) homotopy-equivalent to the n-sphere if and only if the manifold is homeomorphic to the n-sphere. In its original form, it proposed that every simply connected 3-manifold is homeomorphic to the 3-sphere. FTP, identify this conjecture proposed in 1904 by a noted mathemetician whose accomplishments included solving astronomy’s three-body problem.


ANSWER: Poincaré’s Conjecture





9. It was named for a man who met the composer in Vienna in 1798. This piece’s dedicatee was not fond of the work and never played it. Also known as the (*) Sonata in A Major for Piano and Violin, its namesake was a founder of the French School of violin-playing and the composer of the opera Lodoiska and the Methode du violon. FTP, name this 1803 Beethoven work.


ANSWER: The Kreutzer Sonata [accept Sonata in A Major for Piano and Violin, opus forty-seven before it is mentioned]








10. This phrase is “cried in a whisper at some image, at some vision,”…in “a cry that was no more than a breath.” After it is said, (*) Marlow calmly blows out the candle and leaves for dinner. FTP, recite this four-word phrase, the last words of Kurtz in Joseph Conrad’s Heart of Darkness.


ANSWER: “the horror, the horror”





11. After serving as a page for Barry Goldwater, he saw active duty as a member of the Navy in Vietnam. Elected to Congress in 1993, he has sponsored legislation allowing for entrance fees at (*) national parks, providing for the minting of the Sacajawea dollar, and establishing the Joint Committee on Social Security Reform. For 10 points, name this Republican Representative from Arizona who spoke at the 2000 Republican National Convention, causing some members of the Texas delegation to pray rather than listen to his speech, a protest of his homosexuality.


ANSWER: Jim Kolbe





12. In stable and “gentle” ones, the anion is (*) non-oxidizing and non-nucleophilic; such an example was recently created using carborane. Used in organic chemistry to stabilize carbocations, they are generally prepared by mixing a strong Lewis acid such as SbF5 with a Bronsted acid such as HF.  FTP, name these substances, defined as acids stronger than one hundred percent sulfuric acid.


ANSWER: superacids





13. This poet wrote that “the sweat pours down, a trembling/seizes the whole of me, I turn paler/than grass, and I seem to myself/not far from dying.” Despite the fact that (*) she was married and had a daughter, poems such as one describing “tender feet of Cretan girls” which “danced once around an/altar of love” have led to interpretations of her work as that of a homosexual. FTP, name this “tenth muse” and resident of Lesbos.


ANSWER: Sappho





14. In a 2000 Wall Street Journal article, he wrote that a state’s internal violations of human rights indicate a tendency to behave aggressively towards neighbors. Labor Party praise of (*) Yassir Arafat’s ignorance of human rights within Palestinian territory struck him as a grievous error, so on the eve of a July 2000 Barak-Arafat conference, he resigned as Minister of the Interior in Israel. FTP, name this leader of the Yisrael Ba-Aliya Party and former human rights activist in the USSR, where he was a prisoner of the gulag for nine years.


ANSWER: Natan Sharansky





15. A partial list of those who know his true identity includes the Purple Man, S.H.I.E.L.D., Black Widow, Mysterio, (*) Foggy Nelson, Karen Page, Elektra Natchios, and the Kingpin. His superpowers came from an incident where radioactive waste splashed across his eyes, and he was blinded; however, his other senses were enhanced. FTP, name this Marvel hero whose badly-kept secret identity is that of lawyer Matt Murdock.


ANSWER: Daredevil [accept Matthew Murdock before the name is mentioned]





16. It was a result of Gregory IX’s mandate that the Baltic coast be brought back into the Catholic Church. The (*) Teutonic Knights invaded the Novgorod area, and the Prince of Novgorod was recalled from exile to defend Russia. FTP, name this 1242 battle in Estonia at which the Knights were defeated by Prince Alexander Nevksy on the frozen channel between the Pskov Lakes and Lake Peipus.


ANSWER: The Massacre on Ice [or the Battle on the Ice, or other clear equivalents; accept Battle of Lake Peipus before it is mentioned]





17. Proposing or participating in a duel, not reporting a sexual advance from a priest within a month, asking an ecumenical council to overrule a prior (*) Pope, leaving a nunnery without a bishop’s permission, participating in commerce while a missionary, ordering the secular trial of a cleric,  joining the Freemasons, and converting from Christianity are all punishable by this censure. FTP, identify this decree in Catholicism which prohibits the giving of sacraments to its object.


ANSWER: excommunication





18. The Books of Moses and the Epic of Gilgamesh both make reference to this agricultural practice. Since the Middle East’s climate pattern was not ideal for the growing of crops, the population relied on these (*) cycles to reinvigorate the soil. In the seventh year of the cycle, the Hebrews let their crops lie fallow, and after seven such cycles, the jubilee year followed. FTP, give this term which in modern use refers to an academic vacation.


ANSWER: sabbatical





19. He first became prominent in the sixth century BCE by publicly reciting a poem which made war with Megara on behalf Salamis a matter of national honour. Elected (*) archon around 590 BCE, he redistributed of land and established courts called heliaea which were administered by all citizens.  FTP, name this Athenian statesman who reformed the tyranny of Draco.


ANSWER: Solon





20. Allegory of Love by Bronzino, Visitation by (*) Salviati, and Tombs of Lorenzo de Medici by Michelangelo are examples of this artistic style. A response to the perfection of the High Rennaisance, it attempted to visually confuse and to fill as much space as possible on the canvas. FTP, name this style which led to Church-sponsored guidelines for art, ushering in the Baroque period.


ANSWER: mannerism





21. The Hornli Ridge and Lion Ridge, together known as the Vioe Normalles, are the simplest paths to its (*) peak. The Zmutt and Furggen Ridges are more challenging, while the North Face is notoriously deadly. Climbers wishing to travel those routes can reach the mountain from Breuil-Cervinia, Italy or Zermatt, Switzerland. FTP name this mountain, only the seventh-highest in Europe but notorious as the namesake of a Disneyland ride.


ANSWER: the Matterhorn





22. Apollo, Wotan, Buddha, the Frog King, the ideals of Australian tribal leaders, Moses, Mohammed, Jesus, and Lao-Tzu are all manifestations of this (*) title concept. The work proposes that all stories have been told, but retelling is necessary, as cultural archetypes serve a useful function. FTP, name this study of similarities in myths and standards by Joseph Campbell.


ANSWER: The Hero With a Thousand Faces





23. He made his directorial debut in 1918 with Blind Husbands and later acted in such films as (*) Grand Illusion and Sunset Boulevard. The son of a Jewish hat merchant, he changed his name when immigrating and claimed to a member of the Austrian aristocracy. In the diamniotic monochorionic variety, the risk is between that of the other two. FTP, name the manner of mammalian birth which comes in these types and can be more simply classified as fraternal or identical.


ANSWER: twins 





25. She “does the gods…no dishonor” but has “no strength…to defy the state,” so she declines to assist her (*) sister in an act of moral defiance. However, she eventually demands to be punished alongside her sister for the crime of burying Polyneices. FTP, name this sister of Antigone.


ANSWER: Ismene

For 5 points each, name the two justices who dissented in the 7-2 ruling.

The U.S. Department of Justice was in fact on Dickerson’s side in the case. The appellant opposing Dickerson was this professor of law at the University of Utah. For 10 points, name this author of All Benefits, No Costs: The Grand Illusion of Miranda's Defenders and numerous other anti-Miranda books and articles.


ANSWER: Paul Cassell





2. Give these terms from Java programming FTPE.


Part of Java’s appeal is the fact that it is platform-neutral. Its bytecode is processed not by one of the myriad incompatible chips on the market, but by this piece of software, which performs processing functions in the same manner across all hardware.


ANSWER: virtual machine


In Java and similar languages, subroutines and data are treated not as part of any overall program but as these distinct entities.


ANSWER: objects


Microsoft’s launch of ActiveX as a Java alternative has failed, but Big M still offers this programming environment for writing Java applets targeted for use under Windows. 


ANSWER: Visual J++





3. Name this communist organizations in Asia FTPE.


In 1954, this organization drove the French from Vietnam, soon splintering into two wings, roughly along communist versus purely nationalist lines.


ANSWER: Viet Minh


Soon after the Philippines became independent in 1946, this group, which incorporated both ethnic minorities and the economic underclass, took over portions of Luzon.


ANSWER: Hukbalahaps [accept Huks]


This organization founded by Nouhak Phoumsavan and Prince Souphanouvong has controlled the government of Laos since 1975.

As chief of the Forest Service from 1898 to 1910, this Yale professor helped found the conservationist movement.
