2. It attacks the "immediate constituent analysis" model and puts forward one whose acknowledged influences are Nelson Goodman, Willard Quine, and his teacher Zellig Harris --the transformational model of grammar.  For 10 points--name this book whose 1957 publication brought about a revolution in linguistics, written by Noam Chomsky.

3. It took over parts of Bunyoro, Buddu, and Koki in the 18th century before the flowering of its civilization under the 19th-century Kabakas Suna and Mutesa I.  Its traditional capital is Mengo, but it is now Entebbe.  For 10 points--name this kingdom of the Ganda absorbed into Uganda in 1900.

answer: Buganda (prompt on Uganda)

4. After publishing her first poem in Seventeen magazine, she graduated from Columbia and Hunter College, where she later held the post of Thomas Hunter Chair of Literature. In the 1960s and ‘70s she worked as a librarian and was active in the civil rights and gay and lesbian rights movements. FTP, name this lesbian/feminist poet and author of Zami and Sister Outsider, who died of breast cancer in 1992.

Answer: Audre Lorde
5. The conclusion does not hold, according to the 1982 Aspect experiment. It states that for a large number of observations, the product of the number of particles with positive spin along the x and y axes is less than that of particles with positive spin along the x and z and the y and z axes if the "reality principle" holds.  Thus, nature must act by "spooky action at a distance", in Einstein's words, according to, FTP--what theorem related to the *EPR* Paradox?

FTP, what name also refers to a series of pulpish books that after about #500, consisted solely of women’s romance novels?

Answer: Harlequin
8. After retiring as a major general at 39, he founded the Institute of the History of the Workers’ Movement of his nation. He traded Communism for nationalism and became president when his nation became independent in 1990. FTP, in several years of war with the Serbs, who led Croatia?

Answer: Franjo Tudjman
9. He last appeared in 1868 in Salt Lake City after showing up in Antwerp three times between the 13th and 16th centuries, if you believe the German legend that names him John Buttadaedus. FTP, who in other stories was the doorkeeper Cartaphilus who struck and heckled Jesus and earned himself an eternity of deathless meandering?

Answer: The Wandering Jew (accept John Buttadaedus early)

10. Its even lines were included in Augustus’s private cipher, the odd ones in a Spartan code, and it was written in Sanskrit, the native language of the Gypsy Melquiades. It was finally decoded by Aureliano Babilonia as a whirlwind swept away Macondo. FTP, name this chronicle of six generations of the Bundia family, published by Gabriel Garcia Marquez.

Answer: One Hundred Years of Solitude or Cien Años de Soledad
11. In summer 2000, one of its separatist leaders and his son stabbed each other to death. The father, Marcel Lorenzoni had been arrested in connection with the 1998 murder of Claude Erignac, France’s representative for it. FTP, name this island birthplace of Napoleon, located north of Sardinia in the Meditteranean.

Answer: Corsica
12. It’s unclear if it will happen on “Survivor”.  The 13th-century treatises of Fleta and Britton prescribed being burned and buried alive as punishment, and a 1553 act made it punishable by hanging, though the 1861 Offenses Against the Person act ended capital punishment for it, and the Wolfenden Report led to its decriminalization of England. 16. It was lost for time because its explorer misrecorded its location by 200 miles, making it an excellent refuge.  It original settlers were a handful of Haitians and nine Englishmen who escaped the execution that many of their shipmates faced when caught.  For 10 points--name this island where Fletcher Christian settled.

answer: Pitcairn Island
