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1. Science

Mentioned by Moses in Chapter 9, Book 9 of Exodus, it is notorious for its ability to survive in spore form for years in contaminated soil, retaining its full virulence. Epidemics of it broke out in the (*)18th and 19th centuries in southern Europe. It can occur as an intestinal, pulmonary, or, most commonly, a cutaneous infection, and can cause death by septicemia or suffocation. For ten points, name this bacterial disease, the first disease for which a specific organism was identified as the cause, namely a type of bacillus, most often associated with livestock, especially sheep, and as an agent of biological warfare. 

 A: anthrax

2. History

In 1948, he broke away he founded the Convention Peoples’ Party, which drew the north of his country into nationalist politics with the slogan “Self-Government Now.” For this, the British arrested him and sentenced him to jail time, but his party won the (*) 1951 general elections and the British freed him, allowing him to become prime minister. For ten points, name this fiery West African speaker, who in 1957 became the first leader of modern independent Ghana. 

Answer : Kwame Nkruma
3. Trash

A native of Queens, New York, she began her recording career with “Beautiful People” for Columbia Records in 1967. That record went nowhere, but her debut album “Born to Be” was released by Buddah Records in 1969, which led to a gig at Woodstock. Her first hit single was written as a tribute to the (*)fans at Woodstock, “Lay Down (Candles In The Rain.)” Other hits include “What Have They Done To My Song, Ma” and an awful cover of “Ruby Tuesday.” But we know her today for her wispy voice “Don’t go too fast, but I go pretty far” and other such dobule entendres to #1 in 1971. For ten points, name this singer who liked to brag about her brand new pair of roller skates trying out a “Brand New Key.”

 A: Melanie  Safka

4. Literature

Famously gallant, he was notorious for his aristocratic good looks and his fighting prowess. He spent his last five years in wretched poverty and misery, which, happened to coincide nicely with the rise to power of Oliver Cromwell. A playwright at first, neither of his two plays (*)“The Scholar” and “The Soldier” are fully extant. For ten points, name this Cavalier poet, who penned the lines  “I could not love thee, dear, so much /Loved I not honour more.” And “Stone walls do not a prison make” in, respectively, To Lucasta, Going to the Wars” and “To Althea from Prison.” 

Answer : Richard Lovelace

5. Science

It was thought to have contained areas once part of Laurentia and (*) Baltica separated by the Iapetus Ocean. Difference in geography between the Indian subcontinent and remainder of Asia is evidence of its existence, supporting the commonly-held theory that during the Mesozoic Era, continental drift began to separate the supercontient Panagea. For ten points name the supercontient said to have formed from Panagea, which later formed most of the Northern Hemisphere, separated by the Tethys Sea from Gondwanaland. 

A: Laurasia
6. CE

 Though there was celebrating in the Negev Desert town of Kiryat Malachi recently, it was yet another (*) electoral defeat and humilation for this man. The election of Iranian-born Moshe Katzav was a symbol of the increasing political power of the Shas party and of mostly poor and mostly religious Sephardic Jews vis-à-vis the European Ashkenazi elite he epitomizes.  For ten points, name this political figure, whom the Likud party was twice able to successfully portray him as too dovish and defeat a government he led in Israeli elections, first by Yithzak Shamir and also by Binjamin Netanyahu. 

A: Shimon Peres
7. R-M-P

Two rival sites laid claim to his grave, both located in the city of Ephesus, but one became a shrine in the fourth century.  Apocryphal tales exist in which he was martyred and died by being (*) plunged into boiling oil, but in accepted teachings he survived, an event commemorated on May 6 ; his feast day, however, is December 27.  He was among the first disciples of Jesus along with his older brother James, and may have opposed Paul in his efforts to admit Gentiles to the church. For ten points, name this apostle and saint, traditionally credited with the fourth and last of the Gospels. 

A: Saint John the Divine (or Evangelist), or the Apostle John 

 (prompt on “John” or “St. John”)

8. Arts

A specially constructed metallophone, similar to one used by Handel for his oratorio Saul except using a beater rather than keyboard-activated hammers, was constructed for this opera. This work is also notable for the demands placed on one of the (*) soprano roles, asked to sing an F note three octaves above middle C, supposedly the highest note in opera.  Some Church leaders of the time disliked the explicit allegorical references to Freemasonry, but its music, an exemplar of singspiel, and its libretto by Emmanuel Schikaneder are classic. For ten points name this 1791 work, the best known opera of Mozart. 

 A: The Magic Flute or Die Zauberflote
9. History

A large navy of over 800 galleys found itself scattered and thereby unable to provide to support to occupying armies or further land offensives ; as a result, opposition to Persia was mobilized among the (*) Greek city states. Losing only 40 triremes, as opposed to over 300 Persian ships sunk or seized, the battle, which took place in narrow waters near the port of Piraeus, was a total disaster for Xerxes due to the clever maneuverings of Themistocles. For ten points, name this Greek victory of 480 BCE, history’s first great recorded naval battle. 

A: Battle of Salamis
10. Geog

It highest point is Mount Tagpochau, rising to 1,529 feet above sea level. 14 miles long and 5.5 miles at its widest point, other features include Lau-lau inlet and Tanapag harbor and it sits adjacent to Tinian Island in the (*) western Pacfic ocean. Its chief settlement is Chalan Kanoa, which is also has been home to a U.S. military base since seized from Japan during World War II. For ten points, name this small island, home to 17,000 people, recently the object of controversy due to the presence of sweatshops here despite it being American soil, the main island of the Commonwealth of the Northern Maraiana Islands.

 A: _Saipan_
11. Literature

Much of his writing deals with criticism of mainstream Western literature, most notably his 1975 work “Beginnings.” His first published work dealt with the short stories of Joseph Conrad, which was later integrated into his study (*)“Culture and Imperialism.”  For ten points name this controversial scholar, who became a professor at Columbia in 1963 and immigrated from Palestine whose best known work deals with how most academic study of the Middle East relates to European stereotypes and is titled “Orientalism.” 

Answer : Edward W. Said
12. R-M-P

Some claim he was a son of Poseidon, but others trace his lineage to the Titan  (*) Oceanus. Said to dwell on the island of Pharos, near Egypt, he is charged with herding Poseidon’s stable of seals. If you catch him and hold him, he will reluctantly prophesize the future, but to stop you he’ll try to slip away by changing shape. For ten points, name this sea deity of Greek myth, the namesake of one of Shakespeare’s Two Gentlemen of Verona. 

A: Proteus
13. Science

Though found in ores with gold, copper, silver, and nickel, it is most often found with fellow platinum-group metals. Used often as a catalyst, it can function as a membrane to purify or transfer (*) hydrogen at high temperatures, and at lower temperatures can absorb 900 times its own volume of hydrogen. More vulnerable to acids than other platinum metals, its oxidation states are +2, +4, and, oddly, 0. For ten points, name this metal, used most often as electrical contact in telephone equipment or as a carbon monoxide detector, isolated by William Wollaston in 1803 and named for a then-recently-discovered asteroid. 

A: palladium
14. Arts

His father was also a painter, but was more importantly an acquaintance of Federico da Montefeltro, duke of  (*) Urbino, who attracted such masters as Bramante and Alberti, encouraging his precociousness. His first important commission was painting an altarpiece in Perugia, which led to a “Coronation of the Virgin” for the Oddi Chapel. After a stay in Siena, he arrived in Florence in 1504, where he executed a series of Madonnas, inlcuding the “Madonna del Prato.” For ten points, name this master of the High Renaissance, whose best known paintings for Pope Julius include a series of frescoes known as the Stanza della Segnatura, which included “The School of Athens.” 

 A: Raphael Sanzio

15. Soc Sci

Known as Kammeralism in Germany, this policy indirectly led to the coining of the word “taxi,” from the name of a (*) German-granted monopoly on public transportation. Other tenets of this system were the encouragment of a large, agrarian population, colonialism, a minimum of luxury goods, and the hoarding of precious metals. FTP, name this economic framework, expounded by economists such as Jean-Baptiste Colbert, the predecessor to capitalism.

A: Mercantilism
16. History

Some claim that it was merely a campiagn of enmity against Ludwig Windthorst, a nobleman whose kingdom had shortly before ceased to exist. By and large executed by Adalbert Falk with the support of his National Liberal Party, it was an effort to combat the rising (*) influence of the Centre party. It proved a disastrous failure and was phased out after the 1878 death of activist pope Pius IX. For ten points, give the name of this 1870s campaign orchestrated by Bismarck to curb the political power of the Catholic Church in Germany.

 A: Kulturkampf
17. Literature

Part Rupert Murdoch and part L. Ron Hubbard, a cable tycoon seeks world domination by inducing large numbers of poor people to communicate by speaking in tongues and asserting control over the virtual reality network known as the (*) Metaverse. But L. Bob Rife is foiled by the combination of a hitchiking skateboard courier and an expert hacker whom we first meet on his last day as a pizza delivery driver. The novel’s title refers to a type of program that induces a coma among those who run it. For ten points, name this story in which a man with the strange name of Hiro Protagonist saves the day, a breakthrough “cyberpunk” novel by Neal Stephenson. 

A: Snow Crash  (accept L. Bob Rife as an answer any time before his name is mentioned.)

18. Trash 

Voted the #38 player of the 20th century by the Society for Advanced Baseball Research, he was one of the first big name players to join the American League, unexpectedly bolting the Philadelphia Phillies in (*)1901. Part of the reason for his relative obscurity to other greats of his time was that the bulk of his 20 year career was spent on an otherwise poor Cleveland Indians squad, though his best year was in Philadelphia, hitting .426 with 145 RBI. For ten points name this second basemen, after whom the Indians temporarily renamed themselves.  

A: Napoelon Lajoie
19. Science

Born in the Palais du Petit-Luxembourg and named for a Persian poet, the early talents of this lifelong friend of Michel Chasles went to waste as a military engineer. Although interested in the fine arts and economics, his passion was the same as that of the(*) rest of his family: work and steam power. FTP, identify this French physicist and engineer, famous for his invention of an eponymous efficiency, defined as the difference of operating temperatures divided by the maximum operating temperature.

A: Sadi Nicolas Leonard Carnot (as opposed to Lazare and Hippolyte)

20. History

 He ran for a Texas judgeship in 1893 against Mariette Rheiner, who two later became his wife. At age 34 in 1902, he won his first term in Congress.  Though he served as Democratic caucus liason to President Wilson, he didn’t make a single floor speech for his first eight years there ; this didn’t stop him from becoming (*) Speaker of the House, or campaigning for the White House in 1932. For ten points name this Democrat, known for his conservatism, which did not endear him to the man who asked him to be his running mate in 1932, Franklin Roosevelt. 

A: John Nance Garner
21. Literature

A native of Portland, Maine, he was a professor of modern languages first at Bowdoin and later at Harvard. His level of travel was unusual for an American of the time, and his (*) multilingual skills led to a second career of translating poems from several European languages as well as Anglo-Saxon and Latin. His own poetry was widely varied in verse form, meter, and subject matter, and he wrote poetry right up to his 1882 death. For ten points name this poet of “Hymn To The Night,” “Evangeline,” and “The Song of Hiawatha.” 

 A: Henry Wadsworth Longfellow
22. Trash

Aaron Henry, Chesty Smith, Tom “Gunner” Castleman, Sherriff Bryce Hammond, (*)Jim Young, A.J. Frost, Shannon Hamilton, Ned Alleyn, Holden McNeil, and Chuckie.
