3. This religious movement came from traditions as diverse as Jewish mysticism, middle platonism, and Iranian religion. It had its greatest effect on early Christianity (*). It in, the world is fundamentally flawed due to a fall from God, and revelation, which causes man to realize his essential self, comes not from Scripture, but straight from God. For ten points, name this movement, fought as a heresy by Christians, which is reflected in the gospel of Thomas.

4. Although best know today and in his time as a popular author with works dealing with the social structures of Victorian England, this man made his living for over thirty years as a British civil servant(*). He unsuccessfully stood for Parliament in 1868, but did find success with political novels such as Can You Forgive Her? and The Duke’s Children, which explored the workings of the political system. For 10 points, identify this man, author of The Warden and creator of the imaginary county of Barsetshire.

5. Touted as the new Mary Lou Retton, this gymnast hasn’t quite lived up to the hype. Although she qualified for the 1997 World Championships, she was too young to compete under international rules (*), yet placed a disappointed 31st place when she competed in that championship two years later. Her biggest obstacle has been her inconsistency on the uneven bars, costing her to gold in the 1999 and 2000 US National Championships. For ten points, who despite her 6th place finish at the 2000 US Olympic Trials, was passed over by the 8th and 9th place finishers, Alyssa Beckerman and Tasha Schwikert for a spot on the Olympic team.

6. This group, founded in 1959 by a group of youths, broke away from the main political party for its people. Over time, this separatist group’s aims shifted from autonomy (*) to establishing radical socialism in their native country.  Recently, the groups violent tactics have included a booby trap in San Sebastian injuring 11 and the assasination of a Spanish supreme court judge. For ten points, name this Basque group.

7. It was first stated formally by Rudolf Clausius in 1850. (*) He was responding to Sadi Carnot’s work on the heat engine cycle. It states that the entropy of the universe as a whole is always increasing, and explains things as diverse as why energy is lost as heat and ice cream melts in a warm room. FTP, name this thermodynamic law.

8. In his 1801 letter to Elias Shipman and others of New Haven, he wrote “If a due participation of office is a matter of right, how are vacancies to be obtained? (*) Those by death are few; by resignation, none

although he is usually quoted as Few die and none resign.”  This Founding Father from Virginia who wrote in his Notes on Virginia,  “Indeed, I tremble for my country when I reflect that God is just”.  FTP, name the sage of Monticello.

9. This king actually existed but is more famous for his legendary accounts of his reign in the court of Worms. In the legends of the Volsung and the Nibelungenleid, he is the brother of Gudrum (*), who is the wife of Sigurd the Dragonslayer, and the husband of Brunhildde. Because of the treachery with which he killed Sigurd, he was doomed to defeat at the hands of Attila in 436 and actually died in that manner. For ten points, name this king, whose descendants later became part of the French nation.

10. Selected in the eight round of the 1993 NFL draft, he played his college ball at Indiana. He spent his first year in the NFL with San Diego (*), before moving on British Columbia of the Canadian Football League and then to Washington. In Washington, he was the third on the depth chart, playing his first game in 1997. A backup every year until 1998, he led the Redskins to a 6 and 3 record over the last nine games. Signed by St. Louis in 1999, name this man, starting at quarterback in place of the injured Kurt Warner.

11. This woman is thought to have lost the 1927 Nobel Prize for Literature to Grazia Deledda because she had angered Mussolini with her anti-militaristic work. Her early works made use of verismo (*), an Italian style of realism. A journalist before she turned to novels, this author founded Corriere di Roma with her husband Eduardo Scarfoglio, and went on to found and edit the Neapolitan paper Il giorno on her own. For 10 points, identify this woman, considered to be the first modern Italian female author, know for works such at The Land of Cockayne, Fantasy, and The Conquest of Rome.

12. Dubbed "the devil in disguise of a woman" by Nikita Khrushchev, this legislator won a Presidential Medal of Freedom in 1989. As the first Republican senator to condemn (*) Joseph R. McCarthy’s communist witch-hunt, this Maine native delivered her "Declaration of Conscience" speck on the Senate floor in 1950. For 10 points, identify this politician, the first woman to serve in both houses of Congress, chosen to complete her husband’s term in the US House of Representatives after he died in 1940, who spent 32 years in Congress.

13. Born Tommaso Di Giovanni Di Simone Guidi on December 21, 1401, he is one of the earliest Renaissance painters. His frescoes in Church of Santa Maria del Carmine (*) in Florence were highly influential to later painters. He is one of the first Renaissance painters to use chiaroscuro, a method used to show light and shadow in paintings. For ten points, name this man, best known for his painting The Expulsion of Adam and Eve.

14. From the Pali meaning ‘way of the elders’, this sect of Buddhism developed  during the fourth century BC. The ideal for this sect is the arhat, or perfected saint (*). Enlightenment can only be achieved through one’s own work, and cannot be attained while a layman. Under the reign of the emperor Asoka, it spread to Sri Lanka. Name this sect of Buddhism, the most common in Thailand, Myanmar, and Laos.

15. It is a fibrous meshwork that provides structural support. The proteins that make up this network associate with each other to form filaments (*) and are called lamins. Furthermore, the proteins attach to the inner membrane of the cell’s central organelle, which may help organize the filaments into this network. For ten points, name this network which breaks down at the beginning of cell division and is responsible for the organization of chromatin.

16. It was the subject of paintings by Picasso and Toulouse-Lautrec, and Oscar Wilde was a regular user. In spiritual matters, he convened the Council at Ephesus to discuss the Monophysite heresy raised by the monk Eutyches.(*) He also forwarded the primacy of the papacy , arguing that popes were the descendents in authority  of Peter. In secular matters, he rode to Mantua and talked Attila the Hun to withdraw, and did the same with Gaiseric the Vandal in 455. Name, FTP, this fifth century pope, the first of the two who earned the honorific "the Great".

18. This song ends with the lines "Depart, oh night! Fade away, you stars! At dawn I shall win." To win is important to the singer, Calaf, who will lose his life if the title character of the opera learns his name before the Princess(*). Set in the gardens at the walls of Peking, this part for tenor appears in Act III of an opera completed after its composer's death. Name, FTP, this aria from Puccini's Turandot, whose name in English translates to "no one sleeps."

19. This phenomenon describes the stabilizing interaction between an unfilled, pi anti-bonding orbital and a filled carbon-hydrogen sigma bond (*) orbital near. The more substituents present, the greater the opportunity for this to occur. For ten points, name this man, brother of Kublai Khan also know as Mangu.

21. This man was originally a lawyer, when he became fascinated with the findings of French neurologist Jean Charcot. He quickly abandoned law, and began work at Salpêtrière(*)Hospital where he stayed until 1891. He later moved on to the Sorbonne, where he was director of it’s research laboratory. For ten points, name this man that is credited with developing a method to measure intelligence.

22. While imprisoned he says that he dreamed of debating the North Korean dictator Kim Il Sung. Branded a Communist in 1971 (*) for his visions of reunifying the Korean peninsula, he had to endure 14 years of house arrest, exile and imprisonment. It took years of discontent and an alliance with former enemies to get this man elected President in 1997. For ten points, name this man the winner of this year’s Nobel Peace Prize .
