1. In Richard Feynman's physics lectures, he uses the example of an attractive girl drowning on the beach to derive this law from Fermat's principle of least time. A consequence of (*) Huygens' principle, it can be used to derive Brewster's angle, at which the outgoing ray is 100% polarized, and

also the critical angle, at which total internal reflection can occur. FTP, name this law of optics, which relates the sines of the angles of a refracted beam to the ratio of the indices of refraction at the boundary.

Answer: _Snell_'s law

2. He wrote Snow Image, continued  Wonder Book- in Tanglewood Tales, and published his articles on England for the Atlantic monthly (*) in _Our Old Home_-.  In 1846, he collected the short stories from the Democratic Review  as  Mosses From An Old Manse and 1837, published his

Twice Told Tales.  For 10 points--name this author best known for novels like The House of the Seven Gables and The Scarlet  Letter..

3. Since the 1880s the titles of all of its shows have had a total of 13 letters. It gained international fame under the management of Paul Derval, who staged a series of flamboyant (*) events featuring many scantily clad young women strutting against exotic backgrounds. In the 20th Century, famous

entertainers who performed there included Maurice Chevalier and Josephine Baker. FTP, name this Parisian theater.

4. Panretin gel is the first approved topical treatment for the cutaneous lesions caused by this disease. It exists in four forms, the most common of which affects people who suffer (*) from another disease. Characterized by multi-focal, widespread lesions involving the skin, oral mucosa, lymph

nodes, and visceral organs, FTP, name this cancer which primarily affects people infected with HIV.

5. He invented the concertina and the stereoscope, and patented an early telegraph. (*) Professor of experimental philosophy at King's College, he devised an experiment to determine the speed of electricity in a conductor, which would later be used to measure the speed of light. But he is most

famous for popularizing an invention of Samuel Christie which can be used tomeasure electrical resistance. FTP, name this man or his namesake "bridge."

Ans. Sir Charles _Wheatstone_ or Wheatstone bridge

6. Its name comes from the initials of four separate variables used to name two curves. Based on the earlier work of Keynes, its framework was developed by the Nobel Laureate John Hicks (*). Derived from the fact that investment equals savings and money demand equals money supply, FTP name this economic model frequently used to explain business cycles.

Ans. _IS-LM_ model (I for investment, S for savings, L for money demand, M

for money supply)

7. In this state, Don Novey's union shot down legislation that would have let the state attorney general prosecute prison guards.  Though that union supported Tom  (*) Bradley against George Deukmejian, more typical was the crucial support it lent against Dan Lundgren to Gray Davis in 1998.  For 10 points, name this most populous state.

8. His trademark batting stance consists of his right foot being lifted and held over his left foot as the pitch is being delivered. He also defied convention this year by sporting a goatee. A career (*) .353 hitter, he has won all 7 batting titles since he reached the majors, and batted .387 this year. FTP, name this star outfielder for the Orix BlueWave, who will be wearing a Seattle Mariners uniform next year.

he is universally known by his first name in Japan)

9. It was created by the New York developer Seymour Durst in 1989 as part of his personal campaign for awareness about a certain facet of the American economy. It was shut down for several months in the 1990s when the computer crashed  (*) as the number was increasing too fast to calculate. Finally on September 7th, 2000 it was dismantled as its goal of increasing fiscal

discipline was accomplished. FTP, name this green electronic sign, a famous fixture in Times Square which measured the amount of money owed by the United States government.

10. Fittingly, a character named Emerson educates the protagonist in one scene. Other colorful characters include Sybil, (*)  a woman who wants to be raped by the eponymous hero, Rinehart, a mysterious character, and Ras the Destroyer, a character possibly based on Marcus Garvey. FTP, name this masterpiece of Ralph Waldo Ellison.

11. A blend of strategy, strength, speed, and instinct,  this is almost always a club, rather than a varsity sport, partly due to the belief that playing it results in serious injury. (*) Players ruck, maul, and tackle without the aid of pads or other protective equipment.  Some describe it as a blend of soccer and football,  or as the  same as Australian Rules Football, FTP name this sport..

12.  He went to Princeton University in 1937 to study for his doctorate in mathematics and received his doctorate in a scant two years for a dissertation in topology. But he has made significant contributions to a variety of quantitative endeavors. In his 1977 book, "Exploratory Data Analysis," he made popular the use of his creation, the boxplot.* In 1965, he and J. W. Cooley introduced the fast Fourier transform algorithm. And, in 1946, he abbreviated the words, "binary digit," to create the word "bit." FTP, name this Princeton statistician who died in July 2000.

13. He's the architectural equivalentt of Barry Manilow--lots of buildings you know, but  none you really ought to admit liking.  Trained at Harvard under Gropius, he has specialized in BIG vapid institutional and commercial buildings.  (*) Mile High Center in Denver was his first well known skyscraper and they have only gotten worse--the Bank of China tower in Hong Kong only serves as a counterpoint to show just how great the Hong Kong Shanghai Bank next door is. Perhaps in protest, during the 1970s, his John Hancock Building in Boston shed its windows  FTP, name this man who thankfully failed to live up to form and actually put a NICE pyramid in front of the Louvre.
