1. From 1879 to 1883 he attended missionary schools in Honolulu and in 1897 he traveled to Japan where he got financial and political aid.  Allied with the communists from 1923-1924, his authority was mainly confined to Guangzhou (gwong-JO)  during this time, and he (*) died in Beijing in 1925 trying to unify the country.  In 1905 he founded the T’ung-meng Hui which later became the Kuomingtang.  FTP, name this Chinese statesman, considered to be the father of the Republic of China.

A: _Sun_ Yat-sen

2. He is 39 years old and once fancied himself Byronic. His father poisoned himself in Queen's Hotel, and his son died aged 11 days. During the course of a day he attends the funeral of his friend (*) Paddy Dignam and the birth of Mina Purefoy's child. He also keeps running into Blazes Boylan, the man with whom his wife is having an affair. FTP name this friend of the Dedaluses and husband of Molly, the protagonist of James Joyce's Ulysses. 

A: Leopold _Bloom_

3. This vociferous critic of Keynesianism taught at the University of Chicago from 1950 to 1962, where he was professor of social science. He argued that government intervention in a free market can only delay ailments such as recession and inflation. His works include (*) Prices and Production, The Pure Theory of Capital, and The Constitution of Liberty, and he shared the 1974 Nobel Prize in economics with Gunnar Myrdal.  FTP, name this economist, best known for his 1944 book The Road to Serfdom. 

A: Friedrich August von Hayek 

4. It originated around 1880 and it was influenced by the milonga, a fast, sensual and disreputable form of dance. * It also shows influence from the Cuban habanera. By 1915 it had become fashionable in Europe, and composers published music for it in 4/4 time. FTP, name this popular ballroom dance which came from the lower-class districts of Buenos Aires: 

A: tango 

5. He began his professional career in 1931, and by 1938 he was playing for England in international soccer matches. In 1953, he led Blackpool to the Football Association Cup Championship, and by the time he retired in 1965, he had played in (*) 54 international contests. His position was right winger and he is considered to be one of the greatest dribblers in the history of soccer. FTP, name the first British soccer player to be knighted:

6. She was the first woman to be honored with a French state funeral. During World War I she was sent as a reporter to the Italian front, but was more famous for her scandalous Paris performances and her prose fiction. She began writing when her husband (*) locked her in her room and forced her to turn out novels about a girl named Claudine under his name, instead of her own.  Her later works included Cheri, which drew on the experience of her own affair with a much younger  man. FTP name this author of Gigi. 

A: Sidonie-Gabrielle _Colette_ Willy
7. Under the Archaemenid Persians, it the residence of the crown prince until a revolt prompted Xerxes I to raze the temples in 482 BC.  Its last empire was begun by Nabopolassar, and it is (*) first mentioned in documents around 2200 BC.  Becoming an independent city-state in 1894 BC under Sumu-Abum, it was conquered by the Hittites but became independent again under the Kassites.  FTP, name this ancient Mesopotamian city, famous for its Ishtar gate and Hanging Gardens, whose rulers included Nebuchadnezzar and Hammurabi.

Q: _Babylon_

8. He is identified with Tammuz, a Mesopotamian god of fertility. Annual festivals were held in his honor in the Phoenician city of Byblos, for the purpose of promoting the growth of vegetation and the falling of rain. In Greek mythology, he was the product of incest between (*) Smyrna and her father, the Syrian king Theias. Portrayed as a youth of remarkable beauty, he was killed by a wild boar and beloved by two goddesses. Name this Greek mythological figure FTP, whose name comes from a Phoenician word meaning 'lord': 

A: Adonis 

9. He held the nickname “Red” for his far-left policies.  For this, his far-right Prime Minister took away his job by abolishing it in 1986.  He got the last laugh, however, by getting a new, improved version of the job back, over the valiant efforts of even (*) his own party.  He is now considering levying taxes on driving in his jurisdiction, where in the central areas traffic is now slower than in the days of the horse and buggy.  FTP, name this former head of the Greater London Council, now the first directly elected mayor of London in its history.

A: Ken _Livingstone_

10. He was born in Vienna in 1902, and in his youth he was interested in Marxism and the psychodynamics of Alfred Adler. He later reacted against these theories in works such as The Logic of (*) Scientific Discovery, Realism and the Aim of Science, and The Poverty of Historicism, and he formulated a philosophy primarily concerned with the distinction between science and non-science. Name this noted contemporary and critic of logical positivism who is most famous for the idea that the most distinguishing characteristic of science is the principle of falsifiability. 

A: Sir Karl Popper 

11. This movement was launched in 1640 with the posthumous publication of the book Augustinus. Named after the book's author, a bishop of Ypres, it targeted the practices of the Jesuits and emphasized grace and predestination. Centered at Port-Royal, it (*) was defended against charges of heresy in the "Lettres-Provinciales", or "Provincial Letters", by one of its most famous adherents, Blaise Pascal.  FTP, what is this Catholic movement? 

A: Jansenism 

12. Defeated in its second incarnation at Cortenuova in 1237, it was first founded in response to proclamation at the Diet of Roncaglia.  Founded with the blessing of Pope Alexander III, it was victorious in 1176 at Legnano in the first medieval battle where infantry defeated cavalry.  Originally including (*) Cremona, Bergamo, Brescia and Mantua, it was later expanded Parma, Padua, Piacenza, Verona, Milan and Bologna.  FTP, name this medieval coalition of north Italian city-states, created to stop Frederick Barbarossa.

A: _Lombard League_

13. Onocophryans are believed to be an intermediate form between annelids and this phylum.  Like annelids, they are heavily segmented and its largest subphylum is uniramia, so named because each appendage only has on limb. (*) Chelicerata, so named because their first appendages are feeding structure called chelicerae are another subphylum, as is trilobita, which is extinct.  Crustacea is the last subphylum in FTP, what phylum which includes insects?

A: _arthropoda_

14. The Matra mountain lie in the northeast of this country, and other mountain ranges include the Mecsek and the Bakony.  Major rivers include the Tisza, Raab and Drava and Lake (*) Balaton is its largest lake.  Containing the cities of Gyor, Szeged, Debrecen and Miskolc, the Romans knew it as Pannonia.  Up until 1873 its capital was two separate cities and the Danube River bisects this country.   FTP, name this central European country, whose capital is Budapest.

A: _Hungary_

15. He was the first commander of the American Tank Corps and from 1926 to 1929 he was an aide to John Pershing and from 1929 to 1939 he was the chief aide to Douglas MacArthur.  At the beginning of World War II, he was head of the Office of War Plans, and after the war he was the first head of NATO, was president of (*) Columbia University, and was instrumental in the construction of the interstate highway system and the St. Lawrence Seaway.  FTP, name this man, most famous for being the Supreme Allied Commander for the invasion of Normandy and his tenure as President from 1953 to 1961.

A: Dwight D. _Eisenhower_

16. He was knighted into the Dutch Order of the Lion in honor of Queen Beatrix of The Netherlands in 1992. Currently, he is researching the Higgs sector of the Standard Model. However, this physicist is more famous for his work on the (*) renormalizability of gauge theory and the electro-weak force with student Gerardus 't Hooft. FTP, name this co-winner of the 1999 Nobel Prize in physics. 

A: Martinus J. G. _Veltman_

17. Her early novel The Price of Salt was published under the pseudonym Claire Morgan because it featured lesbian characters with a happy ending. Many of her novels were adapted by Hollywood, including (*) Strangers on a Train which was directed by Alfred Hitchcock. The films Plain Soleil and The American Friend were based on her most successful novels, a series of five featuring the same character, an amoral psychotic antihero. FTP name this author of The Talented Mr. Ripley.

18. The ignominious end to his rebellion came when members of his faction were reportedly given an offer they couldn’t refuse: bags of crisp bills for their campaign coffers for their loyalty, combined with the threat of expulsion.  Within days, he was giving a televised address, a broken man, imploring his followers to vote against the (*) no-confidence motion against Prime Minister Yoshiro Mori.  FTP, name this LDP politician, whose defeat has probably spelled defeat for his party in next summer’s Upper House elections.

19. At the age of 23, he was appointed professor of physics at the Academy of Sciences in Saint Petersburg, and his works include the Introduction to the Analysis of Infinities and Introduction to Algebra.  His (*) square is a series of ordered pairs arranged in a square such that no pair is repeated, and in graph theory his path is a path that traverses every edge once and only once.  FTP, name this Swiss mathematician, famous for solving the bridges of Konigsburg problem.

20. He never grew taller than 4'6" and was largely self-taught because his Catholicism barred him from the available schools. He was a staunch Tory, a position strengthened by his friendship with Swift. The only love poems he wrote were "Elegy to the Memory of an Unfortunate Lady" and "Eloise to Abelard," but he is much better known for his (*) translations of Homer and his satirical verse attacking the foolishness of 18th-century literary society. FTP name this author of The Rape of the Lock and The Dunciad.

21. Its silicate is often called serpentine, its aluminate is called spinel and its carbonate is used as a refractory and insulating material.  Commonly found in rocks such as carnallite and dolomite, it is used in alloys for its lightness, and in its pure form it is used in signal, incendiary bombs and (*) photographic flash powders.  Found in chlorophyll, it is the essential component of grignards.  FTP, name this alkali earth metal, atomic number 12, that when heated burns with a bright, white light.
