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Yale D

1. At age 15, this man dropped out of school after a teacher accused him of plagiarism because his work seemed too good for a black student.  He segued from poetry  (*) to plays, co-founding the Black Horizons Theater Company in 1968 and writing dramas like Jitney and Fullerton Street.  Each of his major works represents one decade of the 20th century and most of them address issues of assimilation and identity.  FTP, name this writer who won Pulitzer Prizes for Fences and The Piano Lesson.

Answer: August _WILSON_

2. Named after a British biochemist, who first described this function, this series of chemical reactions within the cell is responsible for (*) metabolism. There are seven enzymes which take part in this series of reactions which occurs in the cells of all animals, most plants, and bacteria. For 10 points, name this phenomenon in which food is initially broken down into acetyl groups and ultimately adenosine triphosphate.

Answer: _KREBS CYCLE_

3. This Leonardo da Vinci work was actually painted twice.  The first one now appears in the Louvre after it was rejected as an altarpiece.  Da Vinci worked on the second one, currently in London's National Gallery (*), while painting The Last Supper and the Mona Lisa.  It features two women and two babies in its foreground. FTP what is this painting of the Virgin Mary and her cousin Elizabeth?

Answer: The _VIRGIN OF THE ROCKS_

4. The Babylonians destroyed the First Temple.  The 12 Spies gave a slanderous report(*).  The Second Temple was destroyed.  Hadrian crushed the Bar Kochba revolt.  All of these events occurred in different years but on the same day.  FTP, name this day, Hebrew for "Ninth of April."

5. This political figure was born in Scranton, North Dakota in 1925. During the Carter administration, he helped negotiate (*) the release of American hostages in Iran and helped normalize US-China trade relations. Later, he headed vice presidential searches for both Clinton and Gore. FTP, name this former Secretary of State who has been actively involved in the controversial 2000 election.

Answer: Warren _CHRISTOPHER_

6. With land stretching from the Himalayas and the Kabul valley to India’s southern tip, this ruler of the Punjab headed one of the most extensive empires in history.  He modeled his administration on that of the Persian (*) Achaemenid dynasty, freed his land from foreign domination, and ultimately fasted to death in sorrow for his starving people.  FTP, name this king, who founded the Maurya dynasty after Alexander's death.

Answer: _CHANDRAGUPTA_ or _CANDRA GUPTA_

7. This man claimed that there is no difference between that which is perceived and the perception of it.  He held that the meaningfulness of words should be based on rational insight (*) as opposed to experience.  Although one does not assume the existence of anything, one’s thought processes would work to describe the "things themselves." FTP, name this man who set out to develop a pure and non-empirical science—one that he called phenomenology.

Answer: Edmund _HUSSERL_

8. The bacteria that cause this disease are aerobic and gram-negative. There are more than 10 serogroups of this bacteria, and they thrive in warm moist environments. This particular characteristic helped a strain of this bacteria survive in the air conditioners (*) of the Bellevue-Stratford hotel in Philadelphia in 1976, where 221 people were stricken, and 34 died. FTP, name this disease named for the conventioneers who met at that

hotel to celebrate the USA's bicentennial.

A: _Legionnaire's_ disease

9. Born in Sun Prairie, Wisconsin, this artist taught in Texas from 1913 to 1918.  She had her first one-person exhibition mounted by photographer Alfred Stieglitz(*), who became her husband seven years later.  She also fell in love with the New Mexican landscape, which inspired many of her paintings.  FTP, identify this American artist of such works as Two Pears, Bella Donna, and Evening Star VI.

Answer: Georgia _O'KEEFFE_

10. Born in 1814, this American politician did not follow other Free-Soilers into the new Republican Party. Although he helped destroy New York's "Tweed Ring," (*) he is best known for losing what had been called the most controversial election in American history.  FTP, name this Democratic candidate, who won the popular vote despite losing the 1876 presidential election to Rutherford Hayes.

Answer: Samuel _TILDEN_

11. The Dramatis Personae describes this character as “an honorable lieutenant.”  After his promotion in the services, a jealous colleague exploits his fondness of women by insinuating that he is having an affair with their superior’s wife (*) .  The circumstances that falsely implicate him include his private interactions with Desdemona and his possession of her handkerchief.  FTP, name this soldier, one of Iago’s many pawns in Othello.

Answer: _CASSIO_

12. Born in 1957, he was a child prodigy, although after graduation from the Vienna Conservatoire he moved to West Berlin and began fronting jazz-rock and folk bands.  Returning to Vienna, he took the first name of a German skier as his stage name before recording his first solo album, _Einzelhaft_ (INE-sell-haft) which included the song "Der Kommisar" (dare COE-miss-zar) which, when covered by "After the Fire," hit the top 5 in the US.  (*) FTP, name this man whose "Rock Me Amadeus" topped both the British and American charts in 1986.

A: _Falco_

13. This political figure first came to fame in the 1950's as a commander in the Israeli army (*). His tank tactics in the 1973 Yom Kippur War earned him the nickname "The Israeli Patton." Entering politics soon after, he has recently stirred up controversy for visiting holy Muslim sites. FTP, name this current chairman of the Likud Party.

Answer: Ariel _SHARON_

14 This author first gained individual fame for a novel about a fugitive whose object of desire turns out to be an image from a film projector.  His other works include (*) many detective stories and tales of the fantastic, though his solo efforts are often overshadowed because he wrote many of his early works in conjunction with Jorge Luis Borges. FTP, name this Argentine writer who won the Cervantes Prize for Literature in 1990.

Answer: Adolfo _BIOY CASARES_

15. Upon the death of Charles II, this man received Spain, Spanish America, the Spanish Netherlands, and parts of Italy.  Discord over his position (*) in the line of succession to the French throne resulted in the War of the Spanish Succession from 1701 to 1714.  The Peace of Utrecht, which ended the military conflict, allowed him to legitimately rule as King of Spain.  FTP, name this grandson of Louis XIV.

Answer: _PHILIP V_ (accept Philip of Anjou)

16. This puzzle was finally solved when Captain Cook brought a clock (*) on a 3-year voyage. The clock lost only a few seconds each day, securing its inventor John Harrison the 20,000-pound prize and giving Great Britain the advantage in navigation. The clock enabled the accurate determination of -- for ten points -- what measurement of east-west

position?

17. Euclidean geometry had been accepted for centuries, but this 19th century mathematician was one of the first men to apply a critical treatment to it (*). This led him to new insights, such as the existence of a triangle with two right angles. For 10 points, name this native of Russia, whose non-Euclidean geometric methods were outlined in such works as Principles of Geometry, Imaginary Geometry, and New Principles of Geometry with a Complete Theory of Parallels.

18. Raphe nuclei.  Pons.  Brainstem.  Medulla.  Seratonin.  Hypothalamus.  All of these brain parts govern (*) this type of sleep, which is characterized by slower breathing and heart rates and lower body temperature and blood pressure.  The amount of time we spend in this type of sleep decreases as we age.  FTP, name this stage of sleep, which features less-than-vivid dreams.

19. 21. The author of this 1759 book wrote it in order to pay for his mother’s funeral.  In it, a prince, his sister, and a poet depart (*) from the Happy Valley to observe the lives of men in various occupations.  After encountering nothing but discontent, they return to Abyssinia and replace their “choice of life” with a “choice of eternity.”  FTP, name this satire on the pursuit of happiness, the only long fiction by Samuel Johnson.
