20 -- In 1898 he asked, "Why is economics not an evolutionary science?"  He  argued that conventional economics was too focused on taxonomy while ignoring countless  human social behaviours, like the image-driven desire for wealth and possession. 

10 -- He wrote that the wealthy like to show off their affluence via  conspicuous waste, leisure, and consumption, in his 1899 book _The Theory of the Leisure Class_.

C. The continuum of cytoplasm within a plant tissue, it can serve as a  vector for lateral transport. 

Answer: SYMPLAST

17.  Identify these philosophical movements from a brief description, For 10 points  each. 

A. A movement in 5th-century BC Greek thought, stemming from the work of  Parmenides and his disciples Zeno and Melissus, it held that any kind of change was  impossible; reality was considered one and unchanging, and the changing multiplicity of things  merely an illusion. 

Answer: ELEATICISM or ELEATIC School 

B. Founded by Zeno of Citium, this school idealized virtue and  self-sufficiency, and their theories of nature contrasted with Epicurean atomism; adherents included  Marcus Aurelius. 

Answer: STOICISM or STOIC 

C. Named for a philosopher from Elis, this extreme version of scepticism  held that not only can we not know anything, but we can not know that we can not know anything; its  founder advocated complete suspension of judgment as a means to obtain tranquility of mind.

Answer: PYRRHONISM

18.  Name these battles from the American Revolutionary War, for the stated  number of points. 

A. For 5 points, Ethan Allen and Benedict Arnold led the capture of this fort on Lake  Champlain in May 1775. 

Answer: Fort TICONDEROGA 

B. For 10 points, at this battle in September 1777, Howe led 18,000 men in a frontal  feint on Washington's 11,000 troops, preceding a surprise flank attack by Cornwallis.    The Americans retreated, but the British could not reach Philadelphia until after the  Continental Congress had fled to Baltimore. 

Answer: Battle of BRANDYWINE or BRANDYWINE CREEK 

C. For 15 points, one of the most brilliant American victories of the war  was Lighthorse Harry Lee's taking of this coastal British garrison, in a surprise raid on August  19th, 1779. 

Answer: PAULUS HOOK (prompt on "Jersey City")

19.  Name these cities in the middle of nowhere, for the stated number of  points. 

A. For 5 points: the capital and largest city of Amazonas state, this Brazilian city  of about 1 million sits by the Rio Negro river 12 miles upstream from its junction with the Amazon. 

Answer: MANAUS 

B. For 5 points: once called Stuart, this town in Australia's Northern Territory is  nearly at the dead center of the continent. 

Answer: ALICE SPRINGS 

C. For 10 points: famous for its inaccessibility, this Tibetan city located by a  tributary of the Brahmaputra is home to the Jokhang temple. 

Answer: LHASA or LASSA 

D. For 10 points: located a little north of Mongolia, this town has a monument  signifying that it is the center of Asia; the town is also the capital of Tuva. 

Answer: KYZYL or KIZIL

E.     5: Born Lillian Marks in London, she "Russianized" her name to help gain  credibility, and she joined Diaghilev's company at age 15.

D.  For the  stated number of points, provide the names commonly attached to the matrices described below. 

A. For 5 points, the general term for an "m by n" matrix where m = n. 

Answer: SQUARE matrix 

B. For 10 points, this type of square matrix, named for a French mathematician, has  eigenvalues on the main diagonal, with a one directly to the right of each eigenvalue except on  the bottom row. 

Answer: JORDAN matrix, or JORDAN BLOCK matrix 

C. For 10 points, this type of square matrix is equal to the conjugate of its own  transpose. 

Answer: HERMITIAN matrix (prompt on "conjugate transpose") 

D. For 5 points, this is defined as a square matrix with ones along its main diagonal  and zeros at all other positions. 

Answer: IDENTITY matrix
