1. For the stated number of points,  given the acronym for a United Nations agency, provide its full name:

(5) ILO

Answer: International Labor Organization
(10) UNIDO

Answer: United Nations Industrial Development Organization. 

(15) WMO.

Answer: World Meteorological Association.

2. Combine an author with a scientific term to get the answer of the following, for 10 points each. You must provide both parts. For example, “O Pioneers” author plus a drainage tube equals Willa Catheter.

A. Substitute the real middle name of the author of “The Innocents Abroad” with the part of the pancreas that contains alpha-1, alpha-2, and beta cells.

Answer: SAMUEL “ISLES OF Langerhans” CLEMENS (Give credit if close to this)

B. Combine the author of “Pilgrim’s Progress” with a straight tube with small holes at the bottom where air enters and mixes with the gas to produce an intensely hot blue flame.

Answer: JOHN “BUNSEN (BURNER)”

C. Combine the author of “Things Fall Apart” with a rodent of the high Andes having soft, pearly gray fur.

Answer: Albert “Chinchilla” Achebe.

C. What House Intelligence Committee Chairman called the Clinton administration a “culture of disdain about security”?

Answer: Porter GOSS  (No relation to Andy, hopefully)
4. 30-20-10. Name the cellular organelle.

(30) It is a heterodimeric multi-subunit enzyme.

(20) It is somewhat mitten-shaped in appearance.

(10) It translates protein coding sequences from messenger RNA.

Answer: Ribosome.

5. For 15 points each, answer the following about 1787 debate of the U.S. Constitution:

(15) In New York, what governor expressed Anti-federalist concerns about the U.S. Constitution in several published newspaper essays under the pen name “Cato”?

Answer: George CLINTON.

(15) Under what pseudonym did Federalists Alexander Hamilton, James Madison, and John Jay argue in favor of ratification of the Constitution, in a series of 85 essays for New York newspapers?

Answer: PUBLIUS.

6. Answer the following about children’s literature for the stated number of points:

(5) What author’s 1863 story "Five Weeks in a Balloon" was the first of many science fiction books he would write?

Answer: Jules VERNE

(10) What English writer of verse penned “Twinkle, Twinkle, Little Star”?

Answer: Jane TAYLOR.

(15) Ethel Turner, K. Langloh Parker, Nan Chauncy, and Ivan Southall are all famous children's writers from what country?

Answer: AUSTRALIA

7. Answer the following questions from the U.S. Bureau of Transportation Statistics for the stated number of points:

(10) Within three miles, on average, how many miles does a person travel from his or her home each day?

Answer: 39 MILES (accept 36-42 miles)

(10) On average, how many long trips (that is, consisting of 100 miles or more) does a person take in a year?

Answer: FOUR

(10) After Atlanta-Hartsfield and Chicago-O’Hare, for five points apiece, name the next two busiest airports in the U.S., in terms of passengers enplaned each year.

Answer: Dallas/Ft. Worth and Los Angeles (or LAX).
8. For 10 points apiece, identify these pre-Reformation thinkers of the Christian church:

A. He was twice condemned as a heretic in 1380 and 1382, but was able to live out his life at Lutterworth, where he and his followers were able to translate the Latin Vulgate Bible into English.

Answer: John Wycliffe.

B. He was the Greek bishop of Smyrna, a disciple of Saint John, and a close friend of Ignatius of Antioch. In his time, he was the mainstay of Christianity in Asia Minor.

Answer: Saint Polycarp.

C. Also called the Apostle of Caledonia, he was an Irish missionary to Scotland. He ranks with St. Patrick and St. Bridget as one of the three patron saints of the Irish.

Answer: Columba.
9. Answer the following about the Electoral College for 10 points each:

A. What number of the 538 Electoral College votes is required to elect the President and Vice President?

Answer: 270.

B. If no presidential candidate wins a majority of electoral votes, what Amendment to the Constitution provides for the presidential election to be decided by the House of Representatives?

Answer: 12th.

C. Within 10, how many electoral votes did Bob Dole and Jack Kemp receive in the 1996 election?

Answer: 159 (Accept 149-169).
10. Answer the following questions about anthropology for 10 points apiece:

A. A dictionary of this language spoken by Jesus is in the works and may be completed by the year 2010.

Answer: Aramaic.

B. Traditional tales of the Maori tribe say their ancestors arrived in this country in 1350 in seven magnificent canoes.

Answer: NEW ZEALAND

C. What was the name given to the 2200-year-old Celtic priest who was found perfectly preserved in a peat bog near Manchester, England in 1984?

Answer: LINDOW MAN

11. Identify the following ballet terms for the stated number of points:

(5) This is a knee bend, done with the legs turned out. It is normally the first exercise done in a ballet class.

Answer: plié      (Plea-AY)
(10) This is a jump from one foot to the other foot, throwing the working leg out.

Answer: jeté 

(15) This is a leap off the left leg, starting from a plié (Plea-AY) and raising the right leg into retiré. (Re-tir-AY) In midair, raise the left leg into retiré, too, so your legs form a diamond shape in the air. Land on the right leg with the left leg still in retiré; then bring it down, landing in another plié.

Answer: PAS DE CHAT    (Literally,  “Step of the Cat”)

12. Identify the following words coined during the 20th century for 5 points apiece, and a bonus 10 points for getting all correct:

A. A brief advertisement or announcement--especially a laudatory one.

Answer: BLURB

B. The technique of composing a work of art by pasting together pieces of various unrelated materials.

Answer: COLLAGE

C. Freelance photographers who specialize in taking candid pictures of celebrities to be sold for publication.

Answer: Paparazzi
D. A strong or innate desire to rove about.

Answer: WANDERLUST.

13. Answer the following about characters in Shakespeare’s “Merry Wives of Windsor” for 10 points each:

A. Upon first seeing him, Shallow says, “Knight, you have beaten my men, killed my deer, and broke open my lodge.” To which this knight replies: “But not kissed your keeper's daughter?”

Answer: Sir John FALSTAFF.

B. What character speaks with a foreign accent and says things such as “Me tank you for dat”?

Answer: DR. CAIUS

C. What character says: “Why, then the world's mine oyster / Which I with sword will open.”

Answer: PISTOL

14. For 10 points apiece, identify the following from Austria’s recently elected right-wing government:

A. This head of the People’s Party is the new chancellor.

Answer: Wolfgang Schuessel
B. This head of the Freedom party saw six members elected to cabinet positions.

Answer: Joerg Haider.

C. What country withdrew its ambassador from Austria following the elections?

Answer: Israel.
15. Answer the following about Norse mythology for the stated number of points.

A. For 10 points apiece, name the two messenger ravens that sit on Odin's shoulders at the feast in Valhalla.

Answer: Huginn (Accept “Thought”) and Muninn (Accept “Memory”).

B. For another 10 points, name the god of peace and prosperity who, according to Danish legend, was reincarnated in the kings of Denmark.

Answer: FREY

16. Identify the following terms having to do with DVD technology for the stated number of points:

(5) First, identify what the acronym DVD officially stands for:

Answer: Digital Versatile Disc (Do NOT accept Digital Video Disc)

(10) The AGP has been introduced by Intel for the PCI bus architecture. AGP allows video direct access to memory through a 32-bit channel at 66 Megahertz, aimed at the 3-D graphics display arena. What does AGP stand for?

Answer: Accelerated Graphics Port
(15) This is a video conversion process that is used to convert video of 24 frames/sec, to video of 30 frames/sec. This process is also known as 3:2 pulldown.

Answer: Telecine Process 

17. Statehood quarters are currently being issued by the US Mint in the order in which the states joined the Union. We have already seen Delaware, Pennsylvania, New Jersey, Georgia, Connecticut, and Massachusetts. For five points apiece, name the next five states to be released, and a bonus five points for getting them in the correct order.

Answer: Maryland, South Carolina, New Hampshire, Virginia, New York.

18. Alas, we will all miss Charles Schulz who passed away on Feb. 12, 2000. For five points apiece and a 15 point bonus for all correct, name three things that Lucy has claimed “got in her eyes” and thus prevented her from successfully fielding a ball in the outfield.
Answer: the sun, the moons of Saturn, the clouds, GRASS, dandelions, HOPE, FALL, the SEASON, AIR, the PAST, a fossil.

19. Answer the following questions about the 19th century for 10 points apiece:

A. What mutiny broke out among Indian troops in the service of Britain, in Bengal at Meerut in 1857?

Answer: SEPOY Rebellion

B. What English scientist developed the first electric motor in 1821?

Answer: Michael Faraday
C. What religious society was founded in 1872 in Pittsburgh by Charles Taze Russell?

Answer: JEVOVAH’S WITNESSES

20. 30-20-10. Name the NASA space program.

(30) The first of these sent almost 10,400 pictures, a number after surviving the 14-day lunar night.

(20) The third one soft-landed on Oceanus Procellarum and scooped and tested lunar soil.

(10) The last of these was launched on Jan. 6, 1968 and landed near Crater Tycho, sending back soil analysis and 3,343 pictures.

Answer: Surveyor.

21. Identify the following New Testament figures for the stated number of points:

(5) He was the first Christian martyr.

Answer: STEPHEN

(10) She was the first person to see Jesus after His resurrection.

Answer: Mary Magdalene (prompt on “Mary”)

(15) He was released from prison by an angel in Acts chapter 12.

Answer: PETER

22. Answer the following about two fatal plane crashes that occurred within a day of each other for 10 points apiece:

A. What was the flight number of the Alaska Airlines jet that plunged into the Pacific on Jan. 31, 2000 after reporting problems with its stabilizer?

Answer: FLIGHT 261.

B. The FAA had already ordered the inspection of all of the type of jet involved in the Alaska Airways crash. What company made these jets?

Answer: MacDonell Douglas (MD-80 series).

C. Off what country did a Kenya Airways jet, an Airbus 310, crash a day earlier, killing 169 people?

Answer: Ivory Coast  (Accept “Côte d'Ivoire”).
