1. The male of this species is called a rooster, and the female is called a hen, but unlike its relative the chicken, this bird can live to be 75 years old. (*) Its eggs take 42 days to hatch, and usually weigh around 1500 grams. For 10 points, name this big bird whose eggs would take more than an hour to hard boil.

Answer: Ostrich
2. She was the owner of extensive lands in Maryland, and in 1647, she insisted on two votes in the colonial assembly, (*) one for herself and one for Cecil Calvert, Lord Baltimore, whose power of attorney she held. When the governor denied her request, she boycotted the assembly. For 10 points, identify this woman was the first female in the North American colonies to demand the vote.

Answer: Margaret Brent
4. In Buddhism, it is a term that may be applied to laymen and monks alike. Those who would be called this practice the six “perfections” (*): charity, morality, forbearance, diligence, meditation, and wisdom. For 10 points, identify this term used to refer to the Buddha before he attained supreme enlightenment or more generally for any being destined for enlightenment.

Answer: Bodhisattva    (Also the name of a Steely Dan tune!)

5. Lyndon Johnson was president when this horse racing legend won his first race. On Dec. 10, 1999, the 52-year-old hall of fame jockey (*) accomplished a horse racing feat equivalent of Aaron passing Ruth in career home runs. For 10 points, name this jockey from Panama who rode the 8,834th winner of his career, passing Bill Shoemaker on the all-time victories list.

Answer: Laffit Pincay Jr.

6. At the end of this play, Linda says: “I made the last payment on the house today. (*)  Today, dear. And there'll be nobody home. We're free and clear. We're free. We're free . . . We're free . . .”  It was smash hit once again on Broadway at the Eugene O’Neill starring Brian Dennehy in 1999. For 10 points, identify this work by Arthur Miller.

Answer: Death of a Salesman.
7. During the rainy season, some grass grows there, and some parts also support low thorn scrub and forest. Some grazing and a little agriculture are possible in certain areas, and it is home to many game animals. Its human inhabitants are mainly the San, (*) who are nomadic hunters, and the Khoikhoi, who are hunters and farmers. It lies between the Orange and Zambezi rivers and is covered largely by reddish sand. For 10 points, identify this arid plateau region of Botswana, Namibia, and the Republic of South Africa.

Answer: Kalahari

8. It sprang from the idea of coordinating civilian volunteer efforts on behalf of the rapidly growing armed forces (*) and was first proposed, in 1940, by General George C. Marshall. It once boasted as many as 739,000 volunteers and operated more than 3,000 recreational clubs. For 10 points, identify this organization which was chartered on February 4, 1941, in order to provide recreation for on-leave members of the U.S. armed forces and their families.

Answer: The United Service Organizations or USO.

9. This Princeton mathematics professor shared the 1951 Albert Einstein Award for achievement in the natural sciences with Julian Schwinger (*). He was born in Austria but emigrated to the United States in 1940 and was naturalized in 1948. For 10 points, who is this man best known for his 1931 theorem stating that there can be no proof of the consistency of a formal mathematical system from within that system?
Answer: Kurt Gödel
10. In antitrust cases such as the one ongoing against Microsoft, a certain measure is used to estimate a firm’s concentration in a market. (*) It can range from a high of 10,000 for a single-firm monopolist to a number approaching zero for an atomistic market with, say, hundreds of very small firms. This concentration measure is calculated by summing the squares of the individual market shares of all competing firms there. For 10 points, identify this economic term that's used primarily in merger cases.

Answer: HERFINDAHL-HIRSCHMAN INDEX or HHI

11. Suisei, Sakigaki, Giotto, Vega 1, Vega 2. (*) All of these spacecraft made a fly-by to study the magnetic fields, atmosphere, surface materials, and rotational nucleus, of for 10 points, what celestial object that appeared on its 76-year round trip in 1986?

Answer: Halley’s Comet.

12. He was once an electrical engineer and a clothing designer before taking up music full-time. After gigs with bands in Japan and Thailand, he returned to England and vaulted to fame with his first self-titled album in 1991. (*) At the 1995 Grammy Awards, he won Record of the Year, Song of the Year, and Best Male Pop Vocal Performance awards. For 10 points, name this musician born Sealhenry Olumide Samuel, whose hits include “Don’t Cry” and “Kiss From a Rose.”

Answer: SEAL (Prompt on “Samuel”).

13. While this artist’s work is best seen in Sevilla, there are fine examples in El Prado and the Louvre, not to mention the Ringling Museum in Sarasota, Florida. (*) He painted a series of 11 pictures of the history of the Franciscan order for a monastery in 1645 and achieved instant fame. For 10 points, identify this Spanish painter whose works include several paintings in the Seville Cathedral, such as St. Leander, St. Isidore, and The Vision of St. Anthony, and the question-writer’s favorite, The Good Shepherd,  hanging in El Prado.

Answer: Bartolomé Estéban Murillo
14. When this goddess conceived her children by Zeus, Hera sent the serpent Python after her (*) and forbade all to give her rest or help. Finally, she stopped on the island Delos and gave birth to twins. For 10 points, name this daughter of the Titans Coeus and Phoebe who was the mother of Artemis and Apollo.

Answer: LETO or LATONA

15. It has been a site of iron ore mining since Etruscan and Roman times. Located in the Tyrrhenian Sea, (*) six miles from the Italian mainland, it has at various times been held by Syracuse, Pisa, Spain, and Naples. For 10 points, identify this island that was briefly a sovereign principality from 1814-15 under the exiled Napoleon I before his escape.

Answer: ELBA.
16. He studied in Los Angeles with Lester Horton, whose strong, dramatic style influenced his choreography (*). He moved to New York in 1954, where he studied dance with Martha Graham and Charles Weidman and acting with Stella Adler. For 10 points, identify this African-American choreographer born Tex Rogers who founded the American Dance Theater in 1958.

Answer: Alvin Ailey.

17. Proverbs 6:6 suggests that the slothful should “observe her ways and be wise.”  (*) That’s because she never sleeps, and continues to work until she dies from exhaustion. Her types include the yellowish pharaoh, the odorous house, the Argentine, and the black carpenter. For 10 points, name this social insect of the family Formicidae (FORM-i-si-DAY-ee).

Answer: ANT.

18. The principle equipment used in this sport is a truncated icosahedron (*), which is an Archimedean solid having 60 vertices, 32 faces, 90 edges, 20 hexagons, and 12 pentagons. The pentagons are traditionally black, and the hexagons are white. For 10 points, identify this sport played by such stars as Cobi Jones and Mia Hamm.

Answer: Soccer (Prompt on “football” or “futbol”)

19. He was once nominated, along with Leo Erdody, for an Academy Award for the musical score in the film Minstrel Man.(*)  He tries to capture the essence of American landmarks in such works as the Niagara Falls Suite and the Hollywood Suite. For 10 points identify this American composer probably best known for his Grand Canyon Suite.

Answer: FERDE GROFÉ.

20. Because of Alexander Hamilton’s influence in drafting this treaty, he was stoned by a crowd once when he spoke in its defense (*), and the treaty was called by some “a complete surrender of American rights”. Also called the Treaty of Amity Commerce and Navigation, it was signed with Great Britain in 1794 to avert a second war with the colonies. For 10 points, identify this controversial treaty.

Answer: Jay Treaty (Accept “Jay’s Treaty”; prompt if earlier “Treaty of Amity Commerce and Navigation” is answered)
21. He was sentenced to six months in jail for refusing to attend court-ordered domestic violence counseling (*) after he was convicted of vandalizing his wife's car but found not guilty of terrorizing his wife, Monique. His attorney appealed the sentence, but this former football star said that if forced to serve time, he would do so “with dignity and pride.”  For 10 points, name this running back who rushed for 12,312 yards and scored 126 touchdowns in just nine seasons in the NFL.

Answer: Jim Brown.

22. These particles have half-integral values of the quantum mechanical property called spin (*) and are “antisocial” in the sense that two of them cannot exist in the same state. In general, these particles compose nuclear and atomic structure, while bosons act to transmit forces between them. For 10 points, identify these particles named for an Italian-born American physicist.

Answer: Fermions
