c. This play ends with a double suicide in which both Rosmer and Rebecca, each for the other's reasons, do justice on themselves. Critics claim that it is one of the best examples of Ibsen's obsession with the conflict of old traditions versus innovation.

Answer: ROSMERSHOLM

10. Ya know, there are a helluva lot of devices you have to learn to use in organic chemistry lab.  For 10 points each, given the instructions from one of the machines, identify which device it is.

b.  Inability to recall personal information that is too extensive to be called forgetfulness; disturbance not due to a general medical condition or substance abuse; the presence of two or more distinct personality states.

Answer: DISSOCIATIVE Disorder (accept MULTIPLE PERSONALITY Disorder)

c.  Recurrent thoughts, impulses, or images that are experienced as inappropriate or intrusive; repetitive, driven acts; lifetime prevalence of about 1.7%.

Answer:  OBSESSIVE COMPULSIVE Disorder

b. This group, whose affiliation was more a regional than an aesthetic matter, sought to promote a genuinely American national culture and establish New York City as its literary centre. Members included 

Washington Irving, James Fennimore Cooper, and William Cullen Bryant.

c. Employing burlesque verse modelled upon Samuel Butler's Hudribas and 

Alexander Pope's Dunciad, these poets advocated a strong, conservative central government and attacked such proponents of democratic liberalism as Thomas Jefferson. Led by John Trubull, and Timothy Dwight, all were graduates of Yale.
