Questions by Marino, Kelly, Kathy, and Jason

1.He worked as a journalist in New York after attending Lafayette College and Syracuse University before attempting to publish a first novel, which was too grim to find a readership.  (*) He also worked as a war reporter in Mexico, Cuba , and Greece due to the reputation he received after he published his second novel, hailed as a masterpiece of psychological realism although not based on any personal experiences of war.  For 10 points, identify this author of Maggie and The Red Badge of Courage.

Answer:  Stephen CRANE

2. Type II, type IX, and type XI are present in hyaline cartilage. (*) Type I and V are are found in dermis, tendon, bone, and fibrocartilage, but type VII is only found in dermis.  Type IV is found in the basal laminae, type III is found in smooth muscle, and type XII is found in tendons and ligaments.  For 10 points, identify this group structural proteins that provides rigidity, elasticity, and strength in the form of fibers.

Answer: COLLAGEN  

3. It is the location traditionally ascribed to the ancient kingdom of Srivijaya. (*) A majority of its people are indigenous, including Batak and Minengkebau. It is most often in the news today, however, for devastating forest fires and social unrest in the province of Aceh (ah-cheh). For 10 points, name this Indonesian island across the straits of Malacca from Malaysia.

Answer: SUMATRA 

4. The namesake of the smallest national park in the U.S., (*) he was born in England but is better known for his accomplishments after moving to Massachusetts Bay Colony. In 1636, he ran afoul of the Puritan leadership of the colony and chose to move to the south. For 10 points, name this man, a proponent of religious tolerance and the founder of Rhode Island. 

Answer: Roger WILLIAMS   

5. He was born to a merchant in 1736 and received training in Glasgow as a mathematical instrument-maker. (*) Among his employers were the construction projects at the Forth & Firth Canals and at the Caledonian Canal. While repairing a Newcomen steam engine in 1763, he developed modifications to it that would ultimately gain him fame. For 10 points, name this Scottish engineer whose name defines a unit of power.

Answer: James WATT

6. One allegation against this man was that his plays were not his own work but were composed with the help of unnamed nobles.  He never confronted these charges, but six plays are nonetheless ascribed to him.  (*) They include The Andrian Girl, The Mother-in-Law, and The Self-Tormentor, which all formed the basis of the modern comedy of manners and greatly influenced Moliere.  For 10 points, identify this dramatist, supposedly a good-looking African slave whose intelligence led to his manumission, often considered the greatest Roman comic playwright after Plautus.

Answer:  TERENCE

7. Formally adopted in 1956 and modernized in 1958, it signifies an attempt to adopt a standard dialect and pronunciation system. (*) Following on the heels of the National Phonetic alphabet, it has been used as the basis for a braille system and also as an input device for translation software. For 10 points, name this romanization system, a blessed alternative to Wade-Giles for the transcription of Mandarin Chinese.

Answer: PINYIN (do NOT accept Wade-Giles on an early buzz: Wade-Giles was 

developed much earlier and has never been formally adopted by mainland China)

8. This natural oil with a boiling point of 229 degrees Celsius consists of two diasteriomers, the geometric isomers geranial and neral, (*) which are extremely difficult to separate.  Some of its uses are as a defense pheromone to ward off predators, and as an intermediate in the synthesis of vitamin A.  For 10 points, name this compound that actually tastes and smells pleasant to humans, is used in perfumes, and found in lemon grass oil. 

Answer: CITRAL 

9. In this work, the author's declared purpose is to bring to light what it means for a man to exist, or, more accurately, how it is to exist. (*) This leads to a more fundamental question:  "What is the meaning of existence?" These questions lie behind the obviousness of everyday life and, therefore, also behind the empirical questions of natural science. They are usually overlooked because they are too near to be grasped in everyday life. Consequently, humanity has answered these questions inauthentically and has fallen into crisis. For 10 points, identify this masterpiece of Martin Heidegger.  

Answer: BEING AND TIME

10. It chronicles the creation of man, the actions of the gods, and the deeds of kings until the year 1550. (*) Originally written in the ancient language of Quiche (kee-chay), it was translated in the 1560's by a Spanish priest who also added textual commentaries. For 10 points, name this book of mythology which details the cosmology of the Mayan people.

Answer: POPOL VUH

11. Her success aroused the jealousy of Virginia Woolf, who described her work as "hard and shallow." (*) A first collection of stories, In a German Pension, was inspired by her adulterous affair resulting in a pregnancy that spawned a stillborn child. She then founded a magazine entitled Signature with her husband John Murry and D.H. Lawrence that lasted for only three issues.  Consequently, she returned to short story writing with her collection Bliss and other stories.  For 10 points, name this writer most famous for her third and final collection entitled The Garden Party. 

Answer: Katherine MANSFIELD

12. He came to power in 1916 and brought his country into the League of Nations in 1923. (*) Before he was deposed in 1974, he overcame a series of coup attempts, wars, and famines to attain a following that would cause him to be considered a god by certain factions of his supporters. For 10 points, name this "Lion of Judah", whose reign title was the source of the name of the Rastafarian religion.

Answer: HAILE SELASSIE

13. She got off on the wrong foot during her first week at Cook County General, (*) because she had Carol Hathaway put IVs in for her while she took the credit, but she later confessed.  Kissing John Carter on the lips didn't do much to help her career either, because he was supposed to be her teacher, but she enjoyed her psychiatry rotation, and made friends with one of the kids.  For 10 points, name this medical student, who died from stab wounds on the February 17th episode of ER, played by Kelly Martin.

Answer: Lucy KNIGHT

14. This quantity appears to not be conserved in the following experiment:  A solenoid with a current running through it generates a magnetic field; a conductor-lined disc free to rotate sits outside the solenoid.  (*) As the current is decreased, the disc begins to spin, an apparent violation of conservation laws.  In fact, the static magnetic fields themselves supply this classical quantity, which is For 10 points,  equal to radius times momentum.

Answer: ANGULAR  MOMENTUM  (abbreviated _L_)

15. In the spring of 1790, with some militants from his district, he founded the popular association that was to become famous as the Club of the Cordeliers. (*) His oratorical skills led to national prominence and credit as the chief force in the overthrow of the monarchy and the establishment of the First French Republic in 1792. He later became the first president of the Committee of Public Safety. For 10 points, name this revolutionary, whose increasing moderation and eventual opposition to the Reign of Terror led to his own death at the guillotine.

Answer: Georges DANTON

16. It is thought to represent an early stage of musical development because it is found in different forms in most of the world's music. (*) This scale can come in one of two forms, hemitonic and anhemitonic, though the latter is far more common due to its lack of semitones.   Though it has been found in Gregorian chant, modern examples are usually found in African and Asian music. For 10 points, name this musical scale, notably absent from much of Western music, consisting of only five notes?

Answer:  PENTATONIC SCALE

17. Born June 8, 1867 with the middle name Lincoln, he later changed it for aesthetic reasons.  (*)  Aesthetics and the balance of art and nature were very important to this man, as he explained in his 1939 book, An Organic Architecture.  Nature was not his only concern, however, and so he is best known for his work towards a definitive and appropriate Midwestern American architecture.  For 10 points, name this chief practictioner of Prairie architecture, perhaps best known for his design of the Guggenheim museum in New York City.

Answer:  Frank Lloyd WRIGHT

18. Born in the Bohemian village of Kaliste, he made his debut at age 10 and later attended the Vienna conservatory. (*) Although he was better known as a conductor during his life, he is now better known for his 

symphonies. For 10 points, name this composer of Das Klagende Lied, the Resurrection symphony, and Das Lied Von Der Erde.

Answer: Gustav MAHLER

19. He puts honey on pancakes and puts his children to bed at 7pm, light or dark.  (*) This famous pharmacist has taken turns at being a homeless shelter volunteer, a camp leader, and an elementary school principal.  He isn't perfect though; it always annoys him when his wife underlines passages in his Bible, and he once snapped when his home was destroyed by a hurricane.  But even that didn't make him lose his faith in God, even though it did waver when his wife died this past February.  For 10 points name this neighbor of Homer Simpson.

Answer:  Ned FLANDERS

20. He ruled from 1982-90 and has lived comfortably in exile ever since. (*) During his country's civil war, he continually received American money and ammunition, despite committing 40,000 executions and 200,000 cases of torture against his own people. The honeymoon ended last month, however, when he was indicted in Dakar, Senegal, for human rights abuses. For 10 points, name this "African Pinochet", the former dictator of Chad.

Answer: Hissene HABRE (HA-bray)

21. Born in Oak Park, IL in 1902, this man started out studying theology and for a time was even the pastor of a small church in Vermont.  (*) He soon came to regard the ways of the clergy as inexact, and decided to study clinical and educational psychology at Columbia's Teachers College.  Over the next half-century, he came to see the person as a complete and integrated human being, and taught that the therapist must always hold the client in Unconditional Positive Regard.  For 10 points, name this man, the founder of client-centered therapy.

Answer:  Carl ROGERS

22. The first attempt to reach its summit was made by an Anglo-Swiss expedition in 1902 that ascended to 18,600 feet on the peak's northeastern crest. (*) Several unsuccessful attempts followed, and it was not until July 31, 1954 that the summit was finally topped by Achille Compagnotni (Ah-KEE-lay Com-pan-YOWN-yee)and Lino Lacedelli (La-chi-DAY-lee).  Locally it is called Dapsang or Chogori, and it was the second peak measured in the Karakoram Range.  For 10 points, name this mountain, second only to Mount Everest as the highest in the world.

Answer:  K2 (accept Mt. Godwin Austen, or Dapsang or Chogori on an early 

buzz). 

Extra:

23. As the Gemini Killer in The Exorcist III, (*) his ironic response to how he gets in and out of the asylum is "It's child's play."  Playing Billy Bibbit in his first role ever in One Flew Over the Cuckoo' s Nest, he has come to specialize in off-beat characters playing Geidman in Alien: Resurrection, a gas station attendant in Urban Legend, and Grima Wormtongue in the up-coming Lord of the Ring trilogy.  For 10 points, identify this

actor, best known for the voice of Chucky in the Child's Play movies. 

Answer: Brad DOURIF

24. In The Rape of the Lock, it is the chief of the sylphs (*) whose "humbler province is to tend the Fair." In Paradise Lost, it is the name for  a rebel angel. But its most famous incarnation is as the airy spirit that Prospero releases from bondage and enlists to execute his magical schemes.  For 10 points, give the shared name,  also the title of Sylvia Plath's most famous collection of poetry which included poems such as Daddy, Tulips, and The Moon and the Yew Tree.

Answer: ARIEL

25. Because of his steadfast support of the peasants' welfare, he was excluded from the Communist government in 1949 (*) but was readmitted after making a public recantation. He became premier in 1953 but was forced out in 1955 because of his independent attitude, whereupon he took up a teaching post. However, he returned to politics once again in 1956, when the anti-Soviet elements in his country rallied around him. For 10 points, name this leader of the failed Hungarian uprising against the Soviet Union, put to death after being treacherously deported to Romania.

Answer: Imre NAGY

26. Claims have been made that they originated in China, India, or even Egypt, but anthropologists are not certain.  (*) In their present form,  however, they have been traced to 14th century France and Italy.  The standard version of these is based on the Venetian or Piedmontese variety, and consists of 78 cards divided into one group of 22 and another into 56.  For 10 points, name these cards, in whose Major Arcana the thirteenth is Death and the Fool nothing.

Answer:  TAROT cards
