TOSSUP Questions by Craig Kelley, Damion Hammock, Joe Locey, and Chris Borglum

1. Born Giuliano della Rovere near Savona, his uncle, Pope Sixtus IV, had him educated by Perugia Franciscans. (*)  He failed to get elected pope on the first conclave in 1503, but used bribes to get himself unanimously elected on the death of Pius III.  Who is this pope, For 10 points, who established the first South American missions and who commissioned such artists as Bramante, Raphael, and Michelangelo? 

Answer:  Pope JULIUS II

2. The name’s the same. It designates a noble Italian family that ruled Mantua and the surrounding territories from 1328 to 1708.  (*) It is also the name of the college in the Pacific Northwest whose basketball team made the NCAA Elite Eight last year after a last-second tip-in by forward Casey Calvary.  For 10 points what is the name of this school which Utah Jazz star point guard John Stockton attended?

 
Answer:  GONZAGA
[Note: it has already reached the second round this year

with an upset over Louisville]
3. First performed in 1611, it was based on Robert Greene’s earlier work Pandosto.  Polixenes, king of Bohemia, (*) is invited for a visit by the King of Sicilia, exciting his jealousy as the Sicilian queen Hermione asks him to stay longer.  The king tries to poison Polixines, but he escapes, and hijinks ensue.  This very briefly describes, For 10 points, what Shakespeare comedy which features King Leontes and his daughter Perdita, which includes the stage direction “Exeunt, pursued by a bear.”


Answer:  THE WINTER’S TALE

4. Born in 1401 in the village of San Giovanni in the Valdarno, this 15th century artist chose not to go by his given name, but a nickname from childhood. (*)  He is noted for working in the Santa Maria Novella in Florence and in the Brancacci Chapel, where he continued scenes of the life of St. Peter started by Masolina.  For 10 points who is this early Renaissance artist, born Tommaso Guidi,  whose Frescoes include Trinity with the Virgin, St. John the Evangelist and Donors, and The Tribute Money?

Answer: MASSACIO 

5. It appears annually in mid-November, but is most impressive approximately every 33.3 years. (*) The reason for this is that the dust and debris from the Temel-Tuttle comet are clumped unequally over the Earth’s orbit. Their last ‘Great’ appearance was in November of 1998. What is the name for this meteor shower, which seems to originate from the constellation Leo.

Answer: The LEONIDS (Prompt for more on METEOR SHOWERS before it is given)

6. This man was raised as a strict Catholic, attending Saint Ignatius College, a school run by Jesuits.  His first job outside of the family business was in 1915 as an estimator for the Henley Telegraph and Cable Company, (*) a job which afforded him leisure time to see lots of movies and read many US film trade journals. In 1923 he got his first chance at directing, finishing “Always Tell Your Wife” when its original director fell ill.  For 10 points name this Englishman who would go on to direct such classics as “Dial M for Murder” and “Vertigo”.


Answer:  Alfred HITCHCOCK

7. It was founded in College Point, Florida, in 1927 by the evangelical son of a sharecropper, but it moved to Cleveland, Tennessee, (*) in 1933, and to its present location in 1947.  Its creed emphasizes the centrality of scriptural teachings, and it is recited in required daily chapel services by all students and faculty. For 10 points name this Greenville, South Carolina, University which recently lifted its ban on interracial dating.

Answer: BOB JONES University

8. If you wet your hand with water, then quickly dipped it into molten lead, you probably wouldn’t be burned. (*)  This is due to the fact that as water boils, a relatively cool vapor layer forms between the point of contact for water and its surface.  Give the name for this effect, For 10 points, which is named for an 18th century scientist who investigated the boiling of water.


Answer:  LEIDENFROST Effect

9. Known around the world as Puffo, Pitufo, and Smolf, they originated in 1957 (*) when a Belgian cartoonist, Piere Culiford, asked his friend to pass the SCHTROUMPF (pronounce strawmf), Flemish for “whatchamacallit,” as he could not remember the name for salt.  For 10 points who are these creatures who stand 3 apples high and who live in the forest, continuously hunted by Gargamel and his cat Azrael, and led by a red 

hat-toting Papa.

Answer: SMURFS

10. It was first observed in a n experiment on the reactions of azo-dicarboxylic ester. (*)  A chemist and his assistant thus found that by adding a conjugated diene to any compound with a single double bond that a six-membered ring compound is formed.  For 10 points name this reaction, important in the petrochemical industry,  now named for that German chemist and his assistant.

Answer: DIELS-ALDER Reaction

11. She left Austria in 1938 with her father to avoid the Nazis, eventually settling in London.  She had already made a name for herself with a well received 1936 work, (*) The Ego and Mechanisms for Defense.  Her interest, however, soon turned to children, and she established the world’s first clinic devoted solely to child therapy in London.  For 10 points name this influential psychoanalyst who learned a lot from her father.

Answer: Anna FREUD

12. The Hema and the Lendu, two tribes who share the area around the west bank of Lake Albert, have recently begun fighting in the northeastern region of this country.  (*) Two thousand people have been killed, the worst attack having occurred north of the city of Bunia.  Most troubling to the government is the incursion of Ugandan soldiers into the area.  For 10 points name this central African nation, where a number of groups are fighting to oust President Laurent Kabila.


Answer:  Democratic Republic of CONGO

13. The first is Dukkha. The second is Samudaya, the arising or origin of Dukkha.  (*) The third is Nirodha, the cessation of Dukkha, and the forth is Magga, the way leading to the cessation of Dukkha.  For ten points, give the collective name of these four terms, the heart of the Buddha’s teachings.


Answer:  The four NOBLE TRUTHS

14. She is briefly mentioned in the Pretenders’ song “Message of Love” (*) and first appeared on the cover of Elle Magazine in 1956.  She was in the news a few years ago when she was sued by a Parisian neighbor whose donkey she had gelded while keeping it.  Now a rabid animal-rights advocate, For 10 points name this French sex-kitten actress, star of Roger Vadim’s “And God Created Woman.”


Answer:  Brigitte BARDOT

15. When her brother Susanowo treated her badly, she hid in the cave of heaven and closed the entrance with an enormous stone. (*) This made the world dark, and evil spirits came out of their hiding places. In despair, a conference of the gods decided to trick her into coming out by having a party near the cave. They sent the goddess Uzuma to tempt her out with dancing and laughter.  Finally, she left the cave and light covered and colored the world.  For 10 points, name this sun goddess of the oldest Japanese religion, Shinto. 


Answer:  AMATERASU

16. Wellaston and Reindeer Lakes lie in its northern region, and it features a small town named Uranium City (*) near its northwestern border.  Other towns there include Prince Albert, Swift Current, and Fond du Lac.  The eastern half of Lake Athabasca lies, For 10 points, in what Canadian province which also features the cities of Moose Jaw and Regina?

Answer: SASKATCHEWAN

17. His early training came from Hubert Parry, a follower of Brahms.  Despite his rigid formal training, he became enchanted with French Impressionist music, (*) composing “In the Fen Country” and incidental music to “The Wasps” in this style.  Later in life, however, he became enthralled with English folk music, tromping the countryside to collect tunes from farmers.  For 10 points name this British composer of “Sir John in Love” and “Fantasia on Greensleeves.”


Answer:  Ralph Vaughan WILLIAMS

18. He taught what he called “Mental Philosophy” at Cambridge in the early part of this century,  focusing on logic. (*)  He made contributions to the field of metaphysics with his “handy” anti-skepticism argument, but he may be best known for his work in ethics.  For 10 points name this moralistic philosopher best known for his 1912 work simply titled Ethics.


Answer:  George Edward (G. E.) MOORE

19. He worked as a civil servant in his native Sweden in the early 1920s, but soon tired of that life.  He traveled widely in Asia, (*) analyzing the economic development of many Asian nations in his 1968 work Asian Drama.  Still, it was a 1944 work on race in America that makes most remember him.  For 10 points name this 1974 co-recipient of the Nobel Prize in Economics, author of An American Dilemma.

Answer: Gunnar MYRDAL

20. These people have been often studied by anthropologists due to their violent lifestyle and nearly permanent state of war between clans.  (*) Men regularly beat women and children, and the nomadic clans fight over prime fishing and banana gathering areas.  Called the “fierce people” in a famous book by Napoleon Chagnon, For 10 points name this tribal group indigenous to the rainforests of Venezuela.


Answer:  YANOMAMO

21. When he was 34 he could no longer bear living in Avignon and moved 15 miles away to a nearby valley called Valcluse.  It was here that most of his works were completed (*) or started such as his Rerum Memorandum Libri and his epic Africa.  But he is better known for his Canzoniere, a collection of 366 poems, most of which are to a girl named Laura.  Who is this man, For 10 points, considered the father of humanism, who lends his name to a type of sonnet. 

Answer: PETRARCH (Accept Francesco PETRARCA)

22. Subject of a somewhat spurious two-volume history by Francis Parkman, it took place in 1763 and 1764.  It began when General Jeffrey Amherst (*) decided to abolish the custom of giving gifts to local tribes after the British supplanted the French in the Great Lakes region.  What followed was a rebellion by tribes including the Delaware, Wyandot, Pottowatomi, and Ojibwa tribes.  For 10 points name this rebellion named for the chief of the Ottawa tribe who lends his name to a modern vehicle make.

Answer: PONTIAC’S Rebellion

Extra:

First attending the University of Chicago with intent to play football, he changed his mind and took up boxing, during which he was asked to fight against the heavyweight champ Jack Johnson.  Later on he studied law at Oxford but dropped it for a career in astronomy and went back to University of Chicago to get a Ph.D., after which he got a job at Mount Wilson Observatory.  Who is this American astronomer, who repeatedly insulted Shapley, and whose law states that the farther away a galaxy is, the faster it is receding from our own galaxy.


Answer:  Edwin HUBBLE

He attempted to earn the commission to paint the murals in the Capitol rotunda, but lost out to John Turnbull.  This gave him more time to focus on his other passion, inventing.  The development of his most famous invention was greatly aided by his friendship with Joseph Henry, who helped him refine the electromagnetic relays necessary to its success.  For 10 points name this American, whose first message on his groundbreaking innovation was “What hath God wrought?”


Answer:  Samuel MORSE

It opens with three disparate epigraphs.  The first is taken from Genesis and cites the crux of the scriptural love story of Jacob and Rachel.  The second comes from the Swift’s “A Modest Proposal” in which the speaker proposes raising children for food and commodity.  The last is taken from an Islamic proverb, suggesting that there need to be no laws against the obvious.  What is this dystopian novel, For 10 points,  whose characters include Offred (Of-Fred), Ofglen (Of-Glen), and Moira and is considered one of the greatest works of Canadian writer Margaret Atwood.


Answer:  THE HANDMAID’S TALE

This foreign correspondent reported for the Universal News Service and for CBS in various places in Europe in the early 1930s. He mostly worked from Germany, however, describing the tumultuous political scene there in works like Berlin Diary and The Nightmare Years. For 10 points name this writer you may know best for history entitled The Rise and Fall of the Third Reich.

Answer:  William L. SHIRER

It gets a lot of rainfall for a desert, averaging 12 inches a year, but it remains arid due to a massive evaporation rate.  It lies between the Pilbara and Kimberley ranges and is almost completely uninhabited, though Aboriginal tribesmen often make dream pilgrimages in it.  For 10 points name this vast desert, northwest of the Gibson desert, in Australia.

Answer:  GREAT SANDY Desert

English king Henry V, claiming the French throne, had invaded France and, after some fighting, decided to withdraw to Calais.  His force of 14,000 lightly equipped archers was intercepted by the French constable Charles d’Albret and 50,000 heavily armored soldiers.  Bogged down by a muddy battlefield, the French became easy targets for the English archers.  Losses were 5,000 French to 200 Englishmen.  FTP name this battle that took place on Oct. 25, 1415 and opened the way for later English conquests in France.

Answer.  AGINCOURT
