One way to measure it is the Memorial Sloan Kettering card scale. The leading theory of it says that the spinal cord can accept or block signals depending on the size of nerves involved; that is known as gate control theory.  It originates in nociceptors connected to myelinated A and unmyelinated C nerve fibers.  FTP, identify this sensation which might be treated with acetaminophen or aspirin.

ANSWER: _pain_

Two different kinds of this item were found in the ancient Temple.  One, ornamented with gold, was used on New Year and in Jubilee; the other, adorned with silver, was used on fast days.  Six of them were used by priests in order to permit killing during battle.  In modern use, it is played in three different patterns, called shevarim, tekiah, and teruah.  FTP, name this instrument used in certain Jewish ceremonies, made from an animal’s horn.

3. Decades after its composition, it became the first work recorded under the Dolby system.  Its score includes a five-minute pause between the first two movements. FTP, name this symphony by Gustav Mahler, subtitled Resurrection.

ANSWER: Mahler’s Symphony Number _Two_ in C minor (or Mahler’s _Second_ Symphony; accept _Resurrection_ Symphony before it is mentioned)

4. 
Papiamento and Tok Pisin are examples of them.  The most common superstrates for the formation of their predecessors were the Romance languages of colonialists, who needed to communicate with slaves and employees of African descent.  Before they develop a full vocabulary and are learned as a first language, they are called pidgins.  FTP, identify the name given to these languages, begun as a mixture of two pre-existing tongues.

He leaves New York with fifty dollars in veteran’s benefits and moves into an apartment with Roland Major in Denver.  He soon leaves to work as a security guard on a military base in San Francisco, where he meets and leaves Terry.  He then joins with a certain companion at his brother’s house in Virginia, going to New Orleans, Denver, San Francisco, back to Chicago and New York, and finally to Mexico City.  FTP, name this representation of the author in On the Road.

ANSWER: _Sal_vatore _Paradise_ (accept either; prompt on Jean-Louis “Jack” _Kerouac_ before “Roland Major” is read)

7.
Known as “the weathervane” for his relative tendency towards compromise, he began his political career with low-level international posts such as ambassador from the Ministry of Machine Building to Romania. His selection as the replacement of Zhao Ziyang as general secretary of the Communist Party presaged his next position. FTP, name this man, the current president of the People’s Republic of China.

ANSWER: _Jiang_ Zemin (prompt on “Zemin”)

8. 
She has shiny fingernails, a dark voice, and “eyes that burn like cigarettes.”  Some people on the street object to the fact that she “gets up early” and “stays up late.”  She will have an important encounter at the city bank after borrowing a pen.  FTP, name this individual who is “touring the facility/and picking up slack,” but whose most distinctive feature is two articles of clothing, in a recent single from Cake.

ANSWER: a girl with a _short skirt_ and a _long jacket_ (accept _Kitty_ or _Karen_)

9. 
Types of these include analysis, design, abstract, base, and derived.  By definition, all members share the same semantics, operations, attributes, and relationships; members are called objects.  The current Unified Modeling Language name for these replaces the word “types,” which was used in Pascal and C.  FTP, give the name for these descriptions of groups used in programming languages such as Java.

ANSWER: _class_

10. 
It was destroyed in the fire which killed its last owner, the wife of Ariston, who had received it as a gift from Phayllus of the Phocians.  Phayllus had captured it from Delphi, where it was earlier brought by the sons of Alcmaeon after it, and nothing else, survived the destruction of a certain city.  Earlier, its use as a gift to Eriphyle caused Amphiaraus to join Polyneices in the campaign against Thebes.  FTP, name this object originally worn around the neck of the wife of Cadmus.

ANSWER: _Harmonia’s necklace_ (or equivalents)

11. 
His tight control over his own army included ordering the death of his brother during war with the Southern Court at Yoshino.  He ended the Kemmu Restoration and installed Kusunoki Masahige as Emperor after leading the rebellion instigated by Emperor Go-Daigo against the Hōjō. FTP, name this man who founded and lent his name to the second Japanese shogunate.

ANSWER: _Ashikaga_ Takauji

12. 
Devices for measuring this quantity include the Pirani and McLeod gauges, which are used when it is weak, and the Bourdon gauge, which is used when its value is high.  Acting at right angles to the surface and equally in all directions, it is measured under standard conditions by such devices as the manometer.  FTP, name this quantity, the subject of Dalton’s law of partial action.

ANSWER: _pressure_

13.
“I often wondered whether any of the others grasped that I had done it solely to avoid looking a fool” ends this work.  Although the danger appears to have passed, the narrator must avoid surprising the spectators, or worse, being laughed at.  The narrator says that “…every white man’s life in the East, was one long struggle not to be laughed at.”  Those are the real reasons, although the legal pretext for the action was the trampling of a coolie.  FTP, name this George Orwell essay about the execution of a pachyderm.

It is located to the south of the closed Climax mine and just above the headwaters of the Arkansas River.  Emerald Lake may be found above its timberline, while its base hosts Independence Pass and the town of Leadville.  It is in view of Mount Massive, which is only eleven feet shorter; like Massive, it is located in San Isabel National Forest.  FTP, name this Colorado peak, the highest peak in the U.S. Rockies and second-highest in the lower forty-eight states.

ANSWER: Mount _Elbert_

15. 
After his death, a battle station named for him was built in the Patriim System.  The weapon was a manifestation of his namesake “Doctrine,” which proposed to maintain order by instilling fear in the populace. Shortly before his death, he was accused of being recognizable from his foul stench, and he was warned that tightening his grip would cause more star systems to slip through his fingers. FTP, name this Governor of the Outer Rim Territories and first Grand Moff, who ordered Alderaan destroyed by the Death Star. 

ANSWER: Grand Moff Wilhuff _Tarkin_ (accept Commander or Governor Wilhuff _Tarkin_)

16. 
In January, Licianianus was named as the successor to the throne, and was promptly killed in the street along with the ruler at the time. In April, the leader of the losing forces at the First Battle of Bedriacum committed suicide.  In December, the Danube legions under Antonius Primus added Vitellius’s name to those of Galba and Otho as rulers who died in this year.  For 10 points, identify either the common name or the date of this year, which ended with the founding of the Flavian dynasty by Vespasian.

ANSWER: the _year of the four emperors_ (or _69 CE_; prompt on _69_)

17. 
Here, the wild grasses rustle, and the trees pass judgment.  The author of this poem places himself on the roads of Egypt, upon the cross, and in Belostok; and compares himself to Dreyfus and Samson.  At the title location stands only a cliff, not a monument.  This poem ends with the hope that the Internationale will ring when anti-Semitism is dead. FTP, name this Yevgeny Yevtushenko poem titled after the site of a 1941 massacre of Ukranian Jews.

ANSWER: _“Babi Yar”_

18.
The fact that this effect exists implies that electromagnetism is not perfectly supersymmetrical.  It occurs because only those virtual photons whose wavelength produces a whole number when divided by a affect the attractive force between a certain two objects, where a is the distance between the objects.  FTP, name this effect, proposed by a Dutch physicist in 1948, which explains the force attracting uncharged parallel plates in a vacuum to each other.

ANSWER: _Casimir_ effect

19. The Nanna one was restored by Nabonidus and is thus the best preserved today.  The Elamite one at Choga Zambil is the largest, with a base of over one hundred meters square, while the most revered in ancient times was Etemenanki, the likely inspiration for the Tower of Babel story.  FTP, name these stepped structures which had a religious function in Mesopotamian society.

ANSWER: _ziggurat_s

He quit his Sulpician training at the College de Montreal to join Rodolphe Laflamme’s legal practice.  Elected to the House of Commons from Provencher, he was not seated due to his role in the murder of Thomas Scott.  He organized the political and religious Exovedate, which fomented an event leading to his conviction of treason and execution. Looking over his The Umbrellas from right to left provides a condensed view of his transformation out of Impressionism to traditional subjects, which included The Judgment of Paris and his take on the Venus Victorious theme.  An accomplished portraitist, his works in that genre include Madame Charpentier and her Children and Jeanne Samary.  FTP, name this painter of the Bathers series and the Luncheon of the Boating Party.

ANSWER: Pierre Auguste _Renoir_

22.
Section thirteen provided a fifteen hundred dollar fine and five year prison term for attempting to hold a slave.  Section seven mandated that conventions be held in each state to affirm the results of section two, which required a majority of the voters of certain states to take an oath of loyalty to the U.S. Constitution.  FTP, name this Reconstruction plan, which was pocket-vetoed by Lincoln in 1864, named for its two sponsors.

ANSWER: _Wade-Davis_ bill

23.
A point mutation on it causes Leber's hereditary optic neuropathy.  Less than seventeen thousand base pairs in length, it contains only thirteen genes, with little redundant or wasted space.   Its evolutionary advantage is its role in forming insoluble polypeptides within a certain membrane, removing the need to transport them.  FTP, name this type of non-nuclear DNA, inherited almost entirely through the mother and present in the organelle which produces ATP.

ANSWER: human _mitochondrial d_eoxyribo_n_ucleic _a_cid (accept “mitochondrial” after DNA)

Answer the following about Hungarian history FTP apiece.

In 1000 CE, this Árpád Dynasty king converted to Christianity, becoming the first Hungarian leader to do so. He was eventually canonized for his efforts.

ANSWER: _Stephen_ (or _Vajk_; or _István_ Király)

Issued first in 1222 and again in revised form in 1231 by Andrew II, this document expanded the privileges of the upper nobility to the entire noble class. It also established a diet, ended hereditary officeholding, and introduced restrictions on the political power of non-Hungarians.

ANSWER: _Golden Bull_ of 1222

A 1526 loss to the Ottoman Turks at this site began more than one hundred years of Turkish occupation of the country.

ANSWER: _Mohács_

2.
Identify these Tchaikovsky compositions FTP each.

Beginning with a funereal bassoon and viola theme, the middle is the “trio section” in which the clarinets and bassoons lead a “carnival.” Like the earlier 1812 Overture, "God Save the Tsar" appears near the end, played by the tuba and strings. The title reflects the pan-nationalist spirit in which this piece was written.

ANSWER: _Marche Slave_, opus 31 (or _Slavonic March_)

Characters in this ballet include Carabosse, Prince Florimund, and the Lilac Fairy.

ANSWER: The _Sleeping Beauty_ (or _Spyashchaya krasavitsa_)

It was dedicated to Nicolai Rubenstein, who urged its creation and conducted its first performance. The second movement, “Land of Desolation, Land of Mists” belies the optimistic tone of this piece.

ANSWER: _First Symphony_ in G minor, opus 13 (accept _Winter Daydreams_ and other equivalents)

3.
30-20-10, name the British politician.

30 - A year after entering the cabinet as undersecretary for war and colonies, he became chief secretary for Ireland, a post which he held for six years. Later, he led a reform of the criminal code which abolished most capital offenses.

20 - He is credited with establishing the modern Conservative Party, on whose ticket he began his second term as Prime Minister in 1841. As Prime Minister, he passed the Free Trade Budget which eliminated duties on all exports and most imports.

10 - During his time as Home Secretary, he established London’s police force; thus, his name was the source of the nickname “bobbies.”

ANSWER: Robert _Peel_

4. 
Beginning with ammonia and oxygen, this industrial chemical process uses a platinum-rhodium metal gauze at 900 degrees Celsius to produce two end products. Its namesake Latvian-born German discoverer won the 1909 Nobel Prize in chemistry. FTP per answer, name the process and the two end products.

ANSWER: _Ostwald_ process, _nitrogen oxide_, and _nitric acid_

5.
Name these nineteenth-century leaders of Brazil FTP each.

During his fifty-eight year reign, the longest of any monarch in New World history, he abolished slavery and joined an alliance with Argentina and Uruguay which defeated Paraguayan dictator Francisco Solano López in an 1864 to 1870 war.

ANSWER: Dom _Pedro II_ (prompt on _Pedro_)

This Portuguese prince regent declared Brazil an independent nation with himself as emperor in 1821. He was briefly king of Portugal in 1826, but by 1831 he had abdicated the thrones of both countries.

ANSWER: Dom _Pedro I_ (prompt on _Pedro_)

After leading the bloodless overthrow of Pedro II, this general became Brazil’s first president in 1891. He abdicated the same year under threat of a coup against his increasingly dictatorial regime.

ANSWER: Manuel Deodoro da _Fonseca_

6. 
Give these logical terms with Latin names from a definition and the translation of the term for 15 points each.

Given the rule that “if A, then B” and the condition that A is true, one can conclude that B is true, under this “taking method.”

ANSWER: _modus ponens_

Given the rule that “if A, then B” and the condition that B is not true, one can conclude that A is not true, using this “denying method.”

ANSWER: _modus_ tollendo _tollens_

7. 
Answer the following about symbiosis FTP per part.

This type of symbiosis occurs when a small organism uses a larger one for transport. Examples include the remora’s relationship with large fish.

ANSWER: _phoresy_

A symbiotic relationship between the roots of a plant and a fungus, or the fungus involved in such a symbiosis, is known by this term.

ANSWER: _mycorrhiza_e

Usually based on ascomycetes, except in the tropics when they involve basidiomycetes, these are symbiotic groups formed by a fungus and algae.

ANSWER: _lichen_s

30-20-10, give the common last name of these literary characters.

30 - Helen is the tumor-ridden, homeless companion of Francis Phelan in William Kennedy’s Ironweed.

20 - Newland is engaged to marry May Welland but loves Ellen Olenska in Edith Wharton’s The Age of Innocence.

10 - Isabel rejects Lord Warburton and Caspar Goodwood, choosing as her husband Gilbert Osmond, in Henry James’s Portrait of a Lady.

ANSWER: _Archer_

Name these canals FTP each.

The longest irrigation canal in the world, it runs from the Amu Darya at Kelif through Mary and Ashgabat, across Turkmenistan.

ANSWER: _Karakum_ Canal

Running from Beijing to Hangzhou, this canal connects the Yangtze and Yellow river systems.

ANSWER: _Grand Canal_ (or _Daynhe_)

This joint U.S.-Canada system of canals allows ships to travel from the Atlantic to Lake Superior.

ANSWER: _St. Lawrence Seaway_

Name these poems by Gerard Manley Hopkins FTP each.

“Glory be to God for dappled things” begins this poem, giving such examples as finches’ wings and “Landscape plotted & pieced.”

ANSWER: “_Pied Beauty_”

Dedicated “to the happy memory of five Franciscan nuns,” this poem commemorates an 1875 capsizing. It contains the lines “Loathed for a love men knew in them,/Banned by the land of their birth…”

ANSWER: “The _Wreck of the Deutschland_”

An excellent example of Hopkins’s “sprung rhythm,” this poem starts with the lines, “I caught this morning morning’s minion, king-/dom of daylight's dauphin, dapple-dawn-drawn Falcon, in his riding.”

ANSWER: “The _Windhover_”

11. 
Name these rich alter egos of Seinfeld characters FTP each. The last name is the required part.

George used this alias in multiple episodes, only claiming to be wealthy late in the show’s run.  His fortune came either from his oft-mentioned profession of architecture or from his ownership of an eponymous latex business.

ANSWER: Art _Vandelay_

While Kramer has been known to pass as Dr. Van Nostrand, he also used this identity at the Puerta Maya, claiming to be interested in building a silver mine in Peru.  The name returned when Kramer posed as “a wealthy industrialist and philanthropist and, uh, a bicyclist” in order to use the bathroom in a swanky apartment.

ANSWER: H.E. _Pennypacker_

Jerry pretended to be wealthy only once, using this name as a foil to Vandelay and Pennypacker in the Puerto Rican Day episode.

ANSWER: Kel _Varnsen_

Identify these buildings designed by Frank Lloyd Wright FTP each.

Commissioned by Edgar Kaufmann, this summer home in the Allegheny Mountains features asymmetrical design, an early use of indirect light fixtures in the home, and terraces which are cantilevered over a stream.

ANSWER: _Fallingwater_

This synthesis of cubism and traditional Japanese art emphasized smallness and sudden shifts to open space.  Notable features include the bridges between parallel levels and the uniqueness of each room.

ANSWER: _Imperial Hotel_

Found in Oak Park, Illinois, this building is an early use of cubism and concrete in religious structures.  The building features transitions from dark to light and a chromatic theme of yellow.

ANSWER: _Unity Temple_

13. 
Answer the following about a philosophical belief FTP per part.

This eight-letter term denotes the belief that the mental is the ultimate reality, and any physical objects which exist do so only through perception.

ANSWER: _idealism_

This philosopher used the word “immaterialism” to describe his empirical belief in idealism, expiated in such works as An Essay Towards a New Theory of Vision, A Treatise Concerning the Principles of Knowledge, and Three Dialogoues between Hylas and Philonous.

ANSWER: George _Berkeley_ (accept “Berk-ley” or “Bark-ley” pronunciations)

Along with Kant, this man was a leader of the transcendentalist idealist school.  His major work, Critique of All Revelation, was followed by Foundations of the Science of Knowledge and Outlines of the Doctrine of Knowledge.

ANSWER: Johann Gottlieb _Fichte_

14. 
Answer the following about two novels and their author FTP each.

In this novel, certain animals are baptized due to the nearsightedness of Abbot Mael, leading to heavenly debates and a flourishing empire.

ANSWER: _Penguin Island_ (or _L’ile Des Pingouins_)

In this novel, a bibliophile sells his books in order to help find a husband for his ex-lover’s daughter, whom he has removed from a harsh boarding school.

ANSWER: The _Crime of Sylvestre Bonnard_ (or Le _Crime de Sylvestre Bonnard_)

Penguin Island, The Crime of Sylvestre Bonnard, Revolt of the Angels, and The Gods Are Athirst are among the works of this author.

ANSWER: Anatole _France_ (or Jacques Anatole François _Thibault_)

15. 
Name these people important to communism and anti-communism in the pre-McCarthy U.S. FTP each.

This Attorney General’s eponymous “raids,” also known as the Red Scare, saw communists and others deported in 1919 and 1920.

ANSWER: A. Mitchell _Palmer_

Deported to the USSR during the Palmer Raids, this feminist and anti-imperialist later wrote My Disillusionment in Russia about the experience.

ANSWER: Emma _Goldman_

This Texas Democrat led the House Un-American Activities Committee for seven years after its 1938 formation.

ANSWER: Martin _Dies_

Name these things related to Valhalla FTP each.

This name is given to the warriors who were taken to Valhalla in order to train for Ragnarok.

ANSWER: _Einherjar_

Einherjar who are slain in the mortal world are brought to Valhalla by these armed, female messengers of Odin, who ride winged horses.

ANSWER: _Valkyries_

Every morning, the Einherjar are awaken by the crowing of this “golden-combed” rooster.

ANSWER: _Gullinkambi_

17. 
On September 15, 2001, a retiring U.S. sprinter ran his final race, anchoring the winning U.S. team in the Swedish relay at Yokahama, Japan.  Answer the following about that FTP per part.

First, name the runner, whose prior accomplishments include becoming the only man to win the 200 and 400 meters in the same Olympics.

ANSWER: Michael _Johnson_

Following Johnson into retirement next year is this Namibian, who ended Johnson’s two-year winning streak in the 200 meters a month before the Atlanta Olympics and captured the silver in both the 100 and 200 at those games.

ANSWER: Frankie _Fredericks_

In a Swedish relay, the anchor leg is this many meters long.

ANSWER: _400_

Name these related things F15P each.

Bearing extremely high energy levels, this group of particles, consisting mostly of protons and alpha particles, can spur the creation of heavier elements in collisions with atmospheric particles.  The sun emits them during solar flares, and the highest-energy ones are believed to come from the nucleus of galaxy M87.

ANSWER: _cosmic ray_s

Showers of particles produced by interaction with cosmic rays are named for this physicist, who also found that an excited atom returning to a lower energy state emits an electron in a namesake effect.

Of the thirty moons of Saturn, eighteen have been named. Of those eighteen, the six that are closest to the planet are named for three Titans, two gods, and a human woman.  F5P each, name those six moons.

ANSWER: _Pan_, _Atlas_, _Prometheus_, _Pandora_, _Epimetheus_, and _Janus_

20. 
Name these U.S. Supreme Court cases which established exceptions to the Fourth and Fifth Amendment exclusionary rules FTP each.

(MODERATOR: accept a reversal of the names of the parties in any case)

In this case, police apprehended a rape suspect in a corner market and found an empty holster, immediately questioning the man about the location of the gun. The Court ruled that the public safety interest in finding a gun hidden in a market overcame the defendant’s interest in hearing his Miranda rights.

ANSWER: New York v. _Quarles_, 467 U.S. 649

This 1984 case established the “good faith” exception, under which evidence obtained using a warrant which a police officer believes to be valid, but is not, need not be excluded.

ANSWER: United States v. _Leon_ et al, 468 U.S. 897

This case found that although a murder defendant was illegally pressured to reveal the location of his victim’s body, the fact that the body was in an open field meant an “inevitable discovery” would have occurred, and the evidence should not be excluded.

ANSWER: _Nix_, Warden Of The Iowa State Penitentiary v. _Williams_, 467 U.S. 431 (do not accept “Brewer v. Williams”; prompt on Nix or Williams)

21.
 Answer the following about Persian literature FTP per answer.

Probably the most well-known tale in Nezami’s Khamsa is a retelling of a Bedouin folktale about these two characters. The male is a young poet who asks for the female’s hand in marriage but is denied by her father; she marries Ebn-e Salaam, while he is consoled by Nawfal.

ANSWER: _Madjnun_ and _Layla_ (or _Layli_)

His Konya tomb has been called “a second Ka'ba” for its importance to Sufis. This thirteenth-century Sufi poet invented the sama dance and wrote the six-volume Mathnawi and the Shams-I-Tabriz, as well as a ghazal on impending death.

ANSWER: Jalal al-Din _Rumi_ (or Khudawandagar Jalal al-Din _Mubammad_ or _Khamush_ or _Mawlawi_ or Mulla-yi _rum_ or sirr Allah al-_a’zam_ or _Mawlana_)
