1. He's not a bricklayer. Nor is he an engineer, a coal miner, an escalator, or a moon shuttle conductor: he is a doctor, whose patients have included Ambassador Sarek and the Horta. FTP, name this character played by the late DeForest Kelly on "Star Trek."

2. . It stands guard over Baltimore, Maryland, although is currently not used for that same purpose as it once was. In 1814, it fell under British attack. Name this appropriately star-shaped fort at which the lyrics to the Star-Spangled Banner were penned by Francis Scott Key.
