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1. This author was born in Eatonsville, Florida, the first incorporated all-black town in America and the setting for most of her fiction.  Acknowledged as the first African American to collect and publish African-American folklore, Mules and Men is one such collection.  Other works include Jonah’s Gourd Vine, Tell My Horse, Color Struck, Mule Bone, and Polk Country.  FTP, name the author of Their Eyes Were Watching God.

Answer:  Zora Neale Hurston

2. He was originally named Tafari Makonnen and the name he took means “Might of Trinity”.  In 1931 he granted his subjects a constitution and it established a Parliament and a court system but all formal power remained with the emperor.  After Italy invaded his country, he was forced to exile in England in May 1936, although he was returned to power in 1942.  FTP, identify last emperor of Ethiopia.

Answer:  Haile Selassie I
3. His real name is Earl Simmons and he was born in Baltimore, Maryland.  He released his first album “Born Loser” in 1992 on the Columbia records label but soon got out of his contract with Columbia because he felt he was being held back.  He recently starred in a movie Exit Wounds with Steven Seagal.  FTP, name this rapper whose raw and violent lyrics can be heard in songs like “Up in Here”, “What’s My Name” and “Ruff Ryder Anthem”.

Answer:  DMX

4. Secondary symptoms include fever, chills, night sweats, weight loss, fatigue, and loss of appetite.  Generally the first symptom is swelling of lymph nodes in the neck, armpit, or groin.  If the disease is diagnosed at an early stage, it is usually treated with radiation therapy and if the disease is the advanced stage, the doctor will prescribe chemotherapy.  FTP, name this disease, a form of lymphatic cancer named after the British physician who first described the condition in 1832.

Answer:  Hodgkin’s Disease
5.  After going to Europe to study languages, he returned to the US and became professor of languages at Bowdoin College.  His first book was a series of travel sketches, Outre-Mer:  A Pilgrimage beyond the Sea.  After his second marriage to Francis Appletion in 1843, her father gave them the Cambridge mansion Craigie House as a wedding poet, where the writer spent the rest of his life.  FTP, name this poet most famous for the works Paul Revere’s Ride, Tales of a Wayside Inn, The Courtship of Miles Standish, and The Song of Hiawatha.

Answer:  Henry Wadsworth Longfellow
6.  In 1952, a national memorial commemorating his expedition was established near Bisbee, Arizona.  This explorer arrived at New Spain in 1535 and four years later became the governor of the province of Nueva Galicia.   His expeditions in the Southwest saw the first European sightings of the American buffalo and the Grand Canyon of the Colorado River.  FTP, name this explorer who learned from the explorer Cabeza de Vaca about the Seven Cities of Cibola who found out that these cities were simply Indian villages. 

Answer:  Francisco Vasquez de Coronado
7. Several groups of aborigines lives in this desert, the largest groups among them being the Kogaras and the Mirnings.  In 1875, a British explorer named Ernest Giles became the first European to cross the desert and he would name it.  The desert is located in the states of South Australia and Western Australia and extends for about 450 mi. from east to west and is separated from the Great Australian Bight to the south by the Nullarbor Plain.  FTP, name this desert named after a queen of Great Britain.

Answer:  Great Victoria Desert

8. She was presented with the Medal of Freedom, the highest civilian honor in the US by President Gerald Ford in 1977.  Born in Sun Prairie, Wisconsin, she studied at the school of Art Institute of Chicago and at the Art Students League of New York City.  In 1917 she had her first solo exhibition at the “291”, the art gallery ran by Alfred Stieglitz, whom she would later marry.  FTP, name this painter of Sky Above Clouds IV and Black Iris.

Answer:  Georgia O’Keeffe
9. This poem ends with a section titled “The Epitaph”, which has the lines “Here rests his head upon the lap of the Earth/A youth to fame and fortune unknown.”  The themes of this famous poem include a pastoral vision of rural life, the tragic dignity of the poor, and the emptiness of human vanity.  Considered by some to be the greatest poem in the 18th century, FTP, name this poem written by Thomas Gray.

Answer:  Elegy Written in a Country Churchyard

10. This initiative was started by a retired schoolteacher named Howard Jarvis.  Despite widespread opposition among state political leaders and teacher's unions, 60% of California voters approved it.  FTP, name this ballot initiative passed by California voters in 1978 which slashed property taxes and capped future property tax increases.
Answer:  Proposition 13
11. In addition to acting, this actress is also an artist and her work appeared at the Cast Iron Gallery in SoHo in 1993 and she later received an art grant to study in China.  When she auditioned for a role on a show, she didn’t get the part but the producer liked her so much that he created a character for her.  Her movie roles have included Lia in Play it to the Bone, Princess Pei Pei in Shanghai Noon, and Alex Munday in Charlie’s Angels.  FTP, name this actress best known for her role as Ling Woo on the Fox TV show Ally McBeal.

Answer:  Lucy Liu

12. In the Method of Chemical Nomenclature, he described a series of chemical nomenclatures that serves as the basis of the modern system.  In his Treatise on Chemical Elements, he clarified the concept of an element as a simple substance that could not be broken down by any known method of chemical analysis.  One of the farmers-general, in the French Revolution he was arrested and guillotined by the revolutionary tribunal.  FTP, name this man, whose explanation of combustion replaced the phlogiston theory.

Answer:  Antoine Laurent Lavoisier

13.  Giovanni is a student who lives next door to the title character and he falls in love with her.  The title character’s father is a doctor and scientist in Padua who grows only poisonous plants in his garden and nourishes his daughter Beatrice on only poison so she could help him in his experiments in the garden.  When Giovanni becomes contaminated with the poison of the garden, he is given an antidote and cured, but when he gives it to Beatrice, it kills her.  FTP, name this short story written by Nathaniel Hawthorne.

Answer:  Rappaccini’s Daughter
14. This high-altitude aircraft introduced in 1955 is capable of flying at altitudes of 70,000 feet.  It is generally used to take photographs and gather other types of intelligence.  Although largely replaced by the SR-71 Blackbird in the 1960s, these planes are still in use today. FTP, name this type of jet, one of which was shot down on May 1, 1960, leading to increased U.S.-Soviet tensions and prompting Khrushchev to cancel a summit in Paris.
Answer:  U-2

15. Many modern biblical commentator and scholars regard the book as an allegory or parable, because little has been found to support it as a historical narrative.  Some others maintain that the book was actually written by an unknown postexilic author due the late form of Hebrew used by the writer and the writer’s apparent familiarity with certain biblical books dating from the immediate preexilic and postexilic periods.  FTP, name this book of the Old Testament in which the prophet who wrote it is swallowed by a great fish. 

Answer:  Book of Jonah

16. This scientist became a member of the Stockholm Academy of Sciences 1808 and became permanent secretary in 1818.  King Charles XIV John made him a baron in 1835 for his contributions to science.  He discovered the chemical elements cerium, selenium, and titanium and introduced the term catalyst into chemistry.  FTP, identify this scientist, who measured atomic weights and introduced the present system of chemical notation, in which each element is represented by one or two letters of the alphabet.

Answer:  Jons Jakob baron Berzelius

17. In 1761, he became private secretary to the British chief secretary for Ireland, William Hamilton and four years later he became secretary to the British Prime Minister Charles Watson-Wentworth, 2nd Marquis of Rockinham.  He would also deliver the opening speech in the unsuccessful impeachment of Warren Hastings.  FTP, name this man who had two famous speeches “Conciliation with America: and “On American Taxation” who is most famous for his Reflections on the Revolution in France.

Answer:  Edmund Burke

18. Born Charles-Phillipe Comte d'Artois, he was the fifth son of the Dauphin Louis and his consort Maria Josepha of Saxony.  He avoided the guillotine because his brother Louis XVI ordered him to leave France after the fall of the Bastille.  His older brother became Louis XVIII upon the Bourbon restoration in 1815.  FTP, name this French emperor who took the throne in 1824 and whose four edicts triggered the July Revolution.
Answer:  Charles X
19. After winning four straight Stanley Cups from 1979-1983, the franchise has fallen on recent hard times.  It’s surprising that the incompetence of the team’s GM Mike Milbury have not led to his firing by the owner.  The team has had several losing seasons since Milbury took over first as head coach, then GM.  This season this team finished last in the Atlantic Division and lost 50 games for the third time in franchise history.  FTP, name this NHL team that plays in Nassau Coliseum.

Answer:  New York Islanders (Both are acceptable)
20. The Prince disguises himself as his valet Dandini so the women he marries will want to marry him because of himself and not because he is a prince.  Alidoro acts as the title character’s benefactor and dresses her up for the ball.  The composer gives the title character a stepfather named Don Magnifico rather than a mother and bracelets rather than glass slippers.  FTP, name this opera based on a fairy tale with libretto from Jacopo Ferretti by Gioacchino Rossini.

Answer:  La Cenerentola (begrudgingly accept Cindrella)

21.  Too narrow for navigation by all but small boats, this river is important for its water supply.  Roughly 94 percent of the river’s water originates in the Turkey highlands although less than 30 percent of the river’s drainage basin is in Turkey.  In northern Iraq this river forms the western boundary of the area known as Al Jazirah.  FTP, name this river that flows through Syria and Iraq before joining the Tigris to form the Shatt al Arab.

Answer:  Euphrates river
22. Three documents were used to protest a certain act by the delegates of this assembly:  A Declaration of Rights and Grievances, and a groups of petitions to both houses of the British Parliament.  Held in response of Massachusetts’s invitation to the 13 colonies, 9 of the 13 colonies convened in New York City to protest the act that was an attempt by the British Parliament to raise money from the colonies to defray the cost of maintaining the military defense of the colonies.  FTP, name this assembly held in October 1765 that is known for the name of the act it was protesting.

23.  Frederic Wilhelm Bessel was first to determine this number of a fixed star, at 61 Cygni.  The lunar version is defined as the difference in position of the moon on the celestial sphere when observed from the earth’s surface, as compared to its position if observed at the same time from a point then at the center of the earth’s disk facing the moon.  FTP, name this astronomical phenomenon, the most famous type is stellar.
