1.  In The Clouds, the only unfavorable view of this philosopher, he is caricatured as a representative of the Sophistic profession.   He left no writings, and is known only through the writings of Xenophon, Aristotle, and Plato.  His propensity to understate the truth gives rise to a type of irony bearing his name, and he is said to be the inventor of the inductive method, which again is popularly named for him.  FTP, identify this philosopher who killed himself by drinking hemlock.

Answer:  Socrates 

2.  The Federalist newspaper, the Boston Columbia Centinel, was the first to use this phrase on July 12, 1817.  It was a description given to the warm reception that the fifth president of the United States received from the population of New England during a tour he gave there.  FTP, identify this moniker given to the period of time lasting during Monroe’s presidency from 1817-1825.

Answer:  Era of Good Feelings
3.  Blood Knot, Hello and Goodbye, and Boesman and Lena form a trilogy set in Port Elizabeth, this man’s hometown and the setting for most of his work.  Blood Knot was the first play produced in South Africa with a mixed cast, and The Island was about prison conditions on Robben Island.  FTP, identify this South African playwright whose biggest success came with Master Harold and the Boys.

Answer:  Athol Fugard

4.  It has a chemical formula of Al2O3, and a hardness of 9, most likely due to the strong aluminum-oxygen bonds.  Its crystal system is trigonal, and it fractures conchoidal.  In the United States, it is found in North Carolina, Georgia, and Montana.  FTP, identify this gemstone, whose blue variety is called sapphire and red variety called ruby.

Answer:  Corundum
5.  Some of the naval battles during this war include the victories of the Peruvian Huascar commanded by Admiral Miguel Grau over the Chilean navy.  Fighting on land continued in the years following, especially for the nitrates found in the Atacama Desert.  The treaty of Ancon ended the fighting between Peru and Chile, and peace was finally reached with Bolivia as well following the Treaty of Valparaiso.  FTP, identify this war named for the ocean that borders the countries involved.  

Answer:  War of the Pacific
6. First made in 1899, the earliest model had a bell which opened directly upward.  With a large bell turned up through two right angles to forward and terminating in a flange two feet wide, it is an American helical form of a bass tuba made to cirlce the player’s body.  FTP, name this instrument named for the composer of many marches.

Answer:  Sousaphone  

7.  The amplitude of the transmitted wave is kept constant, but the number of waves per second varies.  This greatly increases the variety of sound vibrations which can be transmitted and received, and thus allows for clearer reception and a great reduction in static.  FTP, what is this transmitting method called?

Answer:  Frequency Modulation or FM

8.  He staged a successful printer’s strike in Jamaica in 1907, and came to the United States, where, at the peak of his popularity, his Negro World newspaper was read by millions.  He was jailed for mail fraud after misusing the funds of his steamship company, the Black Star line.  FTP, name this leader who founded the Universal Negro Improvement Association, who founded the “Back to Africa” movement in the 1920s.

Answer:  Marcus Garvey
9. Established in 1946, it seeks to promote better understanding between the peoples of the US and other countries.  Awarded Annually, it allows U.S. citizens to study or work in one of over 100 countries, or foreigners to come to the US.  Over 133,000 have been awarded, roughly 37,000 of them to American citizens.  FTP, name this award, named for an Arkansas senator.

Answer:  Fullbright scholarship

10.  This scientist established that firedamp, which is the cause of many mining disasters, is actually methane.  He pioneered the use of heat as a disinfectant during a cholera outbreak in England in 1831.  FTP, name this man whose namesake law states that when a gas is dissolved in a liquid at a given temperature, the mass that dissolves is in direct proportion to the pressure of the gas. 

Answer:  William Henry
11.  The most influential leader in this insurrection was David Bradford, who fled to Louisiana to avoid charges.  Governor Thomas Mifflin refused to aid the Federal Government, whose efforts were blocked also by Supreme Court Justice McClean, but the issues were finally settled non-violently.  The insurrection occurred because farmers in Western Pennsylvania refused the increase in taxes on their distilled grain.  FTP, identify this insurrection named for the alcohol produced by the farmers.   

Answer:  Whiskey Rebellion
12.  It's modern administrative headquarters is at Douglas, but the ancient capital was Castletown.  It was first occupied by the Vikings circa AD 800, then passed from Norway to Scotland.  For administrative purposes, the island is divided into six "sheadings."  It's legislature, the Tynwald, is one of the oldest in the world.  FTP, name this island dependency off the British Crown in the Irish Sea.

Answer:  Isle of Man
13.  During the German occupation of France, this author was forced into hiding, and he later met his future wife during a hospital stay after he had been stabbed.  He wrote a play titled Happy Days in 1961, and an innovative work in which a character acts with a recording of his own voice in Krapp’s Last Tape.  FTP, name this playwright the author of Molone Dies, Endgame, and Waiting for Godot.

Answer:  Samuel Beckett 

14.  He invented the concertina, a small type of accordion, in 1829, and the stereoscope, a device for observing pictures in three dimensions, in 1838.  With the help of Sir William Fothergill Cooke in 1843, he patented an early version of the electric telegraph.  He is best remembered, however, for his electrical circuit used in measuring resistance.  FTP, identify this inventor of his eponymous “bridge”.

Answer:  Sir Charles Wheatstone
15.  The nation first declared its independence in 1847 under its first president, Joseph Jenkins Roberts.  In the 1920s, the Firestone Tire Company found a permanent settlement there which provided for economic stability.  It was founded through the efforts of the American Colonization Society as a colony for freed slaves.  FTP, name this country surrounded by Sierra Leone, Guinea, and the Ivory Coast, whose capital is Monrovia.

Answer:  Liberia
16. Steven Orth, Casey Becker, Principal Himber, Tatum Riley, and Kenny the cameraman are all victims of the killer in this horror movie.  Gail Weathers and Dewey Riley manage to survive and live to tell how it was in fact two killers, Stu Macher and Billy Loomis, who each take turns wearing a costume inspired by Edvard Munch in order to terrorize Sidney Prescott.  FTP, identify this horror movie by Wes Craven that stars David Arquette, Courney Cox-Arquette, and Neve Campbell.

Answer:  Scream
17.  Born in Leominster, Massachusetts on September 26, 1774, and may have spent his summers at the home of a relative, Thomas Mann, on his farm near Mason, New Hampshire.  His roots in what would lead to his infamy go back to 1678, when in a will his great-grandfather left his wife “10 good bearing fruit trees near the end of the house.”  This man left his home in 1797 and traveled westward planting orchards, and by the time of his death he owned over 1200 acres of them.  FTP, identify this man whose common name is derived from the type seeds he planted.

Answer:  Johnny Appleseed (accept John Chapman)

18.  He orates on honor, “He that filches from me my good name/ Robs me of that which not enriches him/ And makes me poor indeed,” and on jealousy, “It is the green-eyed monstor, which doth mock/ The meat it feeds on.”  FTP, who is this overlooked ensign in Shakespeare’s Othello?

Answer:  Iago
19.  Among the bacterial infections treated by these drugs are urinary tract infections, leprosy, and ulcerative colitis.  It works by inhibiting the action of para-amniobenzioc acid, a substance needed by bacteria to reproduce.  FTP, identify this class of drugs derived from sulfanilamide.

Answer:  Sulfa drugs

20.  The son of Hystaspes and member of theAchamenid family, this man ascended to the throne after killing the man pretending to be Cambyses brother.  He made Susa the capital of his country and pushed his empire as far as the Caucasuses.  FTP, name this king of Persia, succeeded by Xerxes I,  whose efforts to conqueror the Athenians were quelled at the defeat at the Battle of Marathon.

21.  Originally, they were the laws of New Haven Colony in Connecticut.  Widely publicized in A General History of Connecticut, a largely inaccurate book by Samuel Peters, they were given their name from the paper on which they were printed.  Now the term is applied to any laws which attempt to legislate morality.  FTP, identify this colorful term.

Smith's poem originally had the same title, but was later renamed "'On a Stupendous Leg of Granite, Discovered Standing by Itself in the Deserts of Egypt, with the Inscription Inserted Below."  The title is the Egyptian name for the god Zeus.  FTP, name this ironic poem by Percy Shelley about the ego of a long-dead ruler.
