FTP, name this man who developed the polio vaccine.

2. It has inspired many literary works including Katherine Anne Porter’s “Never-Ending Wrong”, Upton Sinclair’s Boston, Maxwell Anderson’s Gods of the Lightening and Winterset, and Edna St. Vincent Millay’s “Justice Denied in Massachusetts”.  FTP, identify this murder trial that saw two immigrants put to death with dubious evidence at the height of the red scare.

Answer:  Sacco and Vanzetti
3.  This is the oral tradition of the Jews which was said to have been delivered by Moses to the rabbis and handed down through the centuries by word of mouth.  In the middle ages, the word was a popular term for the Jewish theosophy describing the World of Souls.  The rabbis who guard it were feared as possessing magical powers, and this persists today where it is regarded as Jewish mysticism.  FTP, identify this word which also describes the religious values ascribed to by Madonna.

Answer:  Kabala (or however it is spelled)

4.  “From my laboratory in the castle east / To the master bedroom where the vampires feast/ The ghouls all came from their humble abode/ To get a jolt from my electrode.”  This event occurred while, “I was working in the lab late one night /When my eyes beheld an eerie sight /And my monster from his slab began to rise / And suddenly to my surprise”, FTP, he performed what dance, the title of a 1960s novelty 

song by Bobby "Boris" Pickett and the Crypt Kickers.

Answer:  Monster Mash
5.  The son of a blacksmith, this man edited the socialist magazine Avanti, and after WWI he founded the Popolo d’Italia and organized the fascists.  He was then instrumental in allying Italy with the Axis powers in WWII.  FTP, name this man who established himself as the dictator of Italy in 1922.

Answer: Benito Mussolini

6.  His historical novels are of some note, including The White Company dealing with the adventures of a company of Saxon bowmen.  His great interest in the occult cumulated in a History of Spiritualism, but more famous are the stories which augmented the income from his unsuccessful medical practice.  Among these stories are “The Sign of Four”, “A Case of Identity”, and “A Study in Scarlet”.  FTP, identify this author and creator of Sherlock Holmes.

Answer:  Sir Arthur Conan Doyle
7.  Characteristics of this type of bond force include low melting point, softness, a tendency to sublime, poor heat conductivity, and nonconductivity of electricity. They can result from instantaneous fluctuations in electron density distribution in non-polar compounds such as solid noble gases, and compounds like CX4, CO2, and C6H6.  FTP, identify these forces, also known as London forces, the weakest of all molecular bonds.

Answer:  Van der Waals forces

8. It was paraphrased by Borodin, Cui, Rimsky-Korsakov, Liszt and Lyadov.  An anonymous quick waltz for piano, it is performed with two outstretched forefingers or the flat hands held perpendicularly, the notes being struck by their sides, with a tonic-dominant vamping bass part and an occasional touch of glissando.  FTP, what is this song, usually the first people learn to play on the piano?

Answer:  Chopsticks
9.  Despite his impiety, this man was made Bishop of Autun by Louis XVI in 1789.  He was then appointed to the States General where he assisted in writing the Declaration of Right.  Credit for organizing the Confederation of the Rhine belongs as much to him as it does to Napolean Bonaparte.  FTP, name this French statesman who was also represented France at the Congress of Vienna.

Answer: Charles Maurice de Tallyrand-Perigord

10. Aristotle uses the term to refer to virtues inherent in the awareness of the rational principle which guide moral conduct, thus, it serves as a synonym for rationally thought-out.  FTP, what is this term which survives in a slightly corrupted form as “the modern science of mental health,” and is also the title of a book by L. Ron Hubbard?

Answer:  Dianetics

11. He carried out extensive theoretical research with Albert Einstein in Princeton in 1938.  At the age of 28, he published his theory to explain certain problems that arose from the discovery of radioactivity and quantum theory.  In this theory, he put forth the atomic model now generally accepted.  FTP, who was this Danish physicist, winner of the 1922 Nobel Prize in Physics?

Answer: Neils Bohr
12.  The time he spent in his cabin resulted in a book, A Week on the Concord and Merrimack Rivers, as well as several posthumously published works including Excursions, and Cape Cod.  He founded The Dial with Emerson, and his essay, “Civil Disobedience” influenced Ghandi.  FTP, identify this leader in transcendentalism, who also wrote the book Walden.

Answer:  Henry David Thoreau
13. This woman described herself as, “a bulldog running along at the feet of Jesus, barking at what he doesn't like.”  Popular legend has it that prizefigher John L. Sullivan ran and hid when this 6 foot, 180 pound woman walked into the door the saloon he was patronizing.  FTP, name this hatchet wielding prohibitionist known for smashing up pubs and saloons. 

Answer:  Carrie Nation
14. She assisted Truman Capote in collecting information for his novel In Cold Blood, but is better remembered for her first novel which won a Pulitzer Prize for fiction in 1961.  The novel tells the story of Atticus Finch, and how he ventures to defend a black man in a trial.  The story is narrated by Scout, who recounts her adventures with her brother Jem and their friend Dill.  FTP, identify the author of To Kill a Mockingbird.
Answer:  Harper Lee

15. The Czech word for this region, Cechy, comes from the Czechs who settled there in 500 AD, but the name by which we know it today comes from a Celtic tribe who settled the area 800 years later.  Today, the adjectival form of the word describes someone with an interest in the liberal arts who disregards conventional modes of behavior, and is also found in the name of the back up group to Edie Brickell.  FTP, identify this region that makes up the Western third of the Czech republic.

Answer:  Bohemia
16.  In order to perform this procedure, a round-bottomed flask is set on a heat source.  A thermometer is dipped into the flask in order to take note of the heat of the solution.   This is then attached to a series of glassware including a glass column in which inside is another glass column around which flows cold water in order to cool the heated solution.  FTP, identify this chemical procedure by which solutions are decomposed into their components by using differences in their boiling points.

17.  He was the son-in-law to Zachary Taylor, the marriage to whose daughter ended his military career.  He was secretary of war under Franklin Pierce, and succeeded John C. Calhoun as the leader of the extreme-right wing States Rights Party.  For his role in the Civil War, he should have been hanged for treason, but instead he moved to a property bequeathed to him in Mississippi.  FTP, name this man who was the only president of the Confederacy.

18.  During adverse conditions, this order can survive by encystment, where it becomes circular, loses its water, and secretes a cyst membrane.  One strain, Naegleria is known to be a disease causing bacteria to mammals and humans, but six species are found in the human alimentary tract.  They are identified by their ability to form pseudopodia, and it is considered the most primative form of animal locomotion.  FTP, identify this order of one-celled organisms.

19. One of her sisters was an educational reformer who founded the American Woman’s Educational Association to promote the need for schools in the Midwest.  A brother was a Protestant preacher whose sermons were collected in such works as Evolution and Religion.  Her father was also a clergyman who became known for his sermons on Temperance.   She however is known for her abolitionist tendancies, and for being “the little lady that started the big war”.  FTP, name this author of Uncle Tom’s Cabin.

20.  Among the provisions of this agreement are the organization of the Utah and New Mexico territories with no mention of slavery, the admission of California as a free state, the abolition of slavery in the District of Columbia, and a fugitive slave law.  It was a product of Henry Clay, and led to his nickname.  FTP, identify this agreement which takes its name from the year it was devised.

21.  The field was founded by the mathematician John von Neumann, who published its first important book with Oskar Mornenstern.  Another mathematician important in its development was John Nash, who was awarded a Nobel Prize in Economics in 1994 for his work on equilibria with variable payoffs.  FTP, name this branch of mathematics used in economics and political science to model strategic decision-making.
