Oregon pioneered the use of facts and social science evidence than on legal precedence and syllogism. His version of On Nature is notable for its prologue, which imagines him borne on a chariot and brought into the light to see the distinction between the Way of Truth and the Way of Belief. It was thus that he made a key distinction between reason and the senses, and he is also credited with the first to develop a metaphysics based on logic. He is remembered for having written the legal code for Elea, and also for being the subject of an eponymous Platonic dialogue which attacks the Forms. FTP, identify this philosopher who argued that reality was entirely unchanging.

A lover of rivers, nautical imagery dominates his fiction, like his story “Fly” which involved prostitutes and a boating expedition. Two years during his middle period was most prolific, producing The Rondoli Sisters, Tales of the Goose and Miss Harriet. Following this, he produced three novels, Pierre Et Jean, Une Vie, and Bel Ami. FTP, identify this French author, the apprentice of Flaubert, known for short stories such as “La Maison Tellier” and “Boule de Suif.”

He was victorious in the battle of Alam Halfa.  After planning a successful invasion of Sicily he was forced to work under other commander who he described as “absolutely and completely ignorant.”  His plan to use paratroopers to take bridges on the Rhine at Arnheim was a complete disaster but he restored some of his prestige through he quick relief of Bastogne in the battle of the Bulge.  He received the surrender of the northern German forces at Luneburg Heath.  For 10 points, name this greatest British general of World War II.

He is most known, however, for his discovery of semaphores, and an algorithm which bears his name. FTP, identify this computing pioneering whose eponymous algorithm finds the shortest path from a node to another node in a graph.

When a rifle is held loosely it will kick violently, however, when held tightly against the marksman’s shoulder the recoil is less because of the larger mass involved in the system. In 1938, he began studying Hebrew and considering leaving for Jerusalem to teach with Gershom Scholem, but decided to stay, leading to his death in the Pyrenees.
