Justice Henry Billings Brown, an admiralty lawyer from Detroit, authored the majority opinion for this 8-1 decision citing the 1849 case Roberts v. City of Boston as precedent.  The single dissent came from John Harlan who declared that the “Constitution is colorblind, and neither knows nor tolerates classes among citizens” and insisted that segregation was a “badge of servitude.”  For 10 points, name this case resulting from a man’s removal from a Louisiana railcar specified only for whites that established the “separate but equal” concept of segregation.

Jacko concerns a young television star in New York, while his last novel, Bettany’s book, is about a movie producer’s discovery of her ancestor’s memoir. Passenger explores consciousness from the perspective of a fetus, while Confederates is about the Civil War. The work is framed as three ethical critiques. The first counters Hegel’s claim that the ethical is the universal, and argues that there must be a teleological suspension of the ethical. The second counters Kant and discusses the duty to God as opposed to the temptation of the ethical. The third discusses hiddeness and the problem of disclosure, claiming that the Knight of Faith is silent, hence the pseudonym Johannes de Silentio. FTP, identify this work consisting of three problemas concerning the sacrifice of Abraham, written by Soren Kierkegaard.

When the title character finds out he is out of money, his friends Lucullus, Lucius and Sempronius all refuse to bail him out; not even Ventidius, who he bails out of prison, lends a hand. Discouraged, he runs away to the wilderness and finds a treasure, and is visited by fellow cynics Apemantus and Alcibiades, who almost destroys the city. FTP, identify this play in which the title character  realizes only his servant Flavius is an honest man, a play set in Athens by William Shakespeare.

A campaigner for US membership in the World Court, she edited Women’s Democratic News and was co-principle at New York’s Todhunter School.  For 10 points, name this woman who resigned from the DAR after they refused Marian Anderson’s performance, the wife of our longest serving president.

In the bottom right are two masks symbolizing falseness.  On the left are Hatred grimacing below the face of Inconstancy.  Painted for Duke Cosimo I of Tuscany, the scene is revealed by a drawn drape moved by Time.  Folly throws roses on the main pair, the god and goddess of Love.  For 10 points name this 1546 painting by Bronzino.

Until the development of this theory, it was assumed that there was a trade-off between inflation and unemployment and that the government could have one if it were willing to tolerate the other. Essentially, it contends that the predictions of consumers and businesses change with changes in government policy, therefore, predictions as to the effects of government policies must take that into account. Her later works include Rap on Race and her autobiography, Blackberry Winter. FTP, identify this student of Boas and Benedict, most famous for Coming of Age in Samoa.

Some sources cite that one of her daughters was actually hatched out of an egg laid by the goddess Nemesis, whose tryst with Zeus occurred virtually under the same circumstances as her own.  The mother of several prominent characters from Greek mythology, she was the daughter of King Thestios of Aetolia and married

Tyndareus, king of Sparta.  She conceived two embryos that each contained twins.  One became Polydeuces and Helen, while the other became Clytemnestra and Castor.  FTP, name this subject of poems by both H.D. and William Butler Yeats, a woman who was seduced by Zeus in the form of a swan.

During his reign the Neapolitans were defeated at Calatafimi and he was also able to subdue Papal forces at the battle of Castelfidaro.  His finance minister Quintino Sella attempted to balance the budget during the Minghetti Cabinet.  Baron Ricasoli led a government for this son of Charles Albert who was succeeded by Humbert I.  Not consulted at Villafranca by Napoleon III, one of the main aims of his reign was to remove the French from Rome and establish suzerainty.  For 10 points, name this Italian unification king of Piedmont.

He left two unfinished novels, The Novices of Sais and Heinrich von Ofterdingen, though his famed poems were motivated by the death of his 15 year old fiancée. FTP, identify this German mystic poet, author of Sacred Songs and Hymns to the Night.
