1. Simone Weil attacked spending so much money on her instead of the poor, but Jean Giradoux said that she was the floating embodiment of the will and soul of France. Launched in 1932, she carried nearly 2000 passengers,* and the first class passengers ate in a dining room 60 feet longer than the Hall of Mirrors at Versailles. The first ship to carry radar, she was taken over by the US government in Decemver 1941 and destroyed in a mysterious fire two months later. FTP, name this French luxury liner, sharing its name with the target of D-Day.

2. 250 pounds was borrowed for an Italian trip, necessary for the husband's health; to get the money, the wife borrowed it from one of the husband's employees,* forging her father's name to the note.  However, the husband hated Krogstaad, and was determined to fire him from the bank and replace him with Christine Linde, one of his wife's schoolmates. After Kragstaad sent Torvald a note, he disowned Nora; but when a second did not arrive, he decided to forgive her. However, Nora Helmer decided to walk out on him. FTP, name this Henrik Ibsen play.

3. He was the first man to officially visit John Adams when Adams arrived as American ambassador to London in 1785; his military career had ended with his failure to catch the Jacobite rebels in 1745, though he had helped to defend Belgrade in 1722* and defeated the Spanish at Bloody Marsh in 1742. In 1729, he presided over a parliamentary committee on prison reform, which gave him the idea of founding a colony to rehabilitate prisoners. FTP, name this founder of Georgia.

4. He entered Parliament as a member for the corrupt pocket borough of Newark in the 1832 election; his first speeches in the Commons supported the slave trade. Under Robert Peel he served as President of the Board of Trade and secretary for the colonies; representing Oxford College* for many years, he scandalized his parson constituents by his regular habit of attempting to convert London prostitutes, a habit he kept until his eighties. After serving as chancellor under Palmerston, he succeeded Lord John Russell in 1868 as leader of the Liberals. FTP, name this four-time prime minister and promoter of Irish Home Rule.

5. Its uppermost section is distinguished by the presence of Brunner’s glands, while the lowest section features Peyer’s patches (*) and a high concentration of goblet cells.  It is lined by simple columnar epithelium, and most of its outer layer is attached to the mesentary.  Its middle and longest section has a higher concentration of villi than the upper section.  FTP, name this part of the digestive system, comprised of the duodenum, jejunum, and ileum.


	Answer: small intestine [prompt on “duodenum” before “lowest section” is read]





6. The origin of this 828 line poem was when the author's brother Perses won, by bribery, the author's sheep. The author acquired another fortune, but Perses had to come back for help.* The poem is his admonitions to his brother; it begins with an appeal to the Muses of Pieria to sing of their father Zeus, then discusses the two different types of earthly strife. It contains the first animal tale in Greek literature, as well as a sort of farmer's almanac, complete with planting details. FTP, name this work by Hesiod.

7. After serving as US District Attorney for Southern New York, he was defeated in his race for governor in 1910. After serving as Secretary of War under Taft, he was special commissioner to Nicaraugra* and Governor General of the Phillipines, becoming secretary of state under Hoover, where he formulated his namesake doctrine on non-recognition of the Japanese puppet state of Manchuko. FTP, name this Republican who served as FDR's War Secretary during World War II.

8. It was originally set in Sweden, but due to the censors the setting was changed to Boston. King Gustavus is warned of an attempt on his life; he goes to see Madame Arvidson,* a fortune-teller, to hear his fate: she tells him that the next man to shake his hand will kill him. However, his secretary Anckarstroem, who has been warning him of the plot, is next to do so. But when Anckarstroem discovers that the king is in love with his wife Amelia, he resolves to kill him at the title event, and succeeds. FTP, name this Verdi opera.

9. Chapters of this book include “The Response to Crisis” and “The Route to Normal Science.”  Chapter 12 refutes both a famous quote from Planck and the falsification approach of (*) Popper, while Chapter 10 compares the beginning of the title event to a gestalt shift.  The case of Galileo is a prime example of the title event, in which a paradigm shift takes place only after much resistance from the scientific community.  FTP, name this 1962 book, the best-known work of Thomas Kuhn.

10. Thomas Rhodes was the president of the town's bank; when it collapsed, the blame was placed on the cashier, George Reese. Daisy Fraser is the town whore; Chase Henry the town drunk; he was denied burial in the Catholic cemetary but the Protestants put him next to the banker Nicholas. *Bert Kessler was killed by a snake, while Harry Williams was killed during the Spanish-American War. All of these people lived in a small Midwest town described by Edgar Lee Masters. FTP, name this work.

11. In October 1698, the First Treaty of Partition held that, on the death of Charles II, Prince Joseph Ferdinand, the son of the Elector of Bavaria, would inherit the throne. However, after Joseph died, a second treaty held that the archduke Charles* would get the throne. Unfortunately, Charles himself wanted Philip of Anjou, a Bourbon, to get the throne. When Charles died, he became Philip V. A 13 year-long war failed to change this state of affairs, despite bankrupting France and bringing the Duke of Marlborough to fame. FTP, name this war over the Madrid throne.

12. In 1942, Leo Durocher, then the manager of the Boston Braves, ordered him to throw at Pee Wee Reese; when he refused, he was demoted. Though he finished his career with the Mets and the Giants,* he spent all but the last year of his career with the same team, setting records for most twenty win seasons by a lefty and most wins overall for a lefty, 363. He pitched no-hitters when he was 39 and 40. FTP, name this Braves Hall of Fame pitcher.

13. Becoming a prima ballerina in 1906, she danced with the Imperial Theatre until she left in  1913. After visits to India, she collaborated with Uday Shanker on the collection Oriental Impressions, helping to lead the dance renaissance in India.* Michael Fokine created the Dying Swan for her in 1905, and she also danced Giselle, and The Girl Poorly Managed, and the Dragonfly. FTP, name this Russian ballerina.

14. She makes friends with a local student, who is in love with Robert Martin a farmer. However, she decides that Martin is not good enough for her friend, and attempts to fix her up with the vicar, Mr. Elton.* She also interferes in the courtship of Jane Fairfax and Frank Churchill, though they still get married. When Harriet, her friend, becomes interested in Mr. Knightley, she becomes jealous, but all ends well when she marries Knightley and Harriet marries Martin. FTP, name this Jane Austen titular heroine.

15. In 1909, he joined Madero's uprising against Porfirio Diaz. After confused fighting, Huerta condemned him to death, but Madero sent him to prison, where he escaped to the United States.* After the assassination of Madero, he joined Carranza in fighting against Huerta, who was duly defeated. In late 1913 he became governor of Chihuahua, but after a falling out with Carranza, he attacked cities in New Mexico to show his impotence, prompting an American military response led by Black Jack Pershing. FTP, name this Mexican revolutionary leader.
