Tossups by Dartmouth College (from Beaver Bonspiel X)
1.  One of the central teachings of this philosophy is generally translated as "non-action," reflecting the belief that heaven and nature will manifest themselves and that when humanity accepts this path it is naturally generous, in stark contrast to the emphasis on deliberate virtuous actions found in a rival philosophy. For ten points, name this philosophical movement considered by some to be a religion, centered around the principle of wu wei and advocated by Chuang-Tzu and Lao-Tzu.

ANSWER: Daoism or Taoism

2.  In 1873, this biologist published a short note 'On the structure of the brain grey matter', in which he described the staining process he devised. The process clearly revealed a random set of nerve cell bodies and permitted the first clear visualization of a cell, which allowed him to see a certain intracellular structure, which he called the “internal reticular apparatus.”  For ten points, name this Italian scientist whose name is given to the "packaging and shipping" organelle that he discovered.

ANSWER: Camillo Golgi
3.  In the 1910 novel “Huit-Cent Treize” [WEET-sahnt TREZ] or 813, this titular character assumes the identity of the emperor of Mauritania, and of Russian prince Paul Sernine, whose name is an anagram of his own.  He gained notoriety in the US when John Barrymore played him on film in 1932, and when a novel pitted him against detective Sherlock Holmes, who has been called the antithesis of this notorious French hero.  For ten points, name Maurice Leblanc’s famous gentleman thief.

ANSWER: Arsène Lupin
4.  Founded by the Vikings around 840, this European city was captured by the Normans in 1170. In the 16th and 17th centuries, it was a hotbed of religious conflict. One of its famous landmarks, "the College of the Holy and Undivided Trinity of Queen Elizabeth" was founded in 1592 to convert its inhabitants to Protestantism, and James II, deposed because he was Catholic, based his efforts to regain the British throne out of this city. For ten points, name this capital and largest city of the Republic of Ireland. 

ANSWER: Dublin
5.  Syria, Pakistan, and China from Asia. Angola, Cameroon, and Guinea from Africa. Russia, Spain, France, Germany, and Bulgaria are the members from Europe.  Mexico, Chile and the United States, president of this body for October 2003, represent the Americas.  These are the fifteen current members of, for ten points, what world body, central to the Bush Administration’s diplomatic efforts in the buildup to the invasion of Iraq?

ANSWER: The United Nations Security Council
6.  Theories associated with this subfield of linguistics include the Principles and Parameters, X-Bar, and Government and Binding theories. Most recently, it has been dominated by Noam Chomsky’s Minimalist Program, a simplified approach to studying the intuitive rules that govern the creation of grammatical sentences. For ten points, name this field, which also governs the formation of statements in a programming language.

ANSWER: syntax
7.  It implies for example that orthohelium should be more common than parahelium.  It results from the fact that the energy of an atom is lower if its electrons are farther apart, so that every orbital in a subshell will be occupied by one electron before any one orbital is doubly occupied, and all electrons in singly-occupied orbitals have the same spin.  A refinement of the Aufbau principle, for ten points, identify this rule, named for its German creator, which is used to determine electron placement in the orbital diagram of an atom.

ANSWER: Hund’s rule

8.  He began his political career in 1782 when he was elected to the Virginia legislature. He rose to prominence quickly and became a national hero in 1797 when, as one of the three American diplomats involved in the XYZ Affair, he refused to give in to French demands. For ten points, name this politician and jurist who achieved his greatest fame as the longest-serving chief justice of the United States Supreme Court.

ANSWER: John Marshall
9.  He was born in 1632 in a town best known for its blue and white glazed earthenware. He spent his life there, although he may have done a six-year apprenticeship in Amsterdam or Utrecht. His entire body of work remained virtually unknown from the time of his death in 1675 until it was rediscovered in the late 19th century.  For ten points, name this Dutch master of whose works only 35 survive today, including View of Delft and The Milkmaid. 

ANSWER: Jan Vermeer or Johannes van der Meer
10.  The pilot for this television series followed the title character as she moved to live with her recently deceased husband’s mother in San Francisco after having lived in Minneapolis. Though it began with great ratings, it was cancelled after its second season, since its status as the second spinoff from the Mary Tyler Moore Show could only push it so far.  For ten points, name this series starring Cloris Leachman. 

ANSWER: Phyllis
11.  He was born in Balkh, in present-day Afghanistan, in 1204.  Although records from that time are unreliable, it appears that he composed poetry in Arabic, Turkish and Greek in addition to his well-known Persian verses. His most famous work is probably the Mathnawi (MATH-na-wee), which is still an important text for Sufis. For ten points, name this poet, famed especially for his love poetry and works on Islamic mysticism.

ANSWER: Mevlana Jalaluddin Rumi
12.  "Kitchen / brew coffee / eat breakfast (Raisin Bran cereal)." "MLTH bedroom, bathroom / dress for sleep / watch XFL Chicago at LA."  "12:50.  Cissy thinks she's going into labor / ...1:30-1:45.  Rewind Ace Ventura."  These are all excerpts from the meticulous personal journals of this man, who was short-listed for a vice-presidential nomination in 2000.  For ten points, name this Democratic Senator from Florida who withdrew from the presidential race on October 6.

ANSWER: Bob Graham
13.  One of the first manifestations of this disease is an excess of Beta-Amyloid, a soluble protein that groups to form oligamers. Those oligamers are highly toxic to cells, activating enzymes that destroy the cytoskeleton, leading to shriveled axons and dendrites.  The genes for these proteins are found on chromosome 21, which guarantees that all Down's syndrome patients will also eventually develop, for ten points, what debilitating neurological disease which leads to memory loss, dementia, and death?

ANSWER: Alzheimer’s disease

14.  It gained its independence from France on March 20, 1956, just nine months after the man who would become its first president,  Habib Bourguiba (boor-GEE-ba), returned from exile.  Democracy in this country began to fade in 1990, when Islamists in a neighboring country won municipal elections.  For ten points, name this North African country, led by General Zine Ben Ali, whose capital lies just west of the ruins of Carthage.

ANSWER: Tunisia
15.  Its second movement begins very softly and gently and repeats itself, using the same rhythmic pattern as “Twinkle, Twinkle, Little Star.”  The story traditionally told to explain the chord that follows is that its composer was fed up with audiences falling asleep during performances of his works.  His solution may have gone too far, as several women in the audience were reported to have fainted at the first performance of, for ten points, what shocking Haydn symphony?

ANSWER: The Surprise Symphony or Symphony 94
16.  The origins of this word are the Latin words for “away” and “stream.”  In grammar, it is a general term for the adjective form of a noun.  In geology, it indicates a fossil occurring in rocks other than those to which it is native.  In American law it denotes an action brought by a shareholder in order to enforce a legal right of a corporation. For ten points, name this term, which in calculus refers to the instantaneous change of one quantity with respect to another.

ANSWER: derivative

17.  The owner of the hall Fensalir, she is the patron of mothers and the home, and her children include Hermod and Bragi.  She asked all of nature to spare another of her sons, Balder, but forgot to ask mistletoe, and he was killed by a dart made of it.  Identified in some early myths with Freya, for ten points, who is this Norse goddess of love and fertility, the wife of Odin?

ANSWER: Frigg or Frigga

18.  It has been heavily dammed for irrigation, leading to the creation of the largest integrated watershed management program in the world, covering about 400,000 square miles.  This damming has also caused salinization problems for the water supplies of cities on its banks like Swan Hill, Albury, and Adelaide.  Emptying into Encounter Bay after rising on The Pilot, a mountain near Mount Kosciusko, for ten points, what is this longest Australian river? 

ANSWER: Murray River

[Moderator: "DA" below should be pronounced "daaaah."  Also, now would be a good time to sound out "Brihadaranyaka" in your mind.]

19.  This work is dedicated to another prolific writer, whom the author describes in Italian as "the better craftsman." In its last part, "DA" is “What the Thunder said,” in allusion to the Brihadaranyaka-Upanishad, while the start of the first part disputes the start of The Canterbury Tales by noting that, "April is the cruelest month."  For ten points, name this controversial 1922 poem about the spiritual bankruptcy of modern life, considered the seminal text of modernism and written by T.S. Eliot.

ANSWER: The Waste Land
20.  According to Herodotus, they have their origins in Lydia, where during a famine lots were drawn and half the population was obliged to move to a new land under the leadership of Tyrrhenos.   Their civilization stretched from Campania to the Arno River, but a series of setbacks including the 302 BCE loss of the Battle of Rusellae and the 509 BCE expulsion of Tarquinius Superbus caused their decline.  For ten points, name this early Italian civilization noted for its urns that was gradually absorbed into Rome.

ANSWER: Etruscans

21.  Many drugs such as codeine, quinine, and the hallucinogen mescaline, extracted from the peyote cactus, are examples of this type of compound that is widely distributed in both animals and plants. When treated with acids, they form acid salts that include the ammonium ion. For ten points, name this group of compounds derived from ammonia by substituting organic radicals for hydrogens, resulting in products like norepinephrine and adrenaline.

ANSWER: amines
22.  This four-time Pulitzer Prize winner attended Lawrence High School in Massachusetts after moving there from San Francisco. He attended both Dartmouth and Harvard, but received a degree from neither.  He spent much of his life in New Hampshire and published a volume of poetry named for the state in 1923. For ten points, name the author of the volume that includes “Stopping by Woods on a Snowy Evening”.

ANSWER: Robert Frost

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1.  Name these Spanish monarchs for ten points each.

[10] For ten points, this man was king of Spain when it joined the precursor to the European Union in 1986.

ANSWER: Juan Carlos I

[10] His death in 1701 sparked the War of Spanish Succession.

ANSWER: Charles II
[10] This former queen of Castille presided with her husband over the conquest of Grenada.

ANSWER: Isabella I

2.  Answer these questions about rotational motion for ten points each.

[10] This is defined as the cross product of the distance vector and the force vector and measures how much this force causes an object to rotate.

ANSWER: torque
[10] Seen in gyroscopes and tops, this phenomenon consists of a slow, smooth rotation of the axis of rotation of a spinning object.

ANSWER: precession
[10] This is a small, uneven wobbling superposed on the precession of a spinning body, such as the up and down motion of a top.

ANSWER: nutation
3.  Let’s test your knowledge of existentialism for the stated number of points.

[5] For five points, this author said “Hell is other people.”

ANSWER: Jean-Paul Sartre
[5/15] For five for one and 15 for both, name the author and work in which you would find the following quote: “There is but one truly serious philosophical problem, and that is suicide.”

ANSWER: Albert Camus; The Myth of Sisyphus or Le Mythe de Sisyphe

[10] For ten points, often called the first French existentialist, this Catholic convert published philosophical diaries like Being and Having and Presence and Immortality.

ANSWER: Gabriel Marcel
4.  30-20-10, name the American novel.

[30] Among its characters is Hepzibah, who scares customers away from her store with her permanent scowl.

[20] As chapter twenty begins, it is Holgrave, descendent of Matthew Maul, who allows Phoebe in to the titular edifice.

[10] Written by Nathaniel Hawthorne, this novel featuring Judge Jaffrey Pyncheon and the titular residence was published in 1851. 

ANSWER: The House of the Seven Gables
5.  Absolut Vodka not only has a great advertising campaign, but an interesting web site. Give the name of the drink from the recipe on their site for ten points each.

[10] Absolut, cranberry juice, grapefruit juice

ANSWER: Sea Breeze

[10] This PM famously declared "peace in our time" in 1938.

[10] This man succeeded Churchill in 1955, and only lasted two years in office due to his unpopular handling of the Suez Crisis.

ANSWER: Anthony Eden
7.  Given a city that is the fourth largest in its state according to the 2000 Census, name the state for ten points each.

[10] Independence

ANSWER: Missouri
[10] Metairie

ANSWER: Louisiana
[10] Kenosha

ANSWER: Wisconsin
8.  Identify these programming languages for ten points each.

[10] Developed by Bjarne Stroustrup in 1983, it was the first object-oriented programming language to enjoy great popularity.

ANSWER: C++ ("C" is not promptable)

[10] Based on a 1962 book by Kenneth Iverson, it allows programmers to use a large set of non-ASCII characters, thus greatly decreasing both program size and readability.

ANSWER: A Programming Language

[10] Interest in this language, created in 1959, picked up considerably in the run-up to the year 2000, when old programs written using it needed to be revised.

ANSWER: Common Business Oriented Language (COBOL)

9.  Answer these questions about a jazz great for ten points each.

[10] He was born in Illinois in 1926 and collaborated frequently with Gil Evans, who did many arrangements for him.

ANSWER: Miles Davis
[10] This album is considered Davis’s masterpiece.

ANSWER: Kind of Blue
[10] In this album, Davis evoked the drama of flamenco and the bullfight in pieces such as “Concierto de Aranjuez” and “Saeta.”

ANSWER: Sketches of Spain
10.  For ten points each, name the Shakespearean character from quotes. 

[10]"My charms crack not; my spirits obey; and time / Goes upright with his carriage."

ANSWER: Prospero
[10] "Come let's away to prison: / We two alone will sing like birds i' th' cage."

11.  Name the country from the countries that border it, for ten points each.

[10] Her “Night Journey” series expressed her anger at the death of her husband, Jackson Pollack.

13.  “A” is for animal…Name the phylum or class of the animal kingdom that begins and ends with the letter A for ten points each.

[10] This phylum includes earthworms, lugworms, clamworms, sea mice, and leeches.

ANSWER: Annelida
[10] Members of this phylum make up over 75% of all currently known living and fossil organisms, over one million species in all, from the king crab to the flea.

ANSWER: Arthropoda

[10] Muhammad was a member of this tribe.

[10] From the Arabic root for “to happen”, this is the collection of sayings and actions of Muhammad.

ANSWER: The Hadith
[10] Praying once in Al-Aqsa Mosque in this city is equivalent to praying 500 times elsewhere because Muslims believe Muhammad ascended to heaven from there.
