1.  The prospect of becoming a father led him to dream of the release of a designer fragrance called “Smellin' of” him, and other products associated with him include an eyeball whitener, which he promoted on I Can't Believe they Invented It.   He has also appeared  educational films like Here Comes the Metric System, and  Lead Paint: Delicious but Deadly, but you may remember him from such self-help videos as Smoke Yourself Thin and Get Confident, Stupid!   For ten points, name this star of Calling all Quakers and Leper in the Backfield, a B-movie actor on The Simpsons.

ANSWER: Troy McClure

2.  It was first observed in 1940 by A.S. Wiener when he found that an injection of specific protein tainted blood into rabbits caused an antigenic reaction in the serum component of the rabbit blood.  When blood from humans was tested with the rabbit serum, the red blood cells of 85% of the humans tested agglutinated and contained the same protein as the original injection into the rabbits.  For ten points, name this protein factor cause of newborn baby erythroblastosis fetalis, a hemolytic disease that takes its name from a type of primate.

ANSWER: Rh factor
3.  Several women hang their hats and mantles on clothes pegs in order to cause the appearance of Madame Pace, a procuress with a comical accent, one of whose employees was once surprised to find her own father as a client.  Near the end, Child drowns in a fountain and Boy is shot, leading Manager to say, "Pretence? Reality? To hell with it all!...I've lost a whole day over these people, a whole day!"  Beginning when the title characters interrupt a rehearsal of Mixing it Up, for ten points, what is this play by Luigi Pirandello?

ANSWER: Six Characters in Search of an Author or Sei personaggi in cerca d'autore
4.  Just north of Lake Nyasa there is a western branch, which runs chiefly along the eastern border of the Democratic Republic of the Congo.  This branch is marked by a chain of lakes, including lakes Tanganyika, Kivu, Edward, and Albert.  Ranging in elevation from 1,300 feet below sea level at the Dead Sea to 6,000 feet above sea level in Kenya, it dates from the mid-Pleistocene epoch.  Extending 3,000 miles is, for ten points, what geological fault system reaching from northern Syria to central Mozambique?

ANSWER:  Great Rift Valley

5.  This dynasty took its name from a word meaning  'watchtower' or 'castle,' referring specifically to a certain castle in Swabia.  In 1415, the Holy Roman Emperor appointed Frederick VI as Elector of Brandenburg , a post this family would hold for 400 years, among other more powerful positions.  For ten points, name the family that ruled a unified Germany from 1871 to 1918, when Kaiser Wilhelm II was forced to abdicate.

ANSWER:  Hohenzollerns

6.  She lost her virginity to Zeus after he came to her disguised as either Apollo or Artemis, causing her to become pregnant with her son Arcas.  This enraged both Hera and Artemis, one or the other of whom turned her into a bear, resulting in her shooting.  She came off well, however, being placed in the heavens as Ursa Major.  For ten points, name this consort of Zeus, the namesake of one of Jupiter's larger moons.

ANSWER: Callisto
7.  It is generally derived by modeling the potential energy as the sum of a hard sphere potential and an attractive potential between the constituents.  To obtain it from a certain other equation, its namesake modified one of the terms by subtracting off the excluded volume and changed another term by adding a quantity inversely proportional to the volume squared to account for the effect that particle interactions have on the pressure.  Containing two constants denoted a and b, for ten points, what is this modification of the ideal gas law named for a Dutch physicist?

ANSWER: van der Waals equation

8.   In the museum atop this mountain, one may view a hernia stitch lost on a cold winter day.  It can be 'climbed' by cars using its namesake Auto Road.  A wind speed of 231 miles per hour was once recorded there, making it a good location for its eponymous Weather Observatory.  For ten points, name this mountain, tallest in New Hampshire, which shares its name with America's first president.

ANSWER: Mount Washington
9. Nicknamed the "Tin Lizzie," its detractors pointed to its developer's apocryphal statement that, "You can have any color you want as long as it's black," and to the fact that it could only go up steep hills backwards.  Despite its modest top speed of 45 miles an hour, its market share was as high as 40% because of the low $300 price that resulted from its assembly-line production.  For ten points, name this car produced from 1908-1927 by Ford.

ANSWER: Model T
10.  He became Chief of Army Staff in 1998, thus acquiring a position first held by Douglas David Gracey and Frank Messervy, and succeeding Jehangir Karamat.  The Prime Minister who appointed him probably thought he would be weak due to lack of support among the Punjabi officer class, but he defied those expectations, becoming Chief Executive in 1999 and President in 2001.  For ten points, name this man whose overthrow of Nawaz Sharif made him leader of Pakistan.

ANSWER: Pervez Musharraf
11. Its first two sections are 'The Prison Industry' and 'Perpetual Motion.'  The immediate cause of its author's move to Vermont, this book has recently been updated with installments concerned with the fall of Communism and the author's return to Russia.  Published in 1973 and dealing with numerous deaths and phony trials of loyal Party members between 1918 and 1956, for ten points, what is this Solzhenitsyn work about Siberian prison camps?

ANSWER: The Gulag Archipelago
12.  There are four huge relief sculptures at the bases of the four pillars. These reliefs commemorate “The Conquest of 1810, “The Resistance,” “The Peace,” and “The Departure of the Volunteers.”  Engraved on the inside are the names of 558 generals, with those who died in battle underlined.  Completed in 1836 is, for ten points, what Jean Chalgrin monument commemorating major French victories during the Revolutionary and Napoleonic periods?

ANSWER:  L’Arc du Triomphe
13.  Among the first signs of this disease is a cherry red spot on the retina, which is a symptom of the compound GM2 ganglioside not being broken down by hexosaminodase A.  As lipids build up in the brain, victims become blind and paralyzed and usually die by age 5.  Disproportionately common among the Amish and Cajuns, for ten points, name this lethal genetic disorder for which one in 30 Ashkenazi Jews is a carrier.

ANSWER: Tay-Sachs Disease

14. She first battles Sir Guyon, and then makes a pact of friendship with him before proceeding to the Castle Joyous.  There Malecaste, unaware that they are both female because she refuses to remove her armor, attempts to seduce her, whereupon she leaves in search of the man she has seen in a magic mirror, accompanied by The Redcrosse Knight.  For ten points, name the heroine of the Faerie Queene, who is in love with the noble Arthegall.

ANSWER: Britomart

15.  The fact that the principle of this name holds for solutions of any linear homogeneous equation allows one to use the method of images in electrostatics and has wide ranging implications in quantum mechanics, notably the Schrodinger's Cat paradox.  In geology, while the law of this name can break down due to various sorts of soil disturbances, it is a useful way to obtain a relative time scale for the origins of sedimentary deposits.  For ten points, name the principle that states that those layers of sediment nearest to the surface are more recent than those below them.

ANSWER: the Law of Superposition
16.  The earliest known example appeared in the 1700s and was for Louis XV's personal use, though the first widely manufactured one might have been either the McGill Single Stroke or Charles Gould's Wire Stitcher.  In modern times, you can find three for your exclusive use at Virtual[BLANK].com, so you won't have to disturb Office Space's Milton by taking his.  For ten points, name this desktop necessity, most of which are manufactured by Swingline.

ANSWER: stapler

17.  Now a 2,040 acre national park, on the morning of March 27 an army of 3,300 Tennessee militia and Cherokees attacked Chief Menawa and 1,000 Red Stick warriors at a curve in the Tallapoosa River.  Though they built an incredibly strong 400-yard long barricade of logs and dirt, Andrew Jackson’s men proved victorious by attacking from the rear.  Resulting in a peace treaty that forced the Upper and Lower Creeks to cede nearly 20 million acres of land in what is now Georgia and Alabama was, for ten points, what final battle of the 1813-14 Creek War that is often considered part of the War of 1812?

ANSWER: Battle of Horseshoe Bend
18.  The title character’s mother, Rikveh, is a kind woman who is deeply disturbed after the death of her brother, and is equally troubled by the difficult relationship her son has with her husband Aryeh.  Jacob Kahn is an aged, famous painter who abandoned his religion in order to pursue his artwork.  After visiting Florence and then Rome, where he is profoundly affected by Michelangelo’s Piéta, the protagonist reflects on his life and finds that they only artistic symbol he has to express true pain in life is a crucifix.  Banished from his Ladover Hasidic community is, for ten points, what character from a 1972 Chaim Potok work?

ANSWER:  My Name Is Asher Lev

19.  His later works tended to be small-small scale scenes of individuals or small groups, like The Crowning with Thorns or St. John on Patmos.  That was a marked departure from the panoramas featuring numerous small figures for which he is best known, such as The Temptation of St. Anthony and a work inspired by the proverb "The world is a haystack from which each takes what he can" that shares its name with a John Constable painting.  For ten points, name this Dutch painter preoccupied with hell and demons, best known for The Garden of Earthly Delights.

ANSWER: Hieronymus Bosch or Jerome Van Aeken
20.  In 1964 a newspaper published an advertisement that was critical the Montgomery, Alabama police for arresting Martin Luther King for perjury.  A city commissioner sued for libel and won a $500,000 settlement, saying that he had been personally defamed by allegations against the city police. The Supreme Court overturned that ruling in, for ten points, what case, citing that to ensure “uninhibited, robust, and wide-open” debate about public figures, a writer cannot be sued by a for libel unless words are penned with “knowing falsity?”

ANSWER:  New York Times v. Sullivan
21.  In the first scene of Act I, Tom Rakewell and Anne Trulove celebrate their mutual love, to the dismay of Anne's father who worries about Tom’s character when he turns down a lucrative job offer in a friend’s counting house.  After befriending the impish Nick Shadow, Tom is convinced of marrying Baba the Turk, the bearded lady, consequently spurning Anne.  The conclusion sees Tom at Bedlam calling himself Adonis and reuniting with Anne after addressing her as Venus.  Based on a Hogarth series is, for ten points, what three-part Stravinsky opera?

ANSWER: The Rake’s Progress
22.  Each member has a crown of cilia called a corona at the anterior end of its body.  Most feed with the aid of currents generated by the coronal cilia, and a two or three-toed posterior foot contains adhesive glands permitting temporary attachment to objects.  Unique grinding jaws are found in the pharynx, while the excretory system consists of ciliated cells, called flame cells, that move collected liquids into two coiled tubes called protonephridia.  Consisting of roughly 1,500 known species is, for ten points, what phylum of microscopic pseudocoelomates [soo-do-SEEL-o-mates]?

ANSWER:  Rotifera
23.  The Suez Canal was closed by it, and Israel declared that it would not give up Jerusalem’s Old City and that it would hold the captured Golan Heights until significant progress was made with its neighbors.  Beginning in May, Nasser requested the withdrawal of UN forces from Egyptian territory, assembled units in the Sinai, and closed the Gulf of Aqaba, causing Israel to mobilize and eventually launch a June 5th attack that crippled Arab air capability.  Coming to a close by June 10th was, for ten points, what aptly named 1967 Arab-Israeli conflict?

Answer:  Six-Day War

1.  Identify the following laws and principles from chemistry for ten points each.

[10] After many hot-air balloon rides, its originator found that when gases react they do so in volumes which bear simple whole number ratios to one another and to the volume of the products, if gaseous, when measured at the same conditions of pressure and temperature.

ANSWER:  Gay-Lussac law

[10] These laws collectively give the relationship between the amount of material liberated at an electrode and the amount of electric energy that is passed through an electrolyte.

ANSWER:  Faraday’s Laws of Electrolysis 

[10] Named for a German chemist, this dilution law is a relation for the concentration dependence of the molar conductivity of an electrolyte solution, where c is the solute concentration, Kc (“K sub C”) is the equilibrium constant for dissociation, and L0 (“L sub oh”) is the conductivity.

ANSWER:  Ostwald’s Dilution Law

ANSWER: a conditioned stimulus

[10] In 1967, this author of the textbook The Quantum Theory of Fields devised a scheme for unifying the electromagnetic and weak nuclear forces.  Abdus Salam did similar work independently around the same time.

ANSWER: Steven Weinberg
[10] The Weinberg-Salam model became more important when this physicist, at the time a graduate student under Martinus Veltman, showed that Weinberg's theory could be renormalized, allowing it to make testable predictions.

ANSWER: Gerardus 't Hooft [teh-HOOFT]

[10] Among the predictions of Weinberg-Salam model was the existence of three massive vector bosons that carry the weak force.  Name any one of these, each of which was discovered in the early 1980s.

ANSWER: W+, W-, or Z-zero (or neutral Z or anything else containing the letter "Z" as long as it doesn't indicate a positive or negative charge)

[10] They produced red and white mana.  There are examples of these in Tibet and the southwestern United States, among other places.  Probably the most common M:tG landform, they are elevated flat, rocky landforms; their smaller relatives are mesas.  

ANSWER: Plateau

[10] They produced green and black mana.  The term itself originates from Choctaw, and applies primarily to areas in the American southeast and other areas of standing, swampy water.

ANSWER:  Bayou
[10] They produced green and red mana.  The term comes from Russian, and they appear mainly in Russia and Canada.  They are evergreen forests that, through seasonal melting, become quite swampy and serve as breeding grounds for mosquitoes.

[10] An accomplished filmmaker, his legacy was blackened when he named names to the House Unamerican Activities Committee.  He later justified his actions with On the Waterfront.

ANSWER: Elia Kazan
[10] He caught a grape dropped from the Trump Tower in his mouth, went three rounds against Archie Moore, and pitched a homerun contest at the All-Star Game.  Who was this man, founder of “The Paris Review” and author of Paper Lions.

ANSWER: George Plimpton
[10] Named “The King of Cartoons” by Newsweek, he was a frequent cartoonist for The New Yorker, and winner of the Caldecott Medal. Name this man, better known lately for being the creator of Shrek.
