Tossups by Johns Hopkins University (from Beaver Bonspiel X)
1.  At age 23 he was named his country's honorary consul to Burma, leading to a trip through South Asia which featured a romance with Jossie Bliss and the composition of the first parts of Residence on Earth.  A later trip, after he had fallen out of favor at home due to his Communist beliefs, took him to a small Italian island and was used to drive the plot of the movie Il Postino.  For ten points, name this Chilean poet of Twenty Love Poems and a Song of Despair and the great epic Canto General.

ANSWER: Pablo Neruda or Neftalí Ricardo Reyes Basoalto

2.  Currently headquartered in Baltimore, Maryland, this government organization traces its original form to a 1935 act of Congress.  Among many changes and amendments to the group include a 1946 reorganization saw its absorption of the Federal Children’s Bureau, and a 1983 change led to the inclusion of federal employees for the first time in the group’s programs.  For ten points, what is the current name of the group that gave Ernest Ackerman a lump payment of seventeen cents upon his 1937 retirement?

ANSWER: Social Security Administration

3.  Since a chain is only as strong as its weakest link, each one of these in our bodies is approximately the same length, a characteristic that is ensured by a spring-like protein called “titin.”  Nebulins give them flexibility to bulge, and dystrophin acts as an anchor to the extracellular matrix.  Tropomodulins are at the minus ends, while at the plus ends we find CapZ’s, which are attracted to the alpha-actinin on the Z-disk.  Made up of thin and thick filaments of actin and myosin, respectively, for ten points, name this most basic unit of muscles.

ANSWER: Sarcomere
4.  Originally designed by Arnolfo di Cambio, work on this early Renaissance building began in 1296, but relatively little work was done on it until 1418, when a prize was announced for a design of what is now its most striking feature. In its lantern, Toscanelli would later place a bronze plate that turned the building into a giant sundial.  Its cupola was even bigger than St. Paul’s Cathedral in London.  Named for the lily symbol of the city, for ten points, name this Tuscan landmark best known for the dome that was designed by Filippo Brunelleschi.

ANSWER: the Cathedral of Santa Maria del Fiore or the Duomo or the Cathedral of Florence or other equivalents)

5.  Influenced primarily by Max Weber, his first major work was an English edition of Weber's works that he co-edited with Hans Gerth, and he later collaborated with Gerth on Character and Social Structure.  His more overtly political works included a defense of the Cuban revolution in Listen Yankee and a prediction of the dangers into which the subjects of his most famous work were leading America in The Causes of World War Three.  For ten points, name this scholar who advocated a humanistic sociology in The Sociological Imagination, but is best known for The Power Elite.

ANSWER: Charles Wright Mills
6.  In 1721, having been ruined financially the year before by the monetary policies of John Law, he founded a French equivalent to the English journal The Spectator.  He wrote over thirty comedies of love and intrigue, and his name has given rise to a French word that signifies the flirtatious bantering tone characteristic of his plays.  For ten points, name this 18th-century French comedic playwright, best known for his works La Dispute, The Game of Love and Chance and False Confessions.

ANSWER: Pierre Carlet de Chamblain de Marivaux
7.  Not having access to an ammeter, he somehow used the effects of currents on his own body to measure them with sufficient accuracy to discover Ohm's Law several decades before Ohm did.  Notoriously reclusive and so misogynistic that he commanded his female servants to stay out of his sight, he had a serious priority dispute with James Watt over the discovery that water is formed by burning hydrogen in the presence of air.  For ten points, name this physicist who earlier discovered hydrogen and is best known for using a torsion balance to find the universal gravitational constant.

ANSWER: Henry Cavendish
8.  Among the more obscure memorials to this man is a comic-book biography published by Marvel Comics in 1983.  Time magazine’s “Man of the Year” in 1994, he has traveled prolifically in his career, though a long-standing dispute has prevented him from officially traveling to Russia.  Born Karol Josef Wojtyla in 1920, for ten points, name this frail man whom many thought would be the winner of the Nobel Peace Prize this year and who recently named 30 Cardinals.

ANSWER: Pope John Paul II
9.  Born on September 28, 1987 in Houston, Texas, her first TV appearance was in 1994 on Chicago Hope, and her first movie role was as Ellie in the TV movie The Soul Collector.  More recently, her album Metamorphosis was released in August and debuted at number 2 on the Billboard 200.  Seen alongside Frankie Muniz in Agent Cody Banks, for ten points, who is this entertainer of young people for whom the WB network recently threw an “Island Birthday Bash” and who is best known as Lizzie McGuire?

ANSWER: Hilary Duff
10. Bad weather delayed the start of this battle from February 11 to February 21, which gave the French time to muster reinforcements, though these did not prevent the fall of Fort Douaumont four days later.  The ensuing notoriously pointless battle left 700,000 casualties, saw the dismissal of Erich von Falkenhayn as Chief of the German General staff, and made Henri Petain into a national hero.  For ten points, name this seven-month long battle in which the French repulsed a 1916 German offensive.

ANSWER: Battle of Verdun 

11.  His final period, dealing with the relationships between philosophy and art, begins with Mille Plateaux, and ends with his suicide in 1995.  Initially an historian of philosophy, he later became a post-structuralist "anti-philosopher."  Along with his principal collaborator, a psychiatrist whose name generally appeared after his in their joint works, he said that since schizophrenics know how to release powerful life forces and can live more fully than anyone else, studying them is a better exercise than performing psychoanalysis.  For ten points, name this French philosopher, who most frequently collaborated with Felix Guattari.

ANSWER: Gilles Deleuze
12.  William poses as gay in order to prevent Alistair from discovering William's sister Wendy's infidelity when Alistair unexpectedly arrives at the titular setting of this film.  The protagonist is also unfaithful, carrying on an affair with Anne-Sophie that ends after her neurologist husband examines Xavier, who has been having visions of Erasmus.  For ten points, name this 2002 film about a young Parisian's year in a study abroad program in Barcelona.

ANSWER: L'Auberge Espagnole or Euro Pudding or The Spanish Apartment
13.  In fluid dynamics, this scientist discovered the formula 6 pi times the radius times the speed times the viscosity coefficient for the magnitude of the drag force acting on a sphere.  The most famous of his several collaborations was with French civil engineer Claude Navier.  For ten points, name this Irish physicist and mathematician who also formulated a three-dimensional analog of Green’s Theorem in vector calculus.

ANSWER: George Stokes
14.   The son, Hussein, is a former American citizen and translator for the U.S. Marines, but has since taken up his father's work, in particular refusing to recognize the Hassan administration's authority.  The father, Muhammad, died in 1996, one year after the UN left his country and three years after his militia foiled an attempt by the U.S. Army Rangers to apprehend some of his top lieutenants.  For ten points, name this family of Somali warlords whose troops shot down two Black Hawk helicopters in the Battle of Mogadishu.

ANSWER: Aidid
15.  Among the subjects of these works are “The People of Laxardal,” “Gunnlaug Serpent-tounge,” and “Ref the Sly.”  Generally dealing with events that happened between 900 and 1050 CE but not written down until about the 13th century, some of them center around the deeds of such individuals as Egil and Njal, and others, such as those collected in the Heimskringla by Snorri Sturluson, deal with past kings.  For ten points, give the name of this group of prose works from medieval Iceland.

ANSWER: The Icelandic Sagas 

16.  First performed in January 1944 by the New York Philharmonic, it consists of four movements—an allegro, a scherzo, an andantino, and a march—all based on works by an early-Romantic German master.  It was originally supposed to be the basis of a ballet, the idea for which was suggested to the composer by the choreographer Leonide Massine; but when the composer heard that Salvador Dalí had been hired to do the scenery, he quit the project and continued composing the music on his own.  For ten points, name this symphony based on works of Carl Maria von Weber, composed by Paul Hindemith.

ANSWER: Symphonic Metamorphoses on a Theme by Weber

17.  Measuring 2800 by 3300 feet, it has a concentric walled courtyard with lotus-shaped towers, and was built by King Suryavarman II of Kambuja between 1113 and 1150 in order to honor Vishnu and himself.  In a former capital city, it was abandoned after a war with the Buddhist Chams and Thais in the 15th century, and believed to be a legend until Henri Mahout rediscovered it in 1860.  Much beleaguered in recent years by grave robbers both in real life and on the big screen, for ten points, name this Cambodian sandstone temple of the Khmer Empire.

ANSWER: Angkor Wat

18.  It is usually only 20 nanometers thick, and so its three-dimensional motion is not easily viewed under the microscope, but in 1973 Howard Berg and Robert Anderson decribed its motion as follows: At its base is a rotary engine, which we know today to be about 45 nanometers in diameter. The outer part of the rotor is attached to a peptidoglycan network, and the inner part develops a relative torque, which turns the entire thing like a corkscrew.  For ten points, name this tool of propulsion used by bacteria, which contrary to previous notions does not wave back and forth like cilia.

ANSWER: Flagellum
19.  Knowledge of its first inhabitants is based on inscriptions found in the region, especially the Iguvine Tables discovered in Gubbio, and the Etruscan ruins, notably the Arco Etrusco in the region’s capital.  It is principally hilly and mountainous, with the Apennines in the east and Lake Trasimeno is in the west.  Its principal rivers are the Nera and the Tiber.  For ten points, name this region of Italy, the country’s only landlocked region, containing the cities of Terni and Assisi, and with its capital at Perugia.

ANSWER: Umbria
20.   Serving as a lawyer near Buffalo, starting in 1823, he aligned himself with the Anti-Masonic Party during his tenure as a state Assemblyman.  Elected to the House of Representatives in 1836 after switching to the Whig party, he obtained a vice presidential nomination thanks largely to the influence of his mentor Henry Clay in 1848.  For ten points, name this man who sent Matthew Perry to Japan, controversially enforced the Fugitive Slave Act, and signed the Compromise of 1850 after inheriting the presidency from Zachary Taylor.

ANSWER: Millard Fillmore
21.  This character—put into an insane asylum at the end of the book because of her constant screaming—was in fact a real person the author met one day while wandering the streets of Paris.  The book is at once a simple love story and an important surrealist work, and the character is referred to several times in the author’s later work Amour Fou.  For ten points, name this female character, whose name is derived from the Russian word for hope, the title of a 1928 book by Andre Breton.

ANSWER: Nadja
22.  The book contains thirty chapters, each focusing on a different kid in the class.  For example, Rondi is very cute because of the front teeth she does not have, and Todd gets in trouble and gets sent home early every day.  When the architect misread the blueprint, what was supposed to be a one-story building with thirty classrooms became a thirty-story building with one classroom on each floor—and there is no 19th floor.  For ten points, what is this children’s book by Louis Sachar, which spawned several sequels, including one about the school falling down?

ANSWER: Sideways Stories from Wayside School
23.  This man played for the Detroit Red Wings from 1950-1974, accruing only 383 penalty minutes, 89 fewer than record-holder Dave Schultz managed in one season.  The winner of 3 Lady Byng trophies, and 3 Stanley Cups as a player, this man also compiled 456 goals and 825 assists in his lengthy career.  For ten points, name this member of the Hockey Hall of Fame class of 1977, who was largely overshadowed by famous teammates Sid Abel, Ted Lindsay, and Gordie Howe.

ANSWER: Alex Delvecchio
24.  The name of this ideology was possibly coined and first used widely by Stokely Carmichael in the mid-1960s.  Tracing its roots as far back as the Pan-African movement of Marcus Garvey in the 1920s and 1930s, and drawing heavily on the work of Frantz Fanon, its proponents stressed the belief that African-Americans constitute a colonial state relative to the white hegemony of the United States, and advocated self-sufficiency in the African-American community as a remedy for society’s ills.  For ten points, name this philosophy, most commonly associated with the Black Panthers.

ANSWER: Black Power
25.  Functional characterization of the first one was reported in 1992. They generally exist as homotetramers in the plasma membrane and have six membrane-spanning domains, and most have a protein kinase-A phosphorylation motif in one of the cytoplasmic loops.  They are entirely impermeable to charged species, which is crucial to preserving electrochemical potential across a membrane.  For ten points, Peter Agre just won the 2003 Nobel Prize in Chemistry for the discovery of what cellular structure that is the primary method by which the hydrophobic cellular membrane allows water molecules to pass through?

ANSWER: Aquaporin (accept “water channel” or equivalents before the appearance of the word "water"; prompt thereafter)

1.  Answer the following about the author of a book purported to be the third most widely read in the world for ten points each.

[10] What Frenchman wrote The Little Prince?

ANSWER: Antoine de St. Exupery
[10] In 1931 St. Exupery published this fictional account of early mail service between South America and Europe.

ANSWER: Vol de Nuit or Night Flight
[10] Published in 1942, it is an autobiographical account of a mission St. Exupery flew over a small town in northern France.

ANSWER: Pilote de Guerre or Flight to Arras
2.  Identify the following from algebra and number theory for ten points each.

[10] This is a set equipped with an associative binary operation which contains an identity and contains an inverse for every element.

ANSWER: Group
[10] This theorem—the basis for the RSA system of cryptography used in most encrypted internet transactions—states that, for any prime p and any number a, a raised to the pth power leaves the same remainder on division by p as does a itself.

ANSWER: Fermat’s Little Theorem

[10] This conjecture claims that every even integer greater than 2 can be expressed as the sum of two prime numbers.

ANSWER: Goldbach Conjecture

3.  Identify the following about the work of Belgian artist Rene Magritte for ten points each.

[10] Magritte made a series of drawings of pipes, with this five-word caption underneath.

ANSWER: This is not a pipe or Ceci n’est pas une pipe
[10] Magritte’s painting “Le Chateau des Pyrenees” shows a castle on top of a large boulder, which itself is suspended in mid-air over what geographical feature?

ANSWER: ocean or the sea (do not accept any other body of water)

[10] In Magritte’s painting “Golconde,” a small town is being showered upon by dozens of what?

ANSWER: men (accept “people,” or equivalent)

4.  For ten points, name these people and organizations involved in Irish resistance to English rule:

[10] Active in both the U.S. and in Ireland and founded in 1858, this nationalist secret society staged raids into British Canada and tried to plot an uprising against British rule in Ireland.

ANSWER: Fenians or Irish Republican Brotherhood

[10] This director of intelligence for the Irish Republican Army headed the guerrilla warfare campaign during the 1919-21 Anglo-Irish War.  

ANSWER: Michael Collins
[10] What organization rose to prominence slightly after the 1916 Easter rebellion and eventually became the political wing of the IRA?

ANSWER: Sinn Féin
5.  For ten points each, name these candidates in the recent California recall election.

[10] The most talented actor in the race aside from Ahnold, his roles in Dickie Roberts: Former Child Star and three guest spots on the Simpsons apparently did not help him much in the election.

ANSWER: Gary Coleman
[10] This 1984 Time Man of the Year and former baseball commissioner finished sixth in spite of pulling out of the race in September.

ANSWER: Peter Ueberroth
[10] This conservative Republican state assemblyman stayed in the race in spite of pressure to withdraw from Schwarzenegger's supporters, and finished third.

ANSWER: Tom McClintock
6.  Answer the following about the history of woman suffrage in the United States, 15-10-5.

[15] Name the organization which led the struggle for woman suffrage in the U.S. starting in 1890, when it formed from the merger of two smaller organizations, one led by Susan B. Anthony and the other by Lucy Stone.

ANSWER: National American Woman Suffrage Association (neither "American Woman Suffrage Association" or "National Woman Suffrage Association" are promptable, since these were distinct organizations, out of which NAWSA formed)

[10] Name the first state to grant women the right to vote in all elections, doing so when it was still only a territory in 1869.

ANSWER: Wyoming
[5] Name the Constitutional amendment which granted women the right to vote nationwide.

ANSWER: 19th Amendment

7.  Name these 20th century philosophers for ten points each.

[10] This sometime filmmaker and his philosophy of situationism came to prominence in the May 1968 student protests in Paris, one year after the publication of his The Society of the Spectacle.

ANSWER: Guy Debord
[10] This American-based member of the Frankfurt school argued that industrial society keeps its members intellectually captive in works like One-Dimensional Man.

ANSWER: Herbert Marcuse
[10] Currently at Stanford, this philosopher has rejected the usual approaches to epistemology and metaphysics in favor of a distinctive brand of pragmatism found in Philosophy as a Mirror of Nature and Objectivity, Relativism, and Truth.

ANSWER: Richard Rorty
8.   30-20-10.  Name the musician.

[30] The son of a diplomat, he was born John Graham Mellor in Ankara, Turkey, in 1952.

[20] Solo work has included the albums Earthquake Weather and the soundtrack to the movie Grosse Point Blank.

[10] Among his more famous songs are “London Calling,” “Train in Vain,” and “Should I Stay or Should I Go?,” all performed by his band, the Clash.

ANSWER: Joe Strummer
9.  Name these things associated with Captain James Cook for ten points each.

[10] During his Pacific voyages, Cook named so many sites after this patron, an earl, that the Royal Admiralty later changed some of their names.     

ANSWER: John Montagu, 4th Earl of Sandwich
[10] Cook was born in this county of northeastern England, and learned how to sail shipping coal out of its main port, Whitby.     

ANSWER: Yorkshire
[10] This archipelago struck Cook as the most similar to England of any place he visited on his trips, with ornamental fruit trees, “neat fences made of reeds,” and roads “as even as a Bowling Green.” Currently, it is the only monarchy in the Pacific.      

ANSWER: Tonga
10.  Answer the following about the geography of a certain European country for ten points each.

[10] The head of state of this nation of 450,000 people is Grand Duke Henry Albert Gabriel.

ANSWER: Luxembourg
[10] Luxembourg’s lowest point is about 430 feet above sea level along this river.

12.    Name the following probability distributions for ten points each.

[10] It is obtained as the limit of the binomial distribution as the number of trials tends to infinity but the expected number of successes stays constant.  It has the unusual property that its mean and variance are the same.

ANSWER: Poisson distribution

[10] This distribution gives rise to the familiar bell curve.  Its importance stems from the central limit theorem, which asserts that the average of any large set of independent random variables will approach it.

ANSWER: Gaussian or normal distribution

[10] This distribution gives, for a given number r, the probability that there will be exactly x failures before the rth success in a sequence of repeated Bernoulli trials.

ANSWER: negative binomial distribution

13.  Name the following relating to the 1815 Congress of Vienna for ten points each.

[10] This Austrian diplomat greatly feared the collapse of legitimate monarchy in Europe and played a dominant role at the Congress.     

ANSWER: Klemens, prince von Metternich
[10] This English Foreign Minister headed the British delegation for the first part of the Congress.     

ANSWER: Robert Stewart, Viscount Castlereagh
[10] The Congress saw the formation of this loose alliance between Austria, Russia, and Prussia, which was intended to promote Christian principles in international relations.

ANSWER: The Holy Alliance

14.  30-20-10, name the musical from the songs.

[30] “It’s All the Same,” “Missive”

[20] “Aldonza,” “Barber's Song”

ANSWER: Man of La Mancha
15.  Identify the amino acid from clues for ten points each.

[10] Three essential amino acids contain aromatic rings. But which amino acid, which is a precursor to a compound involved in allergic reactions, contains a ring and a carbon-to-carbon double bond, but no aromaticity?

ANSWER: Histidine
[10] Two essential amino acids contain a single sulfur atom each. But which one of those, which incidentally is coded for by the codon AUG, has its sulfur atom bonded to two carbons?     

ANSWER: Methionine
[10] A non-essential amino acid in humans, it can be manufactured from methionine or from cysteine. Instead of a carboxylic end, it has a sulfuric end, and its side chain has two carbons before the amino group.  It is found in a certain energy drink.

ANSWER: Taurine
16.  Name these Russian autocrats from events that happened during their rule for ten points each.

[10] The annexation of the Crimea from Turkey, the Pugachev rebellion, and all three partitions of Poland.

[10] He is the fourth avatar of Vishnu, with a half-man, half-lion form.

[10] One of these essays was about the introduction in 1955 by Citroen of what new, aerodynamically designed car model?

ANSWER: DS-19
[10] Another essay told about the appearance at the Vel d’Hiv by this American evangelist.

ANSWER: Billy Graham
20.  30-20-10. Name this biological structure.

[30] The open space around it allows the safe performance of a spinal tap.

[20] It is a collection of nerve roots that extend into the ventral-most portion of the spinal cord.

[10] It resembles a horse’s tail.

21.  A Latin version of a Dr. Seuss story has recently been published, the third of his stories to have gotten the treatment. Answer the following questions about Dr. Seuss in Latin for ten points each.

[10] Works of note are “Moonlight,” where he attached moth wings directly onto film and made prints from it, and “Window Water Baby Moving,” which recounted, in somewhat odd chronology, the birth of his first child.  He died on March 9, 2003.

ANSWER: Stan Brakhage
[10] In 1964 he founded the Filmmakers’ Cinematheque, which eventually grew into Anthology Film Archives.  In the late 1950s he coined the term “New American Cinema” for the work he did, and is widely referred to as the godfather of American avant-garde filmmaking.

ANSWER: Jonas Mekas
[10] Though better remembered for his paintings, his films showed ordinary people doing ordinary things in real time. Among these films include “Eat,” “Kiss,” and “Sleep.”     

ANSWER: Andy Warhol
