Tossups by Swarthmore (Will Schricker, Emily Ullman, and Alex Glick)

1.  This campaign was unusual in several ways for the eastern theater of the Civil War.  The Union army won all but one of the engagements, inflicting significantly more casualties than they suffered.  The atypically sluggish performance of Stonewall Jackson was particularly costly to the South.  Despite this, Robert E. Lee forced the Union army to withdraw from the outskirts of Richmond less than a month after assuming command of the Army of Northern Virginia.  For 10 points, name this series of battles fought over a week’s time in June and July 1862 that ended the Peninsular Campaign.

ANSWER: Seven Days Battles [prompt on Peninsular Campaign before it is mentioned]

2.  Sentenced to six years of hard labor in the quarries at the age of 16 for his political activities, most of his writing was in a journalistic vein, as he worked as a foreign correspondent for the New York Sun, El Partido Liberal, La Opinión Nacional, and others.  However, he is more famous for his poetry, including the volumes Ismaelillo and Versos Sencillos, published in 1891.  For 10 points, name this Cuban, who perished leading a company of revolutionaries at Dos Rios in 1895, and for whom the Cuban International Airport is named.  

ANSWER: Jose Martí
3.  This Sumerian god was the offspring of the sky-god Enlil’s rape of Ninlil and was in turn the father of Innana and Utu by his wife Ningal.  Also known as Sin, he was the god of the moon, and decreed the fates of the dead when he rested in the Underworld each month.  The patron deity of the city of Ur, he supposedly established Ur-Nammu, first king of the powerful Ur III dynasty, as his representative on earth.  For 10 points, name this god, to whom we possess a lament dating from the sack of Ur at the collapse of the Sumerian civilization.

ANSWER: Nanna
4.  A Spanish colony until gaining independence on October 12, 1968, this tiny African country consists of a mainland portion along with several important islands.  Most of its inhabitants belong to the Fang ethnic group, with a significant minority of Bubis living on the islands.  The country has been ruled by President Obiang Nguema since he seized power in a 1979 coup.  For 10 points, identify this country bordered by Cameroon, Gabon, and the Gulf of Guinea, with capital at Malabo.

ANSWER: Equatorial Guinea
5.  First released in 1964, this album includes such songs as “Any Time at All,” “When I Get Home,” and “Things We Said Today.”  The only Beatles album to consist entirely of Lennon-McCartney songs, it was also the first to have less than 14 tracks.  It is also one of the few albums to be instantly recognizable from the first chord alone.  For 10 points, identify this album that shares its name with both its first track and its associated movie.

ANSWER: A Hard Day’s Night
6.  A Ph.D. graduate of Yale University, he worked at the European Molecular Biology Laboratory in Heidelberg before returning to the United States to teach at Princeton University in 1981.  His research on the relationships between genetics and embryonic development led to genetic screens for patterning mutants in Drosophila.  For 10 points, name this molecular biologist who along with Christiane Nüsslein-Volhard won the 1995 Nobel Prize in Medicine and Physiology.

ANSWER: Eric Wieschaus
7.  This puritanical Muslim sect was founded in the mid-11th century among the Berber tribes of what is now Mauritania.  Centered on the city of Marrakech, which was founded in 1062, they expanded south, where they destroyed the empire of Ghana, and north, where they entered Spain and defeated Alfonso VI of Castile in 1086.  For 10 points, identify this people who ruled over Morocco and southern Spain until defeated and replaced by the Almohads in 1174.

ANSWER: Almoravids
8.  The lone manuscript copy of this epic poem, many times shorter than the works of Homer and Virgil, dates to about 1000.  It survived the dissolution of the monasteries under Henry VIII, and a fire that nearly destroyed the library in which it was housed.  Opening with the story of Shield, son of Sheaf, ancestor of the Danish kings, it goes on to describe the feats of a great Geatish warrior.  For 10 points, identify this poem most famous for the slaying of the monster Grendel.

ANSWER: Beowulf
9.  Criticism of this system rests mainly how two particular intervals are 14 and 16 cents sharp, respectively, since the perfect fifth is indistinguishable from pure, unlike the major and minor thirds; some note how no interval is completely pure.  Contrary to popular opinion, it was not the system advocated by Bach in “The Well-Tempered Clavier;” however, it was universally adopted for its ability to accommodate the increasing chromaticism of music in the 19th century, as all twelve keys are out of tune by the same slight margin.  For 10 points, name this system of tuning in which the octave is divided into 12 identical half- steps.

ANSWER: equal temperament
10.  This kingdom, with its capital at Sarmizegethusa, and its king Decebalus, had been a strong opponent of Rome for a century before it was conquered by the emperor Trajan in two wars fought in 101-102 and 106 AD.  This conquest was one of the two great military achievements of Trajan’s reign, and is commemorated by his eponymous Column in Rome.  It remained the only Roman province on the north bank of the Danube until it was abandoned to the Goths in the 270s.  For 10 points, identify this ancient region roughly equivalent to modern Transylvania.

ANSWER: Dacia
11.  This conflict began in 1745 with the last invasion of Great Britain and culminated in the last battle ever to be fought on that island.  A dynastic struggle between the royal houses of Stuart and Hanover, the Hanoverian victory contributed to a mass emigration of the Scottish Highlanders who had made up most of the Stuart army.  For 10 points, what rebellion came to head at the Battle of Culloden Moor on April 16, 1746?

ANSWER: Second Jacobite Rebellion

12.  It can appear as a teacup forming its own handle or a figure eight, but it cannot do anything more than that, because it cannot exist in three dimensions.  It can be split along its length into two Möbius strips.  For 10 points, name this zero-volume non-orientable surface without an inside that passes through itself.

ANSWER: Klein bottle
13.  Arguing that writing by Africans in a colonialist language is really Afro-European literature, he wrote the first modern novel in Gikuyu, Caitaani mutharaba-Ini, or Devil on the Cross, in 1980.  Other works include Detained, a diary of his time in maximum security prison on the orders of Daniel arap Moi, and Weep Not, Child, the first novel to be published in English by an East African author.  For 10 points, identify this man, author of A Grain of Wheat and Petals of Blood.  

ANSWER: Ngugi wa Thiong’o or James Ngugi
14.  While he made his debut with the Kirov ballet dancing a pas-de-deux in Giselle, only two years later, Jakobson would create Vestris specifically for him.  Defecting to the United States, he went on to dance with both American Ballet Theater and the New York City Ballet in such productions as The Nutcracker and Cinderella before leaving ballet for modern dance, founding the White Oak Dance Project in 1990.  For 10 points, name this dancer, who in a new career tack will be spending this year playing Carrie’s heartthrob on “Sex and the City”.  

ANSWER: Mikhail Baryshnikov
15.  Among the matters dealt with by this church Council were the condemnation of the English reformer John Wyclif, and the trial and execution of the Bohemian reformer John Hus.  However, the most important of the issues it dealt with was the Great Schism of the church, in which three men, Gregory XII, John XXIII, and Benedict XIII, all claimed the title of Pope.  For 10 points, identify this Sixteenth Ecumenical Council, held from 1414-1418, in which all three popes were deposed and replaced by one pope, Martin V.

ANSWER: Council of Constance
16.  Born in London on May 9, 1874, this man displayed a talent for drawing at a young age.  Traveling to Egypt at the age of seventeen, he worked with a number of prominent archaeologists before setting out in his own right.  His first joined up with his patron, Lord Carnarvon, in 1909, who gained him permission to excavate the Valley of the Kings.  This work went on between 1917 and 1929, but his death in 1939 prevented him from even publishing a detailed scholarly account of his greatest work.  For 10 points, name this archaeologist most famous for the discovery of the tomb of Tutankhamen.

ANSWER: Howard Carter
17.  This Roman general received his first command at the age of 25, when he was irregularly elected to replace his slain father and uncle in Spain.  Upon his victorious return, he was elected consul while still more than 10 years below the normal age, and despite the fact that he had not held any other important magistracies.  Later in life, he led the first Roman army to enter Asia, where he defeated Antiochus the Great at the Battle of Magnesia.  For 10 points, name this general most famous for defeating Hannibal at Zama.

ANSWER: Publius Cornelius Scipio Africanus
18.  This process was accidentally discovered by Hans and Edward Buchner in the late 1890s.  When these scientists added sucrose to yeast, the sucrose was broken down and fermented.  Substrate level phosphorylation occurs in this metabolic pathway, in which ATP is initially invested to generate more ATP out of the process.  For 10 points, name this type of cellular respiration that can occur without oxygen present and can have by-products of alcohol or lactate.

ANSWER: glycolysis [accept fermentation before mentioned]

19.  This Chaos-worshipping villain, played by Robin Sachs, appeared in four episodes total, of which the first was the second season episode, “Halloween,” where he appears as proprietor of a shop selling costumes enchanted to transform those who wear them.  He was last seen being taken to a detention facility in Nevada after being captured by the Initiative.  For 10 points, identify this former friend of Giles from Buffy the Vampire Slayer with a habit of referring to him as ‘Ripper.’

ANSWER: Ethan Rayne

20.  Really a loosely-connected series of short stories, this novel depicts events in the life of its protagonist through diary entries as well as through the account of his friend. Through adventures in a small holiday town in the wild Caucasus Mountains, the author portrays the corruption present in the 19th century Russian military classes.  For 10 points, name this book, featuring the soldier Pechorin, by Mikhail Lermontov.

ANSWER: A Hero of Our Time
21.  In this year, Oreo cookies were first introduced and the parachute was invented.  The First Balkan War began when Serbia, Greece, Bulgaria, and Montenegro attacked the Ottoman Empire, and a French protectorate was established over Morocco.  In the US, the Red Sox won their second World Series and Woodrow Wilson defeated Theodore Roosevelt and William Howard Taft in the three-way race for the presidency.  For 10 points, identify this year, perhaps best known for the sinking of the Titanic in April.

ANSWER: 1912
22.  These rocks are generally the only ones in which you can find a fossil, since melting and high heat are not needed for their formation.  These rocks are classified into three categories: clastic, organic, and chemical.  They are often formed in water and have layers.  Specific examples include anthracite coal, breccia, and rock salt.  For 10 points, name this type of rock, which is formed by the compaction, cementation, and crystallization of other rocks.

ANSWER: sedimentary
23.  Marking the beginning of the vernacular tradition, about half of this book has as its subject matter the daily life of the peasantry, while the other half includes dynastic songs and court poems.  Composed mostly between the 10th and 7th centuries BC, legend has it that Confucius himself selected the 305 poems, written in four-word verses, that form it.  For 10 points, name this most important poetic work of the Chinese classical period, the third of the Five Classics.

ANSWER. The Shih Ching
24.  The humanistic, sociocultural, psychodynamic, and behavioral-cognitive approaches are all used in psychology to study this human attribute.  This factor is assessed by a number of structured and projective tests including CPI and the Thematic Apperception Test.  One of the most famous methods of assessment of this is the Rorschach inkblot test.  For 10 points, name this characteristic that is broken down into categorical scales such as paranoia, depression, introversion, and psychopathic deviance by the MMPI.

ANSWER: personality

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1.  Answer these questions about a phylum on a 5-10-15 basis.

[5] This phylum contains vertebrates including mammals, reptiles, and birds.

ANSWER: chordata or chordates
[10] This key feature of chordates is a dorsal, elastic rod that comes from the mesoderm during development and gives support to the animal.

ANSWER: notochord
[15] The vertebrates are one subphylum of the chordates.  Name either of the other two for 15 points.

ANSWER: Urochordata or Tunicata; or Cephalochordata
2.  For 10 points each, identify these important battles in English history.

[10] In this 1356 battle, Edward the Black Prince defeated a vastly superior French army and captured the French king, John II the Good.

ANSWER: Poitiers

[10] In this other 1066 battle, Harold II of England defeated the invading Harald Hardrada, King of Norway, who was slain in what proved to be the last of the Viking invasions.

ANSWER: Stamford Bridge

[10] In this 1340 naval battle, the first major engagement of the Hundred Years’ War, so many French were killed that it was said that the fish would have spoken French, had they the power of speech.

ANSWER: Sluys
3.  Answer the following questions relating to classical literature.

[10] Some scholars believe this ancient poet predates Homer, with whom he was often associated in ancient times.  His works include the Theogony and the Works and Days.

ANSWER: Hesiod

[10] This play by Euripides, written at the height of the Peloponnesian War, deals with the effects of war through the eyes of characters such as Hecuba and Andromache.

ANSWER: The Trojan Women
[10] One of the earliest extant Greek tragedies, this play by Aeschylus deals with the flight of fifty women from Egypt to Greece and their request for asylum there.

ANSWER: Suppliant Women or Suppliant Maidens
4.  Answer the following about economic markets for ten points each.

[10] A market that has many buyers and sellers, has no restrictions as to when a seller can enter or exit the market, and offers an unvarying product is known as this, agriculture being a typical example.

ANSWER: perfect competition
[10] Here, a few firms essentially control the market and make decisions based on what they believe other major firms will do.

ANSWER: oligopoly
[10] Like perfect competition, this type of market has many buyers and sellers and makes it relatively easy to enter and exit a market, but it allows for differentiated products, such as two restaurant chains that offer slightly different products.

ANSWER: monopolistic competition
5.  Identify these Canadian islands, 5-10-15.

[5] This island makes up the northern half of the province of Nova Scotia.

ANSWER: Cape Breton Island
[10] These islands off Newfoundland are the last remnants of the French empire in North America before the French and Indian War.

ANSWER: St. Pierre and Miquelon

[15] This sparsely populated Quebecois island is the 90th largest in the world.  It lies in the Gulf of St. Lawrence between Labrador and the Gaspe Peninsula.

ANSWER: Anticosti
6.  Answer these questions about the field of immunology.

[10] Maturing in bone marrow, the two types of these cells are plasma cells and memory cells.  

ANSWER: B cells

[10] In order to activate B and T cells, these proteins break antigens into small pieces and then present them.  

ANSWER: MHC proteins or Major Histocompatibility proteins

[10] The first type of secreted antibodies to appear during an infection, these pentamers bind many antigens at once.

ANSWER: IgM or M immunoglobulins
7.  For 10 points each, identify the Roman emperor.

[10] This sun-worshipping emperor reconquered the breakaway Gallic Empire and the Empire of Palmyra, earning the title ‘Restitutor Orbis.’

ANSWER: Aurelian
[10] This philosophical emperor displayed a surprising degree of military talent in driving the Franks out of Gaul shortly before his ascension.  His attempt to reinvigorate paganism might have changed history if he had not been killed in an invasion of Persia.

ANSWER: Julian the Apostate

[10] This popular emperor, called ‘the darling of mankind,’ enjoyed a brief but eventful reign, during which the Colosseum was completed and the eruption of Mt. Vesuvius buried Pompeii and Herculaneum.

ANSWER: Titus
8.  Along with Raymond Chandler, Dashiell Hammett pioneered the genre of hard-boiled detective fiction.  5-10-15, identify the following Hammett novels.  

[5] Introducing the gorgeous redhead Brigid O’Shaughnessy and detective Sam Spade, this story features a search for a mysterious statue of a black bird.  It has been filmed three times.

ANSWER: The Maltese Falcon
[10] The wealthy couple Nick and Nora Charles pursue a missing inventor in this more lighthearted Hammett work, his last novel.

ANSWER: The Thin Man
[15] The protagonist of this novel, Ned Beaumont, was partly a Hammett self-portrait: tall, thin, tuberculosis-ridden, and inclined to gambling and heavy drinking.  

ANSWER: The Glass Key
9.  Answer these questions about the geography of Middle-Earth, for 10 points each.

[10] The bulk of the action in The Silmarillion takes place in this land, which sank into the sea at the end of the First Age.

ANSWER: Beleriand
[10] This kingdom was the northern counterpart to Gondor, but was divided into three parts early in its history and then destroyed.  However, its royal line survived to produce Aragorn.

ANSWER: Arnor

[10] This kingdom was responsible for the final destruction of Arnor, which was followed by its own destruction by Gondor.  The Lord of the Nazgul was also known as the Witch-King of this land.

ANSWER: Angmar
10.  The opera Orfeo et Euridice, which was the first of the Italian reform operas, has become the oldest continually performed opera in modern repertory. For 10 points each, give the following.

[10] The composer of Orfeo ed Euridice.

ANSWER: Christoph Willibald von Gluck
[10] The man who rescored the Orfeo role for a mezzo-soprano in 1859.  

ANSWER:  Hector Berlioz

[10] The only role in the opera not mentioned in the title, sung by a soprano.  

ANSWER: Amor or Love
11.  Answer the following about polymer chemistry for 10 points each.

[10] This first synthetic polymer was created in 1907 by a Belgian-American scientist, who was the first to realize the importance of the byproducts of a variety of chemical reactions.

ANSWER: Bakelite
[10] One of today’s most useful polymers, its method of preparation was discovered by Wallace H. Carothers of the Dupont Chemical Company.

ANSWER: nylon
[10] Polyethylene is formed by this type of polymerization, which is initiated by a free radical and does not form other products like water as in condensation polymerization.

ANSWER: addition polymerization

12.  For 10 points each, identify these Chinese dynasties.

[10] This dynasty is considered to have ruled during one of the most economically prosperous and technologically innovative periods of Chinese history.  It fell to the Mongols in 1279.

ANSWER: Sung or Song Dynasty

[10] This shortlived dynasty was the first to reunite China after the fall of the Han.  It was overthrown when its rulers overextended themselves with projects such as the Grand Canal and invasions of Korea, and was replaced by the Tang.

ANSWER: Sui Dynasty

[10] This dynasty was technically the longest-lived in Chinese history, although its emperors were effectively powerless for the last 550 years of its existence.  This time was divided into the Spring and Autumn and Warring States periods.

ANSWER: Chou or Zhou Dynasty

13.  Answer the following about a poet for ten points each.

[10] This noted American imagist continued to work as an insurance executive even while writing poems that would win him both the Pulitzer Prize and National Book Award in 1955.  

ANSWER: Wallace Stevens
[10] Containing several of Stevens’ most famous poems, this collection sold only 100 copies when it was first published in 1923.

ANSWER: Harmonium
[10] “If her horny feet protrude, they come / To show how cold she is, and dumb” are two lines from this poem which views death in a harsh light, hardly the theme suggested by its cheerful title.  

ANSWER: The Emperor of Ice Cream
14.  Identify the following Platonic dialogues for 10 points each.

[10] In this dialogue, Socrates engages the title figure in a discussion of piety while on the way to his own trial.

ANSWER: Euthyphro
[10] In this dialogue, Socrates argues that human beings are born with innate knowledge by eliciting a geometry proof from an illiterate slave.

ANSWER: Meno
[10] This dialogue purports to tell of the last hours of Socrates’ life, and deals with topics such as the immortality of the soul.

ANSWER: Phaedo

15.  Answer the following about optics for 10 points each.

[10] This value, symbolized by the letter n, represents the amount of bending that takes occurs when light moves from one medium to another and can be calculated by dividing  the speed of light divided by phase velocity.

ANSWER: Index of Refraction or Refractive Index
[10] Total internal reflection will occur when the angle of incidence of light is greater than this angle.

ANSWER: critical angle
[10] The opposite of normal dispersion, this is the type of dispersion when the index of refraction decreases with angular frequency.

ANSWER: anomalous dispersion

16.  Identify these Titans or descendants of Titans from Greek mythology for 10 points each.

[10] This less intelligent younger brother of Prometheus is best known for accepting Pandora as his wife, thus allowing the evils in her box to be unleashed.

ANSWER: Epimetheus
[10] This female Titan was the goddess of memory and the mother of the Muses by Zeus, her nephew.

ANSWER: Mnemosyne

[10] This daughter of Hyperion and goddess of the moon was famous for falling in love with the shepherd Endymion and giving him eternal youth and eternal sleep.

ANSWER: Selene
17.  For 10 points each, identify these Union generals of the Civil War.

[10] This general, known as ‘Little Napoleon,’ was the first commander of the Army of the Potomac and briefly General-in-Chief of the Union Army.  After the war he served as governor of New Jersey.

ANSWER: George McClellan
[10] This Massachusetts general commanded the Army of the Potomac for the first half of 1863, and later served under Grant in the West.  His dubious reputation led to his name being used as slang for a woman of ill repute.

ANSWER: Joseph ‘Fighting Joe’ Hooker
[10] This general was offered command of the Army of the Potomac only after it had been turned down by Joseph Reynolds.  Taking command two days before the Battle of Gettysburg, he retained his command through the end of the war.

ANSWER: George Gordon Meade
18.  For 10 points each, answer the following questions about a famous archaeologist.

[10] This 19th century German was inspired to begin his archaeological career after reading the Odyssey of Homer in an attempt to find meaning in his life.

ANSWER: Heinrich Schliemann
[10] These were the two most famous sites excavated by Schliemann, one in northwestern Turkey, and the other in southern Greece.

ANSWER: Troy and Mycenae
[10] This is among the most spectacular and best known of Schliemann’s finds, although most modern scholars believe that the name it bears is inaccurate.

ANSWER: the Funeral or Death Mask of Agamemnon
19.  Despite having his buildings described by one critic as "tortures of the imagination, foetuses in stone, bulbous obscenities,” this man became one of the leaders of the Spanish Art Noveau movement.  For 10 points each:

[10] Name this man, most of whose work is located in Barcelona.

ANSWER: Antoni Gaudi
[10] Gaudi’s most famous work is this unfinished cathedral, with towers that were projected to reach up to 170 meters.  

ANSWER: Sagrada Familia
[10] This building, attributed to Gaudi but never constructed, was proposed for the site of the former World Trade Center after Sept. 11.

ANSWER: The New York Attraction Hotel  

20.  Identify the Shakespearean history, for 10 points each.

[10] This history, one of the last to be written, culminates in the Battle of Agincourt.

ANSWER: Henry V

[10] This history is the only Shakespearean play to be written entirely in verse, and contains a scene once considered politically subversive, in which the title character abdicates.

ANSWER: Richard II

[10]This history takes place earliest of any of Shakespeare’s histories, and is the only one not named for a Henry or a Richard.

ANSWER: King John
21.  5-10-15, given the first few terms, name the common mathematical sequence.

[5] 0,1,1,2,3,5

ANSWER: Fibonacci numbers

[10] 6,28,496,8128

ANSWER: Perfect numbers

ANSWER: Catalan numbers
22.  If there’s one thing that’s guaranteed to cheer up even the most glum of college bowlers, it’s…musicals!  Answer the following for 10 points each.

[10] This composer had two consecutive years winning both Best Musical and Best Score Tonys, for City of Angels and The Will Rogers Follies in 1990 and 1991.  

ANSWER: Cy Coleman
[10] Another Coleman work, this musical, based on the Fellini film Nights of Cabiria, chronicles the romantic entanglements of a dance-hall hostess.  

ANSWER: Sweet Charity
[10] The redhead who originally played Charity, she also starred in Damn Yankees and Can-Can, as well as marrying Bob Fosse.  

ANSWER: Gwen Verdon or Gwyneth Verdon
23.  Identify the historian from works, 30-20-10.

[30] Bible and Sword, Stilwell and the American Experience in China
[20] A Distant Mirror, The March of Folly
[10] The Guns of August
ANSWER: Barbara Tuchman
24.  Answer these questions about sports in the world of Harry Potter, 5-10-15.

[5] The most popular sport in the wizarding world, it is played by seven people with four balls.  

ANSWER: Quidditch
[10] Ron’s favorite Quidditch team, this orange and black clad team is perennially at the bottom of the standings.  

ANSWER:  Chudley Cannons [accept either name]

[15]  This play occurs when one Seeker pretends to see the Snitch in order to draw the other player into a dive and drive him into the ground.

ANSWER:  Wronski Defensive Feint
