TOSSUPS

1. One chain of this name is located on the moon where it rings the southern edge of the Mare Imbrium. The Pannonian Basin is found within the arc formed by the more famous mountain range of this name. At Dukla Pass, it is only 20 miles wide, while along the border between Poland and Slovakia, it can be up to 160 miles wide. FTP, Mount Gerlach is the highest peak in what eastward extension of the Alps that stretches over 930 miles through Central and Eastern Europe.

Answer: Carpathian(s) Mountains

2. Men with this disease may suffer priapism, which can warn of an impending crisis. Caused by a single mutation in chromosome 11 where a codon for glutamic acid is changed to valine, the corresponding alleles show balanced polymorphism due to heterozygote advantage, in this case increased resistance to malaria. FTP, name this disease, where a change in hemoglobin's primary structure causes red blood cells to deform into their namesake shape.

Answer: sickle cell anemia

3. The star of this movie lost about 30 pounds for the title role by eating a daily diet of two boiled eggs and green tea for breakfast, a small piece of chicken for lunch, and steamed vegetables for dinner for six weeks. Winner of the Cannes Golden Palm and the BAFTA Award for Best Film, its screenplay was adapted by Oscar-winner Ron Harwood from the memoirs of Vladislaw Szpilman (SHPEEL-man). FTP, name this film about a musician’s Holocaust experience, directed by Oscar-winner Roman Polanski.

Answer: The Pianist

4. A Spanish soccer club’s nickname honors his last name, which means “lightning”. After the  defeat of his fleet by Gaius Catulus, he returned home to live in anonymity. Revolts by unpaid mercenaries in North Africa brought him out of retirement, and led him to expand his empire into Spain as compensation for the loss of Sicily to Rome. After he drowned during a 228 BC siege, his son-in-law took over the Carthaginian armies. FTP, name this commander during the First Punic War, and father of Hannibal.

Answer: Hamilcar Barca 

5. Jean-Francoise Lyotard called it an “incredulity towards metanarratives” and Charles Lemert called it “the culture that takes seriously the breaking apart of the world.” Influenced by poststructuralist theory and authors such as Barthes, Pynchon, and Beckett, it seeks to subvert the foundations of our beliefs, and show that language and culture fail to achieve their supposed meaningfulness. FTP, name this twentieth century literary movement, successor to and reviser of modernism.

Answer: postmodernism
6. Though his name appears on the role for the University of Vienna’s 1498 winter term, he was actually excluded from the school. Instead he studied humanism in Bern and in 1506 received a Theology Masters in Basel, after which he became the Pastor at Glarus. After his celibacy was questioned, he took issue with many facets of the Roman Catholic Church including indulgences and holy sacraments. Finally, he joined Luther and broke away from Catholicism. FTP, name this founder of the Swiss Reform church.

Answer: Huldreich Zwingli
7. Though he was a heroin user through the 1950s, his 1965 spiritual epiphany ushered in a clean, new era in his life, which was to end in two years from liver cancer. Though later recordings on the Impulse label are chaotic and cacophonous, Danny Glover mentions this musician’s Alabama as his favorite song. Recipient of two posthumous awards, a 1992 Grammy Lifetime Achievement, and a 1981 Grammy for Best Jazz Performance, FTP, name this tenor saxophonist famous for Giant Steps and A Love Supreme.

Answer: John Coltrane

8. Their entropy is given by the Sackur-Tetrode equation, and Einstein developed the quantum theory of these substances. Their adiabatic index is 5/3, all their energy is kinetic, and their 3 degrees of translational freedom give an internal energy of 3/2 n R T. The 21-cm line emitting hydrogen in HI (read: H one) regions, helium, and argon are, FTP, examples of what simple gases with no molecular bonds.

Answer: ideal monatomic gases
9. Renowned for his hospitality, his house boasted cups that magically refilled themselves.  Rather than using fire to provide light, the floors of his home were paved with luminescent gold, and thus gold was sometimes called this god’s fire. After he was given a kettle by Thor, he became the beer-brewer for the Gods. Sailors feared and made sacrifices to him, because it was believed that his anger caused great tempests that destroyed ships. The husband of Rin, their nine daughters are the waves of the ocean. FTP, name the Norse god of the sea.

Answer: Aegir
10. The protagonist believes that true art is produced only in defiance of corrupting passions. While searching for inspiration, he decides to take a trip where he allows himself previously inexperienced indulgences. Eventually, he notices a 14-year-old boy, Tadzio, and spends the rest of his cholera-shortened life becoming more and more obsessed with him. FTP, name this work featuring aging German writer Gustav von Aschenbach, written by Thomas Mann.

Answer: Death in Venice or Der Tod in Venedig
11. In 1967, he founded the People’s Revolutionary Party, which set up a Marxist mini-state in Kivu. Eight years later, his party kidnapped four westerners from Jane Goodall’s primate research center in Tanzania. Though accused by Che Guevara of fighting a half-hearted war, he came to power in 1996. With help from Uganda and Rwanda, he led ethnic Tutsis to overthrow long time dictator Mobutu Sese Seko. FTP, name this leader who died in 2001 but restored his country’s former name, the Democratic Republic of the Congo.

Answer: Laurent Kabila
12. In the left foreground, a white horse is restrained by a dark-skinned man in a red turban. In the left background a chambermaid stands at attention with a golden carafe and cup, while chaos reigns around. There are five naked women, two of whom lay strewn upon the large, scarlet bed in the center, while another is threatened by a man with a knife to her throat. Upon the bed, seemingly uncaring, lies the king, whose empire is being ravaged by the Medes. FTP, name this 1827 painting by Eugene Delacroix.

Answer: Death of Sardanapalus
13. In Über eine Frage der Wärmeleitung he developed the theory of quadratic forms. He invented an integrable function which was discontinuous at an infinite number of points in an interval. His Habilitation lecture contained a definition of the curvature tensor, and posed the problem of how to define an n-dimensional space. Jordan measure is the basis of his integral, which is generalized by the Stieltjes integral. FTP, name this German who introduced the non-Euclidean spherical geometry.

Answer: Bernhard Riemann

14. The 17th overall selection of the 1998 Draft, he put up big numbers for single A Dayton in 2000, hitting .306 and leading the league with 27 homers, 104 RBI, and 110 runs. Making his major league debut on Apr. 17, 2002 against the Houston Astros, he only played 107 games due to injury. Nonetheless, he made the Major League rookie all-star team, hitting .315 with 13 home runs and 56 RBI. FTP, name this Reds right fielder.

Answer: Austin Kearns

15. The fourth selection is “Rum Tum Tugger”, the fifth is “The Song of the Jellicles”, and the seventh is “Old Deuteronomy”. The first selection in this poetry collection describes how you name the titular creatures, some of which go by Rumbleteazer, Gus, and Growltiger. And, although you would never know these names, Macavity is a mystery, Skimbleshanks likes the railway, and Bustopher Jones knows his way about town. FTP, name this poetry collection by T.S. Eliot.

Answer: Old Possum’s Book of Practical Cats
16. He left the seminary after taking a course entitled “Why Am I Entering the Ministry?” By the time he earned his Ph.D. in 1931, he had already been working as the director of the Rochester Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to Children. After a brief professorship at Ohio State, he was invited to set up a counseling center at University of Chicago where he published his best-known work in 1951. FTP, what psychologist is best known for developing client-centered therapy?

Answer: Carl Rogers
17. As a result of this conflict, the status of the provinces of Tacna and Arica was left undecided until 1929. It began when President Hilarion Daza rescinded a contract that had given the Antofagasta Nitrate Company the right to exploit sodium nitrate deposits in the Atacama Desert. In reprisal, Chile took control of the Bolivian province of Antofagasta. Chile also attacked Peru which was bound to Bolivia by an 1873 defensive alliance treaty. Ended by the Treaty of Valparaiso, FTP, name this 1879 to 1884 war which saw Chile trounce Bolivia and Peru.

Answer: War of the Pacific (or Guerra Del Pacifico)

18. Its title was taken from a quote in Jonathan Swift’s essay Thoughts on Various Subjects. The protagonist often consults the works of Boethius, and is greatly repulsed by much of the outer world, but retains an unabashed love for sweet confections. Published posthumously after the author’s mother sent the manuscript to Walker Percy, it won a Pulitzer Prize in 1980. Ignatius Reilly, the protagonist, is considered the Don Quixote of New Orleans in, FTP, what comedic novel by John Kennedy Toole?

Answer: A Confederacy of Dunces

19. A semi-quantitative measure called “disconnectivity” was introduced by Leggett to tackle this problem. Raising the issue of the measurement problem, a variant uses a conscious observer known as Wigner's Friend. Introduced in a 1935 paper, it points out the strangeness of macroscopically different superimposed states using a steel cage and a vial of hydrocyanic acid. FTP, name this “quite ridiculous case” of a physicist's feline that is both alive and dead until observed.

Answer: Schrödinger's cat

20. It was written based on a black and white copy of an Arnold Bocklin painting, and the composer relates that he would not have written the piece if he had seen the original in color. The music, in an odd five-eight meter, mimics the oarsman’s journey to the titular location. The music reaches a climax when he reaches his destination, unloads the corpses, and the music slowly fades away as Charon returns across the river Styx, in, FTP, this Rachmaninoff tone poem.  

Answer: Isle of the Dead
(Tiebreaker/Extra) 
21. The story begins at the Westerhazy’s, where everyone talks about how they “drank too much” the night before. The major turning point occurs when the main character crosses the highway, symbolizing a departure from normalcy. He goes on a “voyage” through the properties of the Grahams, the Lears, the Bunkers, and the Biswangers. FTP, name this story in which Neddy Merrill “travels” down the “Lucinda” river, actually a series of pools, a work by John Cheever.

Answer: The Swimmer

1. Tom Wolfe works, FTPE.

A. (10) This book concentrates on the exploits of Ken Kesey’s Merry Pranksters. 

Answer: The Electric Kool-Aid Acid Test
B. (10) This novel centers around Sherman McCoy, a Wall Street go-getter who runs over a black youth in the Bronx.

Answer: The Bonfire of the Vanities
C. (10) This non-fiction work describes the exploits of the original seven Mercury astronauts.

Answer: The Right Stuff
2. Latin American dictators, FTPE.

A. (10) Trained by U.S. Marines during the occupation of his country, he was an army chief for Horacio Vasquez, whom he ousted in 1930. During his ruthless reign, he not only oppressed the Dominicans, but slaughtered tens of thousands of Haitians.

Answer: Rafael Trujillo
B. (10) Coming to power in 1954, his government was called “the poor man’s Nazi regime.” The U.S. actually supported this Paraguayan dictator until the early 1980s.

Answer: Alfredo Stroessner
C. (10) After a coup brought him to power in 1976, this Argentinean general suspended all political and union activities, and tortured or killed tens of thousands of dissidents. 

Answer: Jorge Rafael Videla
3. Terms from complexity analysis, FTPE.

A. (10) This quantity gives the worst-case estimate of an algorithm’s running time.

Answer: Big O
B. (10) This quantity gives the best-case estimate of an algorithm’s running time.

Answer: Big Omega
C. (10) If an algorithm is both “Big O of f” and “Big Omega of f” then it is called this.

Answer: Big Theta of f

4. Identify the following dialects, FTPE.

A. (10) Named after a province in southern France, it is related to both Provencal and Languedoc. It is spoken not only in France, but also in northeastern Spain, where the dialect is called “Aranese”.

Answer: Gascon
B. (10) Spoken only in Spain’s northern Basque region, this language is little changed since its inception in the first centuries AD. Only a quarter of the inhabitants of the Basque region can actually speak it.

Answer: Euskara
C. (10) More frequently spoken than written is this dialect of Celtic, which died out in the late 19th century only to be revived by Henry Jenner several years later. It is named after the southwestern English county in which it is spoken.

Answer: Cornish

B. (10) This scale rates hurricanes from 1 (74-95 mph) to 5 (155 mph or more).  It predicts the damage the storm will cause.

Answer: Saffir-Simpson scale

C. (10) This scale rates tornadoes from F0 to F6. An F6 tornado, which has never occurred, would have winds of over 319 mph, and would cause inconceivable damage.

Answer: Fujita scale

A. (10) The subtitle of Shostakovich’s Thirteenth symphony is this Yevtushenko poem.  

Answer: Babi Yar
B. (10) This Russian children’s story character is the focus of the ninth section of Mussorgsky’s Pictures at an Exhibition.

Answer: Baba Yaga
C. (10) This Poulenc work chronicles a story on piano created by Jean de Brunhoff.  

Answer: Babar: the Elephant (or The History of Babar, or L’Histoire du Babar)

9. Vedic Gods from descriptions, FTPE

A. (10) He has more hymns devoted to him than any other God in the Vedas.

Answer: Indra
B. (10) Indra’s rival, he is responsible for the flowing of rivers and the bringing of rain.

Answer: Varuna
C. (10) He is the devourer of sacrifices, and is depicted as being either golden or red in color.

Answer: Agni
10. The Supreme Court has heard many cases involving illegal search and seizure.  Answer these questions, 5-5-10-10.

A. (5) What is the term applied when evidence obtained illegally is prohibited from being used in the court case.

Answer: exclusionary rule

B. (5) In this case, the Supreme Court ruled 6-3 that “all evidence obtained by searches and seizures in violation of the Constitution is inadmissible in a state court,” thus applying the exclusionary rule to state cases.  

Answer: Mapp v. Ohio 
C. (10) Mapp v. Ohio overturned this 1949 case that upheld the Fourth Amendment right protecting against unlawful search and seizure, but did not apply the exclusionary rule to states.  

Answer: Wolf v. Colorado

D. (10) Name the 1984 case where the good faith exception was added to the exclusionary rule. It said that evidence could still be introduced that was seized on the basis of a mistakenly issued search warrant.  

Answer: U.S. v. Leon
11. Allen Ginsberg poems with one-word titles from lines, FTPE.

A. (10) “I saw the best minds of my generation destroyed by madness, starving hysterical naked, dragging themselves through the negro streets at dawn looking for an angry fix.”

Answer: Howl
B. (10) “Strange to think of you now, gone without corsets & eyes, while I walk on the sunny pavement of Greenwich Village.”

Answer: Kaddish
C. (10) “I’m putting my queer shoulder to the wheel.”

Answer: America
12. Identify the following about the chemistry of benzene on a 5-10-15 basis.

A. (5) Give its chemical formula.

Answer: C6H6
B. (10) Unlike ortho or para directors, when this type of director is substituted on a benzene ring, the ring becomes deactivated to further substitutions. 

Answer: meta directors

C. (15) In this reaction, an acyl chloride reacts with benzene to form a ketone with a carbon-carbon bond between the ring and the carbonyl carbon. A Lewis acid such as AlCl3 is used as a catalyst in this reaction, very similar to a certain alkylation reaction.

Answer: Friedel-Crafts Acylation or Friedel-Crafts Alkanoylation (do not accept or prompt on Friedel-Crafts alkylation)

13. Knicks players, FTPE.

A. (10) This Milwaukee native was teammates with Lakers forward Robert Horry at the University of Alabama.

Answer: Latrell Sprewell
B. (10) This 6’ 11” center played college ball at the University of Utah and has played for the Orlando Magic and Cleveland Cavaliers.

Answer: Michael Doleac
C. (10) He is the only current NBA player with a Heisman Trophy on his resume.

Answer: Charlie Ward
14. The Chinese belief system contains both bureaucratic and individualistic gods.  FTPE, identify the following.

A. (10) This popularly worshipped group of gods, identified by their number, includes drunkards and eccentrics.

Answer: the ​Eight Immortals (or Pa Hsien)

B. (10) The king of all the heavens and Immortals, he sits at the top of the Daoist bureaucratic structure.

Answer: the Jade Emperor (or Yuhuang Dadi)

C. (10) An underling of the Jade Emperor, this being reports an individual family’s good and bad deeds on the last day of every year.

Answer: the Stove God (also accept Kitchen God or Zao Jun)

15. Name these patron saints of England on a 5-10-15 basis.

A. (5) Perhaps most frequently associated with England is this Saint, a knight famous for his chivalrous behavior and a certain tale about dragon-slaying.

Answer: St. George
B. (10) A monk of St. Andrew’s abbey in Rome, he was sent by Pope Gregory the Great to evangelize the British Isles in 597. One of his earliest converts was king Aethelbreht. His relics are interred outside the Church of Saints Peter and Paul in Canterbury.

Answer: St. Augustine of Canterbury (not Hippo)

C. (15) Orphaned at an early age, he received a vision of Saint Aidan entering heaven. It led him to become a Benedictine monk in the monasteries of both Melrose and Lindisfarne. He purportedly was a miraculous healer and had the gift of prophecy.

Answer: St. Cuthbert
16. Given a small liberal arts college, name the state in which it is located, FTPE.

A. (10) Sarah Lawrence College

Answer: New York
B. (10) Smith College

C. (10) Reed College

17. FTPE, name the orbital terms related to the Milankovitch cycles affecting the Earth’s climate.  

A. (10) This term describes the changing in the shape of the Earth’s orbit as it elongates and returns back to near-circular. It cycles approximately every 100,000 years.  

Answer: eccentricity
B. (10) This term describes the slight changes in the tilt of the earth. It cycles approximately every 41,000 years.  

Answer: obliquity (prompt on tilt)
C. (10) This term describes the wobbling of the Earth's tilt, leading to the north pole pointing at different stars as time passes. It cycles approximately every 25,700 years.  

Answer: precession
18. Answer the following questions about a sociologist, FTPE. 

A. (10) The son of a long line of rabbis, he eventually became an agnostic. In 1898 he founded Annee Sociologique, France’s first social science journal. His idea of the “science of morality” antagonized Catholics.

Answer: Emile Durkheim
B. (10) Durkheim coined this term, a state of “normlessness” typically existing in times of rapid social change when ingrained rules, beliefs, or habits no longer hold and alternatives have yet to arise

Answer: anomie
C. (10) In this 1893 work, Durkheim noted that Adam Smith’s idea about specialization of occupations and tasks held not only for human societies, but also biological organisms in general. Since it is a natural law, he asks, is it also a moral law?

Answer: The Divison of Labor in Society
19. Identify the characters from Alan Paton’s Cry the Beloved Country from a description FTPE.

A. (10) This elderly Zulu priest resides in the small village of Ndotsheni. The novel’s protagonist, he struggles with faith while trying to find his troubled son in the city of Johannesburg.

Answer: Stephen Kumalo (prompt on “Kumalo”)

B. (10) This son of Stephen Kumalo runs away from his small village and begins a new life in Johannesburg. He carries a gun for protection, kills a man accidentally, and is put to death.

Answer: Absalom Kumalo (prompt on “Kumalo”)

C. (10) This white man, accidentally killed by Absalom Kumalo, is a fierce advocate for justice for black South Africans. 

Answer: Arthur Jarvis (accept either)
