FTP, name this story of a group of exiled criminals by Bret Harte.

2.) Named for a man assassinated by Leonid Nikolayev in 1934, their strength is in their raw power-one bomb can take out a squad of infantry, cripple a group of tanks and vehicles, and a single direct hit can even destroy your Construction Yard.  They cost $2000 apiece and are painfully slow and vulnerable while moving, but if you’re careless enough to let one inside your base you’re pretty much screwed.  For this reason it is a good idea for any Allied commander to have a healthy stock of IFVs or Aegis Cruisers to protect against these floating behemoths. 3.) One of his early successes was the Rossini-inspired Il Crociato in Egitto.  A primary target of Richard Wagner’s essay “Jews and Music,” this composer studied under Abbe Vogler, then went to Italy at the suggestion of Salieri.  After Italy, he went to France, and is now considered the originator of the French Grand Opera.  FTP, name this composer of Robert le Diable,  L’africaine, and Les Huguenots, whose given name was Jakob Beer.

4.) Some believe Francis Hopkinson did the work accredited to her, but his face never made it on a Pez dispenser. She was largely unknown until 1870 when her grandson came forward with the story that would become schoolhouse legend. Allegedly, she taught three representatives of the Continental Congress some arts and crafts by folding a piece of fabric in half and clipping out a five-pointed star. FTP, name this woman who made flags for the Pennsylvania navy, and according to legend designed  the American flag.

5.) First articulated in 1833 by an Irish mathematician, it was an application of a paper on optics to general dynamics.  For conservative systems, the total energy is constant along any real path but varied if the initial and final points were varied, and so the characteristic function in dynamics became a function of the 6n coordinates of initial and final position (for n particles) and this operator.  For ten points, name this operator in quantum mechanics not named for the first US secretary of the treasury.

6.) Born on July 4, 1943 in New York City, he reported for New York’s WABC-TV before getting a job for ABC as a host of “Good Morning America.”  His investigation into Elvis Presley’s drug use produced the highest-rated “20/20” in the show’s history, while his “unveiling” of Al Capone’s hidden safe, which turned out to contain nothing but dust, became the highest-rated special event in television history.  In 1987, he became host of his own show with its high point coming in 1988 when an on-set brawl landed him with a broken nose.  FTP, name this sensationalistic journalist who recently received criticism for his melodramatic coverage of the Afghanistan war for Fox News Channel.

7.) Discovered in December 2002 by an amateur Japanese astronomer for whom it is partly named, it will pass by earth in February, but only be visible from the Southern Hemisphere. Last week, it passed so close to the sun that there was speculation it would be destroyed. It was not destroyed, but its proximity to the sun made it invisible from the Earth. Millions of humans were able to view it, however, because it was broadcast over the internet. FTP, name the comet broadcast last week by the Solar and Heliospheric Observatory. �

8.) Until 1960 it was known as the French Dependency Ubangi-Shari, the latter being a river the trbutaries of which make up the northern third of this country while the former the river which forms its southern border.  Its highest point is Mt. Ngaoui, which perhaps surprisingly Emperor Bokassa never named for himself during his three years in power.  FTP, name this landlocked country bordering Chad, Cameroon, Sudan, and the two Congos, with its capital at Bangui.

This man's teachers included the stable groom Richard Shelley and Jose Bonifacio, the latter of whom was forced out by the regents who had governed since he inherited the throne at the age of five.  John Greenleaf Whitter wrote a poem about his efforts to abolish slavery, an project completed by his daughter Isabel the Redeemer in 1888.  In foreign policy, he led his nation to victory in the War of the Triple Alliance.  FTP, name this Emperor of Brazil from 1831 to 1889.

10.) It began in 1851when Lord Wilton challenged the United States to a race as part of an Industrial World Fair. New Yorker John Cox Stevens took up the gauntlet and financed the Yanks' effort, creating the event's first syndicate, with George Steers designing the schooner.  After suffering a 20-year break between 1937 and 1957, Commodore J. Burr Bartram of the New York Yacht Club ressurected it, allowing 12-meter ships to take part. For ten point, name this annual yachting prize, nicknamed the Auld Mug, held by the NYYC, until the Aussies won it in 1983.

11.) In 1912, he was elected to the Duma as a Labor Group delegate from the village of Volsk, and as such he supported Russia's entrance into World War I.  After the February Revolution, he became both Minister of Justice and Vice Chairman of the Petrograd Soviet of Workers' and Soldiers' Deputies, though he was quickly transferred to the post of Minister of War, a post in which he led the disastrous June Offensive.  FTP, name this man, who then became Prime Minister just before the Bolshevik Revolution.

12.) While chapter’s 9 through 11 of this work focus on the history of Judaism and the future of Isreal, the work as a whole is an exposition on the nature of Christianity with chapters 1-8 carefully setting out the doctrines of sin and salvation.  Within it are famous verses which say that “all have sinned” and that “the wages of sin is death.” Sometimes known as the gospel of St. Paul, this is FTP what book of the Bible, the first of the Pauline epistles, found in the New Testament immediately after Acts.

13.) He had been enrolled at the Harvard graduate school of design in 1943 when he left to volunteer at the National Defense Research Committee. After the war he became head of the architecture division of Webb and Knapp. Winner of the 1983 Priztker Prize just after the Fragrant Hill Hotel was completed, he had earlier gained international fame with the completion of the John F. Kennedy Library building as well as the East Building of the National Gallery of Art in Washington DC. FTP name this chinese-American artichect of the Rock and Roll Hall of Fame as well as the expansion and modernization of the Louvre.

15.) The transition from laminar to turbulent flow is sometimes hard to predict, but not impossible. The ratio of inertial forces to viscous forces is a good indicator of what type of flow is present. For pipe flow, a value of 2300 is a good rule of thumb, but for parallel plate flow you should look around 1400. FTP, name this important number of fluid mechanics, invented by a British engineer in the 1880’s.

16.) Originally developed by 19th century street traders known as costermongers, it was used when engaging in illegal trade.  Eventually, elements of it made their way into the common speech of modern Britons.  Supposedly its true form is spoken only by those born within hearing distance of the bells of St. Mary-le-Bow in London.  FTP, name this often confusing slang, where Barney Rubble means trouble and apples and pears mean stairs.�

17.) Originally this plant was developed in the fertile crescent area as a cold tolerant and fast growing grain crop.  It later became an important food crop for areas that were too cold for wheat production.  Belonging to the genus Hordeum, this small grain crop is subject to pre-harvest sprouting which is when the seed starts to grow in the seed head.  FTP- Name this grain now mostly grown for the beer brewing industry for use in the malting process.

18.) This novel, which was carried by Mao Zedong on the Long March to represent Chinese traditons, is set near Mt. Liang in Shandong Province during the last years of the Song emperor Hui Zong.   It begins with the coming to power of a corrupt minister named Gao Qiu, and in one incident, Wu Song murders 19 people in a single night.  He is one of 108 title characters, who are driven into the hills. FTP, name this novel by Shi Nai'an which is set in a swamp.

19.) This man went into hiding rather than face punishment for leaving his regiment to see his first play, which dealt with Karl Moor's becoming a refugee and outlaw.  He took many liberties in historical plays, such as having Joan of Arc die in battle in The Maid of Orleans, and also produced much classical scholarship, as seen in his preface to The Bride of Messina.  FTP, name this 18th-century author of The Robbers, William Tell, and Wallenstein.

The Department of Justice obtained a temporary restraining order against the New York Times for covering them after the third article in a series, but the Supreme Court freed the Times, which had been joined by the Washington Post, to continue publishing material. They had been leaked by Daniel Ellsberg, who grew disillusioned with the polcies advocated the man who commissioned them, Robert McNamara.  FTP, name these documents that contain a history of the U.S. role in Indochina from World War II until May 1968.
