1.) “By Entharmons Looms when Albion was slain upon his Mountains / And in his Tent. thro envy of Living Form, even of the Divine Vision” appears early in one of this poet’s long works about the immortal Zoas and is modeled after a dispute between himself and William Hayley. FTP, name the author and illustrator of the works “The Four Zoas,” “Milton, A Poem,” and “Jerusalem,” of “Tyger, tiger” fame.

2.) This figure wrote “If a ring signifies something it’s because it is a symbol of the female sexual organ.” Collected from his lectures, these works supply the cornerstone theories for works like Birth of the Other by Rosine Lefort and Tarrying With the Negative by Slavoj �i�ek (SLAH-voh ZHEE-zhek). Prevalent in literary studies, philosophy, and psychoanalysis, this man’s work also led to a strong reaction by French feminist literary critics. FTP, name this creator of the “barred S” subject, scholar of Freudian psychology, and author of The Seminar on Psychosis.

3.) Pioneers in this field of biology were Elias Magnus Fries, Christian Hendrik Persoon, and Anton de Bary. Products of this field include Quorn, Tempeh, Miso, blue cheese, and can be responsible for the bubbles in bread, champagne, and beer.  Another important product of this field is penicillin. 4.) The action in this case was brought by John James. In the opinion, Justice Marshall famously notes that "we must never forget that it is a constitution we are expounding." It was decided partially on representation reinforcement grounds, holding that, because not all of the people affected by the tax are their constituents, state governments may not tax arms of the federal government. FTP, name this 1819 Supreme Court decision which held unconstitutional state taxation of the Bank of the United States.

He began his political career when he was elected mayor of Fort-de-France and deputy in the Constituent Assembly on the French Communist Party ticket in 1945. An essayist, playwright, and poet, he began the Negritude Modernisme movement focusing on the works of native Caribbean writers and artists. FTP, name this Martinique author of the postcolonial alteration “A Tempest” that champions Caliban rather than Ariel.

However, by the time Thror went here following the fall of Erebor, it lay long abandoned because its inhabitants, seeking veins of mithril, delved deeply and awoke a Balrog which killed Durin VI. FTP, name this saint and founder of the Jesuit Order.

12.) The U.S. Ambassador to this country is Franklin P. "Pancho" Huddle, Jr.  Its territory includes the Gorno-Badakhshan autonomous region, as well as Lenin Peak and Communism Peak.  Diplomatic business is handled at a neighboring country’s former capital, Almaty, since the embassy is not yet fully operational. FTP, name this country, a former Soviet republic, which neighbors China, Uzbekistan, Afghanistan, and Kyrgyzstan and has its capital at Dushanbe.
