TOSSUPS
TOSSUP 1:  Fabled to have been made at Carduel, it is first mentioned in the Roman de Brut. King Leodegrance, an early owner, gave it as part of his daughter's dowry to its best-known owner, who prized it for preventing jealousy though it sacrificed efficiency, as it gave everyone equal precedence. Elaine's son was the only man who could claim the seat known as the Siege Perilous. FTP, name this best known piece of furniture from Camelot, where Arthur and his knights sat.

ANSWER: the Round Table
TOSSUP 2: Scholars believe he died from mercury poisoning due to Taoist longevity elixirs, or from cirrhosis of the liver. Exiled for a short time after the An Lu-shan rebellion, he used strange diction and rhyme in such works as “Lament of the Frontier Guard” and “The River Merchant’s Wife; a Letter” and was supposedly drowned while drunkenly attempting to embrace the moon’s reflection.  FTP, name this  Chinese poet of the T'ang dynasty.

ANSWER: Li T'ai-Po
TOSSUP 3: The Cincinnati version recently sponsored a promotion that gave out free tickets to people with the name of William, Richard, or Peter as part of “Cory Pecker Night”. The animated version featured seven of them, planet-hopping in an attempt to capture the evil Dragonus. The movie version, which spawned two sequels, chronicled a laughingstock youth squad coached to respectability by a DUI’d lawyer played by Emilio Estevez. FTP, name this Walt Disney hockey team whose pro version plays in Anaheim.

ANSWER: The Mighty Ducks
TOSSUP 4:  Developing out of the group Les Nouveaux Jeunes, all but one collaborated on Les Mariés de la Tour Eiffel, one of the few collective works of this Henri Collet-named cabal.  The objector, Louis Durey, did collaborate on his Scenes de Cirque with Jean Cocteau.  Georges Auric was a student of Satie, and the only woman in the group, Germaine Tailleferre, was a student of another member, Darius Milhaud.  FTP, name this group of French composers who reacted against both Impressonism and the ideas of Wagner.

ANSWER: Les Six
TOSSUP 5:  Last name's the same: the maiden name of the mother of Virginia Woolf.  A governor of Missouri who drafted an ordinance of secession from the Union.  The founder and namesake of a gaming company most famous for GURPS, the "Generic Universal RolePlaying System". The civil rights activist who founded People United to Save Humanity. FTP, give the last name also shared by the Confederate general who died at Chancellorsville after being nicknamed at First Bull Run for his courageous imobility. 

ANSWER: Jackson
TOSSUP 6:  His Yahoo! email adress, which happened to be a payed account, was published in Wired News on November 11, although it is now disabled; his newspaper, Babil, repoted that it was shut down by U.S. officials.  He has denied reports that he had converted to Shia Islam in an attempt to garner popular support; it is well known, however, that this playboy is resentful of losing his position as heir apparent after a 1996 assassination attempt to his younger brother. FTP, name this eldest son of Saddam Hussein.

ANSWER: Uday Hussein

TOSSUP 7: It advocated significant investment in public amenities like transportation and education in order to reduce the gap between the rich and the poor, which its author saw as a serious threat to the economy.  While its prediction of a vicious spiral into unemployment and inflation was derailed in the 1980s, and its discussion of car fins is less relevant today that at  its 1958 publication, it still wields considerable influence on today’s neoliberal politicians.  FTP, name this work on the “economy of abundance” by John Kenneth Galbraith.  

ANSWER:  The Affluent Society
TOSSUP 8:  It can cause the underhydroxylation of proline and lysine in collagen, which is needed by bones, teeth and connective tissue. The lack of collagen causes the breakdown of capillaries, which can result in hemorrhaging. James Lind wrote a detailed treatise on it in 1753; in children, it generally appears between the ages of 6 months and 18 months.  College students can also be prone to it, especially if they live on an all-ramen diet. FTP, what is this condition, perhaps the oldest known deficiency, that results from the lack of consumption of fruits and vegetables with vitamin C?

ANSWER: scurvy (accept deficiency of vitamin C early)

TOSSUP 9:  The Malmeddy Massacre of 86 Americans, who had already surrendered, occurred during this battle.  In its planning stages, it was called Wacht am Rhein, then Autumn Mist.  The plan was to attack the Allies in bad weather, which would hinder their cooperating and, if successful, might drive them apart completely.  The Fifth and Sixth Panzer divisions broke through the Loshein Gap, then attacked Elsborn Ridge and Bastogne, where Brigadier General McAuliffe replied to a demand for surrender with his famous "Nuts."  FTP, name this battle in the Ardennes, the last German offensive of World War II.

ANSWER: Battle of the Bulge 

TOSSUP 10:   Some of her short prose works are collected in Johnny Panic and the Bible of Dreams, while Crossing the Water contains some of her "transitional poems." Letters Home is a collection of correspondence, beginning with her first letter as a freshman at Smith. Her only novel tells the story of Esther Greenwood, and her poems include “Black Rook in Rainy Weather”, "Medusa," "Lady Lazarus," and "Daddy." FTP, name this suicidal author of Ariel  and The Bell Jar.

ANSWER: Sylvia Plath
TOSSUP 11:  Her film c”redits include Sister of Freya #4 in Yorick, and Carol in The Illusion, both released in 2002. On the Rock Star” edition of Who Wants to be A Millionaire, she won $125,000 for St. Jude’s Children Hospital. A staple Christmas songbird, this singer left the music scene for a while to start a family with husband Vince Gil. Heart in Motion and Behind the Eyes were her ventures in pop, but FTP what singer-songwriter has returned, with Legacy Hymns & Faith, to her Christian fan base? 

ANSWER: Amy Grant
TOSSUP 12: Discovered in 1978, these objects are divided into two distinct categories.  Rare bright radio galaxies make up the optically violent variables, while PKS 2155-304 is an example of BL Lacertae Objects, which contain no spectral lines.  Their output is even more powerful and more variable, at all wavelengths, than any known quasar.  FTP, name these extragalactic objects that, in a strange twist of relativity, sometimes appear to be moving sideways at superluminal speeds.

ANSWER: Blazars

TOSSUP 13:   He sailed with Ojeda to Urabí, where Ojeda left him in charge of the new city of San Sebastian, and accompanied Balboa on the journey across the Isthmus of Panama to find the Pacific Ocean. He formed a company with Hernando de Luque and Diego de Almagro, and after treacherously capturing a king, he collected as ransom a room full of gold. Later, he installed Manco Capac as king and founded Lima. FTP, name this conquistador who executed Atahualpa.

ANSWER: Francisco Pizarro
TOSSUP 14:  The title of chapter seven of this book was used by Pink Floyd as the title of their 1967 album The Piper at the Gates of Dawn.  Other chapters include The Return of Ulysses, The Open Road, Dulce Domum, Wayfarers All, and "Like Summer Tempests Came His Tears".  Leaving behind his spring cleaning, one of the protagonists starts the adventure that will introduce him to Pan Island, the Wild Wood, and Otter, Badger, and the Water Rat.  FTP, name this classic about the adventures of Mole and Toad, written by Kenneth Grahame.

ANSWER: The Wind in the Willows
TOSSUP 15:  It was left unfinished at its author's death, and the supplement was probably compiled by Reginald of Piperno.  Some particularly strong imfluences were Alexander of Hales, known as Doctor Irrefragibilis, and Peter Lombard. In the prologue, the author discusses the problems faced in his day by students of sacred doctrine, he then presents a fivefold proof of the existence of God. FTP, name this work of Thomas Aquinas.

ANSWER: Summa theologica or Summa totius theologiae
TOSSUP 16:  It appears in the Gibbs factor, but not the Boltzmann factor, and its value for electrons at zero Kelvin is the Fermi energy. Proportional to the partial derivative of energy with respect to particle number, it providing a measure of the reactivity of a component in a solution. FTP, name this quantity equal to the Gibbs free energy per particle, typically represented by the Greek letter mu.

ANSWER: chemical potential (prompt on “Fermi level” or early “Fermi energy”)

TOSSUP 17:  They began their career with Workers Leaving the Factory. Tinkering with the Kinetoscope and the Kinetograph, they invented the portable version of "kinetic writer" when the younger brother discovered the final design in a dream. With early natural works such as Feeding the Baby, Demolition of a Wall, and the 1895 Boat Leaving the Port, they cemented themselves as a powerful early influence on cinema. FTP, name these French siblings who invented Cinematographe.

ANSWER: Lumiere brothers

TOSSUP 18:  He launched both the English Review in 1908 and the Transatlantic Review in 1919, the latter featuring Hemingway as his deputy editor.  His early work included collaborations with Conrad, producing The Inheritors and Romance, but his first splash as a solo author was with The Fifth Queen trilogy, published between 1906 and 1908.  His four volume novel about the life of  Christopher Tietjens, Parade’s End, is one of the great English Modernist novels.  FTP, name this man, author of The Good Soldier.  

ANSWER: Ford Madox Ford
TOSSUP 19:  Author of works like Division and Reunion and History of the American People, Champ Clark of Missouri was his biggest contender for the nomination, but the support he gained from William Jennings Bryan and the Underwood men was most valuable.  Nominated by the Democrats on a campaign program called New Freedom that stressed states’ rights and individualism, FTP, this Princeton professor, winner of the 1919 Nobel Peace Prize, and U.S. president is most noted for his Fourteen Points and the League of Nations.

ANSWER: Woodrow Wilson
TOSSUP 20:   One measurable consequence of it is the Casimir effect, and a less measurable property is that for an electromagnetic field it is infinite.  Fundamentally, it arises from the Heisenberg Uncertainty Principle, which implies that even at absolute zero, an object has some motion that can never be taken away.  FTP, what is the name given to the energy of this necessary motion?

ANSWER: Zero-Point Energy

TOSSUP 21: The odds of surviving an expedition to it over the course of its history are approximately 1 in 6, though over 900 people have tried anyway.  Once called Peak XV by Westerners, it was renamed in 1865 in honor of the British Surveyor General.  FTP, name this mountain, whose summit was first reached by Tenzing Norgay an Edmund Hillary.

ANSWER: Mt. Everest
TOSSUP 22: He was advised to take an oar and walk inland until he found people who didn't recognize the oar. To obtain this advice he dug a pit and filled it with blood, attracting the shade of Tiresias, who told him how to appease Poseidon. Hermes gave him the herb moly before he faced the sorceress Circe, and forced Calypso to let him go. A favorite of Athena, FTP name this wily Greek hero who blinded Polyphemus.

ANSWER: Odysseus (grudgingly accept Ulysses before Poseidon is mentioned)

TOSSUP 23:    The main protagonist and her family settle their land while adjusting to the growing town that their isolated pioneer home has become in the final book of this series, The Fields.  In The Town, youngest son, Conrad, a progressive journalist, struggles to understand his mother’s old-fashioned views on the eve of the Civil War.  In The Trees,  Sayward Luckett Wheeler, a young pioneer, migrates from Pennsylavania to Ohio and becomes a mother to her orphaned siblings while starting her own family FTP, name this Conrad Richter trilogy that chronicled and romanticized frontier life in Ohio.

ANSWER:  The Awakening Land

BONUS 1:  Name these characters from somewhat similar myths, FTSNOP.

[10] In Norse myth, this brother of Otter and Regin took the treasure of Andvari and turned himself into a dragon to guard it.

ANSWER: Fafnir
[10] This hero slew Fafnir, and was cooking Fafnir's heart for Regin to eat when some blood burned his hand. Licking his hand, he found he had gained the ability to understand birds.

ANSWER: Sigurd
[5] In Celtic myth, this animal gained its sagely powers by eating magical hazelnuts.

ANSWER: Salmon of Wisdom or Salmon of Knowledge
[5] This hero caught the Salmon of Knowledge and was cooking it for Finegas when he blistered his hand. He licked his hand and gained the wisdom of the fish.

ANSWER: Finn MacCool or Mac Cumhail

[A] The end-products of glycolysis, glucose is broken down into two molecules of this 3-carbon compound.

ANSWER: pyruvate
[B] This molecule combines with acetyl coA and a molecule of water to form citrate at the start of the Krebs cycle.

ANSWER: oxaloacetate
[C] Together with FADH2, this molecule formed during glycolysis and the Krebs cycle donates electrons to the electron transport chain.

ANSWER: NADH (nicotinamide adenine dinucleotide)

[D] This diatomic molecule is the final electron acceptor in the electron transport chain, reducing to form water.

ANSWER: oxygen
BONUS 3:  Name the Asian bodies of water from brief description FTPE.

[10] Surrounded by the Kamchatka peninsula, Sakhalin and Siberia, it is separated from the Pacific Ocean by the Kuril Islands.  

ANSWER: Sea of Okhotsk
[10] Bounded by the Korea Bay and the East China Sea, the port of Inchon lies on its shores.

ANSWER: Yellow Sea

[10] The Isthmus of Kra separates it from the Andaman Sea to the west while it is connected to the South China Sea on its southeast mouth. It is named for the country formerly known as Siam.

 ANSWER: Gulf of Thailand

[10] This egoistic tone poem has Strauss himseld as the central character, triumphing over his critics and gaining domestic bliss.

ANSWER: Ein Heldenleben or A Hero’s Life
[10] This prologue to a Moliere play mixes commedia del'arte and classical tragedy, with chamber orchetral accompaniment. It shares its name with an opera.

 ANSWER: Ariadne auf Naxos
[10] After the defeat of Germany in World War II and the destruction of her opera houses, Strauss wrote this lament for 23 solo strings.

ANSWER: Metamorphosen

[10] What is the first non-zero term in the Taylor series expansion for tangent x, for x near 0?

ANSWER: x
[10] What are the first two terms in the Taylor series expansion of one over one minus x, for absolute value of x less than 1?
