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Tossups

1. First elected to Congress in 1885, he served in the House of Representatives for 6 years.  As a Governor from 1901-1905, he fought for the introduction of the direct primary and railway taxation.  He was one of only six senators who opposed World War One, and as a result he was accused of being a radical and a socialist; but he preferred to be called a Progressive.  FTP, name this Senator from Wisconsin who unsuccessfully ran for President as the Progressive Party’s candidate in 1924.

Answer: Robert La Follette
2. Discovered by William Ramsey and Morris Travers in 1894, this gas was isolated from air. Its name comes from a Greek word meaning inactive.  Today it is used to fill ordinary light bulbs and it helps keep the incandescent filament from evaporating, giving the bulb a longer life. FTP, name this noble gas that constitutes about 1 % of the earth’s atmosphere and whose atomic number is 18.

Answer: argon
3. An Italian-born American physicist, he was the first scientist to split the atom, although he did not realize what he had done at that time.  In 1938, he won the Nobel Prize in physics and used this opportunity to escape from Fascist Italy, and in 1942, he produced the first nuclear chain reaction. FTP, identify this co-developer of the first atomic weapons whose name is today honored in a physics research laboratory near Batavia, Illinois.

Answer: Enrico Fermi
4. This Latin translation was completed in 405.  It differs from the original Hebrew and Greek texts both in the names of several books and in the way some chapters and verses have been divided.  After its completion, it soon replaced earlier Latin versions and was made the standard Roman Catholic Translation by the Council of Trent in 1546.  FTP, name this bible translation by Saint Jerome whose name derives from a Latin word that means common or popular.

Answer: Vulgate (also accept the Latin word Vulgata)

5. Teachers at the school included such famous artists as Lyonel Feininger, Paul Klee and Wassily Kandinsky.  Dedicated to uniting the arts and architecture with modern industrial technology, this influential school of design was founded in Weimar, Germany in 1919.  It was under permanent attack of right wing groups and was moved to Dessau in 1925 before it was closed permanently by the Nazis in 1933.  FTP, identify this university that was founded by the architect Walter Gropius and later headed by fellow architect Ludwig Mies van der Rohe.

Answer: Bauhaus

6. This author’s writings express a commitment to peace and plead for compassion for the victims of war, exemplified in Traveller, If You Come to Spa, and the novel, Acquainted with the Night.  His later work became increasingly critical of Capitalist society and the negative effects of prosperity, such as “The Lost Honor of Katharina Blum”, and “Group Portrait with Lady”.  His expose the materialism and opportunism he saw in the older generation of German Society.  FTP, identify this 1972 winner of the Nobel Prize for literature and author of the novels “Billiards at Half-Past Nine” and “The Clown”.

Answer: Heinrich Böll (Boell)

7. This man gets married for the second time after going blind, to the woman who refused to be his mistress.  He raises Adele, the daughter of a previous mistress, despite denying being Adele’s father.  He likes to dress as a gypsy woman and tries to marry Adele’s governess, despite the fact he’s already married to Bertha, a crazy lady he keeps locked up in the attic. FTP, name this husband of Jane Eyre.  

Answer: Mr. Edward Rochester  
8. A toolbox, a bull's horn, an umbrella handle, a curling iron, a flashlight, a screwdriver, various bottles and jars, but not, as South Park  would have you believe, a gerbil.  FTP, name these types of objects featured in Chuck Palahniuk's Choke that include bananas, carrots, and cucumbers, for which case studies can be found in medical journals after they've had to be removed.

Answer: Colorectal foreign objects (accept "things people stick up their butts" or equivalent, prompt on answers involving masturbatory aids)
9. Its president was arrested in Baltimore for soliciting a prostitute.  Local affiliates are required every day to air “The Point,” a strongly partisan conservative one-minute political commentary.   It bowed to political pressure last fall by watering down its coverage of the anti-Kerry film “Stolen Honor.”  FTP, name this broadcast group that generated controversy last April by refusing to air a Nightline program listing the names of soldiers killed in Iraq. 

Answer: Sinclair Broadcast Group
10. Peter Mitchell, a British scientist, proposed this theory in 1961 and garnered the Nobel Prize for his work in 1978.  This process occurs during the Kreb’s cycle during the breakdown of various saccharides.  The process entails the diffusion of ions across a plasma membrane, which then re-enter the mitochondrion through electrogenic pumps.  For ten points, name this process, a major part of aerobic respiration and which results in the synthesis of 34 molecules of adenosine triphosphate.

Answer:  chemiosmosis
11. Fleeing Germany because of his Jewish background, this psychologist and philosopher later left the USA for Mexico because of McCarthyism.  In 1974, he moved to Switzerland where he died in 1980.  A member of the American Socialist Party he tried to combine the ideas of Freud and Marx and was a member of the Frankfurt School. FTP, name this author the 1955 book “The Sane Society” which argued in favor of communitarian socialism, as well as “Escape from Freedom”.

Answer: Erich Fromm
12. The numerous impressionistic paintings of this natural object can be seen as predecessors of cubism and fauvism. Its painter was fascinated by the rugged architectural forms in the mountains of Provence in southern France and painted the same scene from many different angles.  For ten points name this mountain located near Aix en Provence, depicted by Paul Cezanne over sixty times.

Answer: Mont Sainte Victoire
13. The social version states that institutions and values are simply the accumulation of the strivings of individuals.  The logical version of Bertram Russel tries to find the smallest possible segment of thought.  The most popular, religious version, is also called the "tiny God" theory.   FTP, name this religion, the belief that everything in the universe is created of tiny particles that have no beginning or end, though most versions do not purport to be the worship of those particles.

Answer: Atomism  
14. A play by Jean Anouilh that bears this man’s last name as its title, and another modern literary work about this man include T.S. Eliot’s play “Murder in the Cathedral”. An archbishop in the 12th century, he refused to sign the Constitutions of Clarendon in 1064, which triggered a 6-year long controversy between himself and Henry II. FTP, name this man who was murdered on December 29th, 1170 by four conspiring knights, whose shrine is the eventual destination of the members of The Canterbury Tales.

Answer: Thomas á Becket 
15. The singer/songwriter asks in one song “Who made me the genius I am today?” and then tells us it was a great mathematician who advised him to plagiarize, plagiarize, plagiarize.  In 1965, he spoofed the Catholic faith by advising listeners to “fiddle with your rosaries” while doin’ “The Vatican Rag.”  FTP, name this satirist, the singer and songwriter of “The New Math” and “The Elements.”  

Answer: Tom Lehrer
16. This bilateral treaty was ratified by both nations in 1494. Under its regulations Brazil would later become a Portuguese colony while the rest of South America would be Spanish.  It became necessary after there had been political fights about the parts of the world discovered by Christopher Columbus.  FTP, name this 1494 treaty who basically divided the world outside of Europe in an exclusive duopoly between the Spanish and the Portuguese along a north-south meridian 1100 miles west of the Cape Verde Islands.

Answer: Treaty of Tordesillas
17. His legs spawned a man and a woman who came out of his body through the armpits.  He was fed by the cow Audumla that had four udders of milk. He was formed from the ice of Niflheim, where it met with Muspel's heat and melted. Giants came forth from his body while he slept.  Audumla licked frost and salt from ice, eventually forming Buri, who then fathered Bor, father of Odin, Vili and Ve.  FTP, name this founder of the race of frost giants from Norse mythology who was killed by Odin.

Answer: Ymir
18. Wilhelm Röntgen first observed the effect of x-rays on a phosphorescent screen in 1895.  This discovery helped pave the way for the first portable version of this instrument, which was tested on the ground and also in the air over Saskatchewan in 1949.  When radiation strikes certain components of this tool, the resultant light is transformed into electrical pulses which are then processed and measured.  For ten points, name this scientific tool that uses phosphorescent materials to detect radiation levels.

Answer:  scintillation counter (or scintillation chamber or tube)
19. This symbol is associated with Gnosticism, Hermeticism, the 1990s television show Millenium, and the Homunculi from the anime Full Metal Alchemist.  Its origin has been traced to Astronomy, where ancient texts refer to the Milky Way as a giant serpent of light.  FTP, name this mythological symbol that depicts a dragon or snake eating its own

tail.

Answer: Ouroboros
20. He helped tend to Eurypylos’ wounds after discovering that it was Machaon the healer who had been injured.  He later helped lead a Myrmidon counterattack, and was successful in defeating many of his sworn enemies.  Unlike many men, he claimed he was killed by three things:  deadly destiny, Euphorbos, and finally Hector.  For ten points, name this companion of Achilles whose death caused the great Greek hero to enter the fight against the Trojans.

Answer:  Patroklos or Patroclus
21. They prefer the term "revisionists", and being one is a per se criminal offence in Austria, Belgium, Czech Republic, France, Lithuania, Poland, Switzerland, Germany, and Israel, punishable by fines and jail sentences.  FTP, name these people, among them Richard Harwood and David Irwing who claim that film footage shown after World War II was manufactured propaganda, and that the figure of six million deaths is an extreme exaggeration.
