He was also influenced by Walt Whitman, whose framed portrait he always kept on his desk; in fact, he once stated, “I, a poet who writes in Spanish, learned more from Walt Whitman than from Cervantes.”  FTP, name this Chilean poet who won the Nobel Prize for Literature in 1971.

17. The first of these discovered was actually called the Kornberg enzyme.  Its name was later changed after two others were discovered in 1970 and 1971.  The third of these is particularly important, as it without its 5’ [pronounced “five prime”] to 3’ polymerization activity, it is lethal to the molecule.  The first one is unique in that it is capable of 5’ to 3’ exonuclease activity, without which, DNA has a 100 fold increase in mutation rates.  FTP, name this group of enzymes, responsible for the addition of nucleotides to a replicating DNA strand.

20. The first took place between 1839-1842 and the second between 1856-1860.  They started in the early 19th century when China began destroying large quantities of the namesake contraband at Guangzhou.  Great Britain responded, however, by sending several gunboats to attack coastal cities and the proceeded to force the Chinese to sign the British Supplementary Treaty of Bogue and the Treaty of Nanjing.  FTP, name this series of wars that ended in China opening up several of its ports to British trade and residence.
