1. Declared a heretic by the Council of Constance, his remains were dug up in 1396 and burned. Born in Yorkshire, he survived the Black Death and was on the Oxford faculty along with Roger Bacon and William of Occam. For ten points, name this theologian who wrote De civili dominio and was a precursor to the Protestant Reformation.

Answer: John Wycliffe
2. Originally a law student in Paris, he returned to his home in Rouen in 1846 where he carried on an affair with the poet Colet. He was a friend of Zola, Turgenev, and Hugo throughout his life and his universal pessimism is directed toward both Parisians and the bourgeois in his works such as the Sentimental Education. For ten points, name this French cynic author who wrote The Temptation of St. Anthony and Madame Bovary.

Answer: Gustave Flaubert

3. It was discovered by Coster and von Hevesey in 1932 by using X-ray spectroscopy.  It is extracted from tungsten ore by the Kroll process and is used in nuclear reactor rods because of its ability to absorb neutrons, and its carbide is the most refractory binary composition known.  For ten points, what is this element, named for the town in which it was first isolated from zirconium ores, with an atomic mass of 178.49 and atomic number 72.

Answer: Hafnium

4. His Discourse on Inequality argues that man is naturally compassionate but the pressures of society have led to inequalities in society. In Emile, he tracks the growth of a boy who grows in a natural state in the country. FTP, name this French philosopher and writer whose 1762 Social Contract said that man's state of nature degenerates into anarchy and that people form governments to protect their survival and freedom.

Answer: Jean-Jacques Rousseau

5. His early stage was exemplified by unnatural-looking characters and pessimistic themes in his paintings such as Despair and Death in the Sick Room. Modern psychology suggests he was probably bipolar, and after committing himself to a hospital in 1909 he began to transition to more optimistic themes in his work. For ten points, name this Norwegian Expressionist painter of The Scream.

Answer: Edvard Munch 

6. In one month, this man’s mother and sister both died, followed three years later by his brother’s suicide and a disease that left him near-blind and unable to enlist in the British army during World War I.  He died on the same day as C.S. Lewis and JFK’s assassination, so his death went mostly unnoticed.  FTP, name this man, who wrote of the dehumanizing effects of science in a dystopian future that begins in the Year of Our Ford 632 and features Bernard Marx, a member of the Alpha caste, as the main character.

Answer: Aldous Huxley

7. They are native to all continents except Antarctica and Australia.  Their scrotum lies in front of their penis, they are strictly vegetarian, and they possess four sets of teeth, thus distinguishing them from rodents, whom they were long believed to be closely related to, though they were made a separate order at the turn of the century.  For ten points, name the order that includes the families Ochotonidae and Leporidae, whose most recognized members are rabbits and hares.

Answer: Logomorpha (prompt on early rabbit, hare, pica, ochotonidae or leporidae or equivalents.  Grudgingly prompt on “bunnies”)

8. He was born in Sovana, Tuscany, but it was his work in the German states of the Holy Roman Empire that would define his later interests and career.  He addressed the issue of transubstantiation with the French theologian Berengar of Tours, and later took up celibacy in the clergy, issuing an encyclical allowing churches to ignore the edicts of married bishops.  For ten points, name this pope known for his hostility towards Henry the Fourth and William the Conqueror, elected in 1073.

Answer: Hildebrand or Gregory VII

9. His theories of psychology differ from convention in his use of culture and religion to explain the unconscious mind, from which he believed almost all neurosis sprung. He also proposed the importance of the integration of opposites such as the feminine aspects of men and the masucline aspects of women. For ten points, name this psychologist and collaborator with Freud who is responsible for the concept of the collective unconscious.

Answer: Carl Jung

10. He is a large, powerfully built man who was raised by animals before being civilized by a temple prostitute, after which he was no longer able to return to the wild.  However, as he was fashioned of clay he retained his barbaric nature, throwing meat in the face of Ishtar and killing Humbaba.  For ten points, name this man, killer of the Bull of Heaven, and the tamer and friend of Gilgamesh.

Answer: Enkidu

11. During his lifetime, he was possible best known for proposing a solar model where the other planets orbit the sun with the sun orbiting the Earth, since this did not conflict with the Church. He was also an avid astrologer, coming up with astrological explanations of the supernova he observed in 1572, which he correctly surmised was a non-atmospheric event. He also dabbled in alchemy and medicine, a pursuit that led to his possible death by mercury poisoning. FTP, name this Danish astronomer known for other wacky things such as having a metal nose, pet moose, but more importantly keep really accurate observations that his protégé Kepler used to formulate his laws.


Answer: Tycho Brahe 

12. With a name derived from their most notorious practice, they had believers centered in southern Germany and Switzerland.  One of the most divided and uncoordinated of the Protestant sects, some groups embraced anarchy or anti-Trinitarianism during rebellions against authority.  This only encouraged the vilification of the entire sect by the rest of Europe.  FTP give the name of this sect, derived from the practice of rebaptizing adult followers.

Answer: Anabaptist

13. His original work was as an arms dealer in rural Attica. Later in his life he would be elected one of the ten military commanders of Athens. He is better remembered though for the seven plays of his that survive today in their complete form. For ten points, name this man nicknamed the Attic Bee, the second of the three great tragedians, who wrote the plays Electra, Oedipus at Colonus, and Antigone.

Answer: Sophocles

14. It was written in the standard four movement template for a classical symphony, except that the final presto movement changes abruptly to an adagio in 3/8 time. The context of the work was Nikolaus Esterházy’s prolonged stay at his summer palace where his court musicians were forced to stay with him. For ten points, name this work by Joseph Hadyn in which each musician walks off the stage until only the conducter and concertmaster are left.

Answer: The Farewell Symphony  or  Hadyn’s Symphony No. 45

15. It is said his formative years were during World War II, where this French anthropologist met one of his chief influences, Roman Jakobson. In his work Pensée Sauvage (roughly translated as The Savage Mind) laid the foundation for his field and contrasted it with existentialism. FTP, name this essential figure in structural anthropology, whose work Mythologies, he traces the evolution of a myth from the tip of South America up to the Arctic, the last volume of which was published in 1971. 

Answer: Claude Levi-Strauss

16. The battle occurred near Fort Miamis, a British outpost that was supplying the natives against official British policy.  The native force of Shawnees, Delawares and Miamis was routed by the Legion of the United States after a brief skirmish in which neither side lost more than 50 men killed.  This victory, and the subsequent razing of the territory north of the Ohio River by the victorious American army, would lead to the Treaty of Greenville in 1795.  FTP, The forces led by “Mad Anthony” Wayne proved victorious at this battle, named for the curious landscaping due to a recent tornado passing through.

Answer: The Battle of Fallen Timbers

17. He ran for sheriff of Aspen, Colorado in 1970 on the platform that the town should be renamed “Fat City”. His other adventures include spending a year with the Hell’s Angels biker gang and covering the 1972 Presidential Election for Rolling Stone. For ten points, name this author who wrote Fear and Loathing in Las Vegas and shot himself in February 2005.

Answer: Hunter S. Thompson

18. The earliest reference to these may be by an Idian named Pingala in 500BC. Later Indian mathemeticians also examined these numbers when investaging the problem of bin packing items of length less than three. Kepler figured out that the ratio of the next and current numbers goes towards the golden ratio. Leonardo of Pisa, however, was the most famous to work with them. FTP, name this recursive series of numbers where each number is the sum of the two numbers before it. 

Answer: Fibonacci numbers

19. A Cornish folk hero whose story is told in the Matter of Britain, he was also sometimes a knight of Arthur’s roundtable.  In some story’s he is a portly man who slays a giant serpent to the disbelief of his detractors.  The most famous story concern’s his quest to fetch an Irish bride for the King of Cornwall.  During the trip, he inadvertently falls in love with the bride.  FTP, name this man who fell in love with Isolde and was forced into exile for their adultery.

Answer: Tristan

20. He was a professor of ancient literature in Basel, Switzerland when the Franco-Prussian War broke out in 1870. His service as a medical orderly in the war led to his contraction of diphtheria and dysentery which would cause a variety of health problems the rest of his life. His first book was published in 1872 titled The Birth of Tragedy. For ten points, name this humanist who believed his ideas were on the path toward a theory of everything in his concept of the will to power.

Answer: Friedrich Nietzsche
21. Mer de Glace, des Bossons, and D’Argentiere are all located on it.  Marie Paradis was the first woman to explore it in 1808, only 22 years after it had first been scaled by Jacques Balmat and Michel Paccard.  It has long been a point of contention between France and Italy, as their border is defined, in part, by this mountain’s highest point.  For ten points, what mountain, at approximately 4,807 meters, is the tallest peak in the Alps.

Answer: Monte Blanc

1) This ruling halted the teaching of creation science in Louisiana schools citing it was a violation of separation between church and state.

Answer: Edwards v. Aguillard

1) Conditioned ones are assimilation, dissimulation, deletion, and insertion.  Unconditioned ones are diphthongization and metathesis.

Answer: sound changes

2) This refers to the method of reconstructing a language by analyzing whether various words in related languages followed regular sound changes.

Answer: the comparative method

3) This type of language change has to do with the change in the structure of the language itself. Changes in word order or rules governing the use of words in sentences fall under this category.

Answer: syntactic change

1) After being forgotten during an annual sacrifice to the gods, Artemis created a monster to ravage the countryside until Atalanta and the Argonauts managed to kill it.  Name the monster.

3) The cell body of a neuron that houses the nucleus.

Answer: Soma

1) This 325 council repudiated Arianism and adopted its namesake creed.

Answer: Council of Nicea
2) This 451 council also adopted a namesake creed.  Other accomplishments were the delineation of the two natures of Christ and the repudiation of Monophysitism.

Answer: Council of Chalcedon
3) This council lasted intermittently from 1545 to 1563 as a response to Lutheranism and Calvinism.  It provided a standardized mass for the entire church known as the Tridentine Mass.      

Answer: Council of Trent
8. The late 19th and early 20th century wasn’t a great time to be in China. For ten points each, state each of the following reasons why.

1) This series of conflicts with the British began the destruction of the prestige Chinese emperor. The first ended with the Treaty of Najiang and the second was known as the Arrow War.

Answer: the Opium Wars
2) The first Opium War weakened the dynasty and possibly led to this rebellion, led by a guy who thought he was Jesus's brother and sought to setup a Kingdom of Heavenly Peace.

Answer: the Taiping Rebellion
3) For some reason, the Chinese fought this war that ended in the Treaty of Shimonoseki to try to take control of the Korean peninsula. Needless to say, they lost again.

Answer: the First Sino-Japanese War (1894-1895) (or the Qing-Japanese War or Japan-Qing War)

9. For ten points, name these things relating to non-Greek derived philosophical traditions.
1) This is the most famous tradition in China, emphasizing formal rituals and deference to authority.

Answer: Confucianism
2) Loa Zi and Zhuang Zi are traditionally held as its founders. It emphasizes nature, individual freedom, and rejection of societal bounds.

Answer: Taoism
3) This was the prevalent philosophy of the Qin dynasty. In it, following the letter of the law is more important than everything else. Officials who exceeded their duties were punished along with those who did not meet theirs.

Answer: Legalism

3) This 2004 novel won the Literary Review’s Bad Sex in Fiction award for it’s depiction of the materialistic and crude culture at Dupont University, modeled after Duke and Stanford.
Answer: I Am Charlotte Simmons

2) Born in Denmark, this photojournalist was one of the first to use flash photography to help capture the slums of New York at night as well as during the day.  His writings would later improve tenement life in the city.

Answer: Jacob Riis
3) Most of this 1962 Nobel Award in Literature winner’s works center on the Great Depression and struggles by families during this tough time, though his most famous novella concerns a duo named George and Lennie.

1)  This is the set of all the subsets of a set.

Answer: the power set

2) This is the set of all possible ordered pairs such that the first component is from the first set and the second component is from the second set. This is not to be confused with the cross product, which applies only to matrices and vectors, not sets.

Answer: the Cartesian (or direct) product
3) This is the measurement that denotes the number of elements in a set.

Answer: cardinality
17. For ten points each, name these principles of classical mechanics.
1) Newton described this law Principia Mathematica: the force directed along a line of the centers of two objects is proportional to their masses and inversely proportional to the square of their distance.

Answer: the law of universal gravitation
2) This equation relates the electric flux of a closed surface to its charge. It was published by its namesake creator in 1867 and is the electrostatic equivalent of Ampere’s Law, both of which are now in Maxwell’s equations.

Answer: Gauss’s Law

3) This is the force exerted on a charged particle in a magnetic field or an electromagnetic field.

Answer: Lorentz force

18. Given the brief description, give the name of the conflict.
1) This 1830 uprising named for an Indian leader was squashed by Illinois militia including a captain named Abraham Lincoln.

Answer: Blackhawk War

2) Precipitated by the XYZ affair, this conflict saw only naval battles, most of which merely involved the seizure of the merchant vessels of either the United States or France.
Answer: Quasi War or the Undeclared War with France
3) Leading to the deposition of Manuel Noriega, this 1989 assault on Panama featured American firepower swamping the Panamanian defenses.

Answer: Operation Just Cause

1) His “trilogy” of desire includes the books The Financier, The Titan, and The Stoic.

2) The first novel of Theodore Dreiser, it is considered his finest work by many, although it was not published until 12 years after being completed due to its frank style.

3) This Dreiser novel is based on the actual murder trial of Chester Gillette. It accuses industrial America for tempting the poor with ideas of wealth that they will never attain.

Answer: An American Tragedy
20. Identify the Cavalier poets from clues FTPE.
1) He went into exile after being implicated in the effort to rescue the Earl of Strafford from the Tower of London. His poems include “Why so pale and wan, fond lover?” and “Session of the Poets”.

Answer: Sir John Suckling
 2) A close friend of Suckling, he is considered to be the first Cavalier Poet and his works include the masque Coelum Britannicum and the song “Mediocrity in Love Rejected”.

Answer: Thomas Carew
 3) His only collection is entitled The Hebrides but he is better known for the lines “Gather ye rosebuds while ye may…”.

Answer: Robert Herrick
