1. 
After escaping from the Sowerberry family, he finds a friend who helps him find food and shelter.*  
After being mistaken for Charlie and arrested, he is taken in by his grandfather, Mr. Brownlow.  
Kidnapped on the street by thieves who are worried he will reveal their whereabouts, he is eventually 
returned to his grandfather.  FTP, from the musical including such songs as “Boy for Sale,” “Oom Pah 
Pah,” “Be Back Soon,” and “Consider Yourself,” name this titular orphan.

2. 
It opens with a lone actor seated on center stage.  In front of him sits an altar and a flame*.  
Slowly, he is joined by the Tribe.  It ends with the same actor lying center stage and another actor 
forming a cross of sticks and laying that cross on the body.  The play takes place in Greenwich Village, 
NYC.  FTP, name this “American Tribal Love-Rock Musical” with characters such as Berger, Claude, 
and Shiela and which features the song “Age of Aquarius.”

3. 
His first job after graduating from Williams College was as an assistant writer on the sitcom, 
“Topper.”*  While living in New York, his neighbor for many years was Katherine Hepburn.  He has 
won seven Tony awards for songwriting and a Pulitzer for Sunday in the Park With George.  FTP, name 
this composer who shares his birthday with Andrew Lloyd Webber and has written shows such as A 
Little Night Music, and “Company,” “ Sweeney Todd,”
Stephen Sondheim
4. 
This musical tells the story of two girls at school and what happens to each on her road to 
greatness.  One is said to be “exceedingly peculiar and altogether quite impossible to describe,*” 
while the other is described very simply as “blonde”.  It includes characters such as Madame Morrible, 
Nessarose, and Dr. Dillamond.  Songs include “Loathing,” “Popular,” “Dancing Through Life,” and “No 
Good Deed.”  FTP, name this musical about the lives of the witches of Oz before Dorothy.

5. 
According to the musical, she was 15 when she left her home town.  She uses men to advance her 
status.  After becoming a model, broadcaster*, and film actress, she meets her future husband at a 
charity concert.  Realizing that they can help each other they team up.  She helps him gain the highest 
prize in the country and as his wife, gains the fame and fortune she sought.  FTP, name this woman who 
was seen as a saint by most in her native Argentina.

6. 
Born in Buffalo in 1943, his career as a “Broadway gypsy”* was short lived with performances in 
only three shows, but he found his place in choreography.  Beginning in 1966 with A Joyful Noise, he 
had five consecutive years of Tony nominations and losses.  In 1971, he finally won two Tonys for his 
work on “Follies.”  FTP, name this director/ choreographer known as the true creator of the long running 
musical, A Chorus Line.

7. 
This popular musical won the 1996 Pulitzer Prize for Drama* as well as four Tonys in the same year, 
including the one for Best Musical.  It is now in production as a movie directed by Chris Columbus 
which will open in November of 2005 with Idina Menzel as Maureen, Adam Pascal as Roger, and 
Anthony Rapp as Mark.  It began as a musical updating of La Boheme and tells the story of New York 
Bohemians struggling with life, love, and AIDS in a story by Jonathan Larson.  FTP, name this hit 
musical with the songs: “On the Street,” “Without You,” and “Seasons of Love.”

Her father sings about her in the song “Little Bird,”* showing that he still loves her dearly despite 
her controversial marriage that has caused him to disown her.  At the end of the show, she tells her 
family that she is moving to Krakow with her husband.  Her parents and younger sisters are going to 
America and she promises to write her mother there.  FTP; name this third daughter of Tevye who 
marries the Christian Fyedka.

10. 
The novel, written in 1955 by David Garnett is a “sweet romance about youth and love.”  Opening 
April 17, 1989,* the musical features music written by Andrew Lloyd Webber.  It follows Rose Vilbert, 
Alex and George Dillingham and others with songs such as “Seeing is Believing,” “Other Pleasures,” 
and “Anything but Lonely.”  FTP name this show that opens with “Love Changes Everything.”

Aspects of Love
11.  Born in the mid-early 60’s in Communist East Berlin, her father left while she was only an infant.  
She lost part of herself* in Berlin when she came to America, and the rest to Tommy Gnosis.  Her 
mother, while she was still a young child, told her the story of the Children of the Sun, the Earth, and the 
Moon and The Origin of Love which changed her life forever.  FTP; name this title singer, once a boy 
named Hansel, who is backed up by The Angry Inch.

12. “On My Own,” “Salzburg,” “I Met a Girl,” and “Just In Time,”* are all songs from this musical 
with lyrics and book by Betty Comden and Adolph Green.  Although he doesn’t know who she is 
because she always pretends to be “mom” on the telephone Jeff agrees to meet Ella.  They sing and 
dance on the subway, entertain people in Central Park and fall in love in FTP, this musical about Jeff 
Moss and Ella Peterson, a telephone operator who enjoys giving her clients advice

to Broadway,” and “You’re a Grand Old Flag.” FTP, name this “Man who owned Broadway” whose bio 
is portrayed in the film Yankee Doodle Dandy. 

George M. Cohan
14. It opened on Broadway in 1947 and was a major success, but its outdated views of the racial 
situation in the American South* has affected its popularity.  The music was written by Burton Lane 
with lyrics by E.Y. Harburg.  Taking place in Missitucky, its characters include an Irishman and his 
daughter as well as a leprechaun named Og.  FTP, name this musical with the songs: “Old Devil Moon” 
and “How Are Things in Glocca Morra?”

Finian’s Rainbow
15.  She arrives, in the beginning of a musical comedy concerning the generation gap between the old 
world Chinese who cling to traditional values* and the new generation of westernized Chinese-
Americans, in San Francisco’s Chinatown to take her place as a wife, but after much romantic 
misadventuring, she ends up with Ta rather than Sammy.  FTP, name this Hong Kong “picture bride” 
from Flower Drum Song.
Mei Li
16.  It premiered in 2001 and follows characters such as Mr. McQueen, Billy Boy Bill, Robbie the 
Stockfish*, and Little Sally.  Songs include “We’re Not Sorry,” “Look At the Sky,” and “Don’t Be the 
Bunny.”  FTP, name this musical described as, “A neo-Brecthian absurdist melodrama about a city in the 
midst of a drought so devastating that a malevolent corporation has been able to take control of all the 
toilet facilities.”

17. He first appeared in 1915 speaking only two sentences in the story Extricating Young Gussie. His 
master* then was Bertie Mannering-Phipps.  In an Andrew Lloyd Webber show, he acts as writer, 
composer, director and props master while his master Bertie Wooster entertains the audience by telling 
about the romantic misadventures of his London cronies.  FTP, name this title butler.

18. The play was originally written by Maurine Dallas Watkins and the musical opened on Broadway 
in 1996.  A wife laments her husband’s stupidity* in “Funny Honey,” and he later offers a soliloquy 
about the fact that people seem to be able to see right through him because he’s made of cellophane.  
Later in the show, two women discuss how people have lost all “Class.”  FTP, Name this musical in 
which Roxie Hart discovers the truth of the tagline, “If you can’t by famous, be infamous.”
Chicago
19. Revived in 1999 with Bernadette Peters as the title character*, the original opened at the Imperial 
Theater in 1946.  The 1950 screen version starred Betty Hutton in the role of the illiterate hillbilly star.  It 
was originally written for Ethel Merman and was the biggest Broadway hit of her career.  FTP, name the 
Irving Berlin musical that revolves around the female sharpshooter and star of Buffalo Bill’s traveling 
Wild West Show.
Annie, Get Your Gun
20. It opened off-Broadway in March 2003 gaining rave reviews and opened on Broadway at the 
Golden Theater on July 31st in the same year.  This musical about real life takes place in New York 
City* and follows a bright-eyed college grad and his neighbors as they search for jobs, dates, and their 
purpose in life.  It features songs such as “Purpose,” “Special,” “Mix Tape,” and “The Internet Is For 
Porn.”  FTP, name this Tony winning musical reminiscent of a mature Sesame Street.

Avenue Q
(21.) His niece runs away with her artist boyfriend after he has forbidden her to see him.*  He is 
constantly bothered by a meddlesome widow; his head clerk steals his love interest, and the widow 
continues to play a matchmaker.  FTP, name this general store owner of Yonkers, NY from the musical, 
Hello Dolly!.
Horace Vandergelder (accept either name)
(22.) Born in Salisbury, Wiltshire, he began his stage, film and television careers early.  He made his 
Broadway debut in 1967* performing in Black Comedy. His credits in film musical include roles in A 
Funny Thing Happened On the Way to the Forum and Hello Dolly!. FTP, name this man whose most 
memorable roles may be as Marius in Les Miserables and as The Phantom of the Opera.

(23.) Her first Broadway appearance was in “I Can Get It For You Wholesale*.”  Afterwards, she was 
signed to play Fanny Brice in the Broadway production of “Funny Girl.”  However, she is better known 
for her television, film and music careers.  FTP, name this star of the film versions of On A Clear Day 
You Can See Forever, Hello Dolly!, and Funny Girl.
