Description: This packet covers education, technology, educational technology, and higher education with questions ranging from TRASH to ACF. Enjoy.

Tossups

1. Founded in 1992, this company is expecting to serve more than 250,000 students in the 2004-2005 school year. It is known for partnering with school districts and charter school boards in the US and the UK, which helps account for its significant growth. FTP, name this company, whose network of schools is the 47th largest school system in the US. 

A: Edison

2. Educators and nutritionists still laugh/cringe when thinking about 1981, when President Reagan’s administration, trying to deal with his slashing of federal school lunch program funds, attempted to classify this as a vegetable to meet USDA guidelines. One might have expected another such push from a Kerry administration, should he be elected, considering his matrimonial ties. FTP, what is this food item, made with allspice, cloves, cinnamon, and vinegar, among other ingredients?

A: _Ketchup_ (or catsup)

3. Ranking 68th on the 2004 Fortune 500 list of largest US companies, this company has for 85 years specialized in retirement planning and investing for people in the academic, medical, cultural, and research fields. It now serves 3.2 million participants and manages over $300 billion in combined assets. FTP, what is this company, originally founded by the Carnegie Foundation to provide pensions for professors?

A: _TIAA-CREF_ (Teachers Insurance Annuity Association- College Retirement Equity Fund)

4. Schools are starting to pay more attention to the privacy of student records, especially student grades, which are no longer supposed to be posted publicly. FTP, what is this law passed in 1974, also known as the Buckley Amendment, which was designed to protect the privacy of educational records on behalf of parents and students.

A:  _FERPA_ (Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act of 1974) (also accept _Buckley_ on an early buzz)

5. In 1993, this television show won a Peabody Award, a nice accompaniment to its 18 Emmys, seven of which have been for Outstanding Children’s Series. Its website, located at pbskids.org features links to works such as The Adventures of Taxi Dog and A Chair for my Mother. FTP, name this show that aims to help children view the library as a beneficial resource by having LeVar Burton read to them?

A: _Reading Rainbow_

6.  Much to the chagrin of this man, PowerPoint has become a ubiquitous educational tool nationwide. He seems to have made it his life’s work to refute its use in many contexts. Name this man, a professor emeritus of political science, computer science and statistics, and graphic design at Yale, the author of “Envisioning Information”, “The Visual Display of Quantitative Information” and “The Cognitive Style of PowerPoint”.

A: Edward R. _Tufte_ (TUFF-tuh)

7. In 1834, after teaching for 20 years and becoming an assistant principal at Ipswich Female Seminary, Mary Lyon began a crusade to establish an institution of higher learning for women. Her tireless campaigning wound up creating this school in 1837. FTP name the nation’s oldest continuing institution of higher learning for women and the first of the Seven Sisters, located in South Hadley, Massachusetts.

A: _Mount Holyoke_

8. According to its tagline, it is online, accelerated, affordable, and accredited. Support for this non-profit university has brought together over 20 leading U.S. corporations and the governors of 19 states. Sitting on the Board of Trustees are such politicos as Bill Richardson (Governor of New Mexico) and Roy Romer (former Governor of Colorado). FTP, name this school, found at www.wgu.edu, the only university to receive regional accreditation from four commissions.

A: _Western Governors_ University

9. This 1991 book provided a stark picture of the differences in the public education systems in rich and poor areas, such is the fact that affluent New York City suburbs spent $11,000 per pupil in 1987, compared to the urban areas, where each pupil was worth only $5,500. His chapters on East St, Louis are truly heartbreaking. FTP, name this seminal book in educational sociology, written by Jonathan Kozol.

A: _Savage Inequalities:_ Children in America’s Schools

10. He had a mastery of twenty languages including Arabic, Ethipoic, Persian, and Hebrew. One of his better-known works is titled the Blue-Backed Speller, itself the first of a three-volume work. Born in West Hartford, CT in 1758, he became a teacher in 1782, where he realized the need for American students to have textbooks written for them instead of the standard issue British texts.  FTP, that realization spurred what man to create The American Spelling Book and, later, An American Dictionary of the English Language?

A: Noah _Webster_

11. A building named for this man sits on every land grant university in the nation. He was congressman from Vermont who in 1862 authored the bill that created the land grant system. His name graces that same bill. FTP, who is this man who believed that children from all backgrounds should have the opportunity to have a college education?

A: Justin _Morrill_ 

12. The computers in the room were named Fred and Wilma. Leslie Bega starred as Maria, Tony O’Dell as Alan, Lara Piper as Viki, Dan Schneider as Dennis, Dan Frischman as Arvid, Robin Givens as Darlene, and Howard Hesseman as Charlie Moore were much of the cast of this ABC sitcom, running from 1986-1991. FTP, name this show about students in the Individualized Honors Program at Millard Fillmore High School.

A: _Head of the Class_

13. Title III provides for language instruction for Low English Proficiency and Immigrant Students. Title I provides for the Even Start program. The magic year is the 2013-2014 school year. By that year, all students will be at grade level in math and reading. It is criticized as the quintessential unfunded government mandate. FTP, name this legislation that Bush hopes will ensure that “our children is learning.”

A: _No Child Left Behind_ or _NCLB_  

14. No previous teaching experience or education coursework is required. Applicants must have a cumulative undergraduate GPA of 2.50. FTP name this “Peace Corps without the passport” experience that drops college graduates with absolutely no classroom management skills into inner-city schools.

A: _Teach for America_

15.  In the early 1970s, advertising executive David McCall was concerned that his then 11 year-old son was having trouble memorizing his multiplication tables, although his memory for other things was fine. He worked with his agency’s creative directors on a concept for a TV show that integrated academic topics with pop music, which was sold to ABC and ran for 12 years, featuring such ditties as “Interplanet Janet”. FTP, what is this show, which taught many children of the function of Conjunction Junction?

A: _Schoolhouse Rock_

16. Although the educational opportunities readily available to women were limited into this century, they began to be expanded when this idea came into vogue. Women, the theory went, were the primary caregivers for the next generation of Americans, so they should have at least some ability to read, write, and teach their children. What is the name for this term, which in addition to its historical context also refers to George Bush’s & Ronald Reagan’s moms?

A: _Republican mother_

17. Let’s talk about fun and very educational technology: blogs. I defy anyone to go to gawker.com, wonkette.com, or fleshbot.com and not learn something. All of these are published by one man, an Oxford University graduate in economics whose previous work has included “All That Glitters”, the definitive account of the collapse of Barings Bank. FTP, name him.

A: Nick _Denton_

18. In July, 2004 this company was fined $4,600 and ordered to stop sharing customer information with direct marketing firms after it sold the names of an estimated 30,000 customers. Run by Gateway Learning, this company became widely known due to its aggressive advertising, most of which featured children who had had problems before using this reading training system. The worst part of the ads when they joyfully exclaimed, FTP, “[what product] worked for ME!”

A: _Hooked on Phonics_

19. In literacy acquisition circles, traditional ideas of writing education are being abandoned in favor of this concept, in which correcting children’s misspelling is considered a form of stifling their self-expression. FTP, name this philosophy, in which everyone should be able to write words as they sound and feel they should be spelled.

A: _Invented_ spelling

20. The genesis of current educational reform efforts is often considered to be this groundbreaking document, published in 1983 by the Department of Education’s National Commission on Excellence in Education. What is this document, which began the effort toward higher teacher standards, testing, and graduation requirements?

A: _A Nation At Risk_

21. A pioneer in the field of instructional multimedia has been the Cognition and Technology Group at Vanderbilt University, the creators of this series of films. These interactive videodisks present mathematical problems through the adventures of the titular character. FTP, name this series, in which increasingly difficult problems are presented to assist the students in scaffolding their understanding.

A: _Jasper_ series or _Jasper Woodbury Problem Solving Series_

1. Course management systems are some of the hottest products in instructional technology today. By enabling even technologically ignorant faculty to create pre-programmed web sites, they have found fans internationally. Identify the course management systems FTPE.

1) This Canadian company has recently been chosen as the CMS of the Minnesota State colleges and universities, as well as the entire University of Wisconsin system. Its highlights include being the first academically-focused learning platform to be SCORM certified. For that, we’ll overlook the stupid number in its name.

A: _Desire2Learn_

2) This product, an upgrade from the company’s Campus Edition, is one of the more expensive options, with licensing costing up to a quarter of a million dollars per year for a Big 10 university. That has not dissuaded schools like the University of Minnesota, UMass, Texas A&M, and Purdue. FTP, name this program.

A: WebCT _Vista_

3) This publicly-traded company is the CMS of the California State University system and over 1000 universities in China, among many others. In late October 2005 they bought out WebCT. Name this company, who hopes to become as ubiquitous as its namesake.

A: _Blackboard_

2. Name the IQ test given a brief description F15PE:

1) Designed to assess children who may be disadvantaged by traditional tests that put a premium on language skills, this test is entirely nonverbal in administration and response style. It is designed for students aged 5-17.

A: _Universal Nonverbal Intelligence Test_ or _UNIT_

2) Also designed to assess children disadvantaged by tests dependent on verbal skills, this test is made up of six subtests that measure different nonverbal intellectual abilities.

A: Comprehensive Test of Nonverbal Intelligence (CTONI)

3. Given its various code names and/or descriptions, identify the Apple Computer product, FTSNOP.

1) FFP, all Mac OS X APIs are termed this, because all Mac life will be based on them.

A: _Carbon_
2) FTP, this operating system was codenamed “Capone” in the hopes it would rule over Chicago, the code name for its competition, Windows 95. 

A: OS _7.5_

3) One of the more colorful series of nicknames involve astronomer Carl Sagan. When he took exception to this desktop computer having his name as a code name, Apple re-coined it “BHA” (Butt Head Astronomer”). Sagan sued, and thus was born “LAW” (Lawyers are Wimps).


A:. PowerMac 7100

4. Charity and education periodically cross paths:

1) First, FFP, Sean Combs (a.k.a. Puff Daddy etc ad nauseum) raised funds for New York Public Schools in 2003 by getting sponsors when he ran in the New York Marathon. FTP, what was the name he gave to this quest, self-promotional as always?

A: _Diddy Runs the City_

2) In a more academic vein, education of the general public has been vastly improved by Andrew Carnegie, a philanthropist who did not demand his name be put on the libraries he built, although they often were anyway. Instead, he preferred this phrase be put above the entrance, along with a representation of the rays of the rising sun.

A: _Let There Be Light_

3) Joseph Frazier Wall, a biographer of Carnegie, placed the total number of Carnegie libraries at this, of which almost 2000 were in America. F15P, how many Carnegie libraries are there, or 5 points if you’re within 200 either way.

A: 2,811

5. Identify the drug used to treat the bane of schoolteachers everywhere, Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD), given its generic name, manufacturer, and duration of effect, FTSNOP.

1) FFP, the generic name is methylphenidate, it is manufactured by Novartis Pharmaceuticals, and it lasts 3-4 hours in its regular form and 7 hours in the slow release form.


A: _Ritalin_ (note: if anyone answers Concerta or Metadate, those both have the same generic name as Ritalin, but are made by different companies and have different effect durations)

2. FTP, the generic name is dextroamphetamine, it is manufactured by SmithKline Beecham, and it lasts 3-5 hours.


A: _Dexedrine_

3. F15P, the generic name is pemoline, it is made by Abbott Laboratories, and it lasts 12-24 hours.


A: _Cylert_

6. Students who receive special educational services are, under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA), afforded special educational status. Answer questions about that FTPE.

1) Students with developmental disabilities (and, in some districts, students with exceptional test scores) are required to have one of these made, a document that outlines the rights and responsibilities of the school district to the child given their educational needs.


A: _IEP_ or _Individualized Education Program_

2) The IEP process is ongoing, with IEPs being reviewed or revised once per year or more, given the opinions of the parents or school. Students must also be re-evaluated to see if they still fit the definition of a “child with a disability”, as defined by IDEA. How often must this be done?


A: Every _ 3 years_

3) IEPs are only for school-aged children. What is the correlating plan for infants and toddlers with special needs?


A: _IFSP_ (Individualized Family Service Plans) 

7. Name these standardized tests, F15PE.

15) This test, abbreviated CAT, is given as early as kindergarten. It asks questions above and below grade level, providing an accurate assessment.

_California Achievement Test_  

15) This is a top-rated nationally standardized achievement test designed to evaluate thinking skills that is considered to be among the most difficult tests. It is used in Illinois, Nebraska, and many other states, including its namesake state, the home of educational measurement.
_ITBS_ or _Iowa Test of Basic Skills_

8. Time for the requisite learning theory question! Given the description, identify the school of learning theory with which it aligns FTPE.

1) Heavily influenced by contemporary popular thought at the turn of the twentieth century, this theory sprung from the operant conditioning research of Edward Thorndike. The result was an educational system based on token economies and programmed (“teacher-proof”) instruction.

A: _Behavioral_ learning theory (accept equivalents)

2) This theory formed in large part as a reaction to behavioralism in that (instead of concentrating on external behavior) it focused on unobservable constructs, such as the mind, memory, attitudes, motivation, thinking, reflection, and other presumed internal processes.  

A: _Cognitive_ learning theory

3) Currently challenging the cognitivists is this theory. Also a philosophical view, it holds that there is not an objective reality but only our own individual interpretations of what we perceive. Knowledge, therefore, is not received from the outside, but what we construct in our own minds. 

A: _Constructivist_ learning theory.

9. Answer these questions about teaching methods, FTPE.

1) She is generally credited with this seven step model for lesson plans that begins with objectives, standards, and an anticipatory set. The last step is independent practice. The “teaching” step includes input and modeling.

Madeline ​_Hunter_

2) This teaching method is most common in the instruction of foreign languages and English as a Second Language. It involves exaggerated actions on the part of the teacher and the student that help in the learning of new vocabularies.

_Total Physical Response_ or _TPR_

3) This teaching method is structured upon a prepared environment where children are free to teach themselves. The first school of this method was founded in Rome in 1907.

11. Answer these questions about old books.

1) The availability of reading materials for children in colonial times was quite limited, given the high cost of paper at the time. To provide students with reading materials using as little paper as possible, these items were invented. Usually a small wooden paddle with one sheet of paper glued to it, it was covered with a very thin piece of the titular object for protection. FTP, name this early reader, which often included the Lord’s Prayer as a reference tool.

A: _Horn_ book

2) Once the price of paper became reasonable in the early 1800s, these kinds of books became popular. They were made of a thin cardboard, usually cut into a rectangle and folded in thirds.  The content was similar to that of a hornbook, with alphabets used as phonics lessons. They also had lists of short words, a short story, and illustrations, making them the precursor to contemporary children’s literature. Identify this type of book, F20P.

A: _Battledore_

12. Answer these questions about teachers’ unions and enemies of such, FTSNOP.

1) (5) The most visible of the teachers’ unions, this organization has 2.7 million members and was founded in 1857 to “eleveate the character and advance he interests of the profession of teaching and to promote the cause of popular education in the United States.” They have been criticized by some for their high political profile, as they are often quite vocal in their advocacy of certain candidates.

A: _NEA_ or _National Education Association_

2) (10) Founded in 1916 to represent the economic, social, and professional interests of classroom teachers, this union is an affiliated international union of the AFL-CIO. Its 1.3 million members today come not only from K-12 education, but also higher education, health care, and public servants. What is this union, which has formed a partnership, but not merged, with the NEA?

A: _AFT_ or _American Federation of Teachers_

3) (15) This former Secretary of Education actually went on the record in February 2004 saying the NEA is a “terrorist organization” because of their “obstructionist scare tactics” used in countering the President’s education policies. Inexplicably, he kept his job.

A: Rod _Paige_

13. Given a celebrity and the college they attended, identify their major FTPE.

14. Requisite Simpsons education bonus…FTSNOP… Go.

1) For 5, name Lisa’s crush-worthy substitute teacher from Season 2, voiced by Dustin Hoffman (aka Sam Etic) who stated the truism “the life of a substitute teacher is a lonely one”

A: Mr. _Bergstrom_

Listen to this quote, said by Lisa about a patch she made for a memory quilt:

3) For 5, Person 2 is Lisa’s idol, a saxophone player and jazz legend whose album Sax on the Beach is played on the local radio station as a tribute after he dies.

4) Finally, for 10, Lisa wanted to bring in this musician to lead the music program when oil was discovered below Springfield Elementary. And Willie wanted a crystal slop bucket.

1. (5) This former teacher’s affair with her young student led her to serve 7.5 years in jail. She was recently released and reunited with the two children she had with her young lover.

2. (10) This then-22 year-old New Hampshire teacher convinced her student, William Flynn, to kill her husband Greg in 1990, spawning media madness and the inevitable TV movie. 

A: Pam _Smart_

3. (15) Teacher-student relationships have spread onto the small screen, with one of the more notable being on Dawson’s Creek. F15P, what is the name of the teacher with whom Pacey had a fling?

A: Tamara Jacobs (accept either)

16. The field of instructional design encompasses more than 100 different models of instruction, describing how the instructional process should proceed from beginning to end. Most of these are variations on the generic ADDIE (moderator: spell out ADDIE) model, an acronym which outlines in a linear fashion the way instruction should be presented and judged. FFPE, and 5 for all five, what does ADDIE stand for?

A: Analysis, Design, Development, Implementation, Evaluation 

17. School vouchers have been a source of controversy for years. Nevertheless, they have been adopted by some districts and even one state. Answer questions about them FTPE:

1) One main issue is the separation of church and state vouchers may breach. FTP, within 5% either way, what percent of private schools are religious, according to the NEA?

A: 85% (accept 80-90%)

2) This state’s voucher system was declared illegal by the state’s appeals court in August of 2004 because it uses taxpayer dollars to aid sectarian institutions. Governor Bush pledges to continue the fight.

A: Florida

3) This man has become the figurehead for the pro-voucher movement in recent years, advocating substantially-sized vouchers for all students; a reasonable position for a free-market economist and Nobel Prize winner…

A: Milton _Friedman_

18. Educational computing’s beginnings came with a few large, government-funded projects on mainframe and minicomputers. Identify them F15PE.

1). This system, created by physicists and engineers at the University of Illinois, began in 1960 and was, by the early1970s, using early versions of email, newsgroups, and computer games to deliver more than 15,000 hours of instruction designed for it. By 1985, it had established systems in over 100 campuses around the world.

A: _PLATO_ (Programmed Logic for Automated Teaching Operations)

2) This system, developed at the University of Texas and Brigham Young University in 1972, was designed to teach higher-order thinking concepts in a way that would test the effectiveness of computer-aided instruction against the traditional classroom format. Although the students that completed the course did well, they still preferred the feedback provided in classroom formats, which has influenced subsequent thinking about computer-assisted and computer-based training.

A: TICCIT (Time-Shared Interactive Computer-Controlled Information Television system) 

19. In educational testing, validity standards are like gold. Identify these kinds of measures FTPE.

1) This type of validity is the degree to which scores on a test do not correlate with scores from other tests that are not designed to assess the same construct. For example, if this kind of validity is high, scores on a test designed to assess aggressiveness should not be positively correlated with scores from tests designed to assess intelligence.

A: _Discriminant_ validity

2) This type of validity refers to the degree to which scores oon a test correlate with (or are related to) scores on other tests designed to assess the same construct. For example, if scores on a specific aggressiveness test are similar to their scores on other aggressiveness tests, then this type of validity is high.

A: _Convergent_ validity

3) Both discriminant validity and convergent validity are subtypes of this form of validity, which refers to the degree to which a test measures the element it was intended to measure.

A: _Construct_ validity

20. The rights of non-English speakers to have educational opportunities have been addressed several times in the courts. Identify the cases F15PE.

1) In this milestone 1974 case, the US Supreme Court reaffirmed that denying children, in this case Chinese-speaking students in San Francisco, the right to education if they don’t already have English proficiency is “to make a mockery of public education”, because “basic English skills are at the very core of what public schools teach”.

A: _Lau vs. Nichols_

2) The Lau decision was tested in 1978, when Mexican-American families sued the Raymondville, Texas school district because they believed classrooms were being unfairly segregated. The case ultimately ended at the Fifth Circuit Court of Appeals in 1981, which determined all Low English Proficiency programs should be based on a sound educational theory, implemented effectively, and it must be evaluated as effective in overcoming language handicaps.

A: Castañeda vs. Pickard

21. The development of educational CD-ROMs is within the capabilities of novice nerds thanks to these two programs. Given a description, name them.

1) Over 13,000 global corporations have chosen this program to deliver instruction using this program, made by SumTotal. Authoring is done by dragging objects directly onto a page and it comes in two different forms (Instructor and Assistant) with different levels of control for different users. 

A: _ToolBook_

2) This program is a descendent of the PLATO project, although instead of the scripting approach of PLATO, this uses a flowline methodology with limited scripting needed for most projects. Now owned by Macromedia, it now has effective Web-publishing capabilities in addition to its more traditional CD-ROM application.

A: _Authorware_
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
