(Anyone who has a problem with anything in this packet should come and find me.  Yeah, I know a lot about Family Guy.  Big whoop.  Wanna fight about it?)

1. One of their employees becomes addicted to heroin after a joke* played by a softball player from the local novelty factory.  Francis Griffin turns its break room into a chapel, because eating lunch is a sin.  Their most popular products include G.I. Jew and Zeke the Moody Drifter, although if Peter had his way they’d have made Facts of Life transformers and Mr. Zucchiniheads as well.  FTP, identify this factory which employed Peter through almost three seasons of the show, flattened after the death of owner/operater Mr. Weed.

2. It’s a ham and scrambled egg sandwich with Swiss and American cheese on grilled sourdough, and most locations serve it with a choice of hash browns or grits.  In Screwed the Pooch*, Carter Pewterschmitt’s attorney asks Brian if he remembers an incident at a restaurant with a screaming child.  Brian’s explanation for his outburst is that this menu item he had ordered was undercooked.  FTP, identify this most ridiculously named of Denny’s many signature breakfast items.

Answer:  Moons Over My Hammy
3. In Brian: Portrait of a Dog, Peter sends him a rubber band, a straw, and a paper clip and asks for help* in saving Brian.  Raised in Mission City, Minnesota, he graduated from Western Tech and moved to California where an adventure with Pete Thornton got him a job with the Department of External Services – an adventure where he saved the duo through ingenious use of a paper clip, a wrench, and some shoelaces.  FTP, identify this master of on-the-spot improvisation and main character of an ABC action adventure show.

Answer:  Angus MacGyver
4. Peter, despondent over the purchase of the Drunken Clam by lousy Brits, wonders what American institution will be ruined next by their dastardly ways, and imagines a promo for this film.  The trailer shows two young men in a rowboat* on a lake, and one of them ruminating on the first time he met Freddie Cavendish – of course, the young men are played by Arnold Schwarzenegger and Sylvester Stallone.  FTP, identify this parody of Brideshead Revisited which appears in One if by Clam, Two if by Sea.
Answer:  I Remember Cecil
5. As a child, he had a pet alligator that the family turned loose because it kept chomping at his fingers and a pet armadillo that kept tearing up his father’s workshop.  After a brief stint in the Air Force, he began to develop a quick-study course* which let the world fall in love with quotes like, “Little bit of black, little bit of blue…some criss-cross strokes, or little x’s, whatever you like to call them.”  FTP, identify this oil painter who scares his audience into not revealing his happy mistakes in Fifteen Minutes of Shame 

Answer:  Bob Ross
6. She married her second husband, Carl, after her first was killed in an auto accident, although he was soon diagnosed with lung cancer, forcing her to move south.  When she returned, Carl was nowhere to be found* but J.J. had become more of a role model to the black community – something demanded by the actress, Esther Rolle, before she would return to the show.  FTP, identify this matriarch of the Evans clan and icon from Good Times who in If I’m Lyin’, I’m Dyin’ laments that her name is the name of a state.

Answer:  Florida Evans (Prompt on Florida)

7. In Lethal Weapons, he is the first victim of Peter’s man eating tree, followed by asexual former New York mayor* Ed Koch.  He was in Dallas on Nov. 22, 1963.  He reported while under fire in Vietnam.  He was in Chicago for the 1968 Democratic convention.  Every story he has ever covered was one worthy of waking Uncle Carl and calling Aunt Martha in from the kitchen, because they were gonna want to see, FTP, the story being covered by what disgraced now-ex CBS evening news anchor?
Answer:  Dan Rather
8. WARNING – Exact name required.  When asked about the initiative to change the name of San Francisco to something a little less gay, he suggests Heaven. Upon losing his virginity to Fran*, he tells her “that’s never happened before,” to which she replies, “What – the 8 seconds of sex or the 45 minutes of crying?”  Worst of all to his younger self, he reads Parade Magazine.  FTP, identify this future version of Stewie that Stewie mistakes for his real father, who long since gave up his plans for world dominance in Stewie Griffin: The Untold Story.
Answer:  Stew Griffin (Not Stewie.  Or Stewart.  No no no.)

9. In Peter Griffin: Husband, Father…Brother? Stewie recalls the time he had to tell this man that his wife was screwing around on him, finishing with*, “and if I was in your Bruno Maglis (Mawl-eez) I wouldn’t stand for it.”  Of course, the theory set forth by this flashback never occurred, because this former USC running back was found not guilty in a court of law.  FTP, identify this football star and Naked Gun star that apparently did not kill his wife Nicole in June 1994.  Or Fred Goldman either.  I guess.

Answer:  Orenthal James “O.J.” Simpson
10. It reached the top of the Billboard charts in December, 1974, making it the artist’s only #1 hit.  The lyrics were inspired by a poem written by the artist’s wife Sandy* – a poem about the time her husband should be spending with their son.  The forest sings this song around Peter and Brian in The Son Also Draws before one of the trees pulls a lighter and starts a major blaze.  FTP, “My child arrived just the other day, came to the world in the usual way,” starts what Harry Chapin classic later mangled by Ugly Kid Joe.

Answer:  “Cat’s in the Cradle”
11. In Road to Rhode Island, Stewie curses this name as he attempts to call Lois from a seedy hotel room*.  Formed in 1978, they released their first single, “Angel Say No,” in 1980.  In 1981, however, success hit big time, and much of America was surprised to learn that this was not just some guy, but the name of a group.  FTP, identify this group fronted by singer Tommy Heath and guitarist Jim Keller who hit #4 on the charts with “867-5309/Jenny”.
Answer:  Tommy Tutone   (Do not prompt on Tutone.  It’s a band, not the name of an artist)

12. When asked to say a few words over her grave, Stewie starts “Yea, and God said to Abraham*, 'You will kill your son Isaac.'  And Abraham said, 'I can't hear you; you'll have to speak into the microphone.'  And God said, 'Oh I'm sorry, is this better? Check check, check check. Jerry, pull the high end out; I'm still getting some hiss back here.”  He tries again, saying, “I knew her as a table.  She was a fine table, very sturdy, all four legs the same length…”  FTP, identify Brian’s mother, buried in Road to Rhode Island.
Answer:  Biscuit

13. In And the Wiener Is…, Peter reveals this as his preferred hunting name.  He is the orneriest marshal in the employ* of the judge in Fort Smith, Arkansas, which is exactly what Mattie Ross is seeking when she comes to town looking for the man who killed her father.  He takes young Mattie on a trek through the Indian Territory before a climactic shootout with the Ned Pepper gang.  Oh, and then there was a sequel where his name appeared in the title.  FTP, identify the role which John Wayne played in True Grit and a sequel, earning his only Oscar in the process.

Answer:  Reuben “Rooster” Cogburn
14. Used as a satirical slap at Snoopy in Brian in Love, it is set in 2274 where a group of survivors have sealed themselves into a domed city* near Washington, D.C.  Computers have set forth the laws, laws which are enforced by “sandmen”: black-clad police operatives who terminate “runners” – runners being those who attempt to defy the computers and live past the age of 30.  FTP, identify this milestone 1976 film starring Peter Ustinov, Farrah Fawcett, and Michael York.
Answer:  Logan’s Run
15. In Death is a Bitch, Peter misunderstands his doctor and wonders aloud how he could have this man in his breast*.  He began appearing in one-reelers for Mack Sennett in 1913 and bumped up to two-reelers in 1915, appearing in many with Mabel Normand.  He formed his own film company in 1917, giving Buster Keaton his start in The Butcher Boy.  Brewster’s Millions and Gasoline Gus followed before tragedy struck on Labor Day, 1921.  FTP, name this large silent film comedian who was acquitted of murder but never regained his career.
Answer:  Roscoe “Fatty” Arbuckle
16. They bulked up in a number of ways – squat thrusts, turning somersaults on the hard ground, and lifting their huge triangular* iron weights.  It had nothing to do with steroids, and they remind the local constabulary to save their roughneck tactics for Sacco and Vanzetti.  They then bend the bars keeping them in the paddy wagon, hup hup ho onto their 19th century bicycle, and ride away.  FTP, identify these Quahog strongmen who upon encountering Stewie in a garbage can decide not to touch it lest the mother not take it back.
Answer:  Phineas & Barnaby
17. When asked by his father which is his favorite book of the Bible, Peter says the one with the story about this character eating a puzzle piece*, putting the name Jesus in this character’s place.  In the story where he rides a bike, he makes boats out of the newspapers he was supposed to deliver and an ostrich swallows his bugle.  When he goes to the hospital, he causes a big mess and disrupts the mayor’s visit.  Created by Margret and H.A. Rey, FTP, identify this monkey cared for by the man in the yellow hat.
Answer:  Curious George

18. In Brian Wallows and Peter’s Swallows, Lois consoles this man who overhears Lois telling Peter that beards are ugly.  Depending on the styling you choose*, he can easily be turned into Harry the Hermit or Dick the Dude.  Above an illustration on the packaging you can find the hidden name of Leonard Mackowski, who created the artwork for this character.  FTP, identify this toy consisting of a man’s face under plastic, a magnet wand, and a boatload of metal shavings.

Answer:  Wooly Willy
19. She moved to Warner Brothers in 1966, cutting renditions of “Coconut Grove” and “Working on the Coal Mine.”  She became a major star in Italy in the late 60s, even starring in a spaghetti Western titled Lola Colt*, but returned to the states to resume a music career.  She charted with “There’s a Man Out There Somewhere” in 1975, but by the late 1970s had become the queen of Las Vegas, sharing a stage with Wayne Newton and earning $100,000 a week.  FTP, identify this “Black Venus” who Peter mistakenly thinks he almost married in Mind Over Murder.
Answer:  Lola Falana (Peter actually almost married Leslie Uggums)

20. In A Picture is Worth a Thousand Bucks, Stewie is knocked off of a carnival booth by the recoil of a shotgun and immediately springs back* with this eight word phrase.  It was inspired by a long recitation that Marine recruits were forced to memorize about their M1 and later M14 or M16 rifles, but gained its biggest notoriety through a 1987 Stanley Kubrick film.  FTP, identify this phrase which forms the first half of a Marine chant – a chant finished by “This is for fighting, this is for fun.”

Answer:  This is my rifle, this is my gun
21. Founded in 1965, their brands include Undercolors, Sisley, Playlife, and Killer Loop.  An Italian firm, they release designs every year in everything from men’s and women’s wear to undergarments.  With locations in 120 countries, they truly span the globe*, a fact reflected by the name of their most recognizable line.  FTP, identify this company whose United Colors line Stewie poked fun at during his foster home stay in Love Thy Trophy.
Answer:  Benetton
22. Peter injures the baseball ringer Mr. Weed has hired and is forced to either find a replacement or lose his job.  He turns to his new neighbor, Joe*, at first out of desperation but becomes happier when he sees Joe unpacking his sports trophies.  Joe agrees and arrives at the game – in his wheelchair, prompting Peter to sputter, “Holy crip he’s a crapple.”  The audience is introduced to Bonnie and Meg starts her love from afar with Kyle, their son.  FTP, identify this episode of Family Guy which gave the Griffins someone to look up to.

Answer:  A Hero Sits Next Door (Prompt on “Joe” or “Swanson” before Joe is mentioned in the question)
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1. The episode Fore Father is a touching tale of the renewal of the father son bond.  Answer these questions that have nothing to do with that topic, ten each.

A) Stewie ruins Brian’s collection of first editions in order to make a replica of the houseboat from what 60s television show starring Troy Donahue and Lee Patterson?
