Singer Marc Anthony had a role early in his career as the waiter Cristiano in this*.  Primo and Secondo are struggling to keep Paradise open when Pascal, a competitor, promises to send a famous trumpeter to eat there and make their restaurant famous.  Little do the brothers know that Pascal is setting them up for failure to punish Secondo for his affair with his wife.  It ends with a single uninterrupted take of Secondo cooking an omelet. This is, FTP, what 1996 movie starring Tony Shaloub and Stanley Tucci?  
Answer: Big Night
3) 
This man has a namesake salad, mushroom, and stewed gamecock.  His first play, Henry III and His Court, was produced in 1829, but he achieved greater success with serial novels* like The Black Tulip and The Regent’s Daughter.  He used ghostwriters extensively, especially for popular works like Twenty Years After and The Vicomte de Bragelonne.  He had three illegitimate children, one of whom shared the name and willprofession of, FTP, this author of The Count of Monte Crisco.  
Answer: Alexander Dumas
4) 
During its first year of business, one of the founding brothers gave up his share in exchange for a used Volkswagen.  Their “thirty minutes or it’s free” promotion* landed them in the courts when a woman sued after being hit by a speeding deliveryman.  The company has also been plagued by liberal activists who protest its founder’s support of pro-life causes like Operation Rescue.  But the founder no longer runs the company or has a controlling interest, so FTP, pro-choice pizza fans can order Chicken Kickers or Cinnastix from this company without worry.  
Answer: Domino’s Pizza

5) 
One of the many apocryphal stories associated with this woman is that Mozart asked for her hand in marriage as a child.  Her mother arranged a more politically expedient marriage* a few years later.  After being imprisoned for treason, she was referred to only as the Widow Capet or Prisoner 280. Catherine the Great advised her to ignore the complaints of the people, but the people killed her shortly afterwards.   Name, FTP, this French queen who never actually said “let them eat cake.” 
Answer: Marie Antoinette
6) 
This is named for the loose confederation which opposed the Red, Green, and Black Armies, and which took its name from monarchist, rather than racial, implications*.  A “Black” version replaces milk with cola, and a “Cuban” version replaces vodka with rum.  You’ll probably want one of these after watching The Big Lebowski. This is, FTP, what mixed drink made of Kahlua, vodka, and milk, also known as a Caucasian?  
Answer: White Russian
7)
His namesake fillet of beef is goose liver cooked inside beef, wrapped in bacon, and braised with a calf’s foot.  He was both president of the British Association for the Advancement of Science and chancellor* of the University of Cambridge.  He said he wasn’t offended by not being made a peer after his marriage, since becoming a duke of England would be a step down for a Duke of Saxony.  FTP, if you have this man, Queen Victoria’s consort, in a can, you’d better let him out. 
Answer: Prince Albert or Francis Charles Augustus Albert Emmanuel of Saxe-Coburg-Saalfeld
8)
This is Misty Peppers’ safe word*.  This whole grain, when traditionally prepared, will expand into thin, jelly-like bubbles. Neighboring bubbles fuse together and solidify, forming a three-dimensional network.  It’s not rice, but colonists used to eat it with milk and sugar.  This food comes in mushroom and butterfly shaped varieties, and may be colored blue, red, purple or calico, but, FTP, is most common in yellow or white. 
Answer: Popcorn
9)
She served as American ambassador to Ghana from 1974-1976 and unsuccessfully ran for Congress on an anti-war platform in 1967.*  She married John Agar at 17, appearing with him in the film Fort Apache, one of her last films before she retired from the movies in her twenties.  She was the youngest person ever awarded a special Oscar and was considered for the role of Dorothy in The Wizard of Oz.  This is, FTP, the namesake of what “kiddie cocktail” made of lemon-lime soda and grenadine with a cherry and slice of orange?  
Answer: Shirley Temple
10)
Giving this to an infant before they’ve begun eating solid foods can cause fatal infant botulism*.  Commercial varieties are usually bland because they’re derived from sugar water, but aficionados prefer the bold Italian chestnut variety, or the subtle French acacia variety.  Moutain laurel or azalea varieties are usually toxic.  The average producer of this will create one-twelfth of a teaspoon in her entire lifetime.  FTP, vegans consider it to be an animal product and so use golden sweetener syrup instead of this. 
Answer: Honey
11)
More than a million citizens may die of starvation here, particularly in the Mandera district.  This country criticized Bernard Lagat*for choosing to represent the U.S instead of his homeland in future athletic events.  In 1998, a US embassy here was bombed by Al Qaeda.  Many important early hominid fossils have been found in the Lake Turkana region.  FTP, name this African country popular with tourists for safaris and big game hunting.  
Answer:   Kenya
12)
Troy McClure assures Selma that he loves her like he loves this*  This beverage was introduced in 1966 with a blizzard-themed advertising strategy and was first made with aspartame in 1985.  It reportedly was a favorite of Lyndon B. Johnson.  In 2005, Coke announced plans to introduce sparkling black cherry and sparkling peach flavors of this brand.  Name, FTP, this Coke product with no Pepsi equivalent, a grapefruit-flavored diet soda.
Answer: Fresca

13)
This kind of teacake has four strips, typically pink and yellow, laid out in a checkered pattern and wrapped in marzipan.*  It’s named after the cadet branch of a Grand Ducal family.  One family member married Queen Victoria’s daughter and fathered the Queen Consort of Spain, another was made Prince Sovereign of Bulgaria but was kidnapped and forced to abdicate.  Give, FTP, the last name of this family prior to WWI, when they gave up their German titles and changed their name to Mountbatten. 
Answer: Battenburg (do not accept Mountbatten, it’s not a ‘Mountbatten cake’)
14)
His namesake variety was supposedly favored by Douglas Adams, Captain Picard, Sir Leigh Teabing from the Da Vinci Code, and James Bond*.  He oversaw the Reform Act of 1832 and abolition of slavery in the British empire and has a monument at Newcastle-upon-Tyne, but is probably best remembered for a namesake creation of Twinings in the Strand.  This is, FTP, the prime minister for whom the famous black tea is named. 
Answer: Charles Grey or Earl Grey.

15)
He’s now regarded as a textbook case of klismaphilia.  He and his wife raised over forty children*, all of them legally or informally adopted.  He wrote Treatment for Self-Abuse and its Effects, Ladies Guide in Health and Disease, and New Diatetics, and was an ardent proponent of vegetarianism, exercise, abstinence, and enemas.  He began the Sanitas Food Company with his brother Will to produce whole-grain cereal. FTP, name this creator of the corn flake. 
Answer: Dr. John Henry Kellogg
16)
This dish, named for the restaurant owner who invented it, is also known as doppio burro.  Mary Pickford and Douglas Fairbanks* ate it at the original restaurant while on vacation during their honeymoon, and introduced it to the United States, where it is much more popular than in Italy. Name, FTP, this pasta dish with a sauce made of heavy cream, butter, parsley or pepper, and minced garlic.  
Answer: Fettucine Alfredo
17)
He has had a potato named for him, probably a reference to an 1885 work.  The correspondence between himself and his brother Theo*, who supported him financially, was published in 1914.  After shooting himself in the chest, he returned to his hotel where he died two days later.  His brother, who was buried beside him six months later, said his last words were “The sadness will last forever.”  FTP, name this friend of Paul Gauguin and Camille Pissarro. 
Answer: Vincent Van Gogh
18)
Sarah Vowell’s book of this title* begins with the essays “Shooting Dad” and “Music Lessons,” and other stories from her NPR radio series. Despite some confusion, the final word of this phrase is already plural, making a final ‘S’ unnecessary.   The dessert referenced is a tube-shaped pastry containing ricotta cheese and other flavorings like chocolate, vanilla, or Marsala wine.  Give, FTP, this famous piece of advice from The Godfather that follows “Leave the gun.”  
Answer: “Take the Cannoli”
19)
He became a physician during the Civil War, and insisted that the soldiers’ digestive problems would be solved by eating coffee and lean meat*.  He’s not Dr. Atkins, but he thought humans were intended to eat only meat, and that vegetables and other starches were poisonous to the digestive system.  His name was re-popularized during WWI when no one wanted to use the German word ‘hamburger.’ FTP, name this crazy man who invented a hamburger steak, usually served with gravy and onions. 
Answer: Dr. James Henry Salisbury
20)
She’s a plucky redhead who thwarts the villainous plans of the Peculiar Purple Pieman of Porcupine Peak*.  She was originally created as a greeting card by American Greeting in the early ‘80s, and was spun off into dolls, toys, and cartoons.  Her international friends include the Dutch Mint Tulip, the Mexican Café Ole, and the French Crepe Suzette. This is also, FTP, a dessert made of a crumbly biscuit served with berries and whipped cream.

Answer: Strawberry Shortcake

Group A is the Cultivator, and should avoid red meat and eat lots of vegetables.
